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Mr. Root replied that he could well understand that his colleague, Mr. Koo, felt

bound by the Chinese Constitution and did not feel at liberty to consider any other
definition that was contained therein; he, however, was speaking not as a citizen of
China, oraso ne bound by its constitution; he had his suggestion in the hope that
the committee would not become involved in questions which i1t had no jurisdietion
to decide; what he thought the committee should aim at was eomething to help
China—that it should remain upon ground which was not controversial:—

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or domestic administration of another, do hereby freely disclaim and disavow any
intention or right to intervene in the domestic administration of China in regard
to construction of railroads, telegraphs, or other material internal improvement. On
the other hand, His Majesty, the Empire of China, reserves to himself the right te
decide the time, the manner and eircumstances of introducing such improvements
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Article 2. China confirms perpetual occupation and government of Macao and

its dependencies by Portugal, as any other Portuguese Possession.
Article 3. Portugal engages never to alienate Macao and its dependencies without
agreement with China.
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
