The above list of varieties of perforation; although it cannot be said
to be complete, is, however, the result of five or six years of examining ard
recarding. :

_ A relative of Mr. Charles Leung’s,—the man who gave me the material
on the Pa Kua postwarks, as published in Bulletin Vol. 3, No. 38,—is the
person who has secured the 16c. and the $1 horizontal pair imperforate
between varieties. It has been requested that this man’s name should not
be known, but Mr, Leung has persorally seen his collection and is willing
to gnarantee that these two varieties to exist. That being the case, I have
included them in this list.

In addition to this list, there are some other imperforate varieties found
in the overprinted stamps but not found in the original stamps. I will deal
with these later under the heading of the Republic Provisional Issue of 1912.

_ At the erd of this section, let me tell a very interesting story. Mr.
Church Chu told me that, about 25 years ago, he had a sheet of the 50c.
stamp entirely imperforate. At that time he did not deal in stamps and did
not know that this sheet was very valuable. On the contrary, he considered
that they were very inconvenient for use in putting eonto envelopes, so he
cut them out, one by one, ard used them postally. As he thinks back on
this thing he feels that it is a most luaghable as ‘well as a most regretable
matter. Probably not a single specimen of this sheet of varieties is in
existence today. ' ‘
