(...) Of course the only altar at which he worshipped was that of Apollo the Giver of Life,
behind the Altar of Horns at Delos, for thereon were placed flour and meal and cakes,
without the use of fire, and there was no animal victim, as we are told by Aristotle in his

Constitution of Delos.

(The "altar of horns" on Delos is so called Keraton or Kerateion, approximately halfway
between the House of Naxijans and Temple of Artemis. The referenced Aristotle work
demonstrates just sacrificial rules regarding this altar, not Pythagoras sacrifice on Delos. In
addition, Kerateion was built around the year 350 BC.)
