JACQUES Cartier, a Frenchman, in the year I534»
under a commiliion fr m his mafter Francis I. ex-

plored the G. If of Saint Lawrence, and thj next year

afcended the river, and wintered at Sainte Croix

---here he eredttd a wooden Crofs, inicribed,

** Frauciscus Dei Gratia francorum Rex Regnat'"—In
x6o3, a Patent was granted to Sieur de Monts, for an
cxclufive trade, and he employ d Charoplain to make
further difcoveries in Canada. Chanpiain arrived at a
