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from both causes, but the harm done by insects see ms the more
serious. The grain in the fields of the third section of the west
part between the Siang and the Lu rivers which was planted ear-

lier, was also flooded in the beginning of last summer,  The dist-
ress in the north caused by both drought and insects was more
serious than that which happened last year.

2. The crop of grain is reported to vary from forty to
sixty per cent of a full yield, but in some of the fields even nothing
was harvested. About thirty per cent of the normal yield may be
taken as an average crop of the whole district.

3. The number of sufferers is estimated to be at 20,000.

4. Grain only is suitable for most parts of the fields in the
district. ~ Potato, millet, beans, peas, and turnips although sown
in some of the higher fields, were almost all destroyed by drougt.

-

5. Since 1917, both northern and southern troops have
passed throught the district many times. The town with the ma-
gistrate’s office, shops and bridges were all burnt.  The people
suffered very much and the loss is too much to be reckoned. The-
se matters have been reported to the national peace conference of
Shanghai.  Soldiers-and brigand have done much mischief again
last year, and the consequence has been a shortage of food stuft.
Many of the farmers were compelled to leave their homes in the
spring, and their fields are left standing idle.

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irrigation was tried.  The crop for the whole district is estimated
to be from twenty to thirty per cent of a full yield.

3. The population of the district is 900,000. The people
who live on the plain and gathered a good crop last summer are
fairly well off. Their number is about 240,000.  The rest of the
population are all poor and of these there are 150,000 in urgent
need of help.  In addition to the people of the county, 20,000 re-
fugees arrived here last summer from Anhua, Hsinhua, Paoching
and other districts and they are still waiting for help.

4. Poor farmers had no seed for the autumn plantilg. The
rain, also, was too late for their work. Most of the fields were
not cultivated in the autumn.  But in the beginning of the autumn,
some of the grain came out by itself on some of the fields which
were parched earlier, and one or two fan of grain was gathered
from each meon. From other ficlds still parched at a later date,

the grain was entirely destroyed, and no regrowth was found.

5. In the past few years, the distress caused by both sold-
iers and brigands caused the people to suffer very much. Ten
thousands of the defeated soldiers came back from Hupeh through
our district this year.  Supplies for soldiers who are under their
proper officers are furnished locally.  But disbanded soldiers act
like brigands; they rabbed all the villages they came to without
any restraint. Rich and poor have to suffer at the same time.

LILING COUNTY.

1. The distress was caused by drought and insects. The
fields in the south and.east parts of the district were aftected most

heavily, especially by the drought. ‘Those in the west suffered”




2. From the fields which were affected the most. a crop of
only ten or twenty per cent of the normal yield was reaped, and
from the others, not more than sixty per cent. Therefore sixty
per cent of the fields are supposed to lave been afiected by the
distress.

3. More than 240,000 people are estimated to be suffering

\

from the shortage of food stuft in the whole county.

4, Only twenty per cent of the fields has been cultivated
this autumn.  Owing to the poverty of the farmers, no seed was
purchased for the remaining fields.

5. Ninghsiang is sitvated on the road from Changsha to
Changteh and Paoching and is in the next county to the capital of
the province.  After the civil war between Hunan and Hupeh, the
defeated soldiers joinad with brigands and robbed the villages out-
side the city. The distress was so serious that, it is said, every
one of the people has suffered.

YIYANG COUNTY.

1. From 6th of the fifth month to the 30th of the sixth,
there was no rain except a shower on the 24th of the fifth ina part
of the county.  The grain was nearly all dried up.  The distress

is much more serious than has happened before.

2. The district consists of twenty three “Z”". In the 17th,
18th, 21st and “Séangwai 4, the fields are on a lower level, as
are also some fields in a part of the 19th “%”. Grain was plant-
ed there early in the spring and there the crop has been compara-

“tively better than clsewhere.  The fields in the other “/%”" all lie
high among the hills.  In these nothing was harvested, although
