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THE COMPARATIVE LAW SCHOOL OF CHINA

Realizing the great mneed of a law school in
Central China to train the lawyers who will be a
necessity under a constitutional form of government
in establishing and operating the judical system, the
Soochow University on September 3, 1915, opened its
law school in Shanghai.

LOCATION

Shanghai, being the largest and leading com-
mercial port on the China coast, and midway between
North and South, was chosen as the logical location for
the School. Its population consists of over a million
Chinese, a large per cent. of whom are most enlighten-
en and enterprising, and of about thirty-five thousand
foreigners. Jt ranks second among the shipping
ports of the worid, is the distributing depot for all
Central China, and forms a terminus of two important
railway systems, thus making it easy of access by
sea and land from all parts of the country.

The Distriet Court, The Provisional Court and
The Mixed Court in Frenech Concession are held re-
gularly there. These courts together with the con-
sular courts are open to the law students for observa-
tion in methods of procedure and practice, and afford
fai]cilities for study that are not found elsewhere in
China.

The school is centrally located, thus facilitating
access to the different courts and to all parts of the
city. It is well equipped with class rooms and has
dormitories and boarding facilities.
