t'°We> be°S leave to remind our readers, from the 
correspondence which was laid before Congress in 
1339 and published in the journals of Congress, 
that this was one of the first subjects which engaged 
Mr Stevenson’s attention on his arrival in London. 
Within three weeks after he had laid his credentials 
b»fore Lord Palmerston, he addressed to him the 
longest and one of the ablest papers, which have 
appeared on this occasion. The paper was prepared 
by himself—at the instance of a very brief instruc¬ 
tion from the Secretary of State. 

To enable the reader to have a clear conception o' 
ihe principles involved in the negotiation, it will 
be necessarv to give a brief narrative of each of those 

The Comet is the first in order of time. She sail¬ 
ed from the District of Columbia in the latter part ol 
1839, bound for New Orleans, having on board, 
ainonf other things, a number of slaves. She was 
stranded on one of the false keys of the Bahama 
islands, opposite to the coast of Florida. The per¬ 
sons on board, including the negroes, were taken by 
the wreckers! against the remonstrance of the cap¬ 
tain and owners, into Nassau, (the same port into 
which the Creole was taken,) where the negroes 
were seized by the local authorities. 

The case of the Encomium is almost in every parti¬ 
cular the same. It occurred in 1S3-1. In this case, the i 
negroes seized did not belong to an ordinary negri. 
trader, but were the property of a highly respectable 
gentleman of North Carolina, formerly the Presidem 
of the Senate of that Stale, who was emigrating 
with them 1 > the Southwest 

The Enterprise sailed, in 1835, from the District, 
for Charleston, South Carolina, and was forced una¬ 
voidably, by stress of weather, into Port Hamilton, 
B .-rmuda Island, where the negroes were seized ami 
detaineJ bv the local authorities. The owners ol 
the slave?, after seeking in vain for their surreudei 
by the local authorities, applied to the government 
•-ir redress. Al.ei n protracted negotiation, the ap¬ 
plications made in the case of the Comet and Enco¬ 
mium were successful: but, iu the case of the 
Enterprise, it was otherwise—the government agree¬ 
ing to compensate the claimants in the first two 
cases, upon the ground that they occurred before the 
act for the abolition of slavery in the West Indies, 
and refusing to compensate those in the last, because 
it occurred afterwards.

THE CASE OF THE CREOLE. 
We would gladly refrain from farther comment on 

this exciting topic, did we not remark a seeming ea¬ 
gerness in a portion of the press to hurry the gov¬ 
ernment and country into an attitude which can nei¬ 
ther be maintained with justice, or abandoned with 
honor. In this view we are impelled to farther re¬ 
mark.

) “ No, sir,” responds our Secretary of State to 
her Minister, “ all persons fleeing to the’ jurisdiction 
of the United States, from the political dissensions 
of other countries, are entitled to our protection.— 
We cannot give up your fugitives.” “Ah, but ” 
says M. de Bodisco, “ we are ahead of you, there 
A part of the fugitives claimed by us were serfs in 
Poland—by the fundamental law of the land, they 
are the property of the nobles. You must restore 
our human property, at any rate.” “ No, sir,” again 
responds the Secretary of State, “ we cannot sur¬ 
render even these. They may have been property 

.'our laws, for aught we know or care ; bat by 
laws, by the laws of God and nature, they < 

— v, and not subject to reclamation as brutes 
chattels.” Does not every American acknowledge 
that our government mast have answered thus, and 
that a different course would never have been acqui¬ 

esced in by the people ?—that our government could 
not restore the fugitives if it would, and would 
if it could ? The application is unavoidable. 

But there is another tack: Mr. Stevenson __ 
swers the reclamation of fugitive slaves from the 
case (alledged to be parallel) of fugitive soldiers, 
scripts, apprentices and sailors. Now there_ 

, kind of universal maritime law for the reclamation 
of sailors deserting from vessels in the harbor oi 
another nation, growing out of the necessities of the 
ease ; but when did our government ever surrender 
fugitive soldiers or apprentices, on the reclamation 
Great Britain? To our knowledge, never! M 
have often seen deserters from the British army 

of our frontier towns, and though wea 
mg the uniform which was notoriously the property 
of the British government, we never saw or heard 
of one being given up, or dreading that he would 
be. As for reclaiming apprentices, (save appren-j 

:es on ship board,) the thing was never heard of.

had been expended therefor, the sum of two hun¬ 
dred and sixty-four thousand seven hundred and ten 
dollars. * * * The practice has been to fur¬ 
nish these persons with provisions for a period of 
time after being landed in Africa, varying from six 
months to one year; to provide them with houses, 
arms, and ammunition; to pay for the erection of 
fortifications, for the building of vessels for their use, 
and in short to render all the aid required for the 

\founding and support of a colonial establishment" 
1 A report from Amos Kendall, Fourth Auditor of 
the Treasury, discloses more particularly the man-
