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 Heavy rainfall and snowfall has been
affecting several areas of Afghanistan,
Pakistan and eastern Iran over the
last few days, triggering landslides
and flash floods that resulted in
casualties and damage.

 So far, 22 persons were reported dead
in Pakistan, ten in Afghanistan and
three in eastern Iran. In addition, 18
persons were reported injured in
Afghanistan, 22 in Pakistan and ten
more persons were reported still
missing in Afghanistan.
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
