ENGLISH HYBRIDS
The Delphinium is, and has ever been, one of our finest blue flowers. It is also one of

the hardiest of the hardy perennials seldom winter-killed and increasing from a small

seedling to clumps 10 to 12 inches in diameter in three years. The old shades of light and
dark blue have been improved upon by selection to give us the well-known sky-blue Bella-

donna and dark blue Formosum; and, whereas both of these were vast improvements over
the old style, still it remained for recent cross-pollenization and hybridization to bring out
the marvelous forms of the new hybrids.

Their spikes are longer, often 3 feet long, and their flowers much larger than the old

types.

The Onion is another all-year-round vegetable, so easy to grow and keep that it is

remarkable everybody does not realize that a year’s supply can be grown in the home-
garden. Onions are not difficult to grow from seed, and although sets are handy to

plant for spring scallions.

Grow some late Turnips and Rutabagas in your garden this year and store them for winter use. When boiled
and served with a little butter, they make the tastiest of

winter dishes and help give a variety to your table. Early
summer Turnips are also fine. Plant some of both. For
early spring use, sow seed in April and puU as soon as the
roots are of suitable size. For fall and winter use, sow in

Silver Leaf Swiss Chard July or early August. Turnips, if planted from loose seed,
must be thinned out to stand 2 to 3 inches apart. If

planted with Seedtape, only an occasional plant here and there will need to be pulled out.
Turnips and Rutabagas may be kept all winter in a cool, dry cellar where there is no danger of
their freezing.

ROWING flowers is such a pleasant occupation, and such large
|

returns can be had from such a comparatively small outlay of labor i

and money, that it is great wonder that more are not gro'wn around
ever\' home.

The annual flower seeds come in nearly all shapes and sizes, from the
powder-like Lobelia and Petunia to the bullet-like Canna, and although a
few general rules can be laid do^^*n, still it would be impracticable to tiy to
show here the exact procedure for planting each variety that is listed.

Full cultural directions are on each packet that ue send out.

The soil is the first consideration. Almost any soil will grow some sort

of flowers, but for a general flower-garden it should be well fertilized and
loosened to a depth of 6 to 8 inches. Well-rotted barnyard manure may
be applied in the spring or fall, but it is sometimes difficult to obtain and
often contains we^ seeds. Pulverized sheep>-manure will give excellent
results and is much easier and cleaner to handle.

The seed of most of the popular flowers may be planted as soon as the
soil can be worked into a fine loosened condition. Be careful not to plant
the seeds too deep. The fine seeds, like Petunia and Lobelia, should be just
pressed into the soil and the larger seeds in drills to 3'^inch deep.

When the seedlings become 2 to 3 inches tall they should be thinned
out, in accordance with the directions on the packet. A good rule to follow
with all flowers but the climbers is to thin out the plants to stand half as
far apart as they grow tall. For instance, annual Larkspur grows about 12
inches tall and should therefore have 6 inches between plants. Practically
all flower seedlings (with the exception of Poppies) may be transplanted,
so that those that are pulled out need not be wasted.

There are numberless prettx' arrangements for flower-beds. Those that
are in the open and surrounded on all sides by grass, generally give a better
appearance if just one varietx' is used, with a border of Alyssum or some
other dwarf-growing flowers. Beds that have a background of a hedge or
fence should have tall sorts at the back and then graduated dotsm to the
front with smaller growing sorts.

The best and easiest waj* to grow flowers is in narrow beds that can be
worked with a claw weeder. Make them narrow enough so that all parts
can be reached without treading on the bed. If the ground is well spaded
before planting, but one hand weeding is necessarx’, and that to take the
weeds from the rows. After that, scratch the surface with a claw weeder
or steel rake once or t\s*ice a week until the plants shade the soil. No further
care is necessary.

If the bed is along a fence or hedge, plant tall varieties at the back,
selecting others that will graduate slowly down to the front. A verj- good
combination is Giant Zinnias, Scabiosas, Larkspurs and French Marigolds
arranged from back to front in the order named. Circular beds may be
set ofl^ to advantage, t^^th an edging of Alyssum or Ageratum.

Class A. Crops that should be partly grown in frames or seed-bed out-

doors before being transplanted to garden.
Class B. Crops that occupy the ground for the whole or the greater

part of the season.
Class C. Crops that should be sown several times a season.
Class D. Crops which may be cleared away in time to sow or plant

something else. For very late planting early varieties should be used.
Class E. Crops which may be sown or planted on the ground where

early crops have been grown and cleared off.

Class F. Seeds that may be sown as soon as the ground can be worked
into fine loosened condition.

Class G. Seeds should not be sown until the ground is thoroughly warmed
(about when the maples start to leaf).
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We could no more hope to lay out a garden suited to your needs than to
pick a wallpaper for your sitting-room. A garden is just as individual as a
room and must be laid out in accordance with your own personal tastes.

The chart above is for a garden 20 by 40 feet and gives an idea of what
should and can be done in this small space.
No matter how large or how small your garden is we would advise that

you lay out a planting chart. Plot it out for the various different vegetables
keeping varieties of the same height together and alternate between those
that mature late and those that mature early so that by the time the later

maturing varieties need more room, the earlier ones will have been used.
It is easy enough to start a garden but it takes planning to keep it working
to the utmost all summer.

THINNING OUT NECESSARY. We cannot urge too strongly that
you thin out your plants to the proper distance apart. We would venture
to say that more gardens are ruined from lack of giving the plants enough
space to grow than from any other cause. There is only enough food in

the ground to support a certain amount of plant-growth. If your plants
are crowded none of them will get enough nourishment to develop properly.
The sun and air play no mean part in development of plants. See to it that
they are spaced wide enough apart so as not to shade each other too much.
We all hate to pull up plants, but it must be done if the best results are to
be expected.

CARE AND CULTIVATION. The best plants are those that grow
quickly; don’t let anything check them. It is much easier to keep weeds
out of your garden by frequent cultivation than to take them out after

they get in.

Cultivate after every rain, as soon as the ground is dry enough to work.
This breaks up the surface crust, conserves moisture, and kills the weeds
while they are small. Cultivate in the morning so that the weeds thrown
up will be killed by the noon-day sun before the night’s dew revives them.

Before seeding, the ground should be thoroughly pulverized and all rub-
bish and stones raked on. Grass will net grow properly on lumpy ground.

\Mien sowing the seed, the first precaution is to sow enough—too much
can hiardly be applied. The second is to sow evenly. A good plan is to
sow first lengthwise and then crosswise, this will secure an even distribution
o: seed. The best time to sow' grass seed is in a light, misty rain, when no
wind is blowins.
A lawn should be mowed regularh* once or twice a week, and a new

lawn just as soon as it is high enough to cut. It should be rolled eveix' spring
to press the roots firmly into the soil after the winter hea%ing and to level
any pumps or ruts that have appeared during the winter.

hnve occasion to water your lawn, soak it thoroughly. A light
-prinkiing is worse than none as it draw; the roots to the surface.
An application of bone-meal or commercial pulverized sheep manure

once or twice a year will be benencial. Barnyard manure should be avoided
s-s It usually contains many troublesome weed seeds.
