Firft theyhauemade toeucrie
countric a peciiHar and proper Angcll; a thing altogether
ftrangc from theword of God, and a meere imagination of
their owne head. And the rcafon, wherewith fome would
proouc it, is nothing worth, though I graunt fome godlie
men doo not vttcrhe tcieft it ; for they fay there is named

l>an.io.u in Daniel, the Prmce oi Perfia, the Prince ofGrsccia,mca.
ning the Angels, particular goueinours of thofe countries.
Indeedc the Aramites might fo hauc vnderiloodit, which
did thinke there were fome Gods of the mountaines, other
fome of the vallies : but Chriftian men that readcthc Pro-
phets.fliould knowc that in thcncxt Chapter, Daniel him-
felfc cxpoundeth,that thofcPrmccs were the kings ofthofe
countries. And indcede this is not the opinion ot the Pro-
phets or ofthe Prophets children ; but it came firft from the
old idolatrous Gentiles, who from the beginning had this
fancic, and made Noe hirofelfe whom they caUed Vcrtum-
niis, to be the Angell, or countrie GOD of Hcmiria, and
from that day to aicric nauon, they made eueric patron
cocn as they would.
