Y'ork officials. Reeve Schley, fuel ad¬ 
ministrator for New Y’ork County, said 
that so far he had not been notified 
from Washington of the order. The 
Edison Company, which, with the 
United Electric Light and Power Com¬ 
pany, supplies the city with power, 
was much surprised, but expressed the 
belief that the purpose of restricting 
street illumination was to conserve 
fuel for next winter. C. F. Stillman, 
manager of the New Y’ork Exposition, 
said that the exposition might have to 
close if the order was rigidlv enforced, 
but Coney Island on the other hand 
did not seem to suffer very much dur¬ 
ing the la.«t dark spell. 

Exceptions are made that bona-fide 
roof gardens, outdoor restaurants and 
outdoor moving I'icture theaters will 
be permitted to operate if approved 
by the local fuel administrators. To 
what extent other pleasure resorts 
will be illuminated will also be deter¬ 
mined by the latter officials. All ex¬ 
terior illumination, display advertis¬ 
ing. etc., on any building will be 
banned. 

The fuel administration has been 
advised liy the Bureau of Statistics of 
the Dep.irtment of Commerce that 
about 500,000 tons of coal per year 
are used for advertifring purposes, in¬ 
cluding display and show window 
lighting in the United States. The 
amount of coal u.sed in advertising 
lighting in New Y'ork City is estimated 
at 16,000 tons per year.

BAKER’S STATEMENT CAUSES A 
COMMOTION IN CIRCUS WORLD 

(Continued from page 3) 

will lose their only big entertainment. The 
I'l'lition of about -Pio men to the army Is In: 
Kignirt'-ant in importance in comparison with 
the advantages to the Government and all 
concerned by keeping circuses in operation. We 
d'> not believe the Government desires that the, 
ircus, as an institution, retire for the period 

Ilf the war; that If such were the Intent the 
rlrcuses would he permitted to retain their 
labor forces snd performers until they closed 
the present sesson. ftiltilled their contrsets, 
and have a reasonable opportunity to calculate 
u|ion their ohligatinn.s ami curtail losses. 

’’.A cireful estimate places the total number 
pf men of draft age with all clrcusea at not to 
exceed A«t>. This Includes both performers 
and employees. Of the total number of per¬ 
sons, employees ind performers, carried with 
tbe circuses shout 15 per cent are women and 
St least IS per cent more are under 21 years 
of age. It will lie seen that the total number 
of persons traveling with clr-nses Is small. 
Why i« the claim made then, that to withdraw 
these men for military service will force re¬ 
tirement of shows? yiie answer Is that this la 
skilled labor. Common labor may serve In 
rough work but It takes skillesl labor In every 
department to operate a cln-ns. A circus moves 
with the system and precision of an army. It 
must have responsible men. men with years of 
training and suited to tbe moat extraordinary 
t.xsks. With anything less than rloi-kllke effl 
ciency In all departments the show- will not 
move at all. The circus Is hard pressed for 
latior. especially skllleil labor, owing to the 
number that has since been called from class 1. 

’ The small number of men of draft age now 
reninining clearly shows this. Of this number 
n'lne can be spared, aubatlfiition ts Impossible. 
The Harniim A Bailey Circus collected as ad¬ 
mission tax for month of May $.'I7.2**I. 41: Ring- 
ling Bros.’ Cirens collected approximately an 
equal sum. These two shows will collect fhla 
seawn a war tsv of a half million ilollars. Ag- 
Miming that all other sh'iws collect an eqnal 
amount, the total admissions tax from rlrcuses 
this year will e<iust one mtlll'vn dollars. It 
Is of Importance to note that a very consld- 
crahle part of this cIrens tax Is collected from 
outlying districts and comes frvna people feel¬ 
ing least and approached the 'east for war 
taxes anil voluntary suhvcriptlons. Congress 
In Its calculations In framing the war tax bill 
anticipated this substantial revenue from cir¬ 
cuses, 

■■Careful estimates give not less than $.*>.000. 
o«s> Inve^te'l In cln-us property In the I'niteil 
States This Is. for the most part, perishable 
ShouM the shows he forced to retire there Is 
no hope of reopening until after the war. 
rroiHTty loss will be tremendous. It will he 
a loss that can he tnrned to the advantage of 
no one. Cirrus property has no market value. 
It Is not adaptable or serviceable In other 
lines. The closing of the circuses would be a 
misfortune to many.
