To Empire Is Being 

Decided In Africa
Ballot To-day Will Decide Whether South African 

Provinces Choose to Remain Part of British-Self- 
Governing Dominions; Outcqme Is Doubtful.

EXCITES INTEREST
Defections and Absentees May 

Reduce Government
Other Members Expected to 

Cross to Liberal Benches

London, Feb. 8.—No less an issue than the secession of an im­
portant state of the British Empire by ballot arises in the election 
to-day of a new Legislative Assembly in the Union of South Africa. | 

Broadly, the question is whether South Africa, comprising the I 
Provinces of the Cape of Good Hope, Natal, Transvaal and Orange ; 
Free State, shall continue allegiance to the King of England as one 
cf the self-governing Dominions of the Empire or whether the 
South African Union shall set up as an independent republic.

English sympathies naturally are with the Loyalists. Both sec- j 
lions are, however, admired for their decision to settle differences 
by the ballot rather than by more drastic means.

Loyalist Leader.
At the head of Loyalist section is 

General J. C. Smuts, former Boer 
general, now Prime Minister of the 
Union. He is better known as one 
of the leading advocates of the 
League of Nations. Opposed to him 
is General Hertzog, also a former | 
Boer military leader.

In the general elections of March. 
1920, the Hertzog party obtained' 
'forty-four seats in the Legislative 
Assembly, thus becoming numerically 
the largest party. It was supported 
in its opposition to the Smuts Gov­
ernment by a Labor party of 
twqnty-seven.

Balance of Power.
The result to-day is said to hinge 

on the success of the third or balance 
of power party, that of Labor. Eng­
lish political observers expect a small 
but working majority for General 
Smuts.

Confusion of issues has arisen as 
a result of the Nationalists inability 
to agree upon the time of the estab­
lishment of a Republic. Radicals in­
sist upon immediate cutting away 
from the British Empire, while others 
make the time Indeterminate.

General Hertzog's opinion is said 
to have been expressed in a speech 
when he declared for South Africa’s 
right to secede from the British Em­
pire. In spite of the Act of Union, 
he is quoted. South Africans have 
the right to alter their constitution 
to gain independence. If the King 
should refuse to alter the constitu­
tion he would he approached again 
and again and In the end the King 
would be convinced that it was better 
to have an Independent friend 4Jian 
a dependent enemy.

Rand Miners Strike.

(Canadian Associated Press)—Vot­
ing to select members for a new 
House of Assembly took place to­
day throughout the Union of South 
Africa.

Election Talk

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—(Canadian Press) 
—Imminence of a general election is 
widely discussed here as a probable 
result of the Liberal victory in West 
Reterboro. Although members of 
the Government decline to diecuee 
such a possibility there i^a strong 
section among Government sup­
porters which favors appeal to the 
people, and adoption of such a course 
would not cause much surprise In 
well-informed quarters. If the Gov­
ernment decides to dissolve, dissolu­
tion probably would come following 
the passing of supply.

Whatever course is adopted in this 
regard there is no doubt that the 
Reterboro result will pave the way 
to some lively fighting in the House.

Liberals Exultant.
Liberate are exultant over the re­

sults and Intend to make the best of 
It in the House discussions.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.— (Canadian Press) 
—With the election of G. N. Gordon, 
Liberal, in West Reterboro. interest 
in the .Government’s majority in the 
Commons has been greatly increased’. 
At the present standing the Govern­
ment will have a majority of thirty 
against the combined Opposition, 
with the possibility of that figure be­
ing reduced by defections of three or 
possibly four members and being fur­
ther reduced by absentees.

The Government supporters at pre­
sent number 131, Including McKelvie, 
of Yale-Cariboo, who was elected in 
the recent by-election there, and A. 
K. Maclean, who has applied for a 
seat with the Liberals this year. 
Others who are expected to cross 
from the Government benches to. the 
Opposition side of the House whether 
they sit among the Liberals, pro­
gressives or In "No Man's Land," are 
W. A. Buchanan, of Lethbridge, and 
J. A. Campbell, of The Pas. There 
is also talk of Fred Davis, of Neep- 
awa, crossing the fiodr.

From the Liberal side It is thought 
that L. J. Gauthier, of St. Hyacinthe, 
will be invited to find a seat on the 
Government benches, and his recent 
statements in regard to the possibil­
ity of his entering the cabinet have 
made him somewhat unpopular 
among'the Liberal members.

Eighty Liberals.
The Liberals. Including Mr. Gauth­

ier In the number, have eighty mem­
bers, with the addition of Mr. Gordon. 
The National Progressive party, 
headed by Hon. T. A. Crerar, have 
sixteen members, including Stanley 
McDermand, who won the East Elgin 
by-election.

In the Government ranks there are 
one or two members who will not be 
able t<y attend regularly during the 
session. Sir Herbert Amedft whose 
work with the Secretariat of the 
League of Nations will keep him 
overseas during practically the whole 
of the session is among this number, 
and Sir Thomas White’s duties with 
the Grand Trunk Board of Arbitra­
tion, are not expected to give him 
much time during the coming session 
for attending the House.

Danger Obvious.
With the absentees and the possible 

defections from the Government 
ranks, there will have to be a fairly 
full House if the government is to bo 
able to muster a majority of much 
over lo on any of the important votes 
which come up during the session. On 
one vote last year, on the sending of 
an Ambassador to Washington, the 
Government majority was reduced to 
ftve, but the Opposition were as much 
surprised at the closeness of the re­
sult as were the Government them-

The Borden Government began, 
after the 1917 election, with a major­
ity of 71.

WOMEN OF CHINA
SEEK FRANCHISE

Suffrage Association Forlned 
and Platform Planned

Shanghai, Feb. 8.—China, follow­
ing hard on the heels of the western 
world, now has its Chinese woman’s 
suffrage association. The platform 
drafted at the opening meeting by 
the membership, composed of "women 
educated in the schools of China, and 
abroad. Is as follows:

"Every woman may have a right to 
vote. Men and women will have 
equal p’rotectlon under the law. Girl 
slavery shall be prohihUed. Women 
shall have the right to the possession 
of their property, which shall be 
registered by name.

"Women shall have the right to 
marry whom they desire. Women 
shall have equal opportunities for 
education with men. JVomen shall 
have equal vocational opportunities 
and vocational education with men. 
Women shall have equal right of 
wage with men.

"Concubinage shall be prohibited. 
A single standard shall be maintain­
ed for men and women. Widows 
shall have financial recompense 
from the state for the’ care of their 
children."

Britain Will Not Race 
For Naval Supremacy

Washington, Feb. 8.—Great Britain will not undertake a raee 
with the United States for sea power, Sir Philip Gibbs. British war 
correspondent, declared to-day before the House Naval Committee.

England has not the money, he said, and most Englishmen do 
not regard the American navy “as a menace.’’

Sir Philip said that before any agreement for disarmament could 
be reached by the principal powers, the Russian question would 
have to be settled and the Russian people drawn back into the 
“family of nations.’’

Allies to Prune Expense Ac­
count in Germany

Rome. Feb. 8.—Foreign Minister 
Sforea, in the Chamber yesterday 
announced that at the meeting of the 
Supreme Council it was decided to 
reduce the expense to Germany of 
the Allied occupation of the Rhine to 
240,000,000 gold marks.

Count Sforza said that in fixing 
the amount of the German repara­
tions it was necessary to consider 
Germany's debt and her capacity to 
pay. This was difficult because Ger­
many had failed to supply data. The 
Conference, he added, wished for 
payments in proportion to Germany's 
growing prosperity.

He said that although for obvious 
reasons Germany had declined to 
publish statistics of her economic 
situation, this could not conceal the 
phenomenon that daily was becom­
ing apparent,* the contrast between 
the economic and financial condition 
of Germany.

In economic matters, Germany, he 
said, was showing a tendency to re­
gain her former flourishitfg position, 
but her financial position was grow­
ing worse, and there was reason to 
anticipate a serious crisis.

Alluding to Turkey, Count Sforza 
said he favored direct negotiations 
with the Angora Government.

London, Feb. 8.—Count Sforza's 
statement concerning concessions to 
Germany by reducing the cost of the 
Rhineland occupation to about £12,- 
000,000 sterling, which is only about 
one-sixth of the present cost, is the 
first official announcement in this 
respect, although it previously had 
been hinted. As the Treaty pro­
vides for 15 years of occupation, this 
reduction will make an enormous dif­
ference in the German budget.

Former Premier Asquith Says 
Salary Should Be Raised

London, Feb. 8.—The Premier of 
Great Britain has a hard time of it 
trying to pay his bills on a salary of 
£5,000 a year, and his pay ought to 
be raised, says the former Prime Min­
ister, Herbert H. Asquith, who ought 
to know for he occupied that position 
fty eleven years.

As far as known, Mr. David Lloyd 
George has not asked for a raise in 
pay, but his remuneration has been 
the subject of an inquiry conducted 
by a committee of Parliament, which 
hiso is examining into Hie salaries of 
all the British Cabinet Ministers.

Mr. Asquith told the committee that 
the office of the Premier of Grea^ 
Britain is a very expensive one, and 
his duties can not be properly dis­
charged by an expenditure limited to 
that amount. The former Prime Min­
ister added, that he, himself, was a 
much poorer man when he left office 
than when he entered it.

Entertaining. ^
Mr. Asqult hexplalned that the Pre 

mier had to do a great deal of enter­
taining and afford hospitality to all 
sorts of conditlods of people both at 
home and abroad but, under the ex­
isting arrangement, he had to defray 
this expense entirely at his own cost.

Even if a Government hospitality 
fund should be provided for enter­
taining distinguished foreigners, Mr. 
Asquith was of the opinion that the 
Premier's salary ought to be ad­
vanced.

Mr. Asquith had few kind words to 
say about the privilege which the 
Premier has of occupying the official 
residence at 10 Domnlng Street.

"It is quite true," he said, "that you 
live in the house free from rent, rates 
and taxes, but it is a very expensive 
house to keep up. It is a very incon 
veulent house in many ways; it re­
quires a large staff, and I suspect 
myself that any Prime Minister who 
had experience of it as 1 had would, 
If he were offered the choice, rather 
not live in it at all.”

The salary of the Premier of Great 
Britain at present rate of exchange 
is equivalent to $19,250. This com 
pares with u salary of $75,000 and 
$25,000 expenses for the President of 
the United States; 600,000 francs sal 
ary and a similar amount for ex 
penses for the President of France 
and of 100,000 marks salary and 600, 
000 marks expenses for the President 
of Germany.

Members of the Cabinet of the 
President flf the United States receive 
$12,000 a year.

BOLSHEVIKS MUST WAGE 
WAR TO RETAIN POWER

Constantinople, Feb. 8.—The Rus 
sian Bolsheviks are unablb to main­
tain themselves without war. declared 
General Wrangel, the South Russian 
anti-Bolshevik leader. [i\ a statement 
here yesterday, so they are preparing 
an attack on Poland and Roumania, 
which- they will go through like a 
shot, he predicted.

"The biggest question in the world 
to-day is the Russian question.” said 
General Wrangel. "and civilization is 
being menaced by the new Bolshevik 
military propaganda. The only thing 
we ask from the outside world is the 
moral support and the money which 
the nations, including the United 
States, should give In their own In­
terest. 1 never received a cent from 
the French, the British, or anybody, 
but conducted many campaigns by 
selling the grain of the country as 
we advanced. I lost Crimea because 
I had no more munitions and clothing 
for my men.”

Copenhagen, Feb. 8.—The Petro- 
grad Pravda prints an article by 
Nikolai Lenine, Russian Bolshevik 
Premier, declaring that the fight be­
tween the labor unions and the 
Soviets for supremacy will break up 
the whole Bolshevik state system un­
less a settlement is soon reached.

DESPOILING FORESTS.

Vancouver, Feb. 8.—A warning 
that foreign cutters are despoiling 
the forests of British Columbia by 
destroying, root and branch, all the 
native supplies of the cascara 
sagrada bush, is being sounded by 
botanists and timber cruisers Inter­
ested in preserving this valuable 
bark. The Legislature is to be asked 
at the coming session to pass legis­
lation to preserve this and other val­
uable barks and herbs from destruc­
tion.

The cascara, referred to in botani­
cal works of ten years ago as the 
"Pacific Coast’s great gift to man­
kind." Is said now to be so depleted 
In Oregon and Washington as the re­
sult of reckless gathering that there 
is no longer any to be found within 
reach of transportation. Prices have 
risen from two cents to more than 
ten cents a pound.

UNEMPLOYMENT NOT 
AT ACUTE STAGE 

IN NEW BRl^SWICK
•St. John, N.B., Feb. 8.—Unemploy 

ment in New Brunswick has not 
reached the acute stage which obtain 
In many other parts of thé Dominion. 
At the present moment the fly in that 
ointment Js the twelve and a half per 
cent, reduction In wages made by the 
Canadian Cottons Limited, which af 
fects hundreds of men employed in 
the plants at Marysville and St. John 
Coming on top of a reduction in 
working days from six to four 
week, it means that the employees of 
the. company are making only about 
half the wages they received In bet­
ter days. A large number of men are 
out of work as n result of the closing 
down of the Maritime. Nall Works, 
but this shut-down has been partly 
offset in its effects by the re-opening 
of the Atlantic Sugar Company's 
plant here.

Along the waterfront bf St. John 
there is a dearth of work. Vessels are 
fewer than in recent Winters, and 
there is not the same huge amount 
of cargo to be handled for the ocean 
trade. Cpnsequently fewer men are 
needed to do the work of loading and 
unloading, and the C. P. R. has laid 
off quite a number of men from its 
payroll during the last few weeks. 
The fishing Industry has been hard 
hit by the. drop In prices, and also by 
the Impossibility of securing markets 
for the stock of cured fish on hand. 
Nevertheless and in spite of the fact 
that there is certainly less work than 
usual around the port, labor condi­
tions arc said to be fairly healthy.

This season sees fewer men at work 
in the forests of New Brunswick. 
With the decline in lumber prices and 
consequent unsettled condition of the 
lumber market some of the biggest 
companies are cutting this Winter 
only such timber as they regard as 
absolutely necessary to the trade. 
Many pulp mills have huge stocks of 
paper wood on hand and they are 
buying very little at present.

Voluntary organizations of all 
descriptions have usually provided j 
for committees on Child Welfare, but 
as a rule there was no definite plan 
of work adopted, nor any effort made 
to secure co-operation with other 
organizations to bring about uni­
formity of action.

Co-ordination of Effort
After the establishment of the Min­

istry of Health at Ottawa it was 
recognized that Child Welfare work 
to be successful must be uniform 
throughout the Dominion. No single 
organization nor Province could hope 
to cope with the subject in a way 
that would bring about any satis 
factory results, and in order to de­
termine what policy should be 
adopted In X’anada and to formulate 
regulations under which the various 
governments interested might give 
effect to it. it was first decided to 
establish in the ministry a Bureau 
of Child Welfare to act os a centre 
for a concerted effort which it was 
proposed to Inaugurate with Do­
minion-wide purpose.

Invitations were sent to all volun 
tary organizations in the Dominion 
to send representatives to a confer­
ence to he held at Ottawa in October. 
1921). This meeting was held and as 
a result a Dominion Council of Child 
Welfare was formed with branches in 
each province. A programme for Child 
Welfare work was adopted and has 
been published by the Bureau of 
Child Welfare. The work has pro­
ceeded in B. C.. and a provincial 
council is being formed with the in­
tention of establishing local councils 
throughout the Province. It is not 
the intention to create a separate 
organization in each community, but 
all women’s organizations are asked 
to assume the Child Welfare work as 
part of their duties. It Is the in­
tention of the provincial council to 
provide all necessary literature and 
it is also expected that in the near 
future a careful survey of the 
Province as a whole will be made.

A Nations Progress
The key-note of the meeting at 

Ottawa may be summed up in the re­
marks made fry Mrs. Rogers of Win­
nipeg. as follows; "Nothing illumin­
ates more searchlngly the character 
of a State than the methods it 
utilizes in the upbringing of its young. 
This is but another way of saying 
that the progress of any nation is 
faithfully reflected jn the system it 
adopts for the rearing of its children. 
A studv of that system must include 
an examination of the conditions 
under which infants are brought into 
the world and afterwards nourished 
and trained.”

Despite Alderman Todd’s query as 

to whether the Union of British Co­
lumbia Municipalities possessed such 
a thing as a set of by-laws or a 
constitution and his objection to

the city. Alderman Todd strongly 
advocated standing aloof from the 
organization, the subject having been 
brought up following the reading of 
letters from the Mayor of Nelson, 
CMineillor Jack Lou tit, president of 
thff Union of B. C. Municipalities: 
the cities of New’ Westminster and 
North Vancouver, and the munici­
pality of Esquimau, regarding me 
effort to be made by municipalities 
for Increased revenue, and several of 
them urged the city of Victoria to 
return to the organization.

Alderman Fullerton moved that the 
communications he referred to the 
Législative Committee, City Solicitor 
and Comptroller and he also moved 
that the city re-join the Union, as 
it was useless to play a lone hand.

Alderman Sangster said that he 
had strongly supported the move 
to keep out of the Union, but under 
present conditions and particularly 
as it would help in the mcwement to 
get increased revenue for the city

would support the idea of re-joining.

"You have already been told by the 
City Solicitor that the Union has no 
by-laws and as it may get us into 
serious difficulties we would be well 
advised to stay out of it until the 
Union gets a constitution. At pré­
sent the Union is in a position to 
railroad through resolutions detri­
mental to Victoria’s interest," said 
Alderman Todd.

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delegates. A steong feeling in favor 
of racial reunion was manifest among 
the rank and file of the Nationalists 
and the Dutch Reforme^ Church 
gave its influence to the movement 
for reunion. But the Nationalist 
leaders were opposed to any com­
promise of their position, and the 
economic antagonisms between the 
towns and country accentuated the 
differences between the two factions. 
General Hertzog and his principal 
colleagues made it clear that their 
programme envisaged republicanism 
and secession from the Empire, a 
prospect that, in view of the%Dutch- 
speaking business men, meant isola­
tion any stagnation.

At the same time the representa­
tives of the rural Boers were indif­
ferent to or suspicious of General 
Smuts’s economic policies, which were 
intended to foster the development 
of • Manufacturing and other Indus­
tries in South Africa.

• Manifesto Issued.
General Smuts’s next move was to 

issue a manifesto “appealing to all 
right-minded South Africans, Ir­
respective of party or race, to Join 
a new party which would be strong 
enough to safeguard the permanent 
interests of the Union against the 
disruptive and destructive policy of 
the Nationalists.” Shortly afterward, 
in October last, a congress of the 
South African Party was held, but 
the delegates declined to form a new 
party, and offered the Unionists and 
others the prospect of absorption, 
rather than of partnership. So when 
the Unionists convention was held 
two weeks later, Sir Thomas Smartt 
called upon his followers to sweep 
aside all considerations of the party, 
all doubts and all thoughts of bar­
gaining and “do the big thing in a big 
way.” %

Although it was not an easy mat 
ter for the Unionists to efface them­
selves and abandon honorable and 
valued associations they decided to 
cast in their lot with the South Afri­
can Party with an enthusiasm and 
unanimity Which was surprising. The 
spirited sacrifice which was made 
was evidently Inspired by admiration 
of the role played by the South Afri­
can Party during the war.

General Smuts, strengthened by the 
amalgamation, then began to pro­
claim the danger of the Nationalist 
policy and its possibilities of civil 
war. Hertzog answered that when the 
Nationalists talked of republicanism 
they were thinking of a remote 
future. "Neither I nor any Nation­
alist want a blood path,” he declared. 
“It is. merely one of Smuts’s bogies.”

Economic Issues.
The-Nationalist leaders then began 

to stress the economic issues telling 
the farmers that the bad conditions 
of the country were due to Smuts 
and his English friends. As for the 
Labor party, it has apparently con­
fined its attention to economic is­
sues and shown hostility to both the 
other parties. Colonel Cresewell, its 
leader, who had a distinguished war 
record, however, pledged himself to 
support the constitution. Apparently 
the Labor party was convinced that 
election exigencies had magnified the 
dangers of the Nationalist policy. y

In the result of the election 
In West Peterboro yesterday the 
Meighcn Government suffered a 
second serious defeat in the 
Province from which it derives 
the bulk of its support. In the 
first instance, in East Elgin, the 
victory was Won by a United 
Farmer candidate, while y ester 
day, by the election of Mr. Gor­
don, the seat returned to the 
Liberal ranks after an absence 
of ten years. The contest 
West Peterboro rivalled that of 
East Elgin in vigor, and the im­
portance attached to it by the 
chieftains of the various parties 
was shown by the extraordinary 
efforts all of them made on be­
half of their respective candi­
dates. Premier Meighen and 
some of his Ministers ; Hon. W. 
L. Mackenzie King, Liberal 
Leader, and Hon. T. A. Crerar, 
head of the National Progres­
sives, took part in the campaign, 
and West Peterboro saw the fight 
of its political life. Mr. Gordon 
undoubtedly profited from the 
division of the Unionist forces 
between J. II. Burnham, the late 
member who ran as a Con­
servative, and R. Denne, the 
Government candidate, but on 
the other hand the United 
Farmer and Labor candidates no 
doubt made certain inroads upon 
the normal Liberal vote. The 
Government cannot be said to 
have lost a supporter in Parlia­
ment in consequence of the re 
suit, since Mr. Burnham has 
been figuratively brandishing a 
club at it for a year, but it un­
doubtedly has suffered a great 
loss of prestige, while the party 
led by Mr. Mackenzie King has 
obtained an increase in its par­
liamentary membership and 
notable accession to its stand­
ing in the country.

SOUTH AFRICA VOTES.

It may be a day or two before 
the world knows whether a ma 
jority of the people in South 
Africa desire the Union to re 
main a member of the British 
Commonwealth or whether it 
shall sever the tie of Empire and 
revert to the status of an inde 
pendent republic. This is the 
issue upon which Boer and 
Briton, Black and White, will 
pass judgment by means of the 
ballot box to-day.

Headed by the Prime Minister 
himself the adherents of the 
Unionist and South African 
Party coalition are firm in their 
belief that the Union would be 
committing national suicide by 
transferring the power of Gov 
ernment to General Ilertzog and 
his secessionist followers. On 
the other hand the Nationalists 
cling to the old Dutch tradition 
of independence and a South 
Africa predominantly Dutch, 
The new followers of Ilertzog 
number many of the younger 
men who were not old enough to 
bear arms in the Boer war, hut 
who represent the product of re 
publican tradition.

The third factor is Labor, 
Under the leadership of Colonel 
Cresswell the Party is histori 
cally sound in its attitude to the 
British flag. Its chief complaint 
against the Government 
economic. It is apprehensive 
lest the recent merger of the 
Unionists and the South African 
Party may result in its own re 
duction to impotence by a too 
close alliance between the Ad 
ministration and what it has 
termed the “old Unionist pro 
Steering gang.”

The Mayor replied: “We are told 
that we have 1,600 men out of em­
ployment, and if we pay one dollar 
more than they are paying else­
where it is not likely that any of the 
unemployed will go elsewhere for

Alderman Woodward reiterated his 
argument against a wage reduction 
and claimed that the reduction in the 
cost of living did not amount to very 
much and certainly did not warrant 
a wage .reduction at this time.

“I still contend that we are com­
pelled to meet the situation,” replied 
Mayor Porter.

OPENS ON MONDAY

First Session of Meighen 
Administration

HAMILTON’S TOWN PLANNING
(From The Hamilton Spectator)
With a mayor warmly sympathetic 

to the objects of the board, and 
keenly sensitive to the dangers of 
the haphazard policy which has 
marked the growth of our city in 
tho past, there is good hope that 
a more vigorous effort will be made 
to secure the necessary ligislation as 
early as possible. A convention of 
Ontario town-planners will shortly 
be held in Toronto with this purpose 
in view, and something of a definite 
nature should result.

It is deplorable that a city like 
ours, with its potentialities for ideal 
town-planning, should be allowed to 
grow without method or order. Ex­
isting regulations are entirely inade­
quate to ensure desirable conditions, 
and practically no attention is paid 
to the aesthetic requirements of the 
city as a whole. What a pity, it is 
that the vacant areas skirting the 
city, some of whidh are already in­
cluded within its borders, should not 
be treated according to a well-de­
vised, symmetrical plan, instead of 
leaving them to chance, to become 
the centres of higgledy-piggledy set­
tlements which are the poorest kind 
of advertisement to the progressive­
ness of the city. The public should 
strongly support the association In 
its endeavors to make Hamilton 
place to be proud of. As the city 
increases in size, so should it in­
crease also in beauty and order. Few 
if any, cities in Canada have greater 
natural advantages than we have; 
are these advantages to be sacrificed 
through lack of interest? Now is 
the time to act, when new areas 
are being laid out and added to the 
city. Regrets are vain when the mis­
chief has been done.

GOOD BUSINESS.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.— (By Canadian 
Press, Ottawa Bureau)—Parliament 
opens on Monday, February 14, with 
the pomp and circumstance of pre­
war days.

Maria was dropped entirely and Juana 
became a separate name.

IS PLANNED FOR

Estimates Provide for Scheme 
of Contributory payments 

on Low Rate
The SualAch School Board last 

night decided to institute a dental 
service for the school children of 
Saanich, and as a first step, on the 
motion of Trustee Hull, included an 
appropriation of $1,000 in the esti­
mates for the year.

Of this amount $580 will be recov­
ered from the Department of Educa­
tion, and it is proposed that the 
dental service shall be operated on a 
contributory basis in connection and 
co-operation with the Health Centre.

Ills Quickly Remedied.
As advocated by Trustee Mrs. 

Humphries, the scheme would oper­
ate as follows: Children in need of 
attention to their teeth, when re­
ported by the regular inspections of 
the school medical health officer and 
nurse, would be required to have de­
fects remedied at once. Parents who 
preferred their private practitioner 
would make their customary arrange­
ments, and those sending their chil­
dren to the school dentist for atten­
tion would be required to pay a fee, 
the figure being forecasted as lower 
than the regular charge.

In cases where the parents are un­
able to pay for such attention the 
services of the school dentist would 
be free.

Health Improvement.
By this plan those who can pay 

will be required to d® so, and at the 
same time the many ills, now preva­
lent through mal-dentition in child­
hood, will be overcome in a few

It is not suggested that the appro­
priation' will be sufficient for a 
whole-time practitioner, but with the 
payments from those able to afford 
his services, it was believed the 
scheme will prove financially ac­
ceptable as a part-time proposal and 
secure Saanich a skilful and sympa­
thetic dental officer.

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Trustees Eliminate Course As 

Step in Retrenchment 
Campaign

The Saanich School Board last night 
took formal steps to abolish school 
gardening courses in Saanich, by 
unanimously passing a resolution to 
the effect that, as far as vegetable 
culture Is concerned, the courses be 
abandoned, that nature study and 
agricultural studies be continued as 
far as possible with the class teach­
ers as instructors, and that the De­
partment of Education be notified 
that the Board wishes to end the ar­
rangement for a school gardens su 
pervisor in effect last year.

In addition, Supervisor H. E. Hall 
wrlght will be Informed that, as the 
gardening studies are one of the few 
optional courses It is possible to elim­
inate in a retirement effort, the 
studies will no longer be continued ex­
cept as class teachers are able to 1m 
part nature study instruction.

Will Save $1,000 Yearly.
Before this decision was arrived at 

the Board had been informed the cost 
of gardening studies in 1920 had been 
$1,404, of which the Provincial<lov- 
ernment had paid $500, and that Su­
pervisor Hallwright’s estimates for 
the present year would be about the 
same total, when his travelling allow­
ances were included. Trustee Old­
field was strongly irvfavor of abolition 
of the system as practised, being sup 
ported with enthusiasm by Chairman 
Holloway, who maintained such stud­
ies should be left to the option of the 
teachers.

Trustee Oldfield argued such a 
course would cause friction and 
Trustee Thorne agreed, saying, “Cut 
out all or none.”

Pleased With Results.
Trustee Mrs. Humphries was Con­

vinced that, when practised with in­
terest, school gardening had proven 
highly successful, citing Craigflower 
as an example of a good garden, with 
fine produce and the winner of many 
prizes. "I should be sorry indeed to 
see Craigflower abandon gardening,” 
she said.

Plenty Home Gardening.
Chairman Holloway referred to the 

cost as "no minor affair,” and de 
dared "the rural schools don’t want 
these courses, the children can get all 
the gardening they want at home." 
The primary proposal that school 
gardening should be abandoned, in 
so far as vegetable raising was con 
cerned, was then passed, whereupon 
Chairman Holloway looked at Trustee 
Thorne and propounded, "Without 
school gardening, do we need to have 
a supervisor for nature study? I 
think not." Trustee Thorne agreed, 
and the resolution was re-dramted.

To Improve Grounds.
Director of Elementary Agricultural 

Instruction J. W. Gibson will be in­
formed that Saanich will be glad to 
co-operate In securjng beautification 
of school grounds, this decision being 
made after the Board had been in­
formed that one-half of such costs 
up to a limit would be paid by the 
Department of Education. Incident­
ally it was remarked by Chairman 
Holloway that thç school gardenrfvhad 
unduly constricted the playing 
grounds of the schools.

Retiring President’s Address. 
Retiring President J. W. Berry, in 

his opening address this morning, re­
ferred to the great increase in the 
consumption of milk since the reduc­
tion in milk prices, Vancouver’s daily 
consumption having Increased to the 
extent of 850 gallons per day.

The price on the Mainland has 
dropped from 15 cents a quart to 12 
cents, or nine quartes for $1, he ex­
plained. It was good business, he 
contended, to keep milk prices as low 
as possible. The result In the end 
would be the same because the extra 
consumption of milk would mean so ! 
much less cheap milk going to the 
condensarles.

The drop in prices would also 
stimulate co-operation as the dairy­
men realize that if they are going to 
make the business a success they 
mu^t secure better selling agencies, 
said Mr. Berry. Co-operation must 
be extended, said the speaker. There 
are 3,500 dairymen in the lower main­
land district and over three hundred 
are now members of the association.

The speaker referred to the in­
crease which went into effect In the 
State of Washington, the condensers 
now paying an Increase of 20 cents 
on 100 pounds butler fat for milk. 
This indicates that tiiey are now bid­
ding for milk and that $1.70 is the 
lowest point to which milk will drop. 
The condensers had two objects In 
lowering prices, to get rid of old stock 
made up of expensive milk and ex­
pensive sugar and also so that they 
would have a low starting point 
when buying for their operations.

News was received from Ontario to 
the effect that a drop from $2.65 to 
$2.25 a hundred was recorded, Mr. 
Berry said. In December it was $2.75, 
in January $2.65, and now it is $2.25. 
This is below the cheese values pre­
vailing in Ontario.

The speaker advocated that dairy­
men here should weed out the poor 
cows from the herds and trim their 
sales and the man who will do this 
will surely reap the benefit in days 
to come. There was a bright future 
before B. C. dairymen said the 
speaker.

Annual Report.
Secretary Henry Rive read the re­

port of the directors for the past 
year. The reason was not entirely 
satisfactory owing to unfavorable 
weather, and consequent loss of crops. 
Nevertheless prices remained as In 
previous years, and offered no com­
pensation for the loss sustained. It 
was pointed out to the public that 
while cheese, milk and Ice cream 
prices had advanced this was justly 
so owing to the high wages being 
paid. In the larger towns the retail 
prices had advanced only slightly.

The prize competitions held during 
the year had been a great success, 
and had prompted increased interest 
In production.

After the election of officers the 
meeting adjourned at 12 o’clock.

Mayor Porter extended the formal 
welcome to the city. *

Football on Shrove Tuesday 
Founded Famous Sport

A wealth of associations clusters 
round the opening of the Lenten sea­
son to-morrow, with the services for 
Ash Wednesday arranged in many of 
the dhurches. To-day, however, as 
Shrove Tuesday, now no longer in 
western countries marked with any 
special features, has a particularly 
interesting association to sport.

It is the day when football, that 
sport of millions, and the ggme which 
has more varying codes of plays In 
operation In various parts of the 
Anglo-Saxon world than any other, 
took its origin from the street games 
in the mediaeval cities, when the ball 
waâ kicked from street to street by 
youthful apprentices and husky 
storekeepers, sometimes In the stores 
and booths, often In the midst of the 
stocks of some thrifty merchant. 

Origin of Lent.
Lent itself, although one of the 

most important events in the re­
ligious year, has, oddly enough, no 
ecclesiastical significance. The word 
Lent is derived from the ancient An­
glo-Saxon term, "lencten." The Ger­
man word is closely allied

ing the recess hours. Dr. H. E. 
Young, Secretary of the Provincial 
Board of Health, will also give a 
short address. Parents, teachers and 
nurses are particularly requested to 
attend.

The exhibition is of an interesting 
nature and Includes a display of 
home-made cheese. Professor Gold­
ing, assistant to Professor Sadler, of 
the Dairy Department of the Uni­
versity of British Columbia, arranged 
this display, and pamphlets are be­
ing issued with the object of instruct­
ing farmers’ wives in the simple 
method of making cottage and farm 
cheese.

Retiring President J. W. Berry, in 
referring to the addresses to be given 
to-night, stated that Vancouver is 
having great success with the sys­
tem of giving milk to the school 
children. Half-pint bottles of milk 
are given to the pupils regularly, and 
the Health Department Is keeping a 
record of the effect on the children 
In connection with which a detailed 
report will be published shortly.

As to-night’s programme has been 
specially arranged for the benefit of 
the public, Mr. Berry expressed the

hope that there would be a good at­
tendance.

Milk Exhibit.
The milk exhibit in charge of Mrs, 

Carter is arranged in the writing 
room, adjoining the room where the 
meetings of the Association are in 
progress. The exhibit will value milk 
from the caloric standpoint, from* the 
mineral standpoint, and from the 
standpoint of the value as a protective

Each of th,ese features Is empha­
sized by a separate display devoted to 
each. A pint bottle of "whole’ milk 
Is used as the base of the caloric ex­
hibit. Beside this is shown vege­
tables, meat, nuts, eggs, fruits and so 
forth, of the same caloric value, and 
which shows that many equivalents 
are not only Ifss easily digested but 
more expenslvé, less easily obtainable, 
and require more trouble In prepara­
tion before eating. Another section 
of the exhibit shows 100 caloric por­
tions of carbohydrates.

Judged again from the mineral 
standpoint, milk Is shown to be rich 
In lime compared with other foods, 
also possessing phosphorus and iron. 
As a protective food, rich In vitamines, 
Its place is seen t<f be very high.

An “infant feeding" exhibit is part 
of the display, and a suggested menu 
for a small family is given.

Mrs. Carter has made a long study 
of the subject of dietetics, and is 
well qualified to take charge of such 
an exhibit. She trained in one of the 
well-known London schools, and af­
terwards did special work In Man­
chester. Later she came to Canada 
to open domestic science centres.

Changes
Action regarding the application 

of the Vancouver, Fraser Valley A

day at which representatives of all 
the municipalities will decide what 
should be done in the matter.

The Council authorized Mayor 
Porter, Alderman Todd, chairman of 
the Legislative Committee, and City 
Solicitor H. S. Pringle to attend the 
meeting.

Mr. McDiarmid pointed out in his 
letters that the president of the 
IT. B. C. M. was of the opinion that 
the powers sought by the company 
were extremely wide and extensive 
and that the effect of those powers 
did not appear on the surface. In 
President Loutet’s opinion the 
changes from Provincial to Federal 
Jurisdiction will have material con­
sequences for all time on those 
municipalities in which the B. C. 
Electric Railway Company operates.

Mayor Porter explained that in an 
Interview withQeneral Manager Kidd 
of the B. C. Electric last week the 
latter had informed him that it was 
the company’s desire to place itself 
In a position where It would have 
greater borrowing powers and would 
come under the Jurisdiction of a 
public utilities commission in prefer­
ence to the direct control of civic 
authorities.

FINDS FIRST LILIES
J. J. White, of Sidney, Beats Experts 

of Natural Hietory Society Thia 
Year in Rush For Bloom.

The first wild lilies, dog tooth 
violets or erythronlum grandlflorum, 
in full bloom this year were discover­
ed last Friday, Feb. 4, by J. J. White 
of Sidney, on Dock Island, a small 
rock group off the Saanich Penin­
sula a few miles from Victoria.

Members of the Natural History 
Society and other naturalists strive 
each year for the honor of finding 
the first lily, but Mr. White says he 
beats all the nature experts every 
year.. The districts surrounding 
Dock Island have the reputation of 
having the earliest vegetation of any 
part of the British Columbia Coast. 
Lilies here beat out the first lilies on 
the Mainland by two weeks.

Mr. White declares this is an early 
year for lilies. On the record early 
year, he found them in full bloom on 
January 28.

A bouquet of the first lilies In full 
bloom was brought Into The Victoria 
Times office this afternoon by Mr. 
White.

Naturalists were busy yesterday 
seeking out early slgnfc of life in the 
woods around Victoria. C. C. Pem­
berton discovered a number of 
branches leafing in the Cad boro Bay 
district. He was unable to discover 
and lilies, however.

SWORD FISH STORY 
RECALLS FORMER 
TALES OF “RAMMING”

The veracity of the old salts who 
loved to sit and regale the foc’sle 
with tales of sea serpents, giant 
squid, whales that towed a six-must 
ed schooner for mile after mile are 
in a measure vindicated, says The 
Sun, Vancouver daily. The evidence 
is a hole in the teak wood side of 
the coast and geodetic survey steamer 
"Marinduque," remarks The Manila 
Times.

The curious thing was that no one 
saw the fish or felt the shock of im­
pact when it drove Its snout through 
the side of the ship. The point of 
the snout was driven through the 
No. 16 copper sheeting and three 
Inches of solid teak which forms the 
bulk of the vessel and protruded 
about four Inches into the cabin of 
a member of the crew. It was about 
18 inches from the waterline and 
about seven inches from the floor of 
the cabin.

Two other authentic cases where 
swordfish attacked fish are known. 
In November, 1874, the S. 8. Cash- 
mere was found to be leaking while 
en route from Bombay to Calcutta. 
An investigation was made, but not 
until the part of the cargo forward 
was removed that the source of the 
leak was Igund. The beak of a 
swordfish was protruding through 
the ten-inch planking of the vessel 
and had split the planking for a 
considerable distance. The Cash- 
mere was new and her timbers sound. 
The Royal George, a British mer 
chantman, suffered a like experience 
while In the Indian ocean.

The cost of the great wards some­
thing that never can be really com­
puted. It may he possible to count 
the number of soldiers killed and 
wounded and to calculate with a fair 
degree of accuracy the amount of 
cash officially spent by the combat­
ant nations. But the broken hearts, 
the shattered hopes, the business 
plans gone to smash or modified per­
force and the moral upsetting can 
never be told In terms of money.

Statisticians will be giving us fig­
ures on the world war for the next 
half century, and their final estimate 
will be wrong, for the reasons just 
given. The appalling total of money 
and property involved can be guess­
ed, however, from the tabulation for 
only one of the nations engaged. M.

PAYMENT OF ANNUITIES 
BY GERMANY IS ONLY 

SOLUTION OF PROBLEM
Paris, Feb. 8.—There are only 

33,000,000,000 francs in gold available 
in the world to-day, i| was pointed 
out this afternoon in the Chamber 
of Deputies by Louis Loucheur, Min­
ister of Liberated Regions, In answer­
ing an interpellation by Louis Klotz, 
former Minister of Finance, with re­
gard to the German reparations 
agreement recently reached by the 
Allies. \

“Therefore,” asked M. Loucheur, 
“bow can France collect 216,000,000,- 
000 francs In gold Immediately?”

"We have followed the best course,” 
added the Minister. “The payment 
of annuities by Germany Is the only 
Holutlon, and we have chosen that. 
I,et the Parliament decide the right 
of It."

Royal Securities Corporation 
Underwrites’ $3,000,000 

Eight Per Cent, Bonds
Montreal, Feb. 8.—At the close of a 

conference in Montreal on the 4th 
Inst, between officials of the Spanish 
River Pulp & Paper Mills, Limited, 
and of Royal Securities Corporation, 
Limited, purchase by the corporation 
of $3,000,000 of bonds of the Pulp and 
Paper enterprise was announced. In 
line with unofficial forecasts, the. new 
issue. In which Interest has been very 
keen In the street for the past few 
days, will take the form of an issue 
of $3,000,000 eight per cent, general 
mortgage bonds, series "A.” The 
bonds are twenty-year obligations, 
maturing March 1, 1941, principal and 
interest payable In Canadian funds 
only at Montreal and Toronto. They 
are a part of the general mortgage 
of $20,000,000,Authority for the issue 
of which will be obtained at the spe­
cial meeting of Spanish River share­
holders in Toronto on March 10.

As already mentioned, the purpose 
of the new $3.000,000 issue is to re­
imburse partially the Spanish River 
treasury for sums totalling $7,000,000, 
most out of earnings, reinvested in 
the property since 1915, with a re­
sulting Increase In annual output 
from 110,000 tons to 230,000 tons, and 

large enhancement of earning 
power. These disbursements have, 
therefore, been of such a nature as to 
suggest from the point of view of 
sound financing the eminent advisa­
bility of charging them to capital 
rather than to current account.

The new financing will place Span­
ish River Company in a position that 
is almost unique among Canadian In­
dustrial corporations.

Including proceeds of the 4sue, and

The question was then stood over 
after it had been remarked that a well 
would really be unnecessary, as Gor­
don Head would have the water ex­
tension by next year and the present 
donor of water to the school would 
continue his generosity.

City Council Decides Twelve 
Months' Residence Is 

Necessary
Twelve months’ residence in the 

city will be necessary before people 
may procure free treatment at the 
Jubilee Hospital as city indigent 
patients, and those receiving free 
treatment will not be paid for by the 
city until a certificate is furnished 
by the Hospital Board that they are 
unable to collect, according to a 
resolution brought before the City 
Council last night and adopted.

City Solicitor Pringle will draw up 
the necessary amendment to the 
city’s private bill and submit it to the 
Legislature.

“As the Jaw is now, anybody can 
drift into the city and after thirty 
days’ residence here can go to the 
hospital for the balance of their lives 
at the expense of the city. People 
can go to the hospital and when 
they refuse to pay their bill It is pre 
sented to us. My idea is that the 
Council should tiflte this action in self 
defence,” said Alderman Sargent.

Alderman Todd said the Hospital 
Board had a great deal of worry and 
difficulty in carrying on and they 
were'doing all this work gratis, there­
fore, their feelings should be con­
sidered in the matter. He did not 
think the proposed amendment would 
do much good under existing cir­
cumstances, and there was no par­
ticular object to be attained by put­
ting it through. It would probably 
cause the Hospital Board to think 
that the Council was not in sym­
pathy with them.

The Mayor and other aldermen 
spoke in support of the proposal, and 
it was carried.

Representatives of British Columbia 

hospitals will meet In Victoria on 
Friday to plan a scheme for putting 
their institutions on their feet.

On the authority of His Worship 
Mayor Porter, the announcement is 
made that equal facilities will be 
granted to all Ex-service Associations 
in the city with respect to the grant­
ing of relief. The procedure decided 
on at the conference on Saturday was 
that all applicants for relief would 
be in the position of applying through 
the Great War Veterans’ Association, 
who would furnish such applicant 
with a requisition either to the Mayor 
or to the official appointed by him to 
administer such relief.

In view of the protest raised by the 
other Service Associations, His Wor­
ship decided that it was but right 
and proper that such requisitions 
should be dealt with hg the different 
Associations in the interests of their 
membership; the members having 
voiced their objections at being ob­
ligated to seek such assistance 
through an organization of which 
they were not members.

In view of what has transpired 
since the sudden death of the Com­
munity Council, it would not be amiss 
frankly to state the position of the 
remaining Ex-service Associations of 
Victoria with respect to the grave 
problem of Unemployment In this 
City. The following statement is 
therefore issued on Its behalf by the 
Veterans of France.

“The reading*public might well con­
sider that some misunderstanding 
had arisen between the organizations 
concerned; such, however, Is not the 
case; these organizations have con­
tinued to prosecute the welfare of 
their members as far as the facilities 
to hand,were available and no mem­
ber who has applied for relief through 
the proper channels has gone away 
unsatisfied, and certainly not hungry; 
this applies in the same degree to 
their dependents.

“The trouble lies through the lack 
of co-operation of the Great War 
Veterans' Association with the other 
associations of the City,” says the 
statement.

It was a matter of comment that 
the support \glven by all Associations 
at the different meetings of the Com­
munity Council showed the urgent 
necessity of the City Council acting 
promptly in dealing ylth this prob­
lem. Had the authorities acted at 
that time on the recommendation? 
suggested, it would not have been 
necessary for this ground to have 
been covered again, as was done this 
last week by any organization con­
cerned.”

The statement further charges: —
“The Great War Veterans' Associa­

tion, in holding their three meetings 
In their club rooms, tacitly Ignored 
t|ie Executive Bodies of the other 
Associations, and had they but sent 
their official invitations to the organ­
izations concerned, full courtesy 
would have been accorded by respon­
sible representation of those bodies; 
this however did not prevent these 
Associations from notifying their 
members that any who wished to do 
so, were advised to be present. There 
is no doubt that by following the lines 
of co-operation a mass meeting could 
have been held either in the Princess 
Theatre or the Royal Victoria Theatre 
which would have, at that, barely ac­
commodated tfie large numbers of 
unemployed; who woul<h have been 
present to voice their sentiments on 
a matter of such urgency.”

The Reply.
Replying to the statement, the 

G. W. V. A. to-day forwarded the fol­
lowing resolution, which was adopted 
by the Veterans of France at a meet­
ing on September 17:

While, we, the Comrades of the 
Great War, Victoria Chapter, are 
willing to co-operate in any scheme 
or schemes which are for the bene 
fit of the returned soldiers yet, being 
an association composed entirely of 
men who saw service In an actual 
theatre of war, could not agree to 
consider an amalgamation .with any 
other association, but would be will­
ing to accept such members of said 
association or associations as are 
eligible for membership In the Com­
rades of the Great War.”

The G. W. V. A. deny special treat 
ment and says the Veterans were 
represented when representations 
were made.

Sum of $15,000 Voted, Sub­
ject to Conditional 

Subscriptions
“Industries can easily be started 

In Victoria if we go about it In the 
right way,” said Alderman Fullerton 
during a discussion of the question of 

grant to the Victoria and Island 
Development Association by the City 
Council last night.

The Council eventually appropri­
ated $15,000, the first $10,000 as a 
straight grant and up to $6,000 on a 
dollar-for-dollar basis, provided that 
the adjacent municipalities contri­
bute accordingly.

Alderman Fullerton said he had no 
objection to the grant, if $6,000 were 
deducted from the proposed $20,000 
grant for the purpose of encouraging 
industries.

Alderman Woodward referred to 
the fact that the hospital and various 
other charitable Institutions were ap­
pealing for assistance. He thought 
that If half the amount that has been 
given the Association during past 
years had been applied to beneficial 
features for the city thg city could 
have had swimming baths and other 
attractions. Even If this policy were 
adopted now it would mean a benefit 
to the city, and would give employ­
ment to local men out of work. _ He 
moved an amendment that hair the 
$20.000 should be expended on local 
schemes of Improvement.

Dollar For Dollar Plan.
Alderman Sangster offered an 

amendment that $15,000 be granted 
the Association, $10,000 straight with 
a further dollar for every dollar col­
lected by the Association from out­
side municipalities up to $5,000.

Alderman Sargent, in seconding 
this amendment, thought it was up to 
the adjacent municipalities to help 
out In such grants, which brought 
just as m\ich benefit to them as to 
Victoria.

“I am heartily In sympathy with 
the grant, realizing the good work 
done," he said. !

Industries Essential.
Alderman Dewar said that Vic­

toria was away behind in the matter 
of getting industries, and a very 
earnest endeavor should be made to 
establish permanent Industries.

“I find that the Development As­
sociation has many enquiries for in­
dustrial opportunities. and we 
should aid them with a very substan­
tial grant."

Alderman Aitken claimed that 
$10,000 should be ear-marked for 
swlming baths and other amuse-

“There should be no strings on the 
grant,’’ said Alderman Andros. We 
have four representatives on the As­
sociation Board, and surely they can 
be trusted to do the right thing.

Favors Large Grant.
“Alderman Todd said he strongly 

supported the grant, and said the 
Association could accomplish more if 
they were given more money to 
spend. He favored even a larger 
grant. The Association, he said 
figured on getting at least $25,000 or 
$30,000, part of which would be con­
tributed by other municipalities.

It’s most unpleasant for me to 
have to oppose the increased grant. 
Under present financial conditions I 
cannot see my way clear to do It, 
though I appreciate the good Inten­
tions of the members of the Associa­
tion in this respect," said Mayor 
Porter, who claimed that as adjoin­
ing municipalities were getting a 
good portion of the benefit, they 
should bear their proportion of the 
grant.

The amendment to the amendment 
was lost, and the Sangster amend­
ment carried, Mayor Porter, Aider- 
men Sangster, Harvey, Dinsdale, 
Andros and Sargent in favor, and 
Aldermen Todd. Aitken, Woodward 
Fullerton and Dewar against.
