Dahlias best bloom¬ 
ing time is in late September and all of October1 
until frost. Farm is located one mile south of Greens. 
burg on State Road 29, then turn south 2l/> miiles 
on Millhousen road. 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
Guarantee - All bulbs and plants are State in¬ 

spected during the growing season and again in 
storage. All shipments carry the inspection certifi¬ 
cate. You are guaranteed to receive bulbs true to 
l ame and in good growing condition upon arrival. 
If for any reason it is found otherwise, please return 
the bulbs and they will be cheerfully replaced. How¬ 
ever. upon arrival, plant your bulbs in a pan of moist 
earth until growth can be seen. Then transplant 
to the garden. 

Orders are booked and filled in the order received. 
Shipments starting April 15 and continuing until 
the end of the season. 

Early orders are advised as then you are assured 
the varieties wanted. Later some varieties may be 
sold out and rather than disappoint you I will sub¬ 
stitute another equally as good or better, unless you 
state otherwise.
