1. In compliance with Operational Directive Number 71, Head-
quarters Eighth Army, dated 10 December 1947, the Military Government
fctivities Report for this headquarters for the nonth of August is sube
mitted.

2. Milits pvernment Matters of Current Significance:

a. Legal and Government: The regional conference of Governors
brought forth an interesting discussion on prefectural acquisition of

the Hydro-Electric Plants. Recommendations have veen made to Centrel
Government authorities that the Hydro-Electric Plants be acquired by

the Prefectures and the profits therefrom be used to finance local govern-
ment,

The Local Autonomy program will be concluded at the end of
September. The program was enthusiastically received in all communi-
ties. It has been noted throughout the Region that the Japanese have
falled to inform the masses of the Local Autonomy program and its ap-
plication to their every-day life.

The Mock Trial, described in Activities Report for July and
scheduled for Ceptember 29 and 30, will be financed by the scle of
tickets. Approximately 6,000 tickets have been sold to date.

The Korean population in the Region appears to be splitting
into two factions, viz: Communist and Anti-Communist. Threats of cone
flict have arisen betwecn the opposing facticns, but to date there has
been no actual fighting. Two minor disturbances were noted in the Mie
Profecture on the 18th and 23rd of August; the demonstrations wauld

b. Public Health: Control messures against Japantsec "B" Ene
cephalitis wore discussod with all Public Health Officors and Pro-

fectural Health Department Chiefs and Proventive Medicine Chiefs. The
importance of insect control, especlally mosquitoes, was emphasized in
an attempt to arouse the Japanese officials from thoir complacent at-
titude. PFour~hundred ninety (490) cases of suspcet Japanese "B" En-
cephalitis have occurred in this Region, of which 292 were in Aichi

Prefecture. The peak was recched on the 16th of August and since that
time’ therc has been a steady decline of cascs.

The Ueno Model Health Center in Mie Prefecture was opened
on the 3lst of August and it is expected that Gifu, Toyama and Ishi-
kawa Health Centers will open-some time next month, ¥l

In-Service educational programs for clinieal nurses and
P.H, nurses are being carried on in each prefecture., The most satis-
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factory clinical nursing educational programs &are those sponsored hy
the various Prefectural Branches of the Japanese Nurses Association,

although eome refresher courses are being conducted by hospitals.

Reorganization of the nursing service in several of the
larger hospitals was started this month. It is increasingly evident
that the principle nursing problem of today is no longer that of edu-
cctting nurses in the fundamentals of bedside nursing care but that of
convineing the doctors and hospital directdrs that such nursing care
must be provided. ‘

Low as the nursing educational standards are, many of the
Japanese nurses have already acquired a great deal more knowledge than
the doctors allow them to utilize.

The Insect and Rodent control programs have been sur-
veilled and encouraged; however they are not as cffective as desired.
With the abandoning of the Sanitary Associ:tions, the negional
Sanitary engineer finds that it is now extremely necessary to en-
courage all city and village governments 1O ostablish cleaning crews
for bi-weekly refuse collections.

¢, Public Welfare: A selected group of five representative
women of Nagoya attend "classes" in Regional Headquarters threc days
a weck. Purpose of the classes is to give the women an over-all orien=-
tation of the objectives of Military Government. Three of the women
have selocted Welfare as their prime interest. Thoy have been given |
projects to study; one is studying the Child Welfare Law, Juvenile
Court, Mothers and Children, and Family Relations Court; one is work-
ing on Minsei-iin activities and Administrative Reviews, and on¢ is
working on institution problems. Field trips are made with the Aichi
Team Welfare Officer. Critiques are held once a week. A4ll of the
women are University greduates and it is hoped to eventually use them
as instructors in the proposed Social Service School %o be established
at Nagoya University.

There is noticeable increase of interest in Welfarc among
Japunese officials. They are taking a more aggressive attitude in
the program of administrative reviews and in the in-service training
program. This is noticeable by the increased number of moetings and
+raining programs being conducted in all Frelectures.

d., Economic Summary: There has beon scme difficulty in this
Region in the manufacture and distribution of rubber rollers for rice
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hulling machines. Some of thd hindrances to manufacture and distribu-
tion are: . A smaller allocation of rubber to manufacturcors than was
originally planned; delivery of rubber to manufacturers at a later
date than was originally cstablished; the fact that manufacturers arc
required to make rollers for about 250 different modecls of hulling
machines and the fact that local dealers do not wish to buy rubber
rollers until just before the hulling season. It has been estimated
by the section head of the Japancse Rogional Economl:z QOfficc that at
this time 50% of the requircd rubber rollers have been delivered to
profectures.

Although the stock pile of coal in the docks in Toyama
prefecture has been reduced to some extent it has not moved out as
fast as was anticipated in last month's report. Lack of reilway cars
is the chief factor in holding up this movement of coal and coke.

Land Reform has continued to proceed in an excellent manner
in the Region. Land Reform figures for 31 August are shovmn below:

through December.

School reorganization was completed in three Prefectures =--
Toyama, Gifu and Aichi. All of the Tokai-Hokuriku Region has nov
finished the physical aspec « chool reorganization and given pri-
ority in building space t6 the Junior High Schools. Internal reor-
ganization of both lower and upper secondary schools vill take many

more months.

The School Board Lav has taken vp a great deal of the
Civil Education officer's time. The School Board Law which was passed
hurriedly on the last day of i{he Diet session and the later imple-
mentary ordinances, contained many flaws which required correction. A
great deal of time has been spent by the Region C.E, officer receiving
telephone call objections by the toam Officers and trying tO pass
these on to higher*headquarters, and then relaying the regulting actions
or corrections on to the teanrs. Novertheless, despite all obgtacles,
this Region will stand first, or very hign, in the number of school
boards to be chosen on 5 October. Publicity on the Law is being well

L. Military Government Matters of Current Significance:

-

a. Legal and Government: The Democratic-Liberal party is
taking advantage of the unrest between the Democrats and the So-

cialists. The Gifu chapter of the Democratic party has been reor-
ganized. It dissolved itself earlier in the year to form a coali-
tion with the Liberals. Source-Liaison Of fice.

The Region's attention was called to the ambiguous fea-
tures in the V.D. Law. Legal-Govt Officers were advised that there
is a presumption that any one engaged in prostitution is infected
with a social disease and consequently brought within the provi-
sions of the law. The presumption only shifts the burden of proof.
tbout 40 prosecutions were noted in Aichi Prefecture. Statlistlcs
from other prefectures are not available at this writing.
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Inasmuch as the continued violation of civil liberties
has been noted throughout the Region, the Region recommended a
procedure to the Judges, procurators, and Bar Association which would
reduce the backlog of cases. Violations of civil liberties and the
huge backlog of cases are 8o clogely allied that the backlog of cases
could no longer be ignored.

A period of two months was devoted to the preparation
for staging a mo~k trial, tals idea originated in Tokai Region, and
is the first attempt in the history of Japan to demonstrate the work-
ings of democratic court procedure to the general public.

The mock trial was presented and was very well received
by the Japanese. A total of 14,000 people attended the 7 perform-
ances in the Aichi Prefecture. The Japenese officials have been en=-
couraged to show it in all prefectures of the region. FPlans are now
underway for a showing in Toyama, lshikawa, Gifu and Mie. It is
interesting to note that the Japanese who had seen an actual trial
before were interested in seeing the changes in court procedure,
while those who have never seen a trial were interested mainly in the
theatrical aspects. For those who were turned away because of lack
of seats, the mock trial was broadcast over the radio. A special
report, subject: "Mock Trial"dtd 6 October 1948 has been forwarded.

Visits were made to verious police schools in the Re~
gion. It is commendable that classes are conducted in the Japa-
nese Constitution, Court procedures, criminal code, etc. The Re-
gion plans to lecture before the graduating classes of the police
school on the Japanese Constitution.

The Local Autonomy conferences conducted by the Japa-
nese have been completed, Conferences were well received and many
questions were asked. It was noticed that many people in the small
towns know very little about the enactment of laws, and it is be-
lieved that further conferences would be beneficial. Particularly
noticeable was the enthusiasm of the people where the translation
was reduced to simple Japanese understandable by the average layman.

The tax progrum is progressing stecdily. The total
collected as of 31 September 1948 is 10,408,715 Yen. This 1s 32.2%
of the goal which is twice that of last year. Collections should
~ increase more rapidly in the next few months after the crops are
collected. The Region's weekly conference with the Japanesc Re-
gional Tax Officials was conducted as usual with emphcsis agein
placed on delinquents.

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b. _Pudb H : The typhus program is being stressed
throughout the Region at the present time. Conferences are held
with the Preventive Medicine Chiefs and Prefectural Public Health

- Chiefs to see that adequate plans and supplies are available to
carry out an effective typhus program. The publishing of a public
health newspaper was also emphasized to all Public Health Officers'in
this Region.

The Model Health Centers at Toyama and Ishikawa were
opened on the 15th and 16th of this month. Fukui Prefecture which
nas. been attached to this Region is in the procass of rebuilding the
two Health Centers which were severely damaged by the recent earth-
quake,

Aichi, Gifu, Ishikawa and Toyama were visited by P.H.
Nurse. Heetings were held with prefectural and city Health Dept.
Officials and Hospital Directors for th) purpose of explaining and
encouraging public health and cliniccl nursing education and serv-
ice. The development of the P.H., Nursing Program in the Model Health
Cen¥ers is encouraging. There can be little improvement in other
"H.C. until there is an increase in nursing personnel.

During the month, the emphasis has been placed upon city
sanitation and cities are being encouraged to develop their own -
cleaning sections. It is believed that this type of development will
help t;) effectively wipe out the sanitary organization (Eisel
Kumial).

¢c. Public Welfare: During the month comprehensive survey
of Welfare activities was made in Mie and Ishikawa Prefectures.
Visite were made to isolated areas in each prefecture. In each area
negional Welfare Of "icer was accompanied by the Team Welfare Of-
ficer, Prefectural Welfare representatives and representatives from
local offices. Survey showed that M.G., is covering each prefecturs
thoroughly but that Prefectural and local officials seldom, if ever,
visit remote areas. Town and village officials reported that they
are getting little help from prefectural sources. In spite of this,
however, sound programs were found in some of the remotest areas.
Effort was being made to get people off of relief as fast as pos-
sible. In one city they have a marriage bureau and marriage coun-
selling clinic in order to help widows find husbands. It is the
opinion of this reporting officer that Mayor's conferences are not
having the anticipated desired effect and that Minsei-iin "In-
Service-Training" programs are not effective. Administrative re-
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views are of no velue unless prefectural officials conduct them them-
selves and krow what to do with the information after they have com-
piled it. 1In each area visited, it was found that the number of
Minsel-iin is out of proportion to the total case load. Institutions
were found in which children have been placed by Minsei-iin and no
subsequent contact hcs ever been made either by the parents or the
Minsei~lin. In one city the Mavor personally visits each assistance
recipient once a month to investigote living conditions and recom-
mends continuance or discontinuance of relief. The case load in this
city is small., Similar surveys wiil be made in all prefectures of
this Region by the Reg.onal Welfare Officer..

Helen Keller visitcd in the Nogoya area from 25 to 29

September, She spoke to many thousands and her visits to various
institutions were enthusiastically received.

d. Economic Summary: Crop conditioas in the Region are
generally above average. White potato yields were reduced in Gifu

prefecture due to excessive moisture shortly prior to harvest time.

flce and sweet potatoes have been damaged to some extent in Ishi-

kawa, Toyama, Fukuli and Mie Prefectures due to high winds and

floods. However it is expected that a larger than normal crop will

be harvested even though considerable damage has taken place in some
- areas.

Crop collection has proceeded exceedingly vell in the
Region. Summer cereal and white potato collection has resched 100"
in all prefectures in the Region except Fukui. Rice collection has
started well in the northern prefectures but lately has been re-
tarded somewhat by abnormally wet weather which interferred with
harvesting and drying of rice. A Region Plan for increased rice
and sweet potato collection has been formulated at this head-
quarters and will be distributed to all teams.

* Transportation continues to be a bottleneck in in-
dustry. Significant transportation shortages are occurring in move-
ment of coal, pyrites, charcoal, lime, grains, lumber and firewood.
Japanese sources state that due to high prices for fuel oil, high
insurance rates and lack of return cargo, water transportation is
more expensive than rail transportation in many instances. At
present thls headquarters is conducting an investigation to deter-
mine if the turn around time for freight cars cannot be reduced. A

meeting scheduled early next weck should bring out weaknesses to be
I'Gmeciied . :

| e. . Civil Education: Most of the time and effort of the Re-
gion CE officer for the month of September was spent on matters

concerning the School Board Election. The Team CE officers have made
& tremendous effort to get the School Boards off to a good start
despite what seems to be deliberate sabotage of the law from Japa-
nege officlals at all levels.

: Another ma jor field of activity was concerned with
Teacher in-service training. In-service training has so far been
largely a program sponsored by the Occupation. To be successful, a
real in-service training program must be carried out by the Japancse.
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' attempt to lay the ground work for such a program was started
this month. This program, to Y.¢ on a Regional lewvel, will even-
tually include many agencies such ag the Normal Cchools, Try-Out
Schools, the Teachers' Union and the individual teachors.

One of the major ideas in the success of this program
is the leadership of the Normal Schools. At present, Normal Schools
arc in the midst of reorganization on a new University status. This
reorganigation is absorbing practically all the planning enorgy of
the Normal Schools. However, there is still some hope that a
teacher extension service might be included ir the University plan-
ning.

Women's activity inercased with the retnrn of Miss
Hoskins on 10 September. Conferences at Kyoto and Osaka and visits
to Gifu were useful in planning an expanded Adult Education program
for the future.

A Home Economics course for Women groups was stimu-
lated in three prefectures by Miss Cordill.

f. Civil Informotion: £# marked increase of telephone com-
munications to and from prefectural teams marked one phase of the
current month's activities. The telephone calls were principally
connected with clarification of existing and new policies, relaying
requests for information from higher headquarters to teams and re-

quests from teamg for use of ceroplanes in publicity material air-
drops.

An increcsed an constant flow of information publicity
in the form of news releases, radio broadcasts, posters, leaflets
and other publicity Jevices were witnessed throughout the region
during the current month., A marked increcse in the initiation by
the Japanese of ficials of publiecity progrums was noted also through-
out the Region.

!n informal conference was held with the Kagoya foreign
press club for the purposge of orientation and future cooperation.

Two conferences were held with radio officicls of
JOCK, the Negoya radio station for the purpose of confirming plans
of operation for a region-wide broadcast in comnection with the
local school board elections. One of the conferences was attended

by the chiefs of the civil information and civil education sections
of AMchi MG.
