WEST TO
South Dakota Governor Is 

Responsible for Pre­
dicted Raise

^  H IC A G O , A u g . 16.— The 
Standard Oil Company of 

Indiana, serving eleven middle 
western states, decided here 
today not to raise the price of 
g aso lin e  f ro m  15.4 c e n ts  a g a l­
lon  to  20 c e n ts , im m ed ia te ly , as 
had been contemplated. In­
stead the directors voted to 
wait and see what action 
w o u ld  be taken by Governor 
McMaster of South Dakota, 
who announced the state’s 
price w ould  be increased from 
16 to  20 ce n ts  on  S a tu rd a y .

G o v ern o r  M cM a ster’s  d e c is io n  
fo llo w e d  a p r o te s t  fro m  In d e p e n ­
d e n t  o il d e a le r s  o f  th e  s t a t e  th a t  
the 16 cent price fixed by the 
commonwealth and which s ta rted  
a  price w ar th roughout the m id­
dle west was ruinous. The S tan­
dard Oil directors dispatched this 
telegram  to McMaster:

“In the newspapers th is m orn­
ing, you are credited with having 
made the following sta tem ent:

“  ‘It is impossible to arrive a t 
an accurate basis of cost of dis­
tribu tion  in this sta te  on the fig­
ures presented. However, a 
searching investigation of thb 
m atte r will be vigorously carried 
forw ard.’

“This company tenders to you 
in any such investigation which 
you may conduct all inform ation 
in its possession tow ard the ena 
of assisting you in arriv ing a t a 
correct determ ination of this 
fac t.”

Boston Business 
Man Is Behind  
Coolidge Throne

The Boston m erchant-m illionaire, 

the  m an who “ b r o u g h t  o u t ” Cal­
vin Coolidge and literally  put 
him  in  th e  governor’s office in 
M assachusetts and  then  put 
him  forw ard as a  v ic e -p r e s i­
d e n t ia l  c a n d id a te , b e c o m e s  t h e  
“ C o lo n e l H o u s e ’’ o f  C o o lid g e ’s  
a  d m in is tr a  t lo n .

O rder P rice Increase
MINNEAPOLIS, Aug. 16.— Fol­

lowing up the move of Governor 
McMaster of South Dakota, who 
a t the behest of the independent 
oil companies, has ordered the 
sta te  filling station a t Mitchell to 
raise the price of gasoline from 
18 to 20 cents a gallon, including 
the sta te  tax of 2 cents per gal­
lon, independent oil companies in 
the  northw est today began to 
bring pressure on the  councils to 
get sim ilar raises in all the states 
where prices were recently cut 
6.6 cents a gallon. The P ure Oil 
company, one of the largest in­
dependents competing with S tan­
dard Oil in the northw est, today 
made public a sta tem ent of its 
president, B. G. Dawes, which 
says:

“The P ure Oil company re­
duced the price 6.6 cents gallon 
in the N orthwest and te rrito ry  
covered by the S tandard Oil of 
Indiana. This is deplorable from 
the company’s standpoint as it 
en tails a heavy financial loss. I 
fully believe th a t the public offi­
cials whose actions have un­
doubtedly caused the situation 
will learn very shortly th a t they 
have only played into the hands 
of the S tandard Oil in the long 

'ru n .”

Lift Mystery From 
Stewart-lnce Fight

NEW YORK, Aug. 16.— Much 
of the m ystery surrounding the 
alleged attack  upon George 
Stew art, b ro ther of A nita Stew­
art, film sta r, by Ralph H. Ince, 
photoplay director, was d issipat­
ed today. A t the hospital to 
which S tew art was taken, suffer­
ing from a fractu re  of the skull, 
it was stated, he was recovering.

“ S tew art doubtless will apolo­
gize before th is is over,” the a t­
torney for Ince said.

The fight began when Ince 
spoke to an acquaintance, seated 
a t a table a t Host Lodge hotel, 
on the  Boston postroad, whom 
Stew art intensely dislikes.

“That made Stew art angry, it 
was said, and he quarreled with 
Mr. Ince. On the way back Stew­
a r t  became more and more abu­
sive. F inally he struck Mr. Ince. 
S tew art’s chauffeur also sprang 
a t him. Then Stew art was 
knocked down, but never was un­
conscious.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.— The 
man who discovered Calvin Cool­
idge, th irtie th  president of the 
United States, and the man who 
probably is closer to him than 
any o ther man is F rank  W. 
Stearns, Boston m erchant mil­
lionaire.

Stearns, it is apparent this 
early, will be the Colonel House 
or Mark H anna of the Coolidge 
adm inistration.

I t was firs t in the spring and 
w inter of 1915 th a t Stearns un­
dertook to bring out “Cal,’’ not 
as vice-president o r president, 
but as lieutenant-governor of the 
sta te  of M assachusetts.

At firs t S tearns was confronted 
with unusual difficulties, for Cal­
vin Coolidge was as modest a 
man as was to be found in New 
England. S tearns finally p e r ­
suaded Coolidge to accept the 
nom ination for the lieutenant- 
governorship, incidentally s ta r t­
ing him on the road to his pres­
ent office. t

He Is Aged 57 Years
Stearns is the  son of D. H. 

Stearns, who in 1867 established 
the big Boston dry goods house 
known as D. H. S tearns & com­
pany. He was born in Boston, 
1865. He is now, a t 57, in the 
prime of m ental vigor and bodily 
health. He is a g raduate of Am ­
herst college. In order to carry 
on his work of “advertising” 
Coolidge, in whom he saw one of 
the g rea t men of M assachusetts, 
he abandoned his business.

Of S tearns it is said in friend­
ly sp irit th a t he can talk  more 
pleasantly and say less than any 
any o ther close personage associ­
ated with high officials in the 
government. Newspaper men 
found th is out in the ir firs t ta lks 
with him when he arrived a t the 
New W illard hotel in W ashington 
with the Coolidge party.

American National Bank did not 
open for business today. I t  will 
rem ain closed until national bank

W. Heicht, second vice president 
and cashier, who is in jail on 
charges of embezzlement, unable 
to furnish $50,000 bond.

Heicht was arrested  la te  yes­
terday following discovery of an 
alleged shortage in his accounts. 
The affidavit, sworn out by W il­
liam C. Criswold, national bank 
examiner, charges defalcation of 
$10,000. It was intim ated early 
this m orning th a t the shortage 
may reach $250,000 if not more.

Victim of F a te
Roberts was a victim of fate, 

having entered the shaft on the 
fatal day to substitu te  for his 
b ro ther. The aged father of 
“Tommy” Roberts has haunted 
the m outh of the  mine for two 
days and nights praying th a t by 
some m iracle his son’s life may

Next Congress Will Provide 
For Veterans of World 

War, Is Claim
B y  A . K . H U T C H IN S O N

F o r  In tern a tio n a l N e w s S erv ice
WASHINGTON, Aug. 16.—  

Congress will provide a bonus for
America’s 4,000,000 veterans, as 
soon as it convenes, Senator Reed 
Smoot, Republican of Utah, next 
chairm an of the powerful Senate 
F inance com mittee, predicted to­
day to In ternational News Serv­
ice.

Smoot declared he expected 
P resident Coolidge to svgn the  

.bill as it  is enacted by Congress, 
but warned the m easure would 
become a law, if necessary, over 
presidential veto. Smoot previ­
ously held a long conference with 
the president a t which num erous 
governm ent financial m atters 
were discussed.

Favors Bonus Law
W hile personally advocating a 

bill providing a sales tax for rais­
ing the bonus revenue, Smoot de­
clared Congress probably would 
pass the same kind of m easure 
enacted a t the last session ana 
vetoed by the  la te  President 
H arding. The old bill was spon­
sored by the American Legion.

“ I feel th a t Congress should 
provide revenue to m eet the 
bonus obligations,” Smoot said, 
“ I recognize th a t farm ers ana 
labor organizations are opposed 
to the sales tax and as long as 
they rem ain opposed, it is futile 
to a ttem p t enactm ent of any 

I sales tax legislation. Neverthe- 
| less, in the near fu ture , legisla­

tion involving the sales tax prin­
ciple will be w ritten  into our 
laws. I t is the most ju st tax th a t 
can be levied and, with exemp­
tions, I fail to see why any farm ­
er or laboring organization can 
object to i t .”

Tells Tax P lans
Smoot declared he intended to 

introduce a plan for a general 
“expenditure tax” a t the next 
session to replace o ther form s of 
taxation. “ It is a graduated  tax on 
expenditures, whenever money is 
spent in com merce,” he said. 
“ For instance, there would be no 
tax on a $3 pa ir of shoes, a 
small tax on a $5 pair and a 
large tax on a  $10 pair. The tax 
evader could not escape th is tax. 
I th ink  farm ers and laboring men 
will endorse it .”

BREAK BANK AT DEAUVILLE CASINO 

DEAUVILLE, France, Aug. 16.—The doors of the 
famous Deauville Casino, the biggest gambling place in 
Europe, were closed today for a heavy run of luck against 
the house had broken the bank. After paying out 10,000,000 
francs, the Greek-Armenian syndicate backing the game, 
closed the doors for the first time since the Casino opened.

BANK SHORTAGE NOW REACHES $290,000 
DAYTON, O., Aug. 16.—The American National Bank 

may never re-open its doors as a banking institution in 
face of an alleged shortage charged to Fred W. Hecha, 
cashier, on embezzlement charges. This afternoon, the al­
leged shortage was authentically reported, had grown 
from $10,000 to $290,000.

NEW INTERNATIONAL COMPLICATIONS 
PEKING, Aug. 16.—Additional international complica­

tions are feared today as a result of the stand taken by 
the Chinese government in favor of recovering its rights 
lost by its different treaties, in force at the present time. 
Harbin, where soviet emissaries are conferring with 
Chinese delegates, is described as being in a “terrible 
turmoil.”

Make First Arrests 
In Flogging Outbreak

TULSA, Ok., Aug. 16.— The 
lash w ith which Governor Jack 
W alton plans to drive mob vio­
lence from Oklahoma struck  for 
the firs t tim e in th is city, which 
is under m artial law because of 
an unlawful flogging.

Two men were arrested  by the 
national guardsm en, charged with 
being members of a party  which, 
on April 15, flogged W alter Tuima 
of Red Fork , Ok. One of these 
was R obert Adkins, form er deputy 
sheriff. The o th e r’s iden tity  was 
not made known.

A ttorney General short was to 
file inform ation against the a l­
leged lashers la ter today.

'Lack of Sincerity’ on Part 
Of Operators, Asserts 

John L. Lewis

\  T EW YORK, Aug. 16.—The
IN negotiations between the 
anthracite coal operators and 
the miners were set back this 
afternoon, when John L. 
Lewis announced the miners 
would NOT accept the terms 
of the operators for a mutual 
abandonment of the check-off. 
The “check-off issue” has the 
crux of the controversy which 
is likely to precipitate a na­
tional coal strike.

The m in e r s  discovered a  
“lack of sincerity” in the  offer 
of the operators, Lewis said. 
Lewis and o ther representatives 
of the m iners had announced ac­
ceptance of the opera to r’s term s 
and declared the road to resum p­
tion of negotiations w ith the 
operators clear.

“At f irs t we believed the offer 
to be sincere and accepted it ,” 
Lewis said.

“At a la te r  m eeting (of labor 
representatives) we found a num ­
ber of objections.

P resen t L ette r
The proposal involved is th a t 

the m iners tofd the  commission 
if the operators would abandon 

j  th e ir  custom; off the m iners’ 
money due to the company fo r 
hospital treatm ent, supplies and 
the like, the m iners would w ith­
draw th e ir  dem ands for w hat is 
known as the  “check-off” system.

The operators la s t n igh t had 
presented a five page le tte r  to 
the commission in which they 
said they accepted the proposi­
tion, according to Samuel D. 
W arringer, head of the  operators* 
committee. Lewis and the o ther 
members of the m iners’ com m it­
tee m et the commission, the ses­
sion lasting two hours and forty  
m inutes.

At the end of the m eeting, 
Lewis issued a sta tem en t saying 
five sections of the operator’s le t­
te r were not acceptable. They 
were outlined as follows:

F irs t. The operators as­
sumed in their le tte r  th a t the de­
mand of the men for the check­
off system and also th a t the next 
wage agreem ent be of two years’ 
duration  would be dropped. 
Lewis said th a t th is dem and 
would not be relinquished.

Second. The operators said 
they would w rite the check-off 
agreem ent in the next wage agree­
ment, “ so far as the laws of 
Pennsylvania would perm it.” 
Lewis said he did not know w hat 
th is m eant. He claimed it  be­
fogged the issue, “ because the law 
of the land m ust take prece­
dence.”

“ It confuses the issue and im ­
plies reservations to acceptance.” 
added Lewis.

Third— The operators in th e ir  
le tte r said th a t previously they 
gave the m iners credit a t com­
pany stores. Lewis said th e  
m iners will not en ter into any 
agreem ent th a t takes th e ir  cred it 
away any place.

F ou rth— The opera to rs 'sa id  in. 
the ir le tte r  they would co-operate 
with the ir employes to reduce in­
conveniences to a minimum. 
Lewis said this would compel 
dealings w ith individuals, w here­
as the union stands for all men 
and calls for collective dealings.

F ifth— The operators assumed 
there would be no suspension of 
work Septem ber 1. Lewis said 
he would make no such agreem ent 
a t th is time.

The conferences did not break 
up because of the unexpected r if t 
in the negotiations. The operat­
ors a re  to meet the commission 
again during the week.

Chatsworth Route Will Be 
Improved; First Band 

Concert Tonight

It is the purpose of the South­
ern Pacific in the very near fu­
tu re  to double-track the Chats­
w orth line, which leaves the main 
line a t B urbank, passing through 
Lankershim  and Van Nuys to its 
destination.

By shunting a portion of the 
traffic  from the coast tracks to 
the Chatsworth line, the officials 
of this company believe the carry­
ing capacity can be greatly  in ­
creased.

The S. P. program  also Includes 
double-tracking the Valley line 
from B urbank to  Saugus, and 
adding another double-track line 
from th is city to Los Angeles.

In short, the officials of the 
line have let it be known to the  
board of trustees th a t they con­
tem plate big developments of 
the ir property in Burbank, and 
th a t the proposed subways under 
the  tracks a t certain  crossings 
would have to be made the full 
width of the righ t of way, in o r­
der to take care of expansion 
trackage.

A large m odern depot is also 
planned for B urbank by the 
Southern Pacific railw ay officials, 
who have decided to m ake no 
fu rthe r im provem ents on the 
present depot but to build the 
new one in the  near future.

Band Concert Tonight

An index to  prosperity is re ­
vealed by the Berkeley Gazette in 
the following:

‘‘The circus man knows where 
the money is. If one of the g rea t­
est shows on earth  comes to a 
town, the people of th a t town 
m ight ju s t as well m ake up their 
m inds th a t, w hether they have 
realized it before or not, the ir 
com munity is prosperous. If the  
circus passes them  by, the reverse 
is the obvious conclusion.

“Always it is the  firs t problem 
of the circus m anagem ent to find 
people who can afford to  see the 
show, and there are few agencies 
in the country  more expert in 
the ir sizing up the situations or 
better able to tell of general busi­
ness conditions and of particu lar 
localities. This year, say the 
showmen, the problem has not 
been to find good towns, but 
ra th e r  to select the best, for pros­
perity  is well nigh universal.

‘‘To this end tnere  are  circus 
agents stro lling  down scores of 
Main streets pricing m erchandise 
in shop windows, peering into five 
and ten cent stores to see how 
business is, and watching movie 
windows and sizing up Saturday 
night crowds, asking bankers for 
payroll figures and checking on 
building perm its and public im­
provements.

“Their tests, na tu ra lly  enough 
are  designed to show where peo­
ple have ready money ra th e r than 
where prosperity  is deep-seated 
and stable.

Neurosis Epidemic Is 
Feared for Britons

LONDON, Aug. 16.— English­
men are in danger of becoming a 
race of neurotics if existing evils 
of the B ritish  social system are  
not rem edied, according to  Dr. 
B urnett Rae, a leading London 
physician.

"Unless we deal more adequate­
ly w ith evils like intem perance, so­

JEFFERSO N  CITY, Mo., Aug. 
16. —  Legal loopholes through 
which m urderers, con men and 
others convicted of a crime have 
been playing “ peek-a-boo” with 
the prosecutors and courts of the 
sta te  are  to be plugged up in a 
campaign which has been s ta rted  
to  correct a most unusual situa­
tion of laxity declared to exist in 
the sta te  of Missouri.

Through a lack of close records 
on appeal cases it has been dis­
closed th a t many person? convict­
ed of felonies have been escaping 
punishm ent for years by starting  
appeals and leaving them  unper­
fected in the higher court.

Under the law, a convicted per­
son appealing his case to the su­
preme court is allowed one year 
in which to perfect his appeal to 
the suprem e court.

Appeals Incom plete
An Investigation s ta rted  by At­

torney General Jesse W . B arre tt 
recently  disclosed num erous cases 
where persons had sta rted  appeals 
removing them  from the jurisd ic­
tion of the lower court bu t not 
filing the necessary papers in the 
suprem e court w ithin the tim e al­
lowed. Some of these cases date 
back as far as six years, the in­
vestigation showed.

As no stric t record was kept of 
such action, the Supreme court 
and the attorney general had no 
notification of such action and the 
lower courts lost track  of it  be­
cause of the  belief th a t the case 
was working its  way through the 
appellate court.

One of the cases unearthed  in 
the investigation was th a t of a 
han convicted of m urder and 
granted  the rig h t of appeal in 
May, 1920, where the appeal had 
no t been perfected. Several cases 
of long prison sentences, one dat­
ing back to  1918, on convictions 
for larceny, second degree m ur­
der, forgery, grand larceny, etc., 
have been found in sim ilar status.

Many Cases Dismissed
The a tto rney  general’s legal de­

partm ent recently filed eleven mo­
tions for dism issal in cases 
brought to ligh t by the  investiga­
tion and the  suprem e court sus­
tained the  motions. S im ilar mo­
tions are  pending in fourteen ad­
ditional cases and as reports 
asked of prosecuting attorneys 
th roughou t the  sta te  are incom­
plete, num erous o ther cases are 
expected to be found.

In his campaign, A ttorney Gen­
eral B a rre tt addressed le tte rs to 
each prosecuting atto rney  in the 
sta te  asking them  to check the ir 
dockets for cases where appeals 
have no t been perfected and con­
victed men perm itted  to escape 
sentence.

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 16.— Through 
the hallway leading to the n a tu r­
alization office in the federal 
building here one hears joy, com­
edy and sorrow mingled in one of 
(he “miniature melting pots” of 
the nation.

Those given the right to become 
free American citizens take the ex­
am iner’s decision with an ecstatic 
shout of joy, while those denied 
this righ t take the denial as a dis­
grace, and many have wept b it­
terly before A. J. Stack, chief 
naturalization examiner.

“The average American doesn’t 
realize the intense earnestness of 
most of the applicants for citizen­
ship,” Stack declared in com ment­
ing on the serious m anner in 
which foroigners regard this step 
in their lives. “The would-be cit­
izens look upon this choosing of 
a new country as a trem endously 
solemn m atter, a sort of re-birth.

“ If their applications are re ­
fused, or action is postponed, they 
th ink  they are disgraced and a l­
most invariably weep. ‘W hat will 
my children say— w hat w ill m y 
friends say— th a t I cannot become 
an A m erican?’ ” they ask.

Stack tells of an Italian  who, 
when his case was postponed for 
action, appeared crestfallen, to 
the point of being broken­
hearted.

“He was the most down-hearted 
m an I ever saw,” Stack said. “A 
few days la te r I was told he was 
in the city hospital. He had cut

because he thought the continu­
ance was a complete rejection of 
his application for citizenship. 
He recovered rapidly afte r I told 
him he would soon become an 
American.”

The examiner’s daily life, how­
ever, is not composed entirely  of 
sorrowful sights. A m u s in g  in c i­
dents and letters keep the smile 
on his countenance. The other 
day he received the following 
from an applicant:

‘‘Now sir, with Grate Honor to 
you I tell you that it  is  a  G rate 
A purtunlty  to  g»!t to  be a  Cityo- 
syn of th e  G rate Home of the 
Braves.

THE EMPTY VACUUM TANK 
O bstructed o r Leaky P ipe Lines o r  Unseated Valves, Usually 

Account fo r I t
Assuming plenty of gasoline in 

th e  m ain tank  among the most 
usual reasons for a vacuum tank 
of the  ordinary  type not keeping 
filled are the following: The 
stopping up of the a ir  vent hole 
in the main tank, the obvious rem ­
edy being to clean it out. The 
clogging of the  stra iner in the 
gasoline supply pipe, where it en­
te rs  th e  tank , or the filling up of 
th e  pipe w ith solid m atter. Dis­
connecting th is pipe a t the vacu­
um tank  and blowing through it 
w ill cause audible bubbling in the 
m ain tank , if it is clear. Leaky 
couplings or cracks in the draft 
pipe, causing a ir  instead of gaso­
line to be sucked in, when the 
tank  valves are in the filling po­
sition. T ightening the unions and 
inspection and soldering of pipe 
defects are the remedies. A 
crack in the  suction pipe from the 
in take m anifold to the vacuum 
tank  or looseness of Its unions 
■which prevents a vacuum from be­
ing formed in the upper tank  com­

partm ent. The rem edy is obvious. 
F ailu re of the a ir vent valve to 
seat tightly , which also prevents 
the establishm ent of the vacuum 
required for filling. Removing its 
cap and squirting  gasoline down 
around the valve, m eanw hile turn 
ing the valve around on its seat 
a few times, under gentle pressure 
from a screwdriver, will usually 
make it tight. The holding open 
of the so-called “flapper valve,” 
th a t lets gasoline from the upper 
to the lower com partm ent, which 
occurrence also thw arts the form ­
ation of a vacuum. S triking the 
tank  w ith the  fist will sometimes 
ja r  it so th a t the d irt which is 
holding it open will be dislodged. 
Removing the carburetor pipe con­
nection and the pipe plug a t the 
top of the tank  and pouring gaso­
line into the la tte r  opening and 
out of the form er usually cleans 
the valve and its seat of solid 
m atter, but, if not, it may be nec­
essary to remove the valve and 
wipe it clean.

LOOSE PISTONS IN NEW 
ENGINE

H. N. w rites: There has been a 
slight knock in the engine of my
-------car ever since the day I  got
it, and I think the knock is a pis­
ton slap. The agency put In two 
new pistons, but the knock 
stopped for only two weeks. 
W ould it be w orth while to have 
new pistons fitted in the o ther two 
cylinders? The knock is notice­
able only a t sta rting  and when the 
ca r  is climbing a steep hill.

Answer: I t is to be regretted  
th a t you Accepted a car w ith a 
knocking engine, as it is so much 
easier to get defects corrected be­
fore than  afte r taking delivery. 
I t  is unusual to find loose pistons 
in a new engine of a standard 
m ake and we doubt w hether this 
is the trouble, especially as cast- 
iron pistons are used in this case. 
Of course, if the agency adm its

the minimum safe clearance. 
W hat you ought to do Is to have 
the pistons and the cylinder bores

m easured by some com petent per­
son, and have the pistons changed 
only in case m easurem ent shows 
them  to have excessive clearance.

OVER-ACTIVE OILING SYSTEM 
L. C. asks: Is it possible for 

the lubricating  system of an en­
gine to furnish  too much oil and 
is there any way of reducing the 
am ount, if it is found to be too

more oil than  there  is any need 
for and more than  can be kept 
properly wiped down, even by per­
fect fitting  pistons and rings. 
Some engines are  fitted  w ith an 
oil baffle-plate in the bottom  of 
each cylinder bore, which reduces 
the area through which the splash 
can en ter to a slot of about the 
size required for connecting rod 
movement, and thus excessive oil 
on the walls is prevented when 
the splash is unduly profuse. In 
pressure oiling systems, w ith 
drilled crankshafts, in which the 
escape of oil from connecting rod 
bearings provides splash for the 
cylinders, reduction of the press­
ure carried in the system and thus 
the violence of the escape can 
som etim es be resorted  to, to pre­
vent overoiling— the pressure be­
ing dim inished by lessening the 
spring of the  oil relief valve. Af-

Believing th a t many of my col­
um n readers a re  interested  in new 
fancywork ideas, I am publishing 
the  following “ la test w rinkles” : 

The New Cupie Doll Powder 
Holders: Buy a celluloid doll 
and, w ith a pair of scissors, cut a 
sm all circu lar hole in the very top 
of its head. Now fill the  entire 
inside of the doll w ith powder. 
Make a cap for the  doll out of 
eiderdow n, decorating the top of 
th is  sm all ha t w ith pink or blue 
baby ribbon— and there  you have 
your powder puff! To apply the 
powder to one’s face, simply take 
off the  doll’s little  hat, pour some 
of the powder out of the doll onto 
the puff  hat, apply it, then replace 
the ha t on the  doll. These m ake 
unusual articles for a church sale.

A New Kind of Workbag: Cut 
a piece of flowered cretonne one

all around each of the two pieces 
of m aterial, then put these square 
pieces together back to back; bu t­
tonhole around the four sides, 
thus joining them  together with 
the buttonholing (use colored silk- 
ateen in your needle. W hen this 
is done, cut a circular hole righ t 
in the center of the cretonne piece 
(not le tting  your scissors go 
through the sateen on the other 
side of the  cretonne. The hole 
should be about four inches in di­
am eter, and is finished around the 
edge w ith more buttonholing. At­
tach a strip  of cretonne one inch 
wide (m easured a fte r the edges 
are tu rned  in) across th is hole, 
for a handle, and your bag is done. 
Hang the bag up by its handle—  
and of course the black sateen 
p art will separate from the cre­
tonne upper part, thus m aking an 
in terio r space in which you can 
put stockings to be darned, kn it­
ting, or any articles you are w ork­
ing on. To make the cretonne 
handle still more effective, you 
m ight face it w ith black sateen or 
pipe it w ith black sateen. A rib ­
bon handle could be used if de­
sired.

A Y ardstick H older: These 
m ake good articles for a church 
sale. Ask some fu rn itu re  store to 
give you a num ber of yardsticks 
(the  kind they advertise w ith ). 
V arnish these yourself, to make 
them  more attractive. Then make 
a long, narrow  cretonne case for 
each yardstick. The case should 
be as long as the stick. A t the 
top sew a w hite celluloid ring  so

AN OILY COMPLEXION
An o ily  skin Is much more 

trouble than a dry skin, for it is 
a p t  to  d e v e lo p  la r g e  p o r e s  a n d  
b la c k h e a d s . B e s id e s , th e  o r d in a r y  
s im p le  c o ld  c rea m  tr e a tm e n t  Is 
n o t  o f  m u c h  u se . W h a te v e r  c o ld  
c r e a m  is  u se d , it  m u s t  b e  a  l ig h t  
c le a n s in g  c r e a m  w h ic h  sh o u ld  b e  
ru b b ed  in to  t h e  s k in  th o r o u g h ly  
a n d  washed out with warm water. 
A doctor recommends the follow­
ing simple treatment:

Take two cups of oatm eal, add 
to it as much powdered sulphur as 
will go on top of a dine, the same 
am ount of powdered benzoin, and 
a heaping tablespoonful of pow­
dered or shaved castile soap. Take 
squares of cheesecloth, put a tea­
spoonful of th is  in the middle of 
each, and tie up. Use one of these 
bags instead of soap when wash­
ing the face. Rub it over the 
skin. Use quite warm w ater, fol­
lowed by a warm and then cold 
rinse. If the skin is quite bad 
bathe the face th is way twice a 
day.

If the pores are much enlarged, 
afte r the face has been washed 
and rinsed, wipe over it w ith a lo­
tion made by adding one drachm 
of boric acid to four ounces of dis­
tilled witch hazel.

An oily skin is particularly  sus­
ceptible to blackheads. In the ir 
worst form these are the resu lt of 
pimples, and the ir trea tm en t is a 
little different, for then the physi­
cal disorder causing the pimples 
m ust be treated  first. But if they 
come only from the d irt th a t j 
creeps into the enlarged pores, 
they can be done away with by ab­
solute facial cleanliness.

The p art of the skin w’here the 
blackheads form should firs t be 
bathed in hot w ater, then washed

w ith tincture of liquid green soap, 
which is a most powerful cleans­
ing agent too drying fo r  ordinary 
u se . R in se  o f f  th e  so a p  w ith  h o t  
w a te r  a n d , i f  p o s s ib le , p r e s s  o u t  
th e  b la c k h e a d s . R in se  w ith  w a r m , 
th e n  w ith  v e r y  c o ld  w a te r . I f  
g r e e n  so a p  ir r ita te s  th e  s k in  u se  
th e  o a tm e a l b a g s .

Anxious: The soap you have 
been using does not agree with 
your hair. Try one in which there 
is ta r, or a pure olive oil soap such 
as is found in the best quality of 
the old castile soaps. You may 
also be in need of a tonic.

M isery: If you wear tigh t 
bands or in any o ther way restric t 
the circulation it would cause this 
redness to. the hands when you 
lower them . A clean digestive 
trac t is also essential to overcom­
ing this tendency to redness to the 
hands, ju s t as in cases of a ten ­
dency to a red nose.

L ila : F or the weak ankle, 
m assage vigorously all about the 
jo in ts regularly , using w ith this a 
strong solution of rock sa lt and 
w ater. W hen the brace is not be­
ing used, and you are  seated, ex­
ercise the ankle by using ro tary  
motions w ith the foot and also 
lifting and lowering the leg with 
the ball of the foot reta ined on the 
floor.

The ex­
cess eating of sweets may bring 
on diabetes and o ther disorders 
during which the tissue resis t­
ance is so lowered th a t skin dis­
orders are common.

F. M. B .:— Yes, a chronically 
inflam ed appendix can be a  dis­
tribu ting  point fo r infections to 
o ther parts  of the body. If you 
do not get b e tte r  on a correct diet 
and hygienic regime, your appen­
dix will have to be removed. A 
chronically inflam ed appendix 
may a t any tim e become an acute­
ly inflam ed appendix. If I had 
one, and could no t get sid of it 
by a correct hygienic regime, I 
would certain ly  have it  removed.
I would ra th e r  have a chronical­
ly inflam ed appendix, or a tum or

or any such erro rs in a little  bot­
tle  of preservatives in my labora­
tory  than in my innards.

We have a list of 
foods w ith th e ir  protein content 
you may have.

The idea th a t lemons will m ake 
people th in  is erroneous. I re ­
ferred  to lemons in my list of 
foods when I said: “ they won’t 
make you th in .” Lemons have 
food value ju s t the  same as o ther 
foods. Three good-sized lemons 
will furnish 100 calories.

Mrs. L .:— It has been found 
th a t some form s of asthm a are 
due to a protein poisoning. It 
may be some form of protein 
such as in eggs, some kinds of 
meat, straw berries, and so forth. 
Though straw berries have very 
little  protein, they seem to ir r i­
ta te  some people. Sometimes 
the protein th a t is breathed in 
from  em anations from' anim als, 
or the tiny particles of dandruff 
th a t are in the a ir  around them, 
will cause the trouble.

The cod liver oil contains very 
valuable growth and anti-rachitic 
and anti-opthalm ic vitam ins and 
undoubtedly will be good for 
your little  boy.

Absurd British War
Laws Still in Force

LONDON, Aug. 16.— W ar regu­
lations, now become farcical, still 
largely exist in Britain.

After 9:30 in the evening it is 
illegal to sell straw berries and 
cream , b u t it  is perfectly legal to 
sell straw berries and ice cream.

I t is unlaw ful to  sell cigarettes 
or tobacco a fte r  8 p. m., but a 
saloon keeper can legally sell 
e ither if he serves a meal a t  the 
sam e tim e. At the same tim e, if 
he should sell a  biscuit w ith a 
glass of wine he Is com m itting an 
offence.

A restau ran t may lawfully 
serve a cooked sausage up to  any 
tim e, bu t to hand over an  un­
cooked sausage would be a breach 
of regulations.

A fter 9:30 a  shopkeeper can 
sell all the  soft drinks and ice 
cream  he likes, so long as they 
are  consumed on the premises, 
bu t if he sells them  to be taken 
away he is com m itting a crime.

Few Sailing Vessels 
Now, Lloyd’s Report

LONDON, Aug 16. —  Sailing 
craft are  fast vanishing from the 
oceans, according to Lloyd’s Reg­
ister of Shipping, which states 
th a t the present per centage of 
sailing vessels to  the w orld’s ton­
nage is less than  four and a half.

CITY WILL PASS

New Ordinances Now Under 
Consideration of L  A. 

City Council

The Los Angeles City Council 
now has the  Eagle Rock zoning 
map under consideration, and  it is 
expected th a t the  necessary ordi­
nances will be passed on recom­
m endation of the City P lanning 
commission, in which event all 
zoning troubles w ill be over and 
building can proceed w ith brakes 
removed.

( 2 )  .T hat the property  north  of 
Sycamore, east of Valley drive to 
a point one hundred and tw enty 
feet west of Central avenue, which 
is a t  an  alley, and bounded on the 
north  by th e  rea r  line of the  lots 
facing on Sycamore street, be 
changed from  zone C to zone B.

( 3 )  . T hat east Sycamore from 
P inehurst and the extension there­
of to  F lo ristan  and the extension 
thereof on both sides of the s tree t 
and one hundred and fifty  feet

back from the street be changed 
from zone A to zone C.

T hat Townsend avenue, 
bounded on the north  by Fafrview 
on the  east side, and F o rrest on 
th e  w est side and on the south  by 
Sycamore avenue, and two lots 
deep on each side be changed from 
zone A to  zone B.

( 5 )  . T hat lots tw enty-nine and 
th irty  of block one F lo ristan  
H eights T ract be changed from  
zone A to zone C. T hat lots 12, 
13 and 14 of Townsite T ract be 
changed from  zone A to zone C.

( 6 )  . T hat Colorado boulevard, 
between H artw ick and V ictoria on 
the  south  side be changed from  
zone B to zone C.

( 7 )  . T hat Colorado boulevard, 
between Eagle Rock road and the  
extension of Dean s tree t in to  the 
southerly  side of Colorado boule­
vard, be changed from zone B to 
zone C.

( 8 )  . T hat the  north  side of 
Colorado boulevard, b e t w e e n  
H artw ick and Dean stree t, be 
changed from zone B to zone C.

( 9 )  . T hat both sides of P earl 
s tree t and the east side of Glen 
Eyrie, from  the business zone on 
Colorado boulevard to  S tanley 
avenue be changed from  zone B 
to zone A. Exhibit C (now in 
question).

(1 0 )  . T hat all the re s t east of 
C entral avenue and south of Colo­
rado which is in  zone A, except 
th a t which, has been otherw ise 
classified in this report, shall be 
changed from zone A to zone B.

( 1 1 )  . T hat lots 23 and 31 of 
the Honolulu T ract be changed 
from zone A to zone C.

I t is expected th a t the Los An­
geles City Council w ill prom ptly 
pass the  necessary ordinances. As 
soon as th is has been done, new 
maps will be prepared and filed 
a t the city hall.
