A New Cherry.

Mr. S. J. Baldwin, Seneca, Kan., sent us

specimens of a new Morello Cherry on the

6th of June, which he has named Kansas

Queen. We believe it belongs to the

Wragg. English Morello or Suda type, and

judging from his description, which we
give below, it is probably one of the best,

if not the best, of this class of cherries.

Mr. Baldwin is a large and successful

grower of the cherry fruit for market, and

his orchard contains all the leading varie-

ties. After the Kansas Queen he reports

the English Morello as his most profit-

able sort:

The Kansas Queen.—A new cherry of
the Morello type, first fruited June, 1891,
on my Fruit Farm, at Seneca, Kansas, and
the original tree has borne full crops for

five years and possesses the following
remarkable qualities, which make it the
most valuable early cherry now known:
The tree is an upright grower, more

inclined to be round than otherwise, a
very rank, vigorous grower; leaves rather
broad; bloom pure white, which turns to
a pink color, similar to the hydrangea;
fruit very large, almost perfectly round,
very dark, yet almost transparent; flavor
slightly subacid, yet the sweetest and rich-

est of any of the Morello type; stems
rather large, of medium length, more in-

clined to grow in pairs than clusters. It

is remarkable for earliness, vigor, hard-
iness, quality and productiveness, and out
of 800 cherry trees I have in bearing it is

the most thrifty and beautiful tree in the

lot, and yet has had only the same care
and attention as the others. It is a tree

to command attention, and is so distinct

as to attract comments from many upon
seeing it without knowing its superior
merits. The original tree was planted
eight years ago and has fruited now five

years, and the tree is at least one-third
larger than any Early Richmond tree of

same age.

Improved Russian Mulberries.

Messrs. W- Cutter & Son, Junction City,

Kansas, write us under date of June 8th:

"Our Rutledge Mulberry, of which we sent
you cions a year ago last winter, are now
loaded with fruit ripe and green, and have
been ripening since May llth. They will

continue to bear for the next three
months. The fruit is large and good."

The Koonce Pear.

We were favored with specimens of the
Koonce Pear on the 23d of June, grown in

Southern Illinois by Messrs. George Gould
& Son. The fruit is of medium size, yel-

low with very handsome crimson cheek,
making a showy market fruit. The flavor
is good enough to sell, it does not rot at

the core, and taking all its good qualities
into consideration we think it next to
point of profit as a market pear to the
Kieffer.

Again we are glad to say that Rosa
Wichuraiana has passed the Winter in
safety. One of our plants was set within
a foot or so of our little lake, and less

than a foot above it. Not a bud has been
harmed.

For once the nurserymen and florists

did not overpraise a novelty, the novelty
being the Crimson Rambler. Of six
plants which we received last Spring, not
one was harmed during the Winter. The
shoots are wonderfully vigorous and stout,
and the plants are now in bud, to bloom a
week later. The Crimson Rambler has
come to stay— there can be no doubt
about it.—Rural New Yorker.

Rates.—As we send this list to the trade only,

we make the difference in prices between the 10,

100 and 1000 rates very siight—simply sufficient,

as a ruin, to cover the difference in the expense
of handling in the smaller numbers. We uni-

formly tie in bunches of 10, when consistent

with the order, and we suggest to our customers
to make their orders for varieties in multiples

of 10 as far as practicable. Orders for 50 and
not over 300 trees, if for not less than 10 of a

variety, will be charged at the rate per hundred.
Orders requiring 300 trees or more, and not less

than 10 of a variety, will be filled at the lowest
quoted prices. Orders for less than 10 trees of

one variety, will be charged at the rate per ten.

Season.—Our packing and shipping season
begins by the 20th of September, and continues
until about the first of March.
We have groat advantages to offer here in

early shipments for the North in Spring. We
do not accept orders for trees we do not grow, as

we never buyt rees to sell again. You can de-

pend upon us for fresh dug trees. Each order

is taken up separately, and not until it is

wanted for shipment.

Shipping Directions.—We respectfully beg
our patrons to furnish us with explicit direc-

tions as to shipping, and the mode of conveyance
by which they desire trees forwarded. When no
particular directions are given, we forward
according to the best of our judgment. But in

no case do we assume any responsibility as to

safe delivery and condition of Trees and Plants
after a proper shipment by us.

Release.—When prepayment of freight is not
required, we will Release and Guarantee, and
take forwarder's receipt and mail to consignee.

It is left to the option of the shipper of trees

over some railroads, whether lie will release

them or not under the clause "Value less than
85.00 per 100 lbs." If released under this clause,

the freight is less on roads governed by this

classification,andwe will assume it to be proper
to make this release, without reference to the
value of the trees, unless instructed to the con-
trary. This clause does not apply upon roads
under some of the district classifications, and
because of this confusion we will not be held
responsible for any oversight to release, unless
instructed by our customers. Claims for delay
or loss must be made to the forwarders.

Packages.—The cost of package must be
added to the prices quoted in this list,as follows :

Boxes 30 inches square, from W3 to 9 feet long,

as the trees may require, each $2.50; boxes 24

inches, $2.00 ; boxes 18 inches, 81.50; bales from
25c. to 75c. each.

Packing.—Goods will be packed in moss, and
especial care taken to insure their arrival in the
best condition.

Assortments.—We do not require customers
to take an assortment they do not wish, but will

sell one variety alone if desired. If any substi-

tution can be allowed, either in grade or variety,

it should be so stated when making the order.

As a rule we do not substitute without per-
mission.

Caution.—We accept all orders upon the con-
dition that they shall be void, should any injury
befall the trees from frost, hail, storm, tire, or
other causes over which we have no control

Terms.—Cash. When desired, we will allow 30

to 80 days from date of shipment, to responsible.

prompt-paying customers. Parties with whom
we have had no business transactions, will save
time by sending reference, with order. We
wish it expressly understood that payment is

expected from the first collections made, and
the time named is only intended as so many
days of grace in which to make returns. To
northern customers, who wisli tolay in stock
for Spring trade, we will ship late in Fall
or early in Spring, and allow time for payment
till May 15th. If shipment is required in the
Fall for Spring use, a note is to be given upon
receipt of the trees. We do not allow any
discount for cash, but we make our prices low to
command cash, or prompt returns. In orders
when the time is not mentioned, 30 days is to be
understood. Interest at the rate of 8 per cent
per annum must be paid on over due accounts.
Should prices be changed, either higher or
lower, during the season, the prices ruling at
the time the order is made, are expected to
stand.

Forms of Payment.—All bills are payable at
the office of the seller, and remittances should
be made by drafts on New York, Chicago or St.
Louis, or by money orders on some Express
Company, or by postal orders. We will, how-
ever, accept checks from those of our customers
who may be located at places having no bank-
ing, express or postal facilities, provided they
make them in every case payable "with ex-
change", or add % of one cent, to the amount of
the bill for the cost of collection.

Acceptance.—Notice should be sent us by tel-

egraph, at our expense, if there is any cause of
complaint,or should the trees be refused, stating
reasons. Claims for deduction, from whatever
cause,will receive consideration only when made
promptly upon the receipt of the trees. If trees
show any signs of shrivelling upon arrival, they
can usually be restored by being thoroughly
watered and buried entirely under the ground
for two or three days.
