Won Much Renown in Early 
Years; Was Hohenzollern 

by Birth

ROUMANIA’S KING
WHO DIED TO-DAY

Amsterdam, Oct. 10—via London.— 
A telegram received here from Rome 
Bays that King Charles of Routnania 
died this morning.

Charles I. was Roumanians first 
king. The story of his career span- | 
uing 75 years, is that of a German 
prince elected to govern a Latin peo­
ple. out of which experience Rou­
manians or those who nave followed 
ttïe fortunt s of that buffer state will 
ret all much that is stirring if not ro-

Prince Charles was horn a Hohen- 
z.illern, an older branch uf the family 
than that of Emper»r William of Ger­
many. He was the son of Prime 
Charles Anthony of Hohenzollern-Sig- 
maringen, who voluntarily resigned 
the Hohenzollern regent-ship in favor 
of the Prussian crown and subse­
quent! y became prime minister of

It was while Charles was serving, at 
the age of 27 years, as an officer of 
high rank in the Prussian guard, that 
the Turkish provinces of Wallachia 
and Moldavia united to call them­
selves Ruumania and, casting their 
eyes about Europe for a foreign prince 
to govern them—since no native 
prince had been successful took the 
advice of Napoleon III., and invited 
young Charles to be their prince.

With Austria at that time preparing 
to fight Prussia, young Charles* de­
parture for Roumania was such a per­
ilous undertaking that he made it se­
cretly. He disguised himself as a Rus­
sian merchant bound for Odessa and 

, sailed down the Danube, jumping 
ashore on Roumanian territory on May 
20, 1888, and made his way to the pal­
ace at Bucharest where he was pro- 

prince three days later. Na­
poleon III had told him that nothing 
was more difficult than to govern a 
Latin race. The young prince soon 
found that he had been well advised 
In this respect. He was homesick and 
beset with innumerable difficulties, 
growing out of the fact that the coun­
try was struggling with a new consti­
tution that gave the people an unac­
customed liberty, and that he made no 
secret of his purpose to plant among 
them the -civilization of Germany, 
though he sincerely desired to become 
the best Roumanian of them all. His 
great confidence in the virtue of Ho­
henzollern blood brought him energy 
slid patience which later won the 
hearts of his people.

In the meantime, at.the age of 30, the 
young prince paid court to Princess 
Elizabeth of Wied, with whom he fell 
in love at first sight when he met her 
in Cologne, and the marriage was cele­
brated on the banks of the Rhine in 
the fall of 1889. The queen has since 
become beloved among her people for 
her devotion to good works and fa­
mous throughout the world as a poet, 
with the pseudonym of “Carmen

A boy was born to the couple, but 
died at the age of six and they had no 
further children. In 1878 when there 
arose the question of participating in 
tti3 Turko-Russian war. Prince Char- 
los stood firm for neutrality, but when 
the Russians were on the point of be­
ing crushed at Plevna and Grand Duke 
Nicholas sent his famous call for help, 
the Roumanian forces were led to bat­
tle and with Charles at their head de­
cisively defeated the great Turkish

The renown of Prince Charles spread, 
and four years later, out of a cannon 
he had captured at Plevna the Rou­
manian people made him an iron 
crown. With consent of the powers 
they placed it on his* head in 1881. 
From this time on King Charles was 
universally acknowledged the leader of 
his adopted people and the kingdom of 
Roumania became a factor in interna­
tional politics. She held aloof from the 
common Balkan war against the Turks, 
but was stirred in her own behalf by 
Bulgarian greed for territory, and af­
ter the wars King Charles pressed tils 
country’s claim for 2,600 miles of ter­
ritory as compensation for the neutral­
ity Roumania had preserved, and

VIENNESE SHAKEN BÏ 
RUSSIANS’

Conditions Deplorable at 
Vienna Where Idle Men Ask 

for Employment

London. Oct. 10.—A Basel. Switzer­
land dispatcli to the Standard says: 
“The constant check of the Austrian 
army and the ceaseless rolling of the 
tide of Russians culminating in the 
capitulation of Lemberg, one of Aus­
tria’s most precious jewels, has shaken 
the very hearty of the Viennese.

“Thousands of educated men, who 
from age or unfitness are not in the 
fighting line, have Joined the army of 
workless. Men in every walk' of life 
are idly parading the streets of the 
mourning capital, interchanging sor­
rowful impressions, their nerves shat­
tered by the inexorable fate awaiting 
them. Among them are prophets fore­
telling the future of Austria, and mis­
chief-makers spreading the news of 
mythical Austro-Hungarian victories 
and exaggerations of Austrian defeats. 
Then these people return to their mel­
ancholy hearth, exhausted, tortured and 
obsessed with the one idea of compul­
sory idleness.

“This enervating moral Impression of 
the multitudes of Vienna is thus de­
plored by the celebrated writer, Gross-

“ Work, give us work. Unemploy­
ment will drive us mad—give us hard 
labor, eighteen hours per day. after 
which we can fall off to sleep.*

"But work there is none, neither for 
the men of the mental professions nor 
for the most ordinary laborer. Most 
of the factories and warehouses have 
been closed. The building of public 
edifices and private houses have been 
suspended, and the vast majority of 
those who have not joined the army are 
left without occupation and conse­
quently reduced to distressing financial 
straits. This unemployment, which is 
occasioned very largely by the cessa­
tion of importation of raw products 
from foreign countries, has been fol­
lowed by an unconscfousable increase 
in the cost of thé prime necessities of 
life.

“ 'We are inevitably approaching a 
great calamity of general famine,* said 
the owner of a large mill at a recent 
meeting of a Viennese charitable in­
stitution who has received an order 
from the army for a. supply of 2,000 
wagons of bread cakes. A loaf of 
bread will soon be sold in Vienna for 
five crowns,* he added;"

Allied Armies' Battlefront Has 
Been Maintained Through­

out Its Length

STEADY SIEGE HOLDS
IN W0EVRE DISTRICT

Troops in France Are Covering 
Territory 350 Miles 

in Length

Paris, Oct. 10.—The following official 
announcement was given out In Park» 
this afternoon: “lue fighting continues 
under satisfactory conditions. Our 
entire battle-front has been maintain­
ed in spit3 < f violent attacks of the 
enemy at several points.

"On oûr lett ’ting in the region in­
cluded between La Base, Armentiers 
and Casse!, there has been fighting be­
tween the opposing forces of cavalry. 
It hak been -confused because of the 
nature of the Terrain.

"To the uorth of the Oise our troops 
have attained veal advantages at sev­
eral places In their zone of- action. In 
the region of S'. Mihiel we have made 
material progress.

“As to Belgium, it is announced that 
Antwerp was taken yesterday. The 
conditions under which this place was 
occupied by the enemy are. however, 
not yet known.

“In Russia very spirited fighting con­
tinues on the section of East Prussia, 
where Russians have had partial suc­
cesses. They have occupied the town of 
Lyck. East Prussia.

“The siege of Przemysl continues un­
der conditions favorable fur Russia, 
who have taken by assault one of the 
forts of the main Une of defence."

In contrast to the reptdity with which 
the Germans have conducted their 
campaign against Antwerp, the tide of 
battle, is flowing slowly In certain parts 
of France. The engagements in the 
Woevre district, according to the state­
ments of the wounded soldiers brought 
back from this territory, continue to 
take the form of a slow and steady

The German trenches In the Woevre 
have been constructed In two lines, one 
behind the other. The outermost 
furnished with quick-firing guns, with 
outposts 'constantly on guard. The 
larger detachments shelter themselves 
in the second line. These trenches are 
large and comparatively comfortable, 
and at Intervals they broaden out Into 
subterranean rest rooms, In which the 
troops may sleep in comparative se 
curlty. The first line is reached from 
the second through underground pas

Tlie allies have just installed a ays 
tern of drainage in their trenches which 
up to the present time has been suc-

Dralnage is a most necessary pre­
caution as many of the troops are suf­
fering. from inflammatory rheumatism

The battle line In France Is now so 
long, forming as it does a rough curve 
of 350 miles from Lorraine to the Bel 
glan frontier, that the battle of the 
Aisne and the operations before Ant­
werp have become so closely knitted 
as to be. from the military point of 
view, Inseparable.

The hope of the allies to deliver 
crushing blow against the German 
army In France before the occupation 
of Antwerp by the enemy is now, of 
course, a thing of the past. The Ger­
man right wing under General von 
Kluck apparently is still Intact, and 
the official communication given out In 
Paris last night, recorded no change 
in the situation, merely emphasizing 
that there was sharp fighting In the 
region of Roye, nearly 100 miles south 
of the northern extremity of the fight 
ing line, where opposing bodies of 
cavalry were clashing almost within 
sight of the North Sea.

Russians Make Night Attacks 
Along Entire German Front

At the front, at Wlrballen, Russian 
Poland. Oct. 7.—via The Hague and 
London, Oct. 10, 7 1. m.—The Russians 
have finally decided to lake the offen­
sive.^ The Germans " heretofore have 
often complained that the enemy, 
though twice as strong numerically, 
refused to leave their trenches, but 
for the last three nights, the Russians 
have attacked along the entire front, 
extending sixty miles, from about'WU- 
kowyszkl, north of Augustowo, to a 
point below Lyck, East Prussia. The 
attacks were repulsed, however, the 
Russians losing heavily while the Ger­
man losses were light.

Tlie Russian artillery, which evident­
ly has been reinforced by heavy artil­
lery from Kovno, at times shot well, 
but often their shells fell short of the 
position of the German artillery.

Great damage has been done every­
where _ in* the country in which the 
fighting has been raging, and several 
villages have been burned.

London, Oct. 10.—Reports that the 
Austrian city of Przemysl is on fire 
lack confirmation.

Petrograd, Oct. 10.—In Moscow it is 
reported that the public spirit of the 
ancient capital was never so strongly 
manifested as now. In almost every 
street there are temporary hospitals 
and convalescent homes for wounded. 
Red Cross flags and badges dominated 
the life of the city. The generosity and 
devotion of private individuals is lim­
itless. The city has accommodation 
for 30.000 wounded, while the military 
hospitals provide for 12,000 more. 
Shortly the town will be ready for 
another 16,000 beds.

CITY SURRENDERED 
UNDER HEAVY FIRE 

OF ENEMY’S GUNS
Furious Assaults Early in Day Caused Bel­

gian Authorities to Fly the White Flag 
Over Cathedral at 9 o’CIock.

Germany Now Proposes to Aim Direct Blow 
at Great Britain by Making An Airship 
Assault on Channel Ports.

The Hague, Oct. 10, via London, 10.10 a.m.—Antwerp surrend­
ered to the Germans at 2.30 p.m. Friday, October 9. The war flag 
was removed from the cathedral and a white flag raised in its place 
at-9 a.m. The actual surrender took place five and one-half hours 
later.

The Germans delivered one of their last furious attacks between 
6 and 7 o’clock Friday morning. The Belgians resisted them valiant­
ly in their trenches and the desperate fighting resulted in very heavy 
losses on both sides.

During all Thursday night Zeppelin airships directed the firing 
of the German heavy artillery, the results of which were appalling.

The German artillery forced its way across the river Nethe, in 
which many of the artillerymen were drowned. The fighting has been 
indescribably sanguinary.

The Belgians succeeded in blowing up two and possibly more of 
their enemy's batteries and heavy artillery.

It is declared here that the cathedral of Notre Dame has not been 
damaged.

Germany's Objective is Channel Ports.
London, Oct. 10.—The correspondent of the Express in Paris 

telegraphs the following: “The immediate objective of the German 
army is now no longer Paris but the channel ports; To sum up the 
German plan, the first blow on Paris having failed, the second blow 
must be aimed at Great Britain.

“The new line-up of the opposing forces means that Northern 
France is destined to suffer a desolation similar to that already visit­
ed on Belgium. All of France’s rich cities in the north have been 
marked for certain destruction and ruin.

Large Reinforcements Must Be Sent.
‘ ' The French general staff is confident of success, but it is recog­

nized that there can be no decisive victory while the masses en­
gaged are so enormous. It is possible to hope for the defeat of the 
enemy’s plan only if there can be a constant stream of reinforce­
ments. ’ ’

The siege of Antwerp, which culmin­
ated in its fall October 9. began Sep­
tember 29, so that the Germans took 
Just ten days to reduce the formidable 
fortifications which surrounded the 
temporary capital of the Belgians. The 
Germans had, however, for a long time 
previously prepared the way by taking 
a number of towns in its vicinity.

The first direct attack was against 
the forts at Washlem and Wavre-8t. 
Catherine's. These were reduced by 
the aid of big siege guns. Meanwhile 
the forte at Lierre and Koningshoyckt 
had also been attaoked and these and 
others of the outside line of fortifica­
tions were taken last week.

The last few days has seen the fight­
ing advance to the inner line of forts 
and along the Scheldt, principally at 
Schoonaerde, At the last-named plane 
severe fighting occurred for several 
days, but the superior artillery of the 
Germane gradually forced the Belgians 
back until In the last day or two the 
fighting reached practically to the su­
burb* of Antwerp,

On Wednesday, October 7, came re^ 
ports that the Belgian government was 
moving to Oslend and that day also 
brought reports that the population 
was fleeing in terror toward the Hol­
land frontier: Zeppelin attacks, which 
did mtieh damage and killed scores of 
people, added to the terror of the in^ 
habitants.

OF MEN ARE SPLENDID
German Effort Between Allies 

Left and Antwerp is Near­
ly Destroyed

Paris, Oct. 10. Most of the letters 
from soldiers at the front speak of the 
great battle that is expected for to­
morrow, and will decide the struggle 
along the Aisne and in the north. This 
shows that they, as well as the mili­
tary critics, are baffled by .the immense 
operations, of which the big battles 
here and there constitute only details.

Heavy lighting occurs every day 
along some part of the battle-line, the 
importance of whiçh cannot be ,gath­
ered from the sober details,of the offi­
cial statements, and so It is impossible 
to assemble all the simultaneous move­
ments bearing on the general situation.

As a consequence the review of the 
sit notion by the critics resembles what 
they said yesterday and the day be­
fore. All agreed, however, that de­
velopments are favorable to the allies 
and all emphasize the advantage gain­
ed from splendid health and spirits 
shown by the army, whieli the war 
department is doing everything pos­
sible to maintain.

London, Oct. 9. -A dispatch to the

army headquarters are now at a 
French town fifty kilometres from the 
front, to which they were removed 
from Luxemburg.

A special courier service has been 
ar>anged between Berlin and the head­
quarters and messengers make the 
round trip in three days.

A wireless message from Berlin says 
that it is reported there that King 
Albert of Belgium has been slightly 
wounded.

The Antwerp correspondent of the 
Central News under yesterday’s date 
says: "The German effort towards 
North France with a view of fixing a 
wedge between Antwerp and the allies 
has been nearly destroyed. Fierce 
fighting is occurring around Lille and 
south of Ghent. Prisoners have been 
taken to Dunkirk and Ostend. and a 
German aeroplane has been destroy­
ed.”

General Grandi, minister of war in 
the Italian cabinet, has resigned, ac­
cording to a Rome dispatch to the 
Reuter Telegram company. The resig­
nation was the result of newspaper cri­
ticism of his department.

COLONEL BORLAND TO
BE BURIED IN CANADA

London, Oct. 10.—The body of Lieut.- 
Col. Jeffrey Hale Borland was em­
balmed to-day and will be conveyed to 
Canada for interment at the earliest 
possible opportunity.

Col. Borland died yesterday in his 
fifty-fourth year of angina pectoris. 
Mrs. Borland states that the colonel 
had been in the best of health up to 
Thursday night, when he complained 
of a violent attack of indigestion. Ex­
amination, however, showed that the 
deceased had developed a serious attack 
which he survived gnly- a few hours.

Mrs. Borland is prostrated by the 
sudden shock and specialists were in 
attendance at the Hotel Stafford at a 
late hour last night.

PEACE RIVER WHEAT TO 
BE SHIPPED NEXT YEAR

Winnipeg, Oct. 10.—Probably 500,000 
bushels of wheat and l.OOo.OOO bushels 
of oats will be shipped out of the Peace 
River country next year, according to 
J. K. Cornwall, of Edmonton. He says 
that there is $500.000 worth of grain In 
the district, but it cannot be shipped 
owing to the absence of railways. By 
next year, however, the Edmonton. 
Dun vegan & British.Columbia railway, 
and also the C. N. R., will be available 
for transporting this grain. Speaking 
of the fur trade, he said that it was 
more directly affected by the war than 
any other Canadian industry.

REVENUE DECREASES 
BY SIXTEEN MILLIONS

Net Debt of Dominion In­
creased by $11,324,631 

During September

Ottawa, Oct. 10.—The financial state­
ment of the Dominion for the first half 
of the present fiscal year\ April to Sep­
tember Inclusive, shows a falling off in 
revenue of $16,546,500, as compared with 
the same period last year, while cur­
rent expenditures Increased by $6,881, 
549. Expenditure on capital account 
decreased by $4,846,117. The net debt of 
the Dominion at the end of September 
stood at $343,386,584, an increase of $11,- 
324,631 during the month, and of $43, 
<79,309, as compared with September 30 
of last year.

The September revenue shows a very 
considerable decrease, especially in th 3 
customs receipts. The total revenue for 
the .month wus $9,953.093, a decrease of 
$5,296,165, as compared with Svptembei 
of last year. Customs receipts for the 
month totalled $5,640,872, against $9,666,- 
181 f<>r September last year, a decrease 
of $4,051,035, or over .40 per cent.

Thiqi is, of course, due to the practical 
stopping of imports at Atlantic and 
Pacific ports. Ports in the United 
States have, it Is understood, shown 
an increase rather than a decrease. For 
six months the total revenue has been 
$70,333,231, as against $86,877,716 for the 
corresponding period last year. Cus­
toms revenue for the six months to­
talled $41,906,668, a decrease of $16,- 
947,969.

Expenditure on consolidated fund ac­
count for the six months totalled $55,- 
555,639, and on capital account $19,- 
151,736.

The issue of Dominion notes on Sep­
tember 30, totalled $132,432,100, as 
against $113.513,169 un September 30 
last year. Temporary loans made by i 
the government totalled at the end of 
the month $8.273,333, as against $4.- 
866,600 on the present date last year.

From the present indications the 
total revenue for the full fiscal year 
will show’ a decrease of between $3u,- 
000.000 and $40,000,000, and the addi­
tion to the j»pt debt will probably be 
upwards of $70,000,000.

Army in Poor Shape and 
Lacking Unity Among 

• Its Officers

London, Oct. 9. The Standard’s 
Petrugrad correspondent writes:

“The organ of the Russian war office 
tales that the Turks are busy making 

preparations for war in Asia Minor, 
especially in the vicinity of Barrun 

nd Erzerum. Caueasans arc so ac­
customed to the idea of hostilities be­
tween Russia and Turkey that the 
rumors of the last few days cause very 
little excitement.

Last spring Armenian merchants ex­
pressed most decided opinions with re­
gard to the Turks being under the in­
fluence of the Germans. They were 
gradually assuming a most provocative 

tiitude towards Russian subjects, 
while In the bazaars an energetic pro­
paganda was carried out with the ob­
ject of Inciting the people against Rus­
sia. It was reported that Russia, after 
taking the whole northern part of Per­
sia, now wished to annex Turkish Ar­
menia.

“In Trehlzond, Beirut, Erzerum and 
Hassan Kala, German officers were 
constantly found inspecting the forts 
and garrisons.

“As soon as Germany declared war, 
Turkey hastily mobilized, concentrat­
ing her forces on the Asiatic frontier of 
Caucasia. The mobilization, however, 
was not a success. Many reservists 
mployed in the Crimea and In Cau­

casia either returned to the colors wi-th 
exceeding reluctance or endeavored to 
escape service.

According to the natives, Turko- 
German officials have been Busy travel­
ing in Asia Minor as emissaries for the 
Young Turks, and have succeeded in 
convincing the fanatical people that 
Russia intends to take the Dardanelles 
as well as Turkish Armenia.

"It is stated that the forces of Tur 
key are in a most wretched state. 
There Js no unity among the officers, 
who arc continually quarreling with 
one another. The government, however, 
is busy distributing rifles and cart­
ridges.”

London, Ort. 9.—The Petrugrad cor­
respondent of the London Dally Tele­
graph wires that it is seml-offlclally 
stated that the situation on the Turko- 
Persian frontier must be regarded as 
threatening. Kurds disguised as Redifs 
(Turkish second line troops) have been 
attacking Cossacks in that region. The 
relations between Russia and Turkey 
have become very strained.

ARCHBISHOP HAMILTON 
OF OTTAWA RESIGNED

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 10.—The Aiigllean 
House of Bishops in session here yes­
terday accepted the resignation of 
Archbishop Hamilton, of Ottawa, both 
as head of the Ottawa diocese and Met­
ropolitan of Canada.

The Bishop of Algoma presided, and 
the resignation was accepted only after 
the archbishop had firmly refused to 
reconsider it.

The retirement will take place on 
October 18, and a successor will be ap- 

ngj pointed a month later.

London, Oct. 9.—The official bureau 
has issued the following eye-witness’ 
narrative of operations in France, sup­
plementing that made public on Octo­
ber 3.

"Wednesday, September 30, marked 
another day’s progress in the situa • 
lion, and was distinguished by no ac­
tivity beyond slight attacks by the 
enemy. There was artillery fire at in­
tervals.

"One of the airmen succeeded in 
dropping nine bombs, some of which 
fell on the enemy's stock near Laon.

"Thursday, October 1, was a perfect 
autumn day, and the most peaceful 
since the tiyo forces became engaged on 
the Aisne. There was only desultory 
gun fire. At night the enemy made a 
few new trenches, and a French avia­
tor dropped a bomb on the railway 
station and three others on nearby 
troops.

"The weather on Friday, the 2nd, was 
hazy. The Germans were driven out of 
a mill which they had occupied as an 
advanced position, their guns and ma­
chine guns which supported it b<Nng 
knocked out one by one by well-diroot 
ed artillery fire. During the night trçey 
made the usual two attacks <
< ustomary spot on our lines, and were 
again repulsed.

The following description of the 
enemy's infantry tactics was given by 

battalion commander who has been 
at the front since the beginning and 
has fought both in the open and be­
hind entrenchments.

"The important points to watch are 
the valleys and woo’ds, those on the 
sides of the hollow ground, and all dead 
ground to the front and flank.

"The German officers afe skilled in 
leading troops forward and under cover 
and in closed bodies, but once the lat­
ter are deployed and there is no longer 
the direct, personal leadership, the men 
will not face heavy fire. Sometimes 
the advance is made In a series of 
fines, with the men well opened out; at 
others it is made in lines with the men 
almost shoulder to shoulder; but it is 
followed in all cases by special close 
formation. The latter either wavers 
when the front is checked or crowd on 
The mass forms a magnificent target 
Prisoners have described the fire of oui 
troops as pinning them, to the ground 
and this is borne out by their actions.

"When the Germans are not heavily 
entrenched no great losses are incurred 
in advancing against them. For In 
stance, with one attack over fairly op°n 
ground against about an equal force 
of infantry sheltered in a sunken road 
and in ditches, we lost only ten men 
killed and sixty wounded, while more 
than 400 of the enenw surrendered.

“Each side had the support of a bat­
tery of artillery, but the fight for sup 
peribrity of Infantry fire took place 
at a range of about 700 yards, and 
lasted only half an hour. By this time 
the Germans were wavering. Some of 
them put up white flags, but others 
went on firing. Eventually a large 
number of white flags were exhibited 
all along the line, and many of the men 
hoisted their helmets on their rifles.

“In the fighting behind entrench 
ments, the Germans endeavor to gain 
ground by making an advance in line 
at dusk, or just before dawn, and then 
digging themselves in, in the hope, n 
doubt, that they may eventually get so 
near as to be able, as during man 
oeuvres, to reach the hostile trenches 
in a single rush.

"They never have succeeded in doing 
this. If, by creeping up In dead ground, 
they do succeed In forwarding their 
position by night, they are easily 
driven back by fire in the morning. A 
few of the braver men sometimes re­
main behind at close range and en­
deavor to inflict losses by sniping. 
Sharpshooters are also located in trees.

"Few night attacks have been made 
against us. Previous to one of them a 
party of the enemy crept up close to 
the British line and set alight a hay­
stack, so that it should form a beacon 
on which the centre attacking line 
marched. Light balls and searchlights 
on some occasions have been used.

"Against our men the enemy nevei 
has closed with the Ifikyonet. The Ger­
man trenches T have seen were deep 
enough to shelter a ma^n while stand­
ing. As to our men, there was at first 
considerable reluctance to entrench. 
Now, having bought their experience 
dearly, their defences are good."

TURPINITE IS DEADLY 
SUBSTANCE OF FRENCH

New Explosive Used Causes 
Instantaneous Paralysis 

on Striking Enemy

London, Oct. 10.—Remarkable tales 
of novel engines of war are appearing 
in all parts of Europe, but nothing has 
yet equaled the reports circulated con­
cerning new guns, used by the French, 
which fire turplnite, a substance said 
to^produce Instantaneous and painless 
death for every living tiling within its

Although it is s«. deadly in its work, 
urplnite cannot be objected to on the 

Kr.i'.ind that it violates humane prln- 
ip’.es of war. Iri fact, it is so humane 

that it must not be confused with lyd­
dite and other explosives which have 
deadly fumes.

British correspondents have reported 
that entire lines of German soldiers 
stood dead in their trenches as a re­
sult of the fumes from the mysterious 
turpinite discharged by the French in 

ngagements along the Marne.
The dead Germans are reported to 

have maintained a standing posture 
and retained their rifles in their hands, 

sudden and unusual was the effect 
of the new weapon. Instantaneous 
paralysis is said to have been caused 
by turpinite.

The French gun for the use of tur- 
prlnite is shrouded in as great mys­
tery as turpinite itself.. Experts are re­
quired, it is said, for the use of the 
new ammunition and the manipulation 

f the strange gun so recently intro­
duced into warfare.

Military experts are now speculating 
whether turpinite will lend itself to use 
in aeroplanes. Lyddite, it is said, can 
he successfully employed by military 
aeroplanes and Zeppelins.

As Zeppelins are capable of carrying 
guns of considerable size. It is conceiv­
able they might utilize turpinite.

Paris. Oct. 10.—It will be satisfac­
tory when some Indisput ble authority 
has judged the question of the relative 
fticaciousness of the German big how­

itzers, the approximate mortal range 
of action, and if they do as much exe­
cution as the noise they make should 
warrant. The testimony of a British 
campaigner who has observed the op- 
rations of these guns is of interest. 

He says : ‘T was standing with a ser­
geant watching a German sniper 
climbing up a church steeple. Black 
Marias had been dropping around us 
more or less all morning. When one 
pitched not a yard from us nobody 
saw any more of the sergeant. I found 
myself, after a while, lying in the hole 
it had made, about six feet in diame­
ter and three or four feet deep. I felt 
In a fearful state of Indescribable pain 
all over for perhaps five minutes, and 
then suddenly - thought I was all right 

ain. I walked a few paces and tum­
bled into the arms of a corporal. Since 
then I have not walked, having several 
pieces of shell in my legs and three 
hits in my head.

About the Black Marlas, you may 
take it from me, and I have seen a 
:ood deal of shell-lire and a good deal 
f them; that they do very little harm 
xcept exactly where they pitch. If 

they come among standing troops, of 
course they blow them to bits and the 
first effect of the shot is very bad. But 
you see my own case, after a day or 
two 1 was very little the worse for the 
spointers. I should say that at thirty 
yards there was no danger for men 
lying down, though, of course, standing 
you might be hit.

TWENTY-FIVE ON TRIAL 
FOR ARCHDUKE’S MURDER

Evidence to Be Taken on Charge of

Venice via Paris, Oct. 10.—The trial 
of the persons accused of the assassin­
ation of the heir-apparent to the Aus­
trian throne.

The 
indictment charges high treason. It 
further alleges that the evidence ob­
tained proves that the assassination of 
the archduke was only, the means to­
ward other treasonable ends.

Newspapers.

Paris, Oct. 10.—The response of 
President Wilson to the telegram of 
Emperor William, in which the presl 
dent expresses hope that the war will 
soon be finished, Is -published by prac­
tically all the French papers, but they 
make no comment thereon. This tele­
gram printed under an Amsterdam 
date, was sent a month ago.

Advices received here from Vienna 
via Venice state that the chief Aus­
trian military organ, the Pejchspoet, 
says President Wilson’s reply to the 
German emperor'a telegram shows the 
absoluate correctness and Impai tiality 
of the United States in the war.

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THE WAR. -

The fall of Antwerp was hot unex­
pected. It might have held out for some 
time longer, but no good purpose would 
have been served in subjecting it to a 
continuance of the distress occasioned 
by the bombard ment. A considerable 
part , of the city was in flames, there 
were three hundred thousand people in 
the place who could not escape and 
the loss of life among non-combatants 
would have been terrible. As far as can 
be gathered from the reports the bulk 
of the Belgian army already ljad 
evacuated the fortifications, by. way of 
the railroad which runs westward to­
wards Bruges. Unless all signs fail 
they will effect a junction with the 
allies, if they have not done so already.

A message to the Exchange news­
paper agency in London says the Ger­
man attempt to cross the Scheldt was 
repulsed. The object of tlfis movement 
undoubtedly was to cut off the retreat 
of the Belgian troops. King Albert ‘n 
leading his forces cut of the place when 
it became too hot to be comfortable 
showed, sound strategy. The allies are 
not making the mistake of locking up 
large armies " In fortified cities either 
in France or Belgium. It was this 
short-sightedness which brought about 
the ruin of Louis Napoleon’s campaign 
forty-four years ago. As long as there 
is a mobile army in the field the pos­
session of a fortified position by the 
enemy is of no immediate strategic 
value, and its only value is as a mean* 
of protection should the Germans de­
sire to retreat. More than that, as 
long as the Belgian army, in co-opera­
tion with the allies, is capable of oper­
ating in Belgium, the Germans cannot 
send reinforcements to France in any 
large numbers even with Antwerp in 
their possession.

There is considerable talk of Ant­
werp becoming a base of naval opera­
tions against Great Britain. This is all 
moonshine, although anything of the 
kind would be welcomed by the allies. 
In the first place, it would infringe 
upon the neutrality of Holland, thereby 
compelling the Germane to extend their 
operations almost two hundred miles 
farther north and making the frontier 
of Rhenish Prussia more vulnerable to 
invasion. Secondly," it would necessitate 
a dash by the. German navy into the 
North Sea, the very thing the British 
fleet has been hoping for and what von 
Tirpirtz most religiously has refrained 
from attempting.

The fall of Antwerp probably will 
divert attention from the significance 
of two or three, announcements in the 
French official bulletin to-day. Ma­
terial gains are reported north of the 
Oise, evidently in the region of Roye, 
where sixteen hundred prisoners have 
been captured, and also along the 
Meuse. The necessity of relieving Ant­
werp -no longer existing, the allies can 
now play a waiting game, resting their 
troops and disposing their reinforce­
ments. The great battle in the east 
evidently has not yet begun, for Aus­
tria is claiming victories—a sure sign 
the Russians have not commenced their 
march. When the time comes w> pre­
dict that the allies will strike with all 
their weight simultaneously on both 
fronts.

It is reported that Portugal is pre­
paring to join the allies. Most of these 
rumors have emanated from Berlin and 
for that reason have been discredited 
in neutral countries. No doubt the 
Huns hope to involve Spain on their 
side, just -as they arc attempting to 
induce Turkey to enter the fray. Portu­
gal's military and naval strength are 
scarcely such as to made her a very 
effective ally of either side. Turkey is 
said to be becoming restive again 
and it Is even slated that some of her 
troops have come Into conflict with 
Cossacks in the Caucasus. Heavy 
German guns have been mount­
ed on the Dardanelles and German of­
ficers are working averting in getting 
the Porte's army into fighting sha>*;. 
Bulgaria also is rumored to he leanjrt? 
•o the side of Germany and Austria,

and an unconfirmed report says that 
Bulgarians have attacked the Servians 
at Istip in Bosina.

Perhaps it would be well for the 
peace of the world If both Turkey and1 
Bulgaria intervened on the side of the 
modern Huns. It would bring Rou- 
manla, Greece and probably Italy into 
the war in support of the allies and 
clear up the Balkan hodge-podge for 
all time. The Turks would be driven 
back to Asia and would cease to be a 
nation. Roumania would redeem 
Transylvania, that part of Hungary 
which on racial lines should belong to 
her, and generally the Balkans no more 
would be the powder magazine of 
Europe. It is inconceivable that the 
great war should come to an end with­
out nettling the issues from which it 
sprang. The sooner Turkey—"Ger­
many’s naturally ally,” as General von 
Bernhard! so glowing described her ui 
his book—e-nters the struggle the better.

LLOYD GEORGE
AND THE ADMIRALTY.

"In a public address last week, Mr. 
Lloyd George saidgjhc never thought 
this war was possude up to a few 
days before it began. He is entitled 
to credit for his frankness — but it’s 
just ns well he wasn’t First Lord of 
the Admiralty.”—Montreal Herald.

We quite agree with the writer of the 
foregoing extract, but for a different 
reason from the one which inspired his 
comment. Lloyd George is the ideal 
man for the job he is filling, especially 
at this time. In many respects the 
finest stroke of the war lies to his 
credit, which in its effect upon the 
ultimate outcome was more important 
than even a victory in the field. His 
intervention on behalf of the govern­
ment during the financial crisis avert­
ed a panic which might have proved 
disastrous. His taking over of the in­
surance of shipping has had an effect 
of incalculable importance/ As he has 
so aptly said, this Avar will be won by 
the silver bullet. Germany can find the 
first two or three hundred millions as 
easily as Great Britain. It is the last 
two hundred millions that will count, 
and no matter how formidable may he 
her army and navy, Germany must col­
lapse when her money Is gône. Wars 
cannot be won on wind, and this one 
is costing her fifteen millions a day.

Moreover, on the other hand, al­
though Lloyd George is a well-known 
pacificist, there is no reason to lx-lieve 
that his- incumbency of the post of 
First Lord of the Admiralty would have 
respited in a diminution of Britain's sea 
power. In a new environment with a 
different viewpoint it is altogether" 
probable he would have promoted the 
naval service with the same intensity 
that has characterized his . champion­
ship of reform legislation. A lover of 
peace, he is temperamentally the fore­
most fighting man of the kingdom. It 
was he who made the speech which 
hauled Germany off France three years 
ago. Time was when there wap no 
more uncompromising critic of heavy 
naval expenditures than Winston 
Churchill, and that time was nearer 
than most people are aware of. It 
would be hazardous to surmise that 
Lloyd George as First Lord of the Ad­
miralty woukl not have been even more 
aggressive than Mr. Churchill. In 
every.other respect he Is the most ag­
gressive member of the cabinet.

. *

British Columbia remains . Inviolate,

We do not 
occupy the honorable and self-respect­
ing position of Australia because the 
Borden government, on the orders of 
its former master, Bourassa, the Na­
tionalist leader in Quebec, who even 
now is protesting against Canada tak­
ing an active part in the war, Cancelled 
the naval programme agreed upon in 
1!M>9 between the admiralty and the 
self-governing dominions of the Em­
pire.

A CONTRAST.

NAVAL DEFENCE.

Sir Charles Illbbert Tupper moved a 
resolution at a public meeting h<-ld last 
night in Vancouver that Canada 
should, with the other overseas Do­
minions, assume her share of the naval 
defence of the Empire. This resolution 
is timely or untimely accord log to the 
point of view, but at least It clears the 
way for discussion of the subject.

Five years ago an agreement for the 
naval defence of the Empire was reach­
ed at an Imperial conference. If 
the programme then adopted had been 
carried out In Its entirety the resolu­
tion moved by Sir Hlbbert Tupper and 
unanimously passed would- not have 
been necessary, nor would ^v-re have 
boon any excuse for Sir Richard Mc­
Bride making one of his periodic pil­
grimages to Ottawa for the purpose of 
urging upon the present Prime Minis­
ter, Kir Robert Borden, the necessity 
of taking immediate measures for the 
naval protection of this section of 
Canada.

Australia was a party to the com­
pact for the naval defe nce of the Em­
pire. She lias loyally and energetically 
carried out her end of the pact, and 
to-day she is not only protecting her 
own shores but is playing an impor­
tant part in shearing Germany of her 
rapidly diminishing colonial posses-

When the war broke out, instead of 
Canada having a number of fast and 
weil-armed modern cruisers, destroy- 
vis and other small but effective craft 
in commission, she had the Rainbow 
and the Niobe, procured from the ad­
miralty as training ships, lying dis­
mantled at Esquimau and Halifax. 
The Rainbow was hastily* commission­
ed; the Niobe was left lying unmanned 
until an Imperial naval officer called 
attention to the scandal of the situa­
tion, more than a month after the out­
break of hostilities.

Sir Richard McBride, recalling, we 
pre-rhmt, his former dramatic <L clara- 
•tion that he could not be expected to 
undertake the naval defence of British

The Berlin newspaper Der fag pub­

lishes an article written by Herr von 
Sachs, mayor of Insterburg, a Prus­
sian town that was occupied by the 

Russian troops, "on the behavior of 
the Cossacks who invaded the terri­

tory of East Prussia." The writer

’’These curious people do not at all 
remind one of those cruel Mongols 
which the Cossacks were represented 
to be In Germany, except, perhaps, for 
their characteristic wild shouting, 
which with them takes the place of 
singing. They arc all dressed very 
neatly, look unusually cheerful, and 
much more handsome than the Russian 
laborers whom we have been accus­
tomed to see among us.

"Two officers, one of whom spoke 
French fluently, required some fodder 
for horses and the evacuation of an 
estate for the installation of'a strong 
cavalry force which followed them, but 
they formulated their demand with a 
civility and a consideration which, 
under the circumstances, amazed me, 
and in order to avoid any misunder­
standings or misrepresenttIons as to 
the conduct of the oecuplng Russian 
•soldiers I categorically declare that the 
Cossacks behaved themselves through­
out the whole course of my ‘prsonal 
observation in an exemplary and ir­
répréhensible manner toward the civil 
population, totally ignoring the offen­
sive and uncontrollable youths.

“Neither do I know of a single in­
stance of iack of respect on the part 
of the Russian soldiers for the Ger­
man multitudes or of any sign of mis­
demeanor toward German women.

"Worthy of applause also is the at­
titude of some of the Polish residents 
in the invaded territory toward the 
German population. They heralded 
with joy the entry of the Russian 
forces into their'towns and the insti­
tution of the now order of things, but 
they arc nevertheless maintaining the 
same amicable relationship with the 
German inhabitants, treating them as 
co-citizens and not as foes.

The panic and terror prevailing 
throughout the length and breadth of 
Prussia are to be*attributed exclusive­
ly to the machinations of the Berlin 
press, which sang our public to sleep 
with countless fantastic beliefs. The 
effect of this has been that our people 
lost their usual firmness of heart and 
spirit and thus facilitated the plans of 
the Russians.

"In conclusion, I desire to repeat 
most emphatically that throughout the 
region of my Jurisdiction the Cossacks 
have not committed a single act of 
violence against the peaceful inhabi­
tants of the territory invaded by

The foregoing, coming from a German 
Source, is illuminating. It at once 
raises in the mind the inevitable con­
trast between German "culture” and 
Slav "barbarism.” It suggests the 
picture of two cities—Insterberg, cap­
tured by the Cossacks, who treated the 
inhabitants' witli courtesy and gener­
osity, and did not harm a stone; Lou­
vain, taken by the Germans, who razed 
it to the ground and on their own ad­
missions killed many of its citizens. 
On the records of the two armies thus 
far the world may well pray for the 
success of Russian barbarism. The 
letter from the mayor of the East 
Prussian town must have brought the 
blush of shame to the people who 
cheered when they heard of the "tri­
umph” of Louvain.

THE HOPE OF THE WEST.

The head of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway publicity department, who has 
been visiting the city, says that mixed 
farming is Increasing in the prairie 
provinces and that "wheat miners” are 
being displaced rapidly. While this no 
doubt is true i/i the older settled areas 
contiguous to the flourishing towns 
where the demand for the products of 
intensive agriculture is such as to 
make it profitable, grain growing will 
continue to be the main, primary in­
dustry of the middle west and the acre 
age under wheat, it is to be hoped, will 
maintain Its normal increase.

In growing wheat in a country natur­
ally adapted to it by virtue of condi­
tions of climate, toil and market ihc 
Canadian farmer merely obeys

a fundamentally sound economic 
law. Ilis land Is cleared when 
he acquires it; it can produce 
a quality of wheat unsurpassed any­
where else in the world and until ills 
market was restricted and railway 
rates became oppressive he was able to 
reap substantial profits within a very 
short period of the time wht n he erect­
ed Ills humble habitation. Be­
sides, wheat is the primary staple 
product of agriculture. It is the raw 
material of the "staff of life.” It has 

lineage which antedates any other 
tribute from the .soil. Its production 
was a flourishing industry away back 
in the shadowy days of Egyptian and 
Israel itish antiquity. The "wheat 
miner,’.’ a 'term which has obtained 
widespread popularity among those 
who for selfish reasons opposed the agi­
tation for unrestricted access to the 
.enormous market which wanted the 
product, need not be ashamed of his 
ancestry. The founders of his order 
were "mining” wheat In the Valley of 
the Euphrates five thousand years be­
fore the trade restrictions of Canada 
were even dreamed of.

Mixed farming cannot be forced upon 
a country before its time. This is such 
a simple logical fact that it is hardly 
necessary to state it. -Nevertheless 
when the grain growers sought to ob­
tain wider markets by reciprocal tariff 
reductions with the United States the 
reply of the restrictionlsts was some­
thing along the following lines: 
“Try mixed farming. Profitable 
wheat growing by you conflicts 
with our interests. There are 
only a few of us, it is true, but we have 
quality while you have only quantity. 
Don't rest under the reproach of being 
wheat miners. Raise potatoes, tur­
nips and carrots; show nature you 
don’t give a sn*ip of your fingers for 
the conditions she has imposed. Look 
at us. We have stood in the j
way of what faddists call the na­
tural laws of trade for years, and see 
how prosperous we are.”

Mixed farming will spread through-1 
ous Canada when time and conditions 
warrant it, and that will be when it 
Is easier, more economical and more 
profitable than wheat growing. It was | 
the wheat growing industry that put 
Canada on the world’s map and the 
Dominion is known abroad more as a 
grain producer than anything else. If 
the vanguard of settlers who went to 
the prairie provinces fifteen or twenty 
years ago had not gone in extensively 
and exclusively for the raising of grain 
the whole region to-day would be 
a comparative wilderness. It is too 
early to say that intensive farming is 
the hope of the west. The country has 
nut reached its maximum as a grain 
producer, and it would be a misfortune j 
if it. had. Remove the restrictions im­
posed in the interests of trust and com­
binations, and it will be wheat raising 
and not what is severally described 
as mixed farming that will be | 
found to be the great contributing fac­
tor in the prosperity of a considerable 
portion of the Dominion.

HOPE TO HAVE ALLAN 
SHIPS BACK SHORTLY

Admiralty Expected to Release 
Some of Boats Soon; to 

Resume Service

“We hope to have some of our ships 
which were taken over by the admir­
alty back in service very shortly. Must 
of our boats were only taken for one 
month and while the British govern­
ment may keep some of them for a 
longer period, we expect that several 
of them will be released upon the an­
nouncement of which we will arrange 
westbound sailing dates front Liver­
pool andjater arrange east hound sail­
ings from Montreal.”

This was the statement of J. W. 
Thomas, of Winnipeg, assistant general 
northwestern agent of the Allan 
Steamship line* who is in town to-day 
<m a business trip. Mr. Thomas says 
that • the admiralty requisitioned four­
teen of the nineteen passenger ships 
which fly the houseflag of the Allan 
line. The Alsatian and Calgarian, the 
two largest of the company’s feets, are 
understood to be acting as auxiliary 
cruisers and they will probably be kept 
In service until thé war has been de­
cided. The other ships were used to 
transport the Canadian .contingent 
across the Atlantic. If the second 
contingent leaves this country about 
December some of the Allan ships will 
again he requisitioned, but the com­
pany entertains high hopes of having 
the ships on their regular schedules to 
handle the Christmas travel.

Deplores Destruction.
Mr. Thomas made a tour of Europe 

early this year and was all over that 
section which is now being devastated 
by the war machines. He deplores the 
reckless manner In which the magni­
ficent, ancient cathedrals and other 
buildings in France and Belgium are 
being brought to the ground by the 
German vandals.

“They may replace these ancient 
buildings xvith modern ones, but they 
will not carry the same intlu-est.

Lost art productions could never be 
replaced. When the old designers and 
painters had brought in some new de­
signs or colors they had never let the 
secret out and the art had died with 
them. Countless art treasures of this 
sort had been wantonly destroyed by 
the guns of the Germans.

TIDE TABLE.

Rock on Which Princeton 
Rested Blasted Off and Ce­

mented in Ship's Hull

Honolulu, Oct. 10.—Months of unre­
mitting effort and unflagging patience 
have been rewarded finally by salvage 
of the American gunboat Princeton, 
which, while returning from a survey­
ing expedition to her berth in Pago- 
pago harbor, American Samoa, ran 
full speed on an uncharted rock, with­
in gunshot of shore. The news was 
brought here yesterday from Tutuila by 
the Oceanic Steamship company's liner 
Sonoma.

The American engineers had only 
the most primitive appliances, and 
their accomplishment Is accounted in 
their profession as truly colossal. 
Divers first covered the gaping rents 
In the Princeton’s hull with canvas. Hÿ 
keeping their pumps5 working at top 
force, they were then able to make 
headway enough against the water to 
place plank sheathing.

To top their achievement, they sep­
arated a pinnacle of rock, which had 
pierced the Princeton’s bottom, from 
the ledge of which it was a part, cem­
ented it fast .in the wound it had jab­
bed, and left it sticking there like a 
shark's tooth, torn from the jawbone 
of the ledge. •

TANKERS USING CANAL

MANY FIRMS TENDER 
FOR ALBERT’S WORK

Bids Were Opened at Noon To­
day; Cost of Repairs to Be 

About $70,000

At noon to-day tenders for the re­
pairing of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
steamer Prince Albert were opened, 
and it is expected that the underwrit­
ers will have some announcement to 
make on Monday as to whether the 
craft will be repaired or not. A num­
ber of 'firms arc figuring on the job, 
and owing to the fai t that none of the 
shipyards is very busy at the present 
time it is thought that the competition 
between the tenderers will be very

Three San Francisco firms, tw 
Seattle repairing plants, the Wallace 
Shipyards, of Vancouver, and the Vic­
toria Machinery Depot and Yarrow’s, 
of Victoria, have submitted bids for 
the repairing of the Albert. The 
steamer Is very badly damaged, and 
a conservative estimate of the amount 
of money which will have to be ex 
pended to place her in a seaworthy 
condition is placed at $70,000.

The repairing of tlie Prince Albert 
will he the largest job ever carried out 

a coasting steamer In these parts, 
and will rank well up with the cost of 
repairs on the deep-sea ships which 
have come here to be made seaworthy 
after having been in accidents. The 
whole bottom of the Albert will have 

be repaired, the plates and frames 
being bent and broken in numerous 
places. The stem was practically all 
carried away when the ship crashed 
on the northern reef and during the 
pounding which she received from the 
terrific seas while she remained hard 
and fast a tremendous dent was bat­
tered In the pori quarter, the stern 
post and rudder were carried away, 
and the whole stern of the craft badly 
strained.

It will take about two months to put 
the Prince Albert in shape to resume 
service between here and Prince Rup­
ert. There is a possibility, however, 
that, if the tenders for repairing the 
ship are high, she will not be fixed up.

Pan Francisco, Oct. 10.—For the first 
time since the opening of the Panama 
canal, a vessel carrying a full cargo of 
oil was dispatched from this port via 
the new waterway when the General 
Petroleum company’s tanker Barnesnn, 
Capt. Shotton, steamed for Colon on 
Thursday morning.

After a voyage of twenty-one days 
from Taltal, Chile, the big British 
freighter Milwaukee, Capt. W. H. 
Smith, has arrived here, having man­
aged, by the caution of her officers, to 
escape the fate of the British steamers 
Elsinore and Bankfleld at the hands of 
the German cruiser Leipzig.

SALVOR ATTEMPTING 
TO FLOAT THE SIOUX

Tugs Unable to Move Stranded 
Steamer From Sand Spit 

at Dungeness

To carry out salvage operations on 
the stranded steamer Sioux, the steam­
er Salvor, Capt. Stratford, left Esqui­
mau early this morning for Dungeness, 
which is located across the Strait of 
Juan de Fuca in United States terri­
tory. The Sioux piled up on the big 
sand-spit there several days ago and 
despite persistent attempts to float her 
she still held fast. Finally word was 
sent here for the Salvor to cross the 
Strait, and following the receipt of 
sanction from Uncle Sam the vessel 
cleared port.

At high tide the Sioux is high and 
dry. She is in an exposed position 
and the owners are anxious to get her 
afloat before a strong gale breaks over 
this section of the country. The tug 
Tyee has been standing by the strand 
ed ship, but although she has fulled 
hard on heavy hawsers she has been 
unable to dislodge the craft. It has 
been discovered that the Sioux is rest­
ing in what appears to be a bed of 
quicksand. Since she drove ashore her 
hull has settled considerably. A gang 
of men was sent to the scene of the 
stranding to dig a channel through the 
sand, but this evidently has proven too 
great a Job and the Salvor has been 
sent for.

The Sioux belongs to the Interna­
tional Steamship company and paid 
one visit to Victoria. She operates on 
the run from Seattle to points on the 
other side of the Strait. It is expected 
that she will be floated in the. course 
of a day . or two, as the Salvor has a 
record for accomplishing difficult sal­
vage fiats In remarkably short periods 
of time.

KANSAS CITY WILL PLY 
OUT OF SOUND SHORTLY

San Francisco, Oct. 10.—The steam­
ship Kansas City, of the Portland & 
San Francisco Steamship company, Is 
soon to ply out of Puget Sound.

The vessel is now at the plant of the 
Union Iron Works undergoing a thor­
ough overhauling and has beerr sold to 
Joshua Green and associates of Seattle. 
It will be several months before the 
vessel is ready to leave for Seattle and 
her new owners have not made public 
the exact nature of her new service in 
the north.

The Kansas City is a steel and iron 
steamship of 3,679 gross and 2,164 net 
tons register. She was built at the 
plant of the Delaware River Shipping 
company, Chester, Pa., for the Ocean 
Steamship company, of Savannah, in 
1889. The Kansas City is 327 feet long, 
45 feet beam and 18.8 feet depth of 
hold. The terms of the sale were not 
made public.

FRANKMOUNT AT BALBOA 
WITH HER GRAIN CARGO

Taçoma Ort. 10.—News of the safe 
arrival of the British steamer Frank- 
muunt at Balboa on Wednesday will be 
received with a feeling of relief among 
the shippers, who have been anxious 
about the vessel since receiving reports 
of hostile cruisers off the Lower Cali­
fornia coast.

The British steamer Frank mount 
loaded a cargo of wheat at this port 
for the United Kingdom. Shortly after 
her departure from the Sound camel 
news of the sinking of the British I 
steamers Bankfleld and Elsinore off j 
the west coast of. South America, fol­
lowed by reports that three or four 
German cruisers were hovering off the 
coast of Lower California.

With wheat needed by Great Britain, 
the sinking of the Frankmount. carry­
ing nearly 8.000 tons, would be a serious 
loss to the United Kingdom, as well as 
to the owners of the vessels. The 
Frankmount left September 19 and was 
17 days on the passage to the Pacific j 
entrance of the Panama canal. She is 
the second vessel with wheat from Ta­
coma to use the new waterway, the 
steamer Dgldorch being the first.

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SCIENTIFIC PHILANTHROPY
BY W. J. DOWLER.

V:

This, is tiie new term applied to sys­
tematized benevolent agencies of the 
present.day. There was a time, not so 
very long ago, when benevolent 
agencies were anything but scientific. 
Individual effort was spasmodic and 
unintelligent, in the' sense that it was 
content with flipping ,a dollar or two 
ht re or there or giving an order for 
supplies or medical attendance to re­
lieve present want or distress, without 
reference to providing a permanent 
remedy or to the circumstances out of 
which such a condition arose.

Collective effort lacked cohesion and 
unity, and a proper co-ordlnative and 
co-operative system. Now all this is 
changed in communities where the 
modern system is applied.

Scientific philanthrophy touches 
f-^Sry strata of society and co-ordinates 
i fit- whole. That is to say, it draws its 
fyipplies for relief from those who are 
;able to- provide them, from every avail­
able source to meet the necessities of 
hose Who are destitute or in want, or 

in need of such assistance as public or 
private philanthrophy tan supply.

It covers the entire field of philan­
thropic effort in any community, whe­
ther the work is institutional, or that 
undertaken by benevolent societies, or 
privately, by individuals. It declares 
war on poverty, want and misery wher­
ever found, and on the causes which 
produce them. It views the entire com­
munity from two standpoints, one as to 
the conditions to be-relieved, the other 
as to the means available to relieve 
them. However great and multiform 
may be the distress or need, it recog­
nizes that In every community there is 
a vast body of men ami women who 
are in a position and who are willing 
to lend a helping hand to remove it.

Scientific philanthropic tffort then 
begins with co-ordinative and co-oper­
ative organization. It addresses itself 
to the task of providing so thorough, 
complete, and efficient an organization 
that, no matter how small or how- 
large may be the contributions to any 
one, or all, of its field agencies, the 
contributors may rest assured that the

he applied according to the most ap­
proved methods of management and 
distribution t-hat modern organized 
philanthropy can supply. But it goes 
still deeper Into the problem of social 
welfare and.social betterment. In that 
It probes sympathetically, not critical­
ly-, into the primary causes of distress 
and want and strives to eliminate thein; 
or, out of the fragments which still re­
main, to construct a foundation çapable 
of producing fruitful results and a bet­
ter order of things.

The subjects for practical benevolence 
are everywhere the same. Among them 
are the unemployed, homeless men. the 
indigent poor, the sick who are in­
digent, or appreciably so, the tubercu­
losis subject, the home deserted by or 
robbed of the breadwinner, the widow 
and the orphan, the insane or mentally 
defective, the person inflicted with an 
Incurable disease, the physically de­
fective, the inebriate, the thriftless and 
gripless, those incapacitated from any 
cause from earning a living, the mother 
with children having to work away 
from home to support them, the chil­
dren of dissolute parents, illegitimate 
children, the subjects of sudden calam­
ity. and others which might be men­
tioned.

Here Is should be premised that the 
benevolent work necessary to cover all 
such cases resolves itself naturally 
under the respective heads of ''public-’* 
and “private" philanthropy. It is a 
maxim of modern philanthropy on this 
continent that state, provincial or 
municipal relief should be given in in­
stitutions only, ami that outdoor relief, 
nr relief to the poor and helpless in 
their home, should be left to private 
charity. “This is partly because in-

wlth similar work perforated in the 
older countries the triumph of modern 
scientific philanthropy. *

Before attempting any answer to the 
question, what are the principal fea­
tures of the relief and social welfare 

ork accomplished by these benevo­
lent organisations, it would be well to 
review briefly a few of them.

The greatest lay benevolent organi­
zations in the world Is "The Charity 
Organization Society" of London, Eng­
land. Its patrons is Her Majesty the 
Queen. The president Is the Arch­
bishop of Canterbury, and first vice- 
president H. R. H. the Princess Louise. 
It has not less than a thousand con­
nections in all parts of the world, of 
which some three hundred are in the 
United States and Canada. It Is a fed­
eration eof’ thirty-seven metropolitan 
district committees and local councils, 
whose general principles of action are 
determined, by a central council, upon 
which each district committee and local 
council Is represented. The main ob 
ject of the society Is improvement In 
the conditions of the people. It inves­
tigates all applications, trains workers, 
spreads information calculated to pro­
mote its objects and renders assistance 
by a system as efficient as money and 
brains can make it.

The Liverpool council of voluntary 
aid Is another institution worthy of 
special mention in connection with 
benevolent organizations in the Old 
Land. The .lord mayor Is president of 
the executive committee of eight mem­
bers nominated by the council. The 
group committees of the executive are:

Group 1. Medical charities.
Group 2. Homes and other institutions 

of the aged and afflicted.
Group 3. Relief in the homes of the

Group' 4.

Prubably n<? ^cllles of the United 
States have adva^çd further than 
Kansas City and Denver' *<1. Pro" 
visions they have'made for reTf^f and 
social-betterment. Kansas City has" a- 
municipal farm, earning above all ex­
penses $2,630.36 last year; a women's 
reformatory, earning by sewing and 
laundry work $5,000; a parole depart­
ment, the men earning $280,499, and 
delinquent husbands paying $9,651.71 
through the office for their families; a 
recreation department inspecting pub­
lic dances, etc.; a legal aid bureau, 
for poor litigants handling 5,854 cases;

department for the homeless and 
unemployed, a social service depart­
ment providing nine skilled charity 
workers to public and private agen­
cies; a research bureau, with confi­
dential exchange, Investigation, and 
endorsement of charities of a private 
nature, and ciher features, xsuch as 
promotion of 86 gardens on free va­
cant lots, a welfare loan agency, han­
dling $74,068.75, and 1,200 open ac­
counts, a school of social service, and 
a child welfare department.

The city commission of charities 
and corrections of Denver is a board 
appointed by the commissioner of so­
cial welfare, consisting of two medical 
men, two business men, and two la­
dles, to have charge of the city’s char­
ity and relief work and Institutions, 
and to work in conjunction with the 
social welfare department of the city. 
The president is the city health com­
missioner. The card system is em­
ployed In connection with the confl 
dential exchange, and all the associat­
ed charities of the city are members 
of the exchange. The outstanding 
features of the commission's work are 
the county poor farm of 340 acres, 17 
miles from the city, equipped with 
buildings and machinery and stork, 
a staff of twenty-five, not including 
the superintendent, the municipal 
Ridging house, the municipal coal and 
wood yard, the detention home and 
school, of which featur Denver may 
be regarded as the origlm.tor, and 
very effective department of outdoor 
relief.

New York is a centre of light upon 
the complex problems which are every 
day met with in organizing and con­
ducting successful philanthropic work. 
The annual report of the Charity Or­
ganization-Society for the city of New 
York is a volume of rlosejv printed 
matter of 173 pages Its work Is also 
divided Into districts and has under its 
care 6.767 families. It has its social 
service exchange, application, registra­
tion and investigation bureaus and 
bureau of advice and information and 
Its conferences of social workers. Af­
filiated with it is the New York School 
of Philanthropy. There is also the 
Harrlman Training School for Public 
Service, and last, but not least, the 
Russell Sage Foundation, with its mul­
titude of agencies endowed for benev­
olent work. It is also the headquarters 
of the American Association of Soci­
eties for Organizing Charities, which 
makes a specially of furnishing expert 
advice and assistance In the working 
out of practical problems in charitable

Then there is the Associated Chari­
ties of Boston which has its ’’Service 
Capacity for Confidential Exchange" as 
an aid in the solution of family prob­
lems and in community organizations, 
its department for homeless men, its 
children's agencies, medical agencies, 
relief agencies, religious agencies in 
connection with the Associated Chari­
ties.

Philadelphia's benevolent work is car­
ried on by a committee on municipal 
charities consisting of the chairman, 
vice-chairman, treasurer, counsel, sec­
retary and assistant secretary, an ex 
ecutlve committee composed of leading- 
business men and sub-committees on 
the insane, tubercxilosis. hospitals, chil 
dren, aged and infirm, detectives, out 
door poor, inebriates, crippled children, 
finance, and public policy. There is 
also a department of public health and 
charities, which Is a department of the 
municipal, government of the city.

The 1913 year book of the United 
Charities of Chicago illustrates by a 
diagram the relation of the general to 
the district offices and how the latter 
use co-operating agencies. First, there 
is the general office In which Is the ad­
ministrative supervisor. Then comes 
the district offices and other depart­
ments, xfrhieh skilled service and money 
help to the twelve districts of the city. 
In 1912 there wère no less than 1,125 in­
stances of co-operation, of which 186 
were public agencies, state, county and 
city, and 935 were private agencies. The 
district offices and departments provide 
skilled personal service to help needy 
families back to self-support, giving at 
the same time the kind of relief that 
money buys—-food, clothing, rent, etc., 
to further this end.

It tabulates the work which each dis­
trict is expected to perform and points 
out the duties assigned to volunteers, 
which are no less than 67 in number. 
It deals with the problems peculiar to 
large cities and emphasizes the value 
of the social service registration 
bureau. It specializes, too, in work

It collects and 
preserves statistics relating to chari­
ties. disburses funds set apart by the 
city for charitable purposes, receives 
donations and administers trusts and 
has power to establish a free employ­
ment bureau. It controls absolutely all 
solicitation for charitable purposes, 
and no society can collect for such 
purpose without the permission of the 
commission. Since the work of the 
commission falls into two definite de­
partments, "namely:

(a) The"regulating and standardizing 
of the charities.

(b) Maintenante of a free bureau of 
employment for the employable unem­
ployed.

It employs the services of a second 
organization, which is also an incor­
porated body, known us the Council of 
Social Agency, which is to keep In 
touch directly of all types and activi­
ties of each individual charity In the 
work of the whole. This organization is 
composed of representatives from each 
social agency or associated charitable 
organization, the representation on the 
council from each being two delegates 
and four alternates. The constitution 
and work of this organization has been 
very thoroughly drawn and mapped 
out.

more organization than needed, but 
one could only have praise for the 
thorough and detailed manner in which 
every feature of the work is proposed 
to he reached and effectively dealt with.

Philanthropic work In Montreal Is 
administered by the municipal assist­
ance department, with headquarters at 
the city hall, presided over by the 
mayor as chairman of a board of five 
commissioners and a staff of seven. 
In 1913 the city paid for the relief of 
destitute persons a sum of $497,712.35, 
and dispensed to charitable Institutions, 
hospitals, maternities. Infant asylums, 
dispensaries, homes, asylums, orphan­
ages and various other institutions the 
sum of $106,000. All giants to such In­
stitutions are paid on production of a 
certificate from the director of the 
municipal assistance department to the 
effect that they are of public utility, 
properly kept, and that such institu­
tions admit, as far as possible, desti­
tute persons sent them by the directors 
of the municipal assistance department, 
and that they render to the destitute 
person the services required from them 
by the department. They must also re­
port their operations to the department 
each year .on forms supplied by the 
city. The commission lays special 
stress on the matter of milk depots, 
and subsidizes no less, than 23 to the 
amount of $12,600, upon conditions 
similar to those of the Institutions 
above referred to.

It maintains for young offenders 
reformatory school, which cost the 
city last year ovei $20,000. It as erect­
ed at a cost of $180,000 what Is known 
as the Meurling Municipal Refuge,

with ail modern facilities for 
nd caring for the destitute 

persons which were previously lodged, 
without offence, in the police stations 
and night refuges of the city.

The social service commission of To­
ronto is at present formulating a new 
plan for the distribution of outdoor re ­
lief. and it is expected that it will be 
completed before the end of the pres­
ent month

The commission is a civic body, com­
posed of five business men. whose func­
tion is to supervise the distribution of 
relief, also to supervise the work of 
every charitable institution or organi­
zation receiving city aid. to recommend 
m council what amounts should be 
granted from year to year, to advise 
the general public of the work of the 
different institutions so as to guide 
them in their giving. Attached to the 
commission Is an investigating depart­
ment composed of four trained Investi 
gators. These make inquiries Into th- 
conditions of families and report it to 
the commission and advise the best re­
lief to be given. They make the inquiry 
for the distribution of all funds. At 
present the patriotic fund association 
is using this machinery in connection 
with the dependents of volunteers.

While the commission Is not in any 
sense of the word n relief-giving 
agency and has no money for that pur­
pose. it has knowledge of «U the re­
lief-giving agencies of the city, and is 
able to forward each case to the one 
best able to understand the solution of 
the problem.

The commission also is a clearing 
house for all cases of relief, operating 
a confidential exchange in which all 
cases, whether by citizens, churches, 
organizations or Institutions, are re­
ported, so if a family is being7relieved 
from one agency and makes applica­
tion to another, they can find out in 
an instant where such is being done, 
and that gives them a background for 
their case.

The associated charities of Winni­
peg are a. live organization, and the 
personnel of its administration, as in 
all other cases, comprises some of the 
best business ability in the city. It 
was organized in 1909 and in five years 
has accomplished wonders. Its work of 
relief of destitute families speaks for 
itself, and Its specialization In provid­
ing work for the unemployed by the 
establishment of woodyards and other 
means Is worthy of the highest praise 
It has unusually difficult problems t) 
deal with, but its organization Is such 
that it is able to cope with them, carry­
ing out as it does the well known prin­
ciples and methods of organized be­
nevolence and applying them to their 
particular local needs.

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FORTY YEARS 
AGO

By *‘S. L. H.” in

When war was raging about forty- j 
four years ago in the same region that , 
is being desolated to-day war corre- j 
spiindents were allowed to follow their | 
risky and honorable calling.

some brilliant contributions from the 
yen of Archibald Forbes, and I have 
bjien reading some of his graphic re- 
ports—the work of a man who under- j 
st .ud war when he saw it, and who 
could describe what he had seen. Let 
me quote one or two specimens of these 
records, which derive a fresh interest 
to-day.

Many p’eoplr, when talking about the 
is To campaign, seem to hold the view 
that the Germans had, from beginning 
to end. something of the nature of a 
“walk-over,' >ut Forbes vividly de­
scribes a critical moment at Gravelotte 
that .tells another tale. He says:

The French infantry, for once re­
lieved from the defensive and rest -red 
to its traditionary metier of the attack, 
dashed forward with tin grand old 
elan, and swept the Germans backward 
down the slope almost into th •' Marne 
valley. ... It may be said, with­
out exaggeration, that for the moment 
the whole of that army w on the run.
The old king was carried backwaiti in 
the surging press, resisting vehemently 
th. while, and expostulating with great 
fervor of expression. It was a spasm 
of awful crisis.

The German front, however, braced 
Itself, and remained unoroiten, and 
the "panic died as quickly as it had 
kindled.”

But the old king remained under fire 
and in very real danger. His rd\isers 
were anxious, and yet no one liked to 
advise him t » take mor
self. Bismarck was there, but he had j near 
been severely snubbed for tendering 
such advice on an earli v occasion. Ofd 
Moltkv gruffly said it was no affair >f 
his, and so at last. Roon, an old per­
sonal comrade and friend of William, 
spoke - simply remarking’that the king 
was risking his life very freely. The 

■ old king looked hard at honest Boon 
for a moment, and then with a smilo 
turned his horse’s head and rode off in 
the direction of Rezonville.

He did not go far. however, and 
' taking hhnself a seat on a ladder, one 

end resting on a weighing machine 
and the other on a dead horse, he sat, 
.consumed with anxiety as to how 
fight was going.

Enormous Superiority.

Where Britain will have enormous 
superiority will be in battle cruisers. 
First and foremost comes the battle 
cruiser Tiger, now completing at the 
yard of Messrs. Brown & Co., Glasgow. 
She Is a sister ship to the Queen Mary, 
and will have a speed of 30 knots.

Of the light cruisers there arc six­
teen all, with one exception, in the

MADE IN VICTORIA 
FAIR PROGRESSING

Campaign ■ for Increased Use 
of Home Manufactures Being 

Vigorously Inaugurated

The arrangements for the Made-in- 
Victoria fair are proceeding with ex­
pedition. and there is every indication 
that it will he a great success. Con­
currently with this tiie campaign for 
the popularizing vf home, products has 
been. taken in hand vigorously by the 
industrial committee of the Victoria 
and Island Development association.

A meeting of tills committee is to be 
held in the" hoard ot trade rooms on 
Tuesday afternoon at half-past three 
o’clock, for which a call lias been sent 
out to tiie members by the chairman. 
H. F. Bullen. The wholesalers and re­
tailers of the city are invited to attend 
this meeting, and It requested that they 
will all accept this notice as an invita­
tion, it being impossible to notify all 
by circular owing to the shortness of 
time ami the number of other meetings 
being held just now. Representatives 
of the Victoria branch of the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ association will also he 
present.

At this meeting it is Intended to dis­
cuss the whole question of the use of 
Victoria manufactures by the people of 
tiie city and district. There is a great­
er amount and a larger variety of goods 
made here than is generally thought, 
as any list of the local manufacturers 
shows, and it is felt that It only needs 
a spirit of co-operation between the 
manufacturers themselves, the whole­
sale and retail mere liants and the con­
sumers to ensure that a very consider­
able proportion of these products will 
be used at home, thus keeping the 
money in the city and encouraging the 
furttier development of manufacturing 
in Victoria both by the extension of the 
business already in existence and by 
the establishment of new Industries.

Means for the accomplishment of the 
aim of the industrial committee will be 
discussed by those who must act if the 
end* is to be achieved, and plans for 
a general aggressive campaign in sup­
port of home consumption of home man­
ufactures will be talked over at the 
meeting. It is believed that great good 
will flow from a free and full discussion 
of the matter, and for that reason it 
is earnestly hoped by the members of 
the committee that the invitation shall 
be largely responded to.

Commissioner Cuthbert, of the De­
velopment association, asks that all 
who intend to exhibit at the forthcom­
ing show notify him at the earliest pos­
sible date of the space they require, in 
order that the arrangements for the 
allotment of the available space In the 
drill hall may be proceeded with well 
ahead. On Tuesday morning the com­
mittee of the association which has the 
fair in hand will meet at the associa­
tion's offices.

A feature of the fair will be the dis­
play of electrical lighting and heating 
which is being proposed by the B. C. 
Electric Railway company. This will 
be on an extensive scale and worthy 
of the standing of the company in tin- 
industrial life of the city and district. 
It is understood that there will be nu­

merous demonstrations in connection 
with tills display, and that it will be a 
centre of attraction at the fair.

In response to the communication 
sent to the executive of the Victoria 
Patriotic Aid Society the following 
letter was received at the Development 
association office this morning from 
Robert H. Swinerton. honorary secre­
tary of the society:

"1 beg to acknowledge receipt of your 
letter to A. C. Flumerfelt president of 
our society, in which you state that 
you arc intending to hold a fair In the 
drill hall on October 22, 23 and 24. and 
that any surpus you may have over 
and above expenses the Victoria and 
Island Development association intend 
to hand over to the Victoria Patriotic 
Aid fund.

"The trustees desire me to thank you 
for your kind offer, and they will be 
only to.) glad to do anything in their 
power which you may suggest that will 
help to make the fair a success, as they 
think the object which you desire to 
accomplish of having our people use 
home-manufactured goods will tend to 
the building up of our city, and will not 
cause any loss or inconvenience to the 
consumers. It is one of tin* best plans 
for the bettering of economic condi­
tions. and doing this greatly aids In de­
feating the desire of the enemy.

GIVEN TWO YEARS
Edward Sloan Maintained Complete 

Indifference to His Fate in Trial 
For Forgery.

Two years in the penitentiary was 
the sentence meted out this morning 
by Magistrate Jay to Edward Sloan, 
convicted of the forgery of a cheque 
for $23, purporting to have been signed 
by Wilfred Gibson, photographer, and 
made payable to the accused.

It transpired from inquiries made by 
the detective department that the

cheque-book of the Merchants Bank 
which was in possession of the accused 
and from which he tore the cheque 
which caused his arrest; was stolen by 
him from the headquarters of the 88th 
regiment. Sloan went there ostensibly 
to enlist, but while in tiie room, saw 
the cheque-book lying on a table and 
left with It in his pocket.

Later he signed the cheque with the 
name of Wilfred Gibson, and tried to 
cash it in several places, including the 
hotel where he was staying; all with­
out success, until he managed to get 
$4.50 worth of goods at the store of 
VV. & J. Wilson, on Government street, 
and change to the extent of $18.50.

Throughout his trial Sloan has main­
tained a stolid indifference to his sur­
roundings and refused to say a single 
word on his own behalf. He pleaded 
guilty and when asked if lie had any 
thing to say why sentence should not 
be passed upon him, simply replied, 
"There is nothing."

On the other charge of obtaining 
money by fraud. Magistrate Jay 
marked that it was so interwoven with 
the forgery that tiie sentence would be 
the same and would run concurrently.

MIDNIGHT ROBBERY 
DESCRIBED IN COURT

Ex-Sailor Tells How His Role 
of Good Samaritan Resulted 

Accused Denies Charge

A somewhat thrilling story of 
alleged midnight robbery was told ?n 
the police court this morning by Henry 
Gray, the victim, who was formerly a 
navy man. He was chief witness in the 
trial of George Francis, who faces 
charge of stealing one pair of trousers 
and $50 last night from Gray. Franck 
pleaded not guilty and consented t j 
trial before the magistrate.

Gray stated that he lived at the 
Royal Arms hotel, where he came two 
days ago after working for the city at 
Humpback. He cashed a pay-check for 
$50 yesterday and placed the money *n 
$10 bills in an envelope for safe keep­
ing. The envelope he placed in his hij 
pocket;

About 10 o'clock last night he was 
going to his room when he met thre- 
men of whom Francis was one, who 
told him they were terribly hungry 
and wanted a bite to eat. He had taken 
the three of them to a Chinese restaur­
ant where they had noodles and sum 
Chinese food. After the three hdd made 
a hearty meal, he had left them prom­
ising to give them a breakfast in tiie 
morning, and had made his way back 
to the rooms where he lived. For safe­
keeping lie had placed his trousers un­
der his head.

About two in the morning lie had felt 
a tug at the garment he Was lying on. 
and had instantly awakened to sec the 
retreating figure of a man vanishing 
“like lightning” through the door. He 
had not Identified the man at all owing 
to the darkness, but he swore that the 
thief had no shoes on his feet. To use 
the Informant’s own words, "the thief 
flitted off like a ghost." By the time 
Gray got to the door the man had dis 
appeared.

Constable Macpherson told of being 
called to the rooms in question aboût 
2 o’clock this morning. He had found 
a pair of trousers at the foot of the 
stairs, and in the hallway a pipe and .1 
knife. A few feet further away he had 
found a pair of boots.

Tun tplnute.s later, after some search, 
he had found Francis walking along 
Government street in his stockinged 
feet. Tli«- rain was pouring In torrents, 
and Francis appeared to he in great 
discomfort. Later Francis had told the 
police officer that the boots* found be­
longed to him. Francis, however." had 
no money on him when searched.

Francis stated in his own defence 
that he had heard the informant 
earlier In the afternoon complaining 
that he had lost the money In the 
envelope, and that at that time he a< - 
cused Francis of the theft. He desire 1 
to call a witness of this accusation to 
the witness box. and a remand until 
Tuesday was ordered for that purpose.

GOES NORTH
Trip of the Attorney-General Into the 

Cariboo is Considered Significant 
at This Time.

Hon. W. J. Bowser, attorney-general, 
has left for a tour of the Cariboo 
country. It Is pretty widely understood 
that the attorney-general and the gov­
ernment generally find that the feeling 
in the north country Is very much 
against them, and this is but another 
trip. It is believed, made for the pur­
pose of trying to get things made more 
easy for the dominant party In the 
event of there being an early election, 
whether federal or provincial.

In matters pertaining to the admin­
istration of the criminal ïaxv there is 
especial protest in all parts of the in­
terior. and the attorney-general will 
have a good deal to explain to the 
people at large. Including some men 
who In the pas;t had been very staunch 
supporters of It he Conservative party

Taken in connection with the recent 
rumors of an attempt to bring on a 
federal election almost at once, and 
the trip of Sir Richard McBride to 
Ottawa, the visit of the attorney-gen­
eral to the interior at this time is very 
significant.

HBMELABBR OUSTED 
ON A PUBLIC WORK

Ratepayers of Ward I,, Saan­
ich, Makes Charge Regard­

ing Normal School Work

That aliens are being employed on 
road work on Mount Tolmie road in 
the vicinity of the new normal school 
was the statement made at the meet­
ing of the Ward One Saanich Ratepay­
ers’ association, held in Cedar Hill hall 
last evening. George E. Davidson was 
in the chair.

Several speakers asserted positively 
that aliens are being employed on this 
work, which is the surfacing of the 
road approach’ to the normal school, 
and some pretty warm things Were 
said as to tiie action of the municipal­
ity in paying money to aliens when 
Saanich men are out of work, and pos­
sibly may have to be assisted by the 
community at large. In the end E. H. 
Cotterell was asked to interview 
Reeve McGregor af>out the matter tills 
morning and furnish the explanation 
through the columns of the Times this 
evening.

The explanation is a simple one from 
the point of view of the municipality, 
the fact being that it is not doing the 
work. Being, as stated, part of the 
normal school approach, although on 
the public road, the work was being 
done by the contractor, and is part of 
the contract from the province. Fur­
ther than this, Reeve McGregor ' in­
formed Mr. " Cotterell that he had 
drawn the attention of the department 
of publie works months ago to the 
propriety of the employment by the 
contractor of none hut Saanich resi­
dents on all work about the building, 
su that the municipality is not only 
not to blame in this case, but has done 
all that It can do to safeguard the in­
terests of its people.

The commission form of government 
was brought up by M. Miller, and a 
summary of this system was given 
by Mr.’ Cotterell. who described the 
various forms of boards of control and 
civic commissions in Winnipeg, Ed­
monton and other cities.- It was decid­
ed to discuss the matter at greater 
length at a later meeting.

There was considerable complaint 
made by some of the speakers during 
the evening at what was asserted to 
1>c the failure of the council to provide 
work for the relief of prevailing dis­
tress. although these men were re­
minded that work could not be under­
taken without the money to pay for it. 
and that all municipalities had diffi­
culty In raising money at present.

The next meeting of the association, 
in November, will be the annual cen­
tral meeting.

“I decided to pass on to Vitry-en-

"Within a short time I saw armed 
cars. There came many Warriors in 
many cars fitted with mitrailleuses, 
cars advancing backwards, cars with 
two soldiers in the "hack of each with 
their rifles resting on the hack cush­
ions and their fingers on the triggers 
with the muzzles of the mitrailleuses 
pointing over their heads. Several 
scouts, too, were In the streets.

Death’s Hussars Were Shot.
"In the distance, beyond the bridge,

I behind a bend In the road there is a 
latter of hoofs. It stops. Again it 

goes on, ami it stops for a couple of 
minutes and then quite distinctly can 
be heard the sound of a body of horse­
men proceeding at a walk. * The cav­
alry scouts have vanished into big 
barns on each side of the road and 
around the corner of the bridge comes 
a small body of German cavalry. They 
have passed the spot where the French 
scouts are hidden and I have retreated 
to my bedroom window front where 1 
run count twelve of the Death's Head 
riders. They are riding to their fate. 
Right slap up in front of the cars they 
come. A rifle shot rings out from 
where the French scouts are hidden, 
and that is a signal for the inferno to 
be loosed.

"Crack, crack, and mitrailleuses spit 
opt a regular hall of death, vicious, 
clock-like, never ceasing cracks. Two 
horses are down and three horsemen 
lie prone in the road.

"The Germans have not fired a shot, 
all their energies being concentrated 
in wildly running their horses to get 
back again round the bend. It is too 
late. Another two are toppled 
by the scouts in the barns, and then 
the ears start after them, still spitting 
out an unending hail of lead.

"It seems impossible that even a fly 
can live in such a stream of bullets, 
yet out of the dozen three got around 
the bend, and galloping madly make 
for the only spot where they can 
leave the road and get across country. 
The automobiles and men cannot fol­
low them there. These fellows seemed 
perfectly satisfied with the success ob­
tained without a scratch. Nine are 
dead.

Was Meeting of Outposts.
"I Imperfectly understood the real 

meaning of this scrap. 1 thought it 
was an encounter between stray forces. 
JK talk with the driver of an armed car,

down beside me a Ad gave ‘Good day,’ 
evidently curious as to' ray nationality.
I invited them to join meJn coffee and 
cognac, and during the ensuing conver­
sation we became very friendly, and 1 
was given to understand that one of 
them was a volunteer driver of an 
armored automobile, who had just 
come off duty.

Taken to Witness Battle.
I remarked that it would he very 

interesting to get a sight of what was 
going on behind the station.

hind us was a fresh lot of shells on 
their way out to the firing line.

"Overhead appeared a hall of yellow 
greenish smoke, which grew bigger and 
then came the sound of a gun about 
three seconds afterwards. A shell had 
burst in the air about 300 yards away. 
Others came all about the same place. 
They appeared to come from the direc­
tion of Bnpaume.

“ ‘Bad, very bad.’ commented my 
>mpanion. And so it appeared to me. 

for the Germans were dropping their 
shells from the southeast, at least one 
kilometre over range. We were stand­
ing beside a straw stack and looking 
due south, watching the ' tst discern 
able line of French guns, when w< 
heard the whistling screech of an ap- 
p roach ing shell. Down we went on our 
faces behind the stack, and over to the 
left, not 200 wards away, rose a hug'* 
column of hi nek smoke and earth, and 
just afterwards a very loud boom re­
verberated A big German gun had 
come Into action slightly nearer this

"Just behind a wood T could plainly 
see the smoke of the gun rising above 
the trees. Two more shells from the 
bkt gun exploded within 20 yards of 
each <ither and then, with disconcerting 
suddenness a French battery came into 
action within a hundred yards of mu­
st raw stack. They had evidently been 
there for some time.

"Mv ears are still' tingling and buz­
zing from the sound. One aft 
other the guns of this battery bom­
barded the position of. the Germ 
guns, which replied with a shell every 
three minutes.

German Guns Silenced. 
“Presently we had the satisfaction 

hearing a violent explosion in the wood 
and a column of smoke and flame rose 
up to a great height. The German guns 
had been put out of action. From the 
French positions came infantry, at this 
point thousands of little dots, present - 
ing a front of about' two miles, advanc­
ing In skirmishing order. Every 
and then the sharp crack of rill 
could be heard.

“The French had advanced over a 
mile and the Germans had hastily 
evacuated the wood. Other French 
bait epics now came into action and t he 
German, fire was >>evwning de< idedly 
fainter and less frequent.

"Wounded began to arrive, which 
showed that, for the present at least, it 
was safe, to go out to the tren« lies to 
collect them.

CAPTURE OF YAP IS
OFFICIALLY DOUBTED

Japanese Embassy at Washington Has 
No Information on 

Subject.

Washington, Oct. 10.—The Japanese 
embassy in Washington is without 
confirmation of the* capture of the Het­
man island of Yap by a Japanese naval 
force, and doubts that Japanese activi­
ties in the war have extended that far 
south in the Pacific. At the embassy 
last night it was stated that the Toklo 
foreign office had never confirmed th* 
report of the capture of Yap, though 
prompt news of the capture of the 
Marshall Islands by Japanese was offi­
cially cabled to the embassy.

According to statements made by 
members of the embassy, Japan is only 
extending her activities outside of the 
attack cm Klau Chau for enough to 
protect Japanese and British commerce 
in the Pacific and the capture of the 
principal islands in the Marshall group 
was a military measure.

The impression prevails here that the 
report sent from Toklo several day; 
ago of the capture of Yap by a Japan 
ese naval force was a delayed form of 
a rumor In Washington on August 26 
last. The report then circulated wa 
that the news of the capture of Yap by 
a Japanese force was brought to Cebu, 
In the Philippines, by the North Ger­
man Lloyd steamer Princess Alice. In 
vestigation at that time brought t« 
light that the bureau of Insular affairs 
of the war department has received 
dispatch from Manila saying that the 
captain of the Princess Alice, which 
arrived on August 23 and then went to 
Cebu, had reported that the German 
wireless and cable stations at Yap had 
been captured by a British warship.

London, Oct. 10. A correspondent of

•Arras has been the pivot of a fierce 
battle, which, commencing Thursday, 
was still m progress when 1 was 
forced to leave the citadel three-days 
later.

In that period 1 was fortunate 
enough to penetrate into the firing 
line and the experiences are such as 
will never be dimmed in my memory.
1 saw the action open with the skirm­
ishes at Vltry-an-Artois, and next 
morning one of the hardest battles 
which make a link in the chain right 
across France of the gigantic battles 
of rivers was being prosecuted before

“1 reached Arras on September 29. 
The Germane Had occupied it a fort­
night earlier. Now It was placid, 
sleepy and deserted, and bore no out­
ward signs of having suffered from 
their occupation. I learned, however, 
that although they had refrained from 
demolishing buildings, there had been 
scenes" of debauchery mid private 
houses had been ransacked. It was 
declared that the only German paying 
for anything during th> whole of the 
fortnight's occupation was a member 

f the Ilohenzollern family, an im­
portant officer who had made the 
Hotel DTniqurs his headquarters.

I decided to pass on to Vltry-en- 
Artois, twelve miles distant, where I 
had heard the allies were enforced. 
Here I obtained a room In a hotel. 

"Within a short time I saw armed 
ars. There came many Warriors in 

many cars fitted with mitrailleuses, 
irs advancing backwards, cars with' 
wo soldiers in the back of each with 

their rifles resting on the back <*ushr 
ions and their fingers on the triggers 
with the muzzles of the mitrailleuses 
pointing over their heads. Several 
scouts, too, were in the streets.

Death's Hussars Were Shot.
"In the distante, beyond the bridge, 

bib,, d a bend In the road there Is a 
clatter of hoofs.- It stops. Again -it 
goes on, and it stops (or a couple of 
minutes and then quite distinctly .can 
be heard the sound of a body of horse­
men proceeding at a walk. The cav­
alry scouls have vanished into big 
Imrns on each side of the road and 
around the corner of the bridge comes 
a small body of German cavalry. They 
have passed the spot where the French 
scouth„are hidden and I have retreated 
to my bedroom window from where I 
<-an count twelve of the Death's Head 

! riders. They are riding to their fate. 
High* 8lSp up in front of the cars they 
come. A rifle shot rings out from 
where the French- scouts are hidden, 
and that is u signal for the inferno to 
be loosed.

"Crack, crack, and mitrailleuses spit 
out a regular hall of death, vicious, 
clock-like, never ceasing cracks. Two 
horses are down and three horsemen 
lie prone In the road.

"The Germans have not. fired a shot, 
all their energies being concentrated 
in wildly running their horses to get 
back again round the bend. It Is too 
late. Another two are toppled over 
by the scouts in the barns, and then 
the cars start after them, still spitting 
out an unending hail of lead.

"It seems impossible that even a fly 
can live In such a stream .of bullets, 
yet out of the dozen three got around 
the bend, and galloping madly make 
for the only spot where they can 
leave the road and get across country. 
The automobiles and men cannot fol­
low them there. These fellows seemed 
perfectly satisfied with the success ob­
tained without

Was Meeting of Outposts,
“I imperfectly understood the real 

meaning of this scrap. I thought It 
was an encounter between stray forces. 
A talk with the driver of an armed car, 
however, enlarged my perspective. It 
was a meeting of the outposts of two 
great opposing armies, one of which

down beside me and gave ‘Good day, 
evidently curious as to ray nationality.

Shortly after passing the barrier, 
at which we encountered little resist­
ance, my companion caught hold of my 
arm and we both jumped up the bank 
at the side of the road to let a long 
string of artillery drivers trot past 
th'elr way back for more ammunition. 
Another cloud of dust coming up tie- 
hind us was a fresh lot of shells fin 
their way out to the firing line.

“Overhead appeared a ball of yellow, 
greenish smoke, which grew bigger and 
then came the sound of a gun about 
three seconds afterwards. A shell had 
burst in the air about 300 yards away, 
others.came all about the same place. 
They appeared to come from the direc­
tion of Bapaume.

" ‘Bad, very bad,* commented my 
companion. And so it appeared to me. 
for the Germans were dropping their 
shells from the southeast, at least one 
kilometre over range. We were stand­
ing beside a straw stack and looking 
due south, watching the Just discern 
able line, of French guns, when we 
heard the whistling screech of an ap­
proaching shell. Down we went on our 
faces behind the stack, and over to the 
left, not 260 wards away, rose a huge 
column of black smoke and earth, and 
Just afterwards a very loud boom re­
verberated A Mr German gun had 
come into action slightly nearer this

"Just behind a wood T could plainly 
see the smoke of the gun rising above 
the trees. Two more shells from the 
bk* gun exploded within 20 yards of 
each other and then, with disconcerting 
suddenness a French battery came into 
action within a hundred yards of 
straw stack. They had evidently been 
there for Some time.

"My ears are still tingling and buz­
zing from the sound, one after an 
other the guns of this battery bom­
barded the position of the German 
guns, which replied with a shell every 
three minutes.

"All di y long the guns thundered and 
roared, and all day long I sat outside 
the cafe of the Hotel des Voyageurs. 
They started to boom about 8 o’clock 
In the morning, being In position at 
sixteen batteries of artillery, calibre, 
about five kilometres outside Arras to 
the south.

Washington, Oct. 10.—The Japanese 
embassy in Washington is without 
confirmation of the capture of the Ger­
man island of-Yap by a Japanese naval 
force, and doubts that Japanese activi­
ties in the war have extended that far 
south in the Pacific. At the embassy 
last night it was. stated that the Toklo 
foreign office had never confirmed the. 
report of the capture of Yap, though 
prompt news of the capture of the 
Marshall Islands by Japanese was offi­
cially cabled to the embassy.

According t«i statements made by 
members of the embassy, Japan Is only 
extending her activities outside of the 
attack on Klau Chau for enough to 
protect Japanese and British commerce 
in the Pacific and the capture of the 
principal Islands In the Marshall group 
was a military measure.

The impression prevails here that the 
report sent from Tokio several day 
ago of the capture of*-Yap by a Japan­
ese naval force was a delayed form of 
a rumor in Washington on August 26 
last. The report then circulated was 
that the news of the capture of Yap by 
a Japanese force was brought to Cebu, 
In the Philippines, by the North Ger­
man Lloyd steamer Princess Alice. In 
vestigatlon at that time brought t< 
light that the bureau of insular affair; 
of the war department has received a 
dispatch from Manila saying that the 
c-ap'tain of the Princess Alice, which 
arrived on August 23 and then went to 
Cebu, had reported that the German- 
wireless and cable stations at Yap had 
been captured by a British warship.

Assisting her were Mrs. Hartman, 
convenor of the entertainment com­
mittee, and Mesdames Doull, Andrew 
Wright, and Drury. The tables were 
already burdened with parcels sent in 
by those who were unable to bring 
their gifts In person, and the contribu­
tions which arrived during the after­
noon with the guests still further sup­
plemented the growing piles of wel­
come packages. A bowl placed on the 
table near the entrance was also well 
filled, before the close of the day, with 
dollar bills, which are among the class 
of ever practical gifts at such times.

As usual most of the visitors took 
the opportunity to go over the hospital 
and visit the various wards, and very 
general were the congratulatory com­
ments passed in view of the many 
Improvements introduced during the 
year, particularly in connection with 
the tubercular ward. This department 
has been wonderfully converted under 
Miss Mackenzie’s direction, and now 
possesses a small kitchen for the pre­
paration of simple dishes, has its own

additions which greatly add to the ' 
comfort of the patients. Tents have 
been supplied in addition to the main 
tubercular ward, and a much more 
rganized effort has been made to give 

the most approved surroundings to the 
sufferers.
