Plant 6 inches
apart and about one inch deep in row 2 to

3 feet apart. Used very extensively through-
out the South for flavoring stews, roasts and
various other dishes. About 90 days to

edible condition.

ENDIVE:
Culture — Planting time. Southern States:

Spring, February to June; Falls, September to
November. Plant one ounce to 150 feet of row,
3 pounds to the acre. Sov^ either broadcast
and transplant like lettuce or in rows one
foot apart and thinned to 8 inches apart.
Used for salads. Approximate time to edible
condition of the two varieties is 75 days.
Bleached by tying up leaves or covering
plants.

FULL HEART BATAVIAN—90 days. An
improved variety with large leaves,
