AF ter a very hot feafon from the beginning of this month of

Fune, on the £ of the fame,early in the morning a great.

Tempeft was obferved,gathering Weft-South Weft, of which
thereappear’d much Lightning, with fome Thunder only asa
faroff. On the nineteenth (being Sunday) after feverallefs
ftrong reports of Thunder, the whole Town, and particu-
larly the Congregation ja St. Nic/as Church<when the Mini--
fter wasPreaching)was {trangely {urprifed with a moft terrible
flafh of Lightning and a fearful Thunder-clap, which lighted
down through the lefler fteeple uponthe body of the Church,
and through the round large hole in the npper Vault within
thefame, in the fhape (asfome obferv'd) of a black fiery ball,
directly upon. the Altar, caufing fuch an hideous. crack, fire-
flath, {moak and damp there, as if many fire balls had been
throwan dowa thither from the faid Vault, and burfted all at
once 5 begetting a difmal confternation among the people,and
leaving anill Sulphureous fmell behind.

The Candle on the South-fide -of the Altar was put out by
the blow,the other remain'd burning. Two of the Chalices
there, wereoverthrown,2nd the Wine Spilt, and the Wafers
icatter'd about 5 but the empty Chalice ftood firm. All three
were fomewhat {mutted at thefoot, and one of them a little
bent there, and in two places pierced throughasifit had been
by hail-thot : And the Wafer-boxes were likewife a lictle

fmutted
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fmutted towards the bottom, The Church béok was flun
on the inner paflage: The Covers of the Altar were finged in
divers parts, as by powder, and fomewhat burnt and fmutted
here and there,as alfo torninfome places. A firong picce of
Wainfcot, witha Picture upon it, behind the great Alcar, was
fplit in two, Of the Church-cleck,in the Well cad,at the (ame
time, both the Brafs-and Iron-Wires of the whole and .quar-
ter-hours hammer was partly broken,dnd the reft éould not be
foundsand an Oaken Polt fixt in the wall for the fupport of the
Dyall,was half torn, and beneath the fame divers Bricks were
ftruck out of the two Head-Pillars fupporting the Steeple. Cn
the top of'the Southern fteeple,an Oaken Gutter,aud a :ﬁmrfw‘g
Beam and Supporter were (batter’d, and fell dangeroufly, but
that one part of it held faft yet by one Nail,

One of the Minifters, though fitting near the Altar to ‘the
South, had o hurtatall. "Divers of the people feated round
about the Altar fell dowi to the ground with the fright One
Youth, that ftood next the faid Minilters Pew, not being able
to recover his fences, wascarried home. On the North fide
of the Altar, four perfonsfell down, and one of the Oaken
Seats being fplic under him that fate thereon, that perfon was
much hurt by it, and more thanany other. . Some that ftood
in or by the Belfree, nearthe Clock, 'were flightly hurt here
and there; and amang them a Mariner, leaning ona lined
oaken Seat there,had his right arm bruifed 5 and another man
though but {lightly hurt,yet could not remember, how he got
home from Church.

The Sermon being broke offy and the people making haft a-
way,fome obferv'd,that there iffued forch ahuge Damp.out of
the Southern Steeple, likeunto Smoak which poficled many
with great fears of Fire within 5 but the Church-Carpenter,
upon fearchof the faid Steeple and Church-roof within, met
only with a prefent noife and thick damp, which, though it
frighted him at firftinto an apprehenfion of Fire indeed 5 yet,
getting to the Windows, and opening them, .the damp i lued
with great violence, but there appear'd no Fire any where,
fave onlya littlein the fhatter'd parts of the Steeple, which
was foon quenched.

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The Church-Dyall was alfo much {mutted in fundry parts,
foiling the gilt figures that they could fcarce be difcernced.
The gilt Weather-cocks, upon both the Steeples, were like-
wile fmutted .on the one fide of their Tayles,without any « ther
mark.. Nor could it be in the leaft difcover'd,in either of the
Sregples,which way the Clapsentred,by all the fearch that was
made. :

Among the perfons,that were any way hurt,(who were but
eight inall) divers notable particulars were obferved after-
wards,viz.

_One,that ftood in the Bel-free, had the upper back-part of
his Cloth- coatyas alfo his {hirt and skin, {fomewhat torn; but
the lining of that Coat, whichwas red-fricze, had no hurt ag
all betwixt the reft.

Another,fitting in a Pew under the Organs, and leaning on
the door, whileft the Pew-lock - (then clofe to his body) was
fo violently {truck out.that it hung dnly by one Nail, had no
dammage at all by ithimfelf, nor.any other that fate or ftood
by there, when the ftroak happen'd, though they fellall
to the ground by the fright, atithe inftant when it was
given.

And as for him,that had his Arm bruifed, it was fomewhat
firange, that afterwards there was found a hole pafiing his
coat,waft-coat and fhirt on the fore-part of his Body, withcut
in the leaft hurting the Body s the hole appearing juft as fhot
through, And befides, notice was taken,that the faid man’s
Waft-coat (being of a red Sarcenet) kept its colourevery
where, but at the place where the Arm was hurt 3 and the
waft:coat being edged with a fmall Silver-lace, the lace was
fmutted almoft every where,and about the neck too , where
the party wore a Cravate. Thefame perfon had alfo one half
of a thoe torn off , the foal being pierced as with hail-fhot 3
and a piece of his ftockings foot on the fame foot {truck away,
near anhand-breadth 5 without any other hurt to either foot
or leg, but that for fome dayes that foot was benum-
med.

Laftly, one of them that fat by the Altar,had his Breeches

and Leatheredrawers onboth fides pierced through , as by
hail-
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hail-fhot, and part of it plainly fcorch’t and fhrunk up, as i:y
fire; and divers of fuch fmall holes in his fhirt too, yet with-
out any hurtin hisbedy 5 fave,that he found fome pain in his
foot, One fide of his fhoe alfo was half torn, and the Soal
fidewards pierced through , as ‘twere,with hail fhot.

Yet there dyed not any one of all them that werehurt 5
they recovering cither of themfelves, or by the advice and
help of others,
