-1ndianapolis, Ind. — Working thelr
way through the country by acting as
waiters at rashionable clubs for the
purpose of taking courses in séme of
the best universities in the United
sitates, as well as learning American’
customs and modes of living, six Jap-
ajese, now employed at the University
clab. are setting a good example for
Algerican youths.

‘Though they have been {n the United
Stistes only a year, the six are fairly
well educated in American ways,
speaking English pertectly, and as
waliters are said to be the best in the
business.

But their ambitions are higher than
simply to remain waiters all their lives,
and it is with the money they get while
waiting on table in the Inshlonablo‘
clubs that they hape to study in the
best schools in the country and later
take American ideas back to their na-
tive land.

Sons of the nobility of the land. they
were well educated in Japan befors
crossing the waters to America. This
country interested them, however, and
the six left Tokio together. ‘

While engaged at work the Japs
have also been studying. Bome of them
have already graduated from high
sthools in the United States, but later
returned to work with the purpose of
getting a higher education. When they
secure money enough the Japs leava
their work and take a course in one ot
the schools.

They have worked in many cities be-
tween the West and Indianapolis, and
only recently came from Lafayette, the
geat of Purdue university. They do not
care to have their names Koown. not
caring to be known as waiters, but
willing to answer all questions about
their country, their opinion of this, and
like to discuss happenings in tne fight-
ing zone, though opinions as to what
may happen they do not care to offer.

water. Colorado & Southern trainmen
report {hat hundreds of snakes are seek-
ing the railroad track, attracted thereto
by the warmth of the rails, and that
every train north of Silver Crown cuts
many of the reptiles in two. I[n going
about their work at stops trainmen are
very cautious, as several bave narrow-
ly escaped being bitten b ra‘tlers. Sec-
tion men are reported panic-stricken,
as the presence of the snakes on the
track makes their work very hazardous.

A snake seven feet in length struck
the hatfrom the head of the section fore-
man at Horse creek as he was climbln‘
up a high bank.

Where the snakes come trom isamys-
tery, as they have never hefore been par-
ticularly numerous in the infested balt
except at Iron mourtain. The reptiles
are pot youngsters., a majority of them
being in excess of three feet in length,
The warm weather has made them ex-
ceedingly active, and they are fearless,
striking at every moveg thing that
comes within their reach.

_ Anacnada, Mont.—There 8 eonster-
nation among the house owners In the
vicinity of Galena street and Warrea
avenue, and in the territory bounded
on the west by Gaylord sireet and om
the east by 3hields avemue, extesdlng
from Park down to Talbott, a large
area of territory s more or less in &
ahattered condition caused by the par-
tial collapse of surface workings of
mines in the viclaity.

Bome of the temmuta are actually im
fear of dire results and they look for-
ward 1o the time when the frost gets
out of the ground with apprehension,
for their disturbed minds picture
grewsome sights, such as houses fail-
ing into gaping abysses, tumbling inue
yawning chasms. children being buried
allve in their mothers' arms and sk
sorts of fautastic pictures of the vivid
imagination. The ground is sinking;
of that there i3 no doubt, for reports
of the occurrence have heen received
by the cuounty commissioners and thae
city council.

Houses have been set at variance
with their foundations and doors and
windows are set at odds with theis
casings ao that in many
they have had to be taken out and set
over again. Doors in a night bhawe
been squeezed so tightly as to refuse:
to open and had to be taken off their
hinges and rehung.

Blasting 18 heard directly benealh
bouses, and in one case the dishes
were rattled out of the cupboard and
broken into fragments by the violent
fall to the floor. One man said that
he was afraid to go into his cellar as
he thought a blast had broken the
ground and connected it
1.000-foot level of a mine.

The ownera of houses are as yet uti-
decided as to what action to take im
an effort t secure relief or redresa,
for it is not known who is responsible’
or how nrany may be held responsible
for the shaking up of that part of the
city. It is understood that the com-
plainants will  pool thelir grievances
and present them in a solid mass W
the authorities and push their suite
against the mining companies.

JAPAN IN WAR WITH US. :

Congressman Hull Declares Country
Is Menaced by Desire of Mikado
_ to Secure Philippine XIslands.

Des Moines, Ia.—Congressiman Joha
Hull, chairman of the house military
committee, declares the United States
will have trouble with Japan, and like-
ly a bloody war, over the Philippines
in the near future. He declares that
tn Wash'rgton and nther ~apitals the
opinion ts entertained in the best in~
formed circles that, if Japan. wins
against Russia, she will proceed (o
the task of driving occidentals out of
landed possessions in the far east, and
that the Unlted States, in the Phiilp-
pines., will come next

“The Japanese need the Philippines,™
said Congressman Hall, "and they are
eertain they coumsd wreét them from us.
We must remember that in a war witls
them we wouid be in the same sttus-
tion Russia i8 now. Japan would be
close to the scene of war, while we
would he 7.90 miles from it

“Japan would prefer to buy the is-
lands. and if she collects a great in-
demnity from Russia she will have the
money with which w buy. - So the
question may he put up to us very
soou. If we dnn't want o sell, we cam
safeiy expect that the Japanese will
pot lose time in finding occasion fot
trouble with us.

“Our policy should be to-fortify the
islands and Haiwaii, so that operations
against our Pacifiz coast could not be
rarried on from this gronp as a base.
If our present naval programme were
complated we would have a navy sec-
ond only to England’'s, and it would
be strong enough for many years tos
come if we could keep it all in the Pa-
cific. But tuat is impossible. Wa must
keep fleets in other waters-§hd stlil
maintain enough in the Pacific to:
overmatch Japan. That ll the situa-
tion ‘we face.
