BE IT ENACTED by the General Assembly of New Zealand
in Parliament assembled and by the authority of the same as

follows :—

I. The Short Title of this Act shall be “ The Appropri-
ation Act 1861.” '

XVI. In order to provide means in advance of the receipts
of the Ordinary Kevenue for defraying the authorised expenditure
of the General Government it sball be lawcul for the Colonial
Treasurer if thereunto authorised by un Order of the Governor
in Council from time to time to borrow and take up money on the
security of Treasury Bills carrying interest at a rate not exceeding
six per centum per annum and payable out of the Ordinary Reve-
nue at the expiration of a term not exceeding vwelve calendar
months from the date thereof Provided that the total amount of
Principal money owing on the securicy of such Treasury Bills for
the time being in circulation under this Act or the “ Appropriation
Act 1861 shall not in the aggregute at any time exceed £35,000.

XVIIL. Until permanent arrangement shall be made for the ex-
penditure incurred by the Native Insurrection and n order to make
tempurary provision for the purchase of arms and for purposes of
local defence generally it shall be lawful for the Colonial Treasurer
if thereunto authorised by an Order of the Governor in Couneil
from time to time to borrow and take up at interest at a rate not
exceeding £6 per centum per annuin payable out of the Ordinary
Revenue sums of money not exceeding in the whole £30,000 on
the security of Treasury Bills payable at the expiration of a term
not exceeding twelve months from the date thereof. And the said
sum of £30,000 shall be appropriated as follows —
