AS EXPLAINED PAGE 2 

COMMON PLANT NAMES 

We are endeavoring to use the American Nurserymen’s 
Association “Standardized Plant Names” and to be gov¬ 
erned by their Standardized System of Grading. 

Nomenclature: We have taken great care in nomencla¬ 
ture listing our stock under Approved Common Names and 
Horticultural Varieties In Capital Letters. We also show 
the Scientific Names to the left of column regular type. 
Various synonyms or unapproved names (that stock has been 
called but not approved) in parenthesis. 

“B&B”“BALL AND BURLAPPED” 

This means when a plant is dug with a ball, and bur- 
lapped. This Ball contains all the root that grew in the 
earth’s area. It is carefully chiseled out and ball not 
cracked or the soil crumbled while digging and without dis¬ 
turbing the roots. This ball of earth is then securely in¬ 
closed with strong Burlap and pinned with special needle 
pointed nails, taking up all the slack in the burlap. 

See page 2 for Instructions of how its done and soil 
our trees are grown in. 

“NB” “NOT BALLED” 

Means when plants are dug with NAKED ROOTS AND 
PUDDLED IN THICK MUD. For N-B shipment, we exer¬ 
cise every precaution to see that the stock reaches our cus¬ 
tomers in good condition. 

FOR (B&B) CARLOADS 

It does not require very many balls to make a minimum 
16,000 pound ear. Large Grades from 100 to IBO ; medium 
grades 150 to 200; and small grades from 200 to 350. 

RESERVE ORDERS 

Stock booked or Marked by the Customer in the Nurs¬ 
ery will be priced according to its value. This will include 
Specimen stock not priced in this Catalog. Deposits are to 
be made on this stock to assure us that it will be taken 
off the market.

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The Age of Standardization 
There are standards to go by and we are religiously endeavoring to follow them, even though we lose 

orders on account of buyers judging price by height alone. 
In every Nursery row there are several grades or quality of plants (about same heights the ordi¬ 

nary way of grading). We use X’s and measure by standards. 

Standardized Grading by X’s Standardized Evergreen Groups 
We wish to explain Grading by Quality as adopted by 

the American Nurserymen's Assn, in Chicago in 1923, which 
read as follows. “GRADING by quality is determined largely 
by height, spread and general appearance of the individual 
plant designated by the American Assn. X signifies good, 
plantable quality. XX indicates heavy grade. XXX indi¬ 
cates Extra Heavy (Perfect Specimens). 

QUALITY PRICES LISTED 

In this Price List the first column of prices quotes our 
prices for Extra heavy (perfect specimens) XXX quality. In 
the right hand column, we list Heavy XX. This XX quality 
is far better, and more uniformly graded than ordinarily 
sent out by Nurseries who do not follow Standardized Grad¬ 
ing; but our XXX Specimens are always worth the extra 
money we charge for them. Occasionally we have over- 
growns much better than the XXX quality Nursery row 
run stock, for which we will quote special prices. For X 
quality stock, which some customers may be able to use 
(but not recommended by us) deduct 207c from the XX qual¬ 
ity prices listed in Price List.

PYRAMID ARBORVITAE 

Showing X’s. Same height. Middle one is Standard 
XX. Heavy grade (listed in left column throughout this 
catalog). ’The one XXX on right is listed in other column. 
The left plant is a X which sells for 20% off the price 
of XX ones. 

What it requires to grade Evergreens by groups, either 
Conifers or Broadleaf. The Ornamental Grower’s Assn, 
(in the East) adopted a Commercial scale for grading Coni¬ 
fers in 1926. This grading was included in the American 
Assn, of Nurserymen’s report at Denver in 1928 and The 
Pacific Coast Assn, of Nurserymen have a Commercial 
Grading of Broadleaved Evergreens, which is in a way very 
similar to the Commercial scale for grading and grouping 
Conifers in the East. 

“ROMAN NUMERALS 

In this Price List, we have indicated, by Roman Num¬ 
erals at the beginning of each description, of our bushy 
types of plants to show which group the particular variety 
or class of plant should be graded by. 

These Six Groups are: as follows: 

(I) Group No. 1 (Spreading Type) 
Equals to the total measurements of the width of the 

plant taken each way and divided by two to figure the 
average. Or, 3 ft. wide x 1 ft. wide equals 2 ft. wide. 

(II) Group No. 2 (Semi-sprsading Type) 
Equals to the width being equal to the height. Or, 

2 ft. high equals 2 ft. wide. 

(Ill) Group No. 3 (Globe or Dwarf Types) 
Equals to the width being equal to one-half the height. 

Or, 2 ft. high equals 1 ft. wide. 

(IV) Group No. 4 (Cone Type) 
Ekiuals to the width being three-fifths of the height. 

Or, 5 ft, high equals 3 ft. wide. 

(V) Group No. 5 (Pyramidal Type) 
Equals to the height being three times the width. Or, 

3 ft. high equals 1 ft. wide, 

(VI) Group No. 6 (Slender Type) 
Equals to the height being five times the width. Or, 

5 ft. high equals 1 ft. wide. 

RATIO MINIMUM XX HEAVY GRADE 

We have endeavored to clearly classify these groups, 
so as to include all the bushy growing Evergreens. The 
ratios mentioned are minimums, and a plant to be XX 
quality should not fall below the proportions given. From 
observation, evergreens properly spaced and grown under 
normal conditions will have the same ratio in the various 
commercial sizes. 

WHERE MEASURE STARTS AND STOPS 

Measurements of height, should be where the branches 
start, and not at the ground where the planty are leggy. 
Top measurements should stop where the main part of the 
top ends, and not at the tip of a thin shoot.

Nothing makes our Southern towns 

more invitingly tropical especially in 

the eyes of our Northern visitors, than 

the palms, at home in our mild cli¬ 

mate. Lofty palms lining an avenue 
suggest stability and dignity. A care¬ 
less grouping of palms with other 
evergreens makes an effect of luxuri¬ 
ance that nothing else can create. 

The number of kinds of palms 
makes variety possible if one fancies 
a real palm grove. Their broadfanlike 
leaves afford shade without obstruct¬ 
ing the breeze. Planted so that their 
mature foliage just meets, they make 
a cool, inviting spot, never marred by 
falling leaves. 

Our palms grow very stocky in 
the heavy black land, having strongly 
developed leaves and large thick, pro¬ 
nounced trunks. More leaves accord¬ 
ing to caliper than on the palms grown 
in the more southern sections where 
development is quick and very tender. 
The same grades we offer when com¬ 
pared with others we have seen are 
worth three times as much. 

One of our chief specialties is 
Palms. During our years of experi¬ 
ence in handling nursery grown palms 
from open ground, we have settled 
on a system of lifting them with a 
ball of earth (Palms cannot be handled 
bare-rooted), and from 40 to 60 per 
cent of the leaves are cut off when 

dug. Never remove burlap when 
planting. After new growth starts, 
fertilize liberally with stable manure 
and water freely and your Palms will 
give pleasing results. 

Although the palm is tropical, its 
range is not so limited as some be¬ 
lieve. For 150 miles from the coast, 
Texas and Louisiana may vie with 
California and Florida in growing 
palms. Even in Fort Worth and Lit¬ 
tle Rock some varieties live comfort¬ 
ably with little protection.
