This is one of the earliest spring- vegetables, and should be in universal

use. Many persons think it is difficult to grow, but we consider this a mis-
take, and believe it can be produced as cheaply and easily as any on the
list. Sow the seed in the seed bed late in the fall or the early spring, as
soon as the ground can be worked, in drills one foot apart, covering the seed
about one inch deep. When the plants are four or five inches high, great
care should be taken to keep the bed free of weeds. One ounce of seed will

sow forty feet of row.
WASHINGTON ASPARAGUS.—Rust Resistant. This variety is the result of

careful breeding by the U. S. Department of Agriculture, with the object of
eliminating rust. A dark green color.

For early fruit sow the seed in March or April in the hotbed
or in pots in a sunny exposure in the house. When the plants

are about three or four inches high they should be set out four

or five inches apart in another hotbed or cold frame into small

pots, allowing- a single plant to a pot. Expose to the air as
much as possible to harden, and about the middle of May set

the plants in the open ground at a distance of four or five feet

each way. Water freely at the time of transplanting and shelter

from the sun for a few days until the plants are established.

Tomatoes will admit of training to stakes or trellis of various

kinds.

For early use, sow the small sorts as soon as the ground can be worked
in the spring-, in drills 14 inches apart, the Rutabagas 30 inches. As the
seed is very fine, it should be covered but slightly, excepting in very dry
weather.
