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KURILE ISLANDS

(Objective Area 91.1)

This report is a summary of material in the
published Air Objective Folder on the Kurile
Islands, and of subsequently obtained material
to be incorporated in revision of the folder.
Included are additional maps and photographs.

The Kuriles are a strategically located chain of several large
end many small volcanic islands which extend 700 milesg nor theastward
between Hokkaldo and the southern tip of Kamchatka.

The most northern island of the chain extends to within 7 miles
of Kamchatks and is less than 750 miles from Atty. The Kuriles lie
on the Great Circle route from the west coast of the United States
to the main Japanese islands. There has been considerable military
activity in the islands for more than ten years, and intelligence

indicates that a number of offensive and defensive bases have been
established.

There are over 40 iglands in the group, ranging from the 900-o0dd
square miles of Etorofu to little more than rocky projections from
the water. TFor the most part the islands are high and rugged, with
oU volcanic cones (about 20 active) averaging 3250 feet. Shorelines
generally rise abruptly, with relatively small beach dreas. There
are no good natural harbors. Scattered through the islands are a
number of anchorages, and additional possible anchorages. On the
larger islands are a number of areas adaptable for airfields. Some
of these areas are elevated terraces or plateaus, likely to require
considerable grading. More level areas are lowland in character, likely

to be swampy and requiring considerable drainage before use as air-
fields.

The Kuriles are cold, humid and foggy. Permanent population and
settlements are limited, and largely confined to the five most
southern islands, Fishing is the only economic activity of conse-
quence. The importance of the Kuriles is their strategic lecation.

There are two key areas in the Kuriles. One is Etorofu Island,
in the southern part of the chain and largest of the islands, on which
& number of naval and air bases are believed te have been established.
The other comprises the closely ad jacent Shimushu and Paramushiru
lslands at the northern end of the chain, where naval and radio
installations have been reported and sizable airfields are suspected.

Shimushu Island, which is separated from Kamchatka by a 7-mile
channel, is one of the least mountainous of the Kuriles. Two airfield
sites (TARGET 143 - which is large - and a location at the SE tip of the
island) have been reported. Observation has confirmed intelligence that
an electric power station, factory and barrack-type buildings, and radio
towers are located on the northern tip of Shimushu, and indicates that
2 forward naval base has been established at this point. Bettobu
Anchorage (TARGET 144) on the northwest coast is a sizable roadstead.
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Paramushiro Island has less level area than any of the mejor
islande. There has been observation and other intelligence of
extensive development at the Musashi Bay (TARGET 134) and Cape
Kurabu area at the southern tip of the island, including a landing
field with hangars, seaplane hangars, breakwater, radio installations,
etc. Reported areas with less extensive installations are Otomaye
Bay (TARGET 133) just north of Musashi (which may be a point for
Aleutian traffic), Arahate Point on the east coast, Kashiwabara Bay
(TARGET 132) across the narrow channel from Shimushu Island, and
Kakumabatsu Bay on the west coast. Reported installations on both
Paramushiro and Shimushu islends are indicated on the preceding map.

Etorofu Island is the largest of the Kuriles. It is over 100
miles long and 24-20 miles wide, representing over 900 square miles.
The island has more permanent settlements than any of the others, a
relatively well developed highway system, many usable anchorages,
and considerable area suitable for airfields if drained. The island
has eight groups of mountains (reaching 3000-5000 feet elevation and
including eix steaming volcanoes) which are interspersed with lowlands
running across the islapnd. Lake Toshimoe (TARGET 124), between
Hi tokappu and Rubetsu bays in the center of the island, has been used
as a seaplane anchorage. Hitokappu Bay (TARGET 124) is approximately
6 miles wide and the same distance inland, with substantial depth.
Extensive development as a naval and seaplane base is indicated.
Other principal bays are Moyoro (TARGET 140) on the northeast end of
the island; Bira Roadstead (TARGET 144) on the northwest: Rubetsu:
Naibo (TARGET 142) and Tannemoye (TARGET 141) at the south end of the
island. There are numerous smeller bays and/or anchorages.

Intelligence on the military development of the Kuriles is
fragmentary but there have been observations and/or recurrent reporis
of installations and/or construction on Shimushu, Paramushirn and
Etorofu, and on various other points in the group. Buroton Bay at
the northern end ~f Shimushiru Island (which lies approximately half-
way between Shimushu and Etornfu) is suspected of development into a
substantial naval base, with slipways, fuel storage, etc. Military
construction has alsn been reported on Uruppu Island, t» the south of
Shimushiru. The character of rock in the islands generally is
believed to lend itself to blasting and cnnsequent adaptability for
fortifications, protected storage, etc.

Because the Kuriles extend from 43°26'N to 50"56'N there ig a
ccnsiderable variatinn in climate. Climate of the more southern of
the islands approximates that of NE Hokkaido. Temperature is less
severe and fogs somewhat thinner than for the northern islands.

Fragmentary information indicates annual precipitation between
30 and 40 inches. Snow falls from Octnber to June. The combination
of the precipitaticn rate and the low temperatures results in a
consistently moist, humid and foggy condition. Fog is a constant
navigation hazard but the islands are seldom entirely enveloped and
the leeward side (usually the western in summer) is clear of fog. A

detailed tabulation of weather data is included at the end of this
report.

Following is a tabulation of targets as included in the published
Alr Objective Folder on the Kuriles. It will be noted that, in view
of the very limited econnmic develonment and importance of the islends,
targets are confined tn one airfield site and 24 harbors or anchorages.

Item Noe 1 is a reproduction of a sketch, taken from a
document captured at Lttu May 12, 1943, of Kashiwabara Harbor
(Cape Ishikawa) at the northern end of Paramushiru Island of the

Kuriles. Orientation is provided by the Paramushiru find Lpproaches
map and Map M-l in the Interim Report.

Item Nos 2 reproduces two sketches of Kuriles airfields as
presented in Item No. 275, Headquarters USAFISPA, Office of the
€ of §, G-2, as tranclated excerpts from a captured Japanese
notebook taken at Guadalcanal., The translation indicates that
the larger airfield is located on Shimushu Island. However,
standard maps and charts (see Map M«1) show no elevations on
Shimushu approaching the 1000 meters shown by the sketche. Terrain
compararable to that of the sketch is found across the strait
from Shimushu, in the general vicinity of Kashiwsbara Herbor on
Paramushiru Island. Available maps show no place names by which
the location of the emergency ficld sketched can be determined.
The other large airfield skotched evidently is at Tannemoye

(Tnnk&n) Bay at the southern end of Etorofu Island (seeﬁMap-M-S
of the Interim Report).

Item Noe & is a mep issued by L=2 Office, HQ. 11TH .ir ¥oree,
dated June 1, 1943. This map indicates shore defonse installations
clong the NW side of Shimushu Island, an airfield loeation on

Paramushiru (see Item No. 2), and considerable new road information.

It is suggested that this supplementary material be placed
in the Interim Reporte.
