X. Inspectors have no right to interfere in any kind of
local affairs.

XI. Neither the inspectors nor their servants must ask the

local authorities or people for money etc.

XII. The above regulations will be put into effect after
approval by the Executive Committee and will be announced for
general information.

REGULATIONS OF INVESTIGATION

I.  The districts which have reported the conditions of their
suffering are classed in eleven sections for investigation, and a cer-
tain time is given for the work of each section viz:

l.- Changsha, Siangt'an, Liuyang, Liling. Yuhsien, Ch’aling,
Ninghsiang and Yiyang within two months.

2. Siangsiang, Paoking, Sinhua, Anhua, Sinning, Chénpu
and Wukang within two months.

3. Siangyin, Yochow, Pingkiang and Lingsiang within one
and half month.

4. Yungshun, Paotsing, Kuchang. Tayung, Lungshan, Yung-
sui and Sangchih within three months.

5. Taoyuan, Yuanling, Luhsi, Chénch’i, Siipu, Chienchén
and Fenghuang within two and half months.

6. Chihchiang, Ch'ienyang, Mayang, Huanghsien, Huel-
tung, Chinghsien and Tungtao within three months.

7. Libsien, Lingli, Tz'uli, Shihmen, Anhsiang, Nanhsien
and Hanshou within one month and half.

8. Hengshan, Hengyang, Leiyang, Yunghsing, Anjen and
Linghsien within two months.

9. Changuing, Kueiyang, Sintien, Chiaho, Linéwu, Lanshan
and Ningyran within two and half months.
