RAJAH CAMARUPA.

HISTORIANS relate, thatin the
city of Oude, in the em-

pire of Hindoftan, there fofmerly
reigned a prince, whole name
was rajah Petl, This monarch
was renowned throughout the uni-
verfe for his excellent govern-~
ment, and firit juftice; but
heaven had not yet granted him
a fon, who might aflit him in
B the
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the cares of the ftate, and to
whom he might tranfmit the em-
pire after his deceafe. To obtain
this defirable event, the rajah
was conftantly foliciting the prayers
and interceflions of the dervifhes,
and other holy men of his court;
of whom one of the moft re-
fpeable, on account of the fanc-
tity of his life and the {weetnefs of
his manners, named Gyin Acha-
rya, affured the king, that he thould
erc long obtain the defire of his
heart; and to be fhort, the ra-
jah’s favourite wife difcovering
figns of prégnancy, in due time
a fon was born, whom the.prince
immediately named Camaripa.

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The ftory relates, that Cima-
rapa pafled on until he arrived
at his fifteenth year, during which
time he had made a wonderful pro-
grefs in every branch of cduca-
tion and {cience, and was cfteemed
by all, the moft accomplithed prince

of his time.

Having taken a great dclight
in the pleafures of the chace, his
father the rajah determined to
indulge his inclinations; and that
he might enjoy his favourite di-
verfion the more pleafantly, he
built an elegant hunting-feat for
him in the center of a fpacious
foreft, abounding in all forts

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of game, and adorned with lofty
trees, and ftreams of delicious
water. No expence was {fpared
to render this abode as perfet as
pofible. Hecre the prince Cama-
rlpa, and fix of his favourite com-
panions, young men of his father’s
court, ufed to divert themfelves in
the pleafurcs of the chace for

many days together.

Of thefe young men, the ftory
informs us, the following were
the names: The firft was Mitra
Chandra, fon to the vizier of
rajah Peti, a moft accomplithed
young man, who bore an excel-
lent character at court for his

fidelity
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fidelity upon all "occafions. This
youth was more beloved by the
prince, than any of the reft. The
fccond young man was named
Vidya Chandra, the fon of Pun-
dit Rajah, a perfon cminent for
his learning, and accomplifh-
ments in the polite arts. The third
was Dhanwaatari Tubeel, who
attached himfelf to the ftudy of
phyfic, and had made a confider-
able progrefs in that very relpec-
table profeflion. The fourth was
Chitra Mana, a painter of great
excellence.  The Afth was Ma-
nickya Chandra, a jeweller, who
profefled a wonderful knowledge
of precious ftones, and was looked

B3 upon
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upon as a fkilful mafter. The
fixth and laft was Calivat Rafa
Ranka, famous for his fkill in
mufic..  All thefe young men
were attached to Camartpa by

the ftriteft ties of friendthip and
affeGtion, and were never {eparated
from him.

This party having one day
fpent their time in merriment at
the hunting-feat above mentioned,
in the evening a moft fumptuous
entertainment was prepared, where
the banquet was enlivened by the
choiceft muficians and dancers,
and wine of the firft quality was
fervéd up in cups of pure gold

. , by
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by the hands of youthful cup-
bearers, whofe cheeks outvied the
bluthing rofe. They continued to
a late hour of the night, when,
wearied with pleafure, they retired
to their repofe, each to his feparate

apartment.

Rajah Cimartpa, on falling
afleep, had the following remark-
able dream. He thought that
being in company with his be-
loved friend Mitra Chandra, they
on a fudden found themfelves
at the gate of a magnificent city,
fair and glorious as the fun, and
of fuch exquifite fplendour as the
gye had never feen, nor travel-

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lers had ever defcribed. Adjoin~
ing to the city walls, was a gar-
den of moft elegant appearance,
adorned with graceful cyprefs
trees, and fountains of delicious
water. Into this garden the prince
and his friend entered, but they
had not been long there, when the
keepers of the place approaching
informed them, that the prin-
cefs Cimalatd, daughter of the
fovereign of Serendip, was then
in the garden, having come
thither for the purpofe of taking
her accuftomed recreation. Upon
this intelligence, ‘tajah Cimartpa
and his friend Mitra Chandra,
much aftonithed, were fearful- of

giving
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giving offence; and not having an
opportunity of retreating, retired
underneath a fhrubbery of rofes,
where they concealed themfelves.
In the mean time the princefs
Rana Kaam Lettaii, in the bloom
of youth and beauty, and breath-
ing forth all the fragrance of the
early {pring, attended by her dam-
fels, vifited the garden, to recreate
themfelves with the {weetnefs of
the air and the perfumes of the
rofes. While they were- thus em-
ployed, one of the attendants
upon the princefs happening to
approach the fhrubbery where the
men were ,concealed, percéived
the rajah and his companion fit-

diately going up to them, thus
addrefled them: * Rude ftrangers!
“ from whence do you thus in-
“ trude upon the privacy of our
“ miftrefs, and who are ye?”

Rajah Camartipa upon this re-
plied, ¢ Fair Lady, the perfon
“ whom you fee before you, is
“ the fon of Rajah Peti, the
“ fovereign of the kingdom of
“ Qude; and this is his friend
« Mitra Chandra. Having par-
‘“ taken of the pleafures of the
“ chace, we chanced to firay to-
“ wards this delicious garden, and

“ you coming unezpeCtedly, we
* had
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“ had no time to retreat; we
“ accordingly concealed ourfelves
« under this fhrubbery, in order
“ that we might not, by our ap-
“ pearance, give offence. As
“ we are therefore ftrangers here,
“ we hope the rights of ho-

“ fpitality will not be vio-
¢ lated.”’

The attendant, without reply-
ing to this addrefs, haftened back
to her miftrefs, and related the
affair to her. Rana Kaam Let-
tail upbn this intelligence be-
came enraged, and the bluth of
virgin modefty, heightened with

difcon-
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difcontent, appearing - in . her
cheek, a fuffufion in colour like
the rofe overfpread it. Looking
then on her attendants, fhe or-
dered them inftantly to go and
acquaint the king her father with
the circuniftance; "that he might
infli¢ a proper punifhment upon
the infolent ftrangers, who had
thus violated the rights and pri-
vileges of good manners. But
one of her friends then in com-
pany, the beautiful Céamacata,
thus interceded for the ftrangers:
“ Miftrefs! it were better firft
“ to hear the apology of thefe
* youths; they may perhaps un-
‘ “ know-
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knowingly have committed this
offence, and mercy and kind-
nefs to firangers are ever moft
acceptable to the Deity.”

Softened by this addrefs, the
princefs commanded her favourite
to introduce the ftrangers to her
prefence ; fhe joyfully obeying,
approached them in a moft
graceful manner, and defired
them to accompany her to the
Rana her miftrefs, affuring them
that they fhould meet with the
kindeft treatment. Cémarupa and
his frignd, elated with joy at thisine
telligence, followed the young lady,
and foon arrived in the prefence

of
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of the Rana Kaam Lettaii, whofe

wy made fuch inftantaneous
iupkellion upon the young prince,
that at the firft fight of her he fell
motionlefs to the earth. The
princels, filled with grief .at the
fituation of the beautiful young
man, who had unknowingly taken
poflefflion of hcr heart, approached
him, ‘and placing his head on her
lap, fhe poured upon his cheek
the contents of a phial of rofe-
water, which fhe happened to
have about her. This application
reftored the rajah to his reafon,
when cafting his eyes upon her
enchanting face, and from the
bottom of his heart fetching a

deep
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deep figh, he at once broke out
into paflionate exclamations. In
fhort, they immediately became
enamoured with each other;
while his friend Mitra Chandra
became enraptured of the beauty
of the generous lady who had
fo nobly ftood up in their de-
fence, Thefe four faithful lo-
vers delivering themfelves up to-
tally to their all-powerful paf-
fion, the time flew on in the
moft pleafling manner, when the
rajah Cimaripa fuddenly awak-
ing from his dream, found himfelf
in his own chamber.

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The prince thus undeceived,
uttered a loud fhout, and inftantly
fwooned® aw'ay. His friends and
companions, alarmed at fo unac-
cuftomed a noife, quickly rufhed
into his apartment, where they
found him in the ftate already
defcribed.. Grieved at the fight,
they fet up a loud lamentation,
when the prince once more re-
covered from, his trance, and caft
his eyes wildly around him, in
fearch of his beloved Camalati ;
but not perceiving her, his grief
became .exceflive, and .he again
became motionlefs, until at length,
by the affiftance of Dhanwantari,

who,
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who, as above mentioned, was well
fkilled in phyfic, they once more
brought him to his fenfes; when,
after weeping bitterly for the lofs
of his mmiftrefs, they quitted the
foreft all together, and carrying him
to his own palace, informed the
kinghisfather, and the princefs Ripa
Swartpa his mother, of the unhappy
accident that had befallen him.

The king diftracted at this
cvent, affembled the moft ikilful
phyficians of his kingdom, and
requefted them to alleviate the pi-
tiable ftate of his fon’s mind, Af-
ter much confultation, they gave it

(] ceflive
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ceflive violence of the diforder,
and his fon’s perturbed imagina-
tion, nothing more at prefent could
be done, than to adminifter be-
verages which were of the lighteft
kind, and pleafant to the palate;

- All this was done, but with no

« éouniry,‘Whofe watcrs areé more
“ refrefhing than the waters of im-
“ ‘mortality; and whofe air is purer
% than the breath of love in the
¢ Jeafon of youth.”

Cimar(pa at this namc inftantly
recolle&ting what had paffed in his
dream, gave a fcream of joy, and
fainted  away : Being revived by
.i'ﬁ‘e affiftance of his attendants, he
earnéftly’ requefted the Brahmin

to refate to him every perticular
‘ he
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he could recolle® of Sercadib.
On this the Brahmin addrefled
the prince in the following man-
ner:

“ Know then, moft illuftrious
“ fir! that the famous Rajah Chitra

Again was Camaripa deprived
of fenfe and motion ; {o violent was
the effe, that thofe about him
imagined his foul had departed
-from his body in the excefs oi joy.
But this fortunately was not the
cafe, and the prince being once
‘mate reftored to himfelf, with many
thanks defired the Brahmin to con-
tinue his account, which he did to
the following effe& :

‘imminent danger.

While they were congratulating
each other on their efcape, the
waves a fecond time began to roll,
(fuch was the Divine will!) when

_his affeCtions. At mid-day per-
ceiving at a diftance fomecthing
black, he approached toward it,
when to his unfpeakable joy he
difcovered a very handfome and
populous city.

up to defpair; and not knowing
what I did, fometimes I fang, at’
other times I laughed ‘and cried al-
ternately, fo that my fellow-pri-
foners began to imagine that I was
difordered in mind.

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would be of no avail in the pre~
fent inftance. Dhanwantari ac-
knowledged the truth of the ob-
fervation, and rcturning to the
Rajah, told him, that if he would
permit him to continue his at-
tendance on the Princefs, he hoped
thortly to reftore her to health.
The Rajah being much pleafed
with the freedom and confidence
of Dhanwantari, ordered all the
other phyficians to withdraw, and
refigned his daughter entirely to
the carc and management of the
new phylician.

utmoft anxiety and forrow. It
plealed the great Difpofer of events,
however, after three days -and
nights, that the plank on which I
fat was driven on fhore by the
violence of the waves, and I fafely.
reached the land, but was fo weak
and faint as fcarcely to be able to

dif-
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difengape myfelf from the plank.
Having however accomplifhed it, I
“fat down a fhort time to reft, till,
prompted to go in fearch of food, I
was induced to fet out. I had
.not advanced many paces, when
the fight of a quadrangular build-
ing attralted my attention. Hither
I dire&ed my courfe, and find~
the door open, entered; on which 1
immediately found myfelf in a de-
lightful garden abounding with de-
licious fruit-trees and ftreams of
tranfparent water. In this abode
of luxury and delight, the lofty
pine and flately cyprefs overtopped
the more humble fhrubs, and af-
forded an agreeable fhade; while

s'breezes which this delightful
¢ place affords. I am the chief
‘% gardener of the place, and if
# you will honour my houfe with
# your company, I fhall efteem

# myfelf happy.” . o
gladly
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I gladly accepted the friendly
invitation, and the gardener im-
mediately condu&ted me to his_
habitation, which was a neat
cottage in the corner of the gar-
den.  Having prepared a plen-:
teous repaft, we pafled the.evening
in pleafing converfation ; and next
morning the gardener, agreeable’
to his ufual cuftom, went forth
to attend his flowers and fhrubs,
while I amufed myfelf by walking
about the garden, and repofing
in the fummer-houfe. Several days
thus pleafantly paffed over, wheh; as
Thad no other amufement, I exer-.
cifed my fkill in painting and
drawing, in order to relieve my

mind,
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miﬁd One day I drew the whole

ﬂ:nry of my dear Prince Cima-
riipa.on the door of the fummer-
houfe, from the period of his re-
markable dream in the foreft, un-
tll the prefent hour, 1 had taken
care :to -defcribe the different
fﬁends ~of the party, all of whom
I beld in the dearelt remem-
brance. . Having completed the
figures in a very mafterly manner,
it "happened that the Rajah Peti,
wa]kmg in ‘the garden, perceived
on, the door of the fummer-houfe,
whatJ bad drawn ; and being much
.i_akg!:;-with it, demanded of the gar-
dener by whom the figures had been
sxequted: The;"chief gardener, who

had

the wall. The Prince immedi~
ately defired to be informed who
I was, and whence I, came.
In reply, I told him, that I was
originally from the province of
Oude, in Hindoftan; that I was
by profeflion a painter; and had
acquired fome fkill in that arr.
The Rajah then atked me, if I
could draw his pi¢ure; to which
having fignified my ability and ea=
gernefs to pleafe him, he ordered

me to draw his likenefs; which
L pre=
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prefently did in fo mafterly a fiyle,
Jbat the Prince infifted upon my

fuitable attendants ; and from that
time 1 grew every day more and
more in his favour, fo that I
fliared his confidence equally with
the firft man in his dominions, till
my fame was firmly eftablithed.

‘The Rajah one day informed me,
‘that he had long wifhed to fend an
ambaffador to-his friend and ally
the' King of Serendib, and had

prepared many valuable prefents
ﬁor that purpofe; but that he had
‘gt been able to procure any per-
fon
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fon fit for the employment. He
therefore requefted that I woyld
accept the charge; to which I regs
dily confented, in hopes of hearigg
fome tidings of my beloved Prineg.
Having ordered the neceflary pre-
parations to be made for my joyr-
ney, I fet off immediately. My bay-
ing been taken fick on my asrival,
has fortunately proved the means
of my beholding 3 dear and long
loft friend. Now, having related
my ftary, [ requeft that you will ig~
form me by what means you came
hither, and what bas happeped sp
you fince our difaftrous fhiprrsshs

Dhanwantari then related thg
whole of his adventures from' the
L2 time
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time they had parted; and in-
formed him, that they had come to
Serendib on purpofe to gain fotnc
tidings of their common friend the
Prince, but hitherto had not been
able to obtain the fmalleft difco-
very. He added, the Rajah s
my friend, and has appointed me
Phyfician to his only daughter, the
Princefs Kaann Lettaii, for whofe
fake we had all undertaken
this dangerous expedition. Chitra
Mana immediately defired him to
obtain, by every means in his
power; the fecret of the Princefss
paffion j for he had heard that fhe
had fallen in love with a beautiful
young Prince’ in a dream, and

had

The
PHncefs immediately related the
whole' of her rémarkable dteam,
and of her fulling in love with the
Prince Comartipa; telling Him, that
fhe had had neither peace nor reft
+ fiiwe that fatal moment ; and con-
cluded
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cluded with a requeft, that as he
regarded her life and honour, he
would not divulge what fhe had
related. Dhanwantari, after pro=
mifing inviolable fecrecy, declared
to the Princefs, that he would do
every thing in his power to for=
ward her withes in fearching for
Camartpa ; and with thofe pre=
pofleflions he left her, and weat to
Chittra Mana.

Having finithed it in
the higheft perfe@ion, he gave it to
the Phyfician, and defired that he
would prefent it to Kaann Lettaii,
and wait until he faw what effect it
prfoduce'd. " Dhanwaritari accord-
ingly took the picture, and deli-
vered it into the hands of Kaum
Knllau, who ‘prefented it to her

~mflﬁreﬁs. When the Princefs caft
her
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hér eyes on the painting, fhe exe
prefled much furprife and admira-
tiorh at the performance ; and hap-
pening on a fudden to fee the
figure of the Rajah Cimarupa, the
let the picture fall out of her hands,
and, with a violent fhriek, dropt
lifelefs to the ground.  The attend-
ant, much affe¢ted at this unex-
pected accident, laid her on a’
couch, and having plentifully be-
dewed her face with ottah of rofes,
fhe at length rtecovered. The
Princefs heaved .a deep figh;. ‘and
taking away the piQure, retired,
to indulge and confole—helji‘clf“wi;ix
the fight of what fhe valued as

more
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more dear than all {he poflefled in
-the world.

Kaum Kullaii, in the mean time,
'went and informed her friends
Dhanwantari and .Chitra Mona
‘with what had paffed; and de-
feribed the aftonithment of the
Princefs at the fight of the picture.
Upon this, Chitra Mana fet to work
on another performance, on which
he - defcribed the afflition of
‘Gamartipa on his awaking from his

. This atfo Dhanwantari delivered to

the
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the Princefs, who exprefled the
greateft aftonithment at feeing the
Plryfician’s portrait among the
others; and rcquefted of him, as
he had contributed fo much to re«
licve the diftrefs and agitation of
her mind, that he would daily
bring fome performance of this ex=-
quifite mafter of the art.

Dhanwantari, well pleafed at the
requeft, informed his friend ; andhe

"The confidant accordingly went
to Dhanwantari, and "cémmanded
hirh and his friend the Painter im-
mediately to come before the Prin-
cefs. They obeying, on their ar-
rival Kaum Lettaii defired Dhan-
wantari to inform her of the whole
affair without the leaft referve. He
immediately began to relate to
her every circumftance he knew
concerning the fate of the Prince
Camaridpa, from his firft falling in:

time the drew a ring from her
finger, and gavc it to Chitra Mana,
. telling him, that if he was fo for-
tinate as to meet with Ciamaripa,
. he might prefent it to him as a
mark - of her affeGion, She then
. bid him farewell, withing him fuc-
eefs in his undertaking; and fhortly
after acquaipted hét father, that
by -the great fkill of the phyfician
‘Dhgnwantari fhe found herfelf

:"rpc;rfeé'tly reftored to hedlth, The
9 Rajah
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Rajah at this information was
filled with joy, and ordered a
large fum to be diftributed .to

the poor and holy men; he like-
wife gave Dhanwantari feveral
magnificent prefents, and the whole
court and city were ordered to
make public rejoicings on the oc-
cafion.

Mean time Chitra Mana, hav-
ing requefted permiffion of the
Rajah to depart, ordered a letter
to be written in an{wer to’ that
which he had received from Ra-
jah Gaja Peti, and at the {ame
time delivered to him feveral rare
and valuable prefents.

When I awaked, I wan-
dered about in fearch of an habita-
tion ; and after fome time arrived
at a very pleafant valley, ‘where
there was abundance of refrefhing:

By thefe means,
thanks be to Almighty God, the
defires of my heart are at length
accomplithed, and I have once
more the felicity of beholding my
ever dear Prince, friend, and
malfter.

When Calavat Rafa Ranga had
finithed his narration, the Prince
Céimaripa tenderly embraced him ;
and the next day, while they were
feated at the banquet, he -made the
Rajah acquainted with the whole.
of his ftory; who cordially congra~
tulated the Prince, and received

o 4 Rafa
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Rafa Ranga with many tokens of
regard.

Leaving now this aflembly of
friends, happy in each other, at the
court of Rajah Pri'tihi Pé, we
fhall return to the adventures of
Samadhi Pachanan Pundit, who
had been the original caufe and
promoter of the late difaftrous
journey.

The Adventures of Samadhi Pacha-
nan, a Brabmin, attached to
Prince Camarupa.

WHEN the fhip went down,
Samadhi Pachanan Pundit, the

Brahmin, was committed to the
mercy of the winds®and waves.
For the fpace of three days he
ftruggled with fate; and at the
expiration of that time, he was caft
on fhore upon an ifland in the
China feas.

Saying this, fhe fhed a fhower of
tears, which o affe¢ted the Brah-
min that he could contain himfelf
no longer, but coming forward,
threw himfelf at the feet of the
Princefs, who inftantly recolletted
him. -She defired him to rife,

4 and
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and inform her where he had been
for fo long a fpace of time. He
anf{wered, That he had been to the .
kingdom of Oude; and then re-
lated the whole ftory of the Prince
Camartpa’s paflion for her, this
fubfequent journey in fearch of her}
and the fhipwreck by which means
he had been feparated from the
Prince and the reft of his compa-
nions ; and added, that fince that
period he had heard nothing fur- -
ther concerning them.

The Princefls
following quickly, came up to it,and
fpeedily catching it, put the par-
rot upon her wrift, and at the fame
time laid hold of the filken firing
the perceived tied to his foot, that
it might not again get away.
The parrot immediately thus ad-
dreffed the Princefs: * How muft
¢ the heart of that animal flutter
* who becomes the prey of beauty
“ and elegance?” Then, to the

aftonifh-
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aftcnithment of the Princefs, it
began to warble forth fuch exqui-
fite ftrains of melody, that the be-
came perfeCtly enchanted by them.

. Rejoiced at having obtained fo
defirable a prize, fhe called to her
friend Kaum Kullai, and refigned
the bird into her hands, requefting
her to take all poflible care of it,
and then returned to the palace.

When night approached, and all
her attendants, except Kaum Kullai,
were gone, the bird began to peck
at the ftring round his foot with his:

was alfo prefent the mother, the
Rana Gulbi Laetti, who appeared
much delighted at the happy al-
teration in her daughter’s health.
When the banquet was ended, and
all the attendants except Kaum
Kullai had retired, the parrot de~
fcended from the place where he
was perched, and flew towards the
Princefs ; who inftantly knowing
her diligent and faithful meﬂ'enger;
unloofened the ftring from his foot,
and the Pundit aflumed his natural
fhape. He then delivered his maf
ter’s meflage to the Princefs, who
returned him many thanks for the
trouble to which he had been put

put'it into the Pundit’s hand, de-
firing him to prefent it to her be-
loved Prince, as a token of her un-
alterable love and affeion. She
then retired to reft; and Budea
Chaund again affluming the form of
a bird, flew back to his own habi-
tation,

.. The Prince being informed of
what had happened, -and prefented
with the vial' of otta which the
Princefs had: committed to the care
of his friend, fixing his eye on this
token of affe@ion from his dear
Kaann Lettaii, 'he became filled
with joy "and gladnefs, and in-

| ftantly
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{tantly applied the contents to his
face and eyebrows, kifling and em~
bracing Budea Chaund, and de-
claring himfeclf to be the happieft

of mortals.

The feftival of Secambur now
approached, and on the preceding
day Cémaripa once more intreated _
Budea Chaund to return to the pa-
lace, and repeat the meflage which
he had formerly carried, left
the Princefs Kaann Lettali -by
chance might have forgot it.. The’
Pundit accordingly prepared. to de~’
part, but Mitra Chandra, the favou=
rite friend of C4martpa, at that in-
ftant rifing up, requefted the

Prince’s
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Prince’s permiflion to fend his beft
affe@tions by Budea Chaund to the
beautiful Kaum Kaullai; adding,
that from the report he had heard
of her,‘ he was become much ena-
moured. CamarGpa {miling, con-~
fented to the requeft,- and Budea
Chatind again afflumed the fhape
of a bird, and departed to the
palace.

On his arrival, finding the Prin~
cefs and Kaum Kullai alone, he
flew towards them, and on affum-
ing " his natural thape, delivered his
meflage. He then told the Prin-
cefs, that he had another meflage

0y with

by*virgin modefty, defired Budea
Chaund to rcturn her good wifhes
10 his friend.

Budea Chaund now took hisleave,
and returning to the Prince, in-
formed him of what had happen-
ed; and alfo related the meflage
of Kaum Kaullai to his friend Mi-
tra Chandra, who was enraptured
at the report, and indulged the
pleafing idea of enjoying his mif-
trefs at the fame time that the
Prince fhould be united to the ob=
je&t whom he had fo long ardently
fought,and for whofe fake he had un-~
dergone fuch trouble and affiGion.

The
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The feftival of Secambur now
arrived.  Early in the morning’the
Rajah Chitra Péti iffued from his
palace, attended by all the lords of
his court, drefled in their moft
{plendid apparel ; and having ar-
rived at the place of affembly,
feated himfelf on a magnificent
throne of purc gold, placed on a
farge and fpacious fcaffolding erec-
ed for the purpofe. Soon after, all
the Princes and Rajahs, who had
come as fuitors to the DPrincefs,
made their appearance, each attend-
ed by his refpetive train. To this
feftival the. choiceft muficians were
engaged, and the whole affembly
-refounded with melody, mirth, and

dancing,

When
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When fhe entered the aflembly,
all the Princes, aftonifhed at fuch
a blaze of beauty, fet up a loud
fhout, and many were, by thc
power of her charms, inflantly de-
prived of their fenfes, while others
began the molt extravagant excla-
mations.  All anxioufly waited the
approach of the Princefs, each
hoping to be the happy mortal to-
wards whom his propitious deity
might dire& her choice.

lent companions, until they fhould
be able to find out by what means
they had bewitched the affe@ions
of Kaann Lettai.

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confined. This order was inftantly
obeyed, and the unfortunate fate-
impelled Prince and his faithful
friends were, without referve,
thrown into that loathfome prifon ;
where for the prefent the ftory
leaves them, and proceeds to relate

the {ublequent events.

As foon as the Rajah returned to
his palace, he fent for his daughter
in great wrath, and having re-
proached her for the difgrace which
fhe had brought upon him, fo-
lemnly {wore that he would confine
her for the remainder of her life in
an inacceflible prifon. He accord-
ingly ordered a place to be built,

inclofed
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inclofed within a very high wall, and
when it was finifhed, he removed
the Princefs thither, with all her
cffe@s, allowing her no other com-

panion than her friend Kaum
Kullai.

This unfortunate Princefs being
thut up from the world and fociety,
and condemned to pafs the remain-
der of her days in prifon, her af-
fe&tion for Cimartpa became more
fervent when fhe refleéted on the
punifhment which he was doomed
to undergo for her fake.

While fhe was thus lamenting
her hard fortune, CamarGpa and
“his companions were confulting to-
gether in their miferable dungeon
by what means they were moft
likely to obtain their liberty. Juft
at this moment Mitra Chandra re~
colleGted the hairs which the
demon Huddum had beftowed
upon him at parting, when he was
on the point of being devoured by
his companions; and who had pro-
mifed that whenever he fhould

burn
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burn one of thofe hairs, he would
inftantly come to his affiftance, and
deliver him from any evil which
might befal him. IHe thercfore
propofed to the Prince, that he
fhould try what effec the burr g
of the hairs would have. The
propofal being agreed to, and Mi=~
tra Chandra having made a hire, he
put into it one ot the hairy, when
prefently after a loud clap of thun-
der was hcard, and the denon
Huddum made his appearance at
the mouth of the pit. At this hi-
decus fight, the guards who had
becn placed there by order of the
Rajah, were ftruck with terror,
and they all took to flight with

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the utmoft fpeed. Huddum, after
kicking away the ftone that covered
the mouth of the pit, looked down,
and perceiving the Prince and his
companions, afked them, what they
wanted with him? Looking up,
they were fo much terrified that
they could not utter a fyllable, but
inftantly began to put up their
prayers to God. Mitra Chandra,
however, knowing him, called out
from the bottom of the pit, and re-
turned him his fincereft thanks for
having punctually performed his
promife ; and concluded by re-
quefting, that hc would deliver the
Prince Camaripa and his unfortu-
nate companions from their prefent

dread-
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dreadful fituation. Huddum know-
ing the voice of Mitra Chandra,
upon this application defcended

This be=
ing done, he ordcred rejoicings to
be made throughout the city upon
this moft aufpicious cvent; and
that a folemn prcclamatioﬁ thould
be iffued, that the illuftrious Rajah
Camarupa, fon to the fovercign of
Oude, was on the point of enter-
ing-his capital city, and that every
neceffary preparation fhould be
made to reccive fo noble a gueft.

‘Mitra Chandra departing with
the prefents, foon arrived at his
mafter’s camp, and informed him
of all that had happened, and of
the Rajah’s intentions cf paying
him a vifit. Upon this, Cimarupa

ordered
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ordered his tents to be ftruck, and
marched directly for Serindib. On
his arrival near the city gates, he
ftopped and encamped for that
night. In the morning the Rajah
Chitra Péti, accompanied by his
nobles and courtiers, moft fump-
tuoufly apparelled, came out of the
city, and went dire@lly to the
Prince’s camp.

After this friendly falu-
tation had paffed, the Prince led
the Rajah into a magnificent tent,
where he had prepared a noble
banquet for his reception. Thefe
two illuftrious monarchs, fecated on
a golden couch, appeared like the
two refplendent planets Jupiter and
Saturn, in one conjuné&ion ; while
all around them, ftruck with the
magnificence of the fcene, returned
their thanks aloud to the Deity for
this happy event.

The
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+ The banquet being finithed, the
Prince CimarGpa and the Rajah
Chitra Péti returned to the city.on
the fame clephant; and on their
arrival the Rajah led the Prince to
the palace, which had been pre-
pared for the reception of him and
his companions, and then retired
to give orders, and fix a time for
the celebration of the nuptials of
his beloved daughter, whom he
had ordered to be releafed from her
confinement, and acquainted with
the happy arrival of her dear Ra-
jah Camardpa. The cnamoured
Princefs, overcome with joy at this
unexpeted and happy event, re-
figned herfclf to the pleafing idea

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of at length accomplifhing the
withes of her heart, and of re-
warding her beloved Camariipa for
his conftancy and affeGion.

Rajah Chitra Péti having ordered
the aftrologers of his kingdom to af-
femble, requefted that they would
confult the planets for a fortunate
hour in which the marriage might
be folemnized. The aftrologers, in
obedience to the commands of their
Prince, retired ; and after fome
days returned, declaring that they
had fixed on a moft aufpicious
moment for the celebration of this
fortunate event. Upon this intel-
ligence the Rajah gave orders for
rejoicings to be made throughout

all

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.When night approached, the
"Prince Camartpa, quitting his own
palace, mounted a {pirited courfer,
and dreffed in the moft gorgeous
apparel, attended by his faithful
companions, went to the royal pa-
lace, and entering the affembly, alk
prefent were aftonithed at his exqui-
fite beauty and graceful mien.
