He can test them for vitality, but it is impossible with-
out using the entire season, from seed time to harvest,

to test their purity and trueness to name. There was
a tendency a few years agfo to crowd down the cost of

production, and often times it was done at the sacrifice

of quality. The past three seasons have been very
short crops. The season of 190 J in particular has
proven the most disastrous to seed g^rowingf of any year
of which we have record. I doubt if ever a crop failure

has been as wide in extent as the past one. It has
affected nearly the whole territory, both in Europe and
America, from which our seed supply is usually ob-

tained. Our own crop at home has been no exception

to the rule. The vine seed. Tomato, Corn, Turnip,
Onion seed and Onion Set crop has been but little better

than a failure with us, the yield beingf not more than
an average of 30 per cent. The shortest item this year
is Peas, many sorts being only 10 to 15 per cent, of an
average crop. This condition of affairs, on top of a
very poor crop the year before, has made Pea stocks

this year a very serious problem. In common with
other seedsmen, we are already sold out on some items,

and on all varieties we have but a limited amount to

offer, bearly enough to take care of our regular trade.

The result of all these serious crop failures is much
higher prices, and before the season is over many im-
portant items will be impossible to obtain. Order your
supply early, and make sure of obtaining it; don^t delay.
