N. I. off duty, the Stationary Guard
of 'the Governor General and the re-
maining men of the Body Guard, the
whole forming a street extending
from the Northern Gate of the Area,
to the Northern Staircase of the Go-
vernment House. The Governor Ge-
neral’s Band stationed in the Portico
accompanying the salute with the
music of “ God Save the King.”

On alighting from his catriage, Sir
Charles Metcalfe was received by a
second Deputation, consisting of Ma-
jor General Watson, C. B. and Bri-
gadier Brown, C. B. and Sir Thomas
Anburey, Kt. the Commandants of
Artillery and Engineers.

At the head of the stairs leading to
the upper floor of the Government
House, Sir Charles Metcalfe was re-
ceived by a third Deputation, consist-
ing of the Secretaries to Government
in the several Departments.

We are sorry that we have not
room to giye the speech as reported
in the Courier, but we may add, that
it was exceedingly appropriate to
the occasion, and was a compléte res
futation of the slanders propagated
by the Times regarding his Lord-
ship’s capacity as a speaker. The
speech was listened to with profound
attention, and was followed by a
burst of universal applause.:  His
Lordship then placed the red ribbon
over the shoulder of Sir Charles, and
fixed the star on his breast. After
this' ceremony Sir Cliarles made a
short and very appropriate speech;
in which he declared how deeply he
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felt the unexpected honour, and the
highly flattering manner in which it
had been conferred by His Majesty’s
representative,

At the conclusion of this speech
Lord Auckland advanced to shake
him cordially by the hand, in which
cheerful ceremony he was followed
by the Misses Eden.

Sir Charles Metcalfe returned from
Government House, accompanied by
the Members of the first Deputation
and escorted by the Body Guard,

Balloon.

On Wednesday afternoon, all Cal-
cutta, at least the native community,
poured forth to witness the ascent of
Mr. Robertson in a balloon, the first
which has ever ascended from the
plains of India. Nota common kran-
chy was to be obtained under six
Rupees, not a dingy under four; all
the town seemed to pour forth to wit-
ness the ascent. At the appointed
time, the balloon having been duly
inflated with gas, about five o’clock
in the afternoon, Mr. Robertson as-
cended his car, the ropes were cut,
the band struck up, and the 2ronaut
ascended amidst the shouts of thou-
sands. But the balloon had not gone
up more than three thousand feet,
when it began rapidly to descend.
Mr. Robertson alighted on the ground
without sustaining the least injury.
We are happy to hear that he intends
to make another ascent from the
plain between the fort and the city,
and that he proposes to reduce the
price of his tickets so as to enable
the poorer classes to obtain seats.

Arrest of Burglars.

We learn from the Hurkaru that
the Police have succeeded in appre-
hending a large gang of burglars with

town. In the search by the police, a
bottle seller’s shop was visited by
two constables, and in it was found a
large bundle of linen belonging to
the washerwoman which she had
made up for delivery to her custom-
ers yesterday morning.

Singular Occurrence.

The following exracrdinary acci-
dent has’ just occurred on the Flat,
coming up with treasure on board
through the Soonderbuns, towed by
the Steamer.

Marshall, commanding the
treasure -escort, was awoke by a dis-

Robbery at Neemuch.

A daring robbery was committed
at Neemuch towards the end of the
last month. The party consisted of
upwards of sixty persons who ap-
peared in the evening before the main
guard and fired three volliesupon them.
The guard, after returning the fire, fell
back, when the robbers pressed for-
ward and seized the treasury chest,
which they broke open, and from which
they took 6000 Rs. The alarm was
immediately given, and the robbers
began to retreat, and eventually to
fly.. Two men were killed by mus-
ketry and one by a sword, the rest es-
caped with the booty.

The Resources of Bombay.
Some time since an article was
published in the Reformer on the sub-
ject of the Indian finances; upon
this subject the Bombay Courier
makes the following remarks. That
since the year 1832 the revenues of
the Bombay Presidency have been

owing to the increased cultivation of |
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lakhs of Rupees a year and that the
expenditure’ has been diminished te
nearly the same extent. The conse-
quence is, that during the last year
the  Government of Bombay nearly
paid its own expenses, and also those
of the Indian Navy, and as the im-
provements in its resources is still
greater this year, there is every rea-
son to suppose, that it will pay the
whole of the charges.

On Thursday, the 10th-March, at ele-
ven o’clock, tlie Governor General, the
Right. Honourable Lord George Auck-

land, Knight Grand Cross of the most Ho-

nourable Military Order of the Bath,held
a Durbar at the Government House ; on
this occasion the Nawaubs; and Rajas,
and Vukeels, and native gentlemen of this
and the neighbouring countries, were in-
vited to meet his Lordship. Among those

present we observed the following :

Nawaub Tukeekhan Bahadoor, Nawaub
of Hooghly ; Omda Raja Bahadoor, a
descendant of the family of the late Mu-
ha Raj Kullian Singh; Rajnarain Roy
Bahadoor, Raja of Andool ; Muoha Raj
Gopeemohun Bahadoor, of Sobha Bazar ;
Muha Raj Kaleekissen Bahadoor ; Koor
Radhakant Deb; Muba Raj Nursinghu
chunder Roy, Bahadoor of Pathooria
Ghata; Muoha Raj Bejoygovind Sing
Bahadoor, and beside these the Vakeels of
many Subahs; -Baboo Calachand Bosoo;

At this Durbar the ceremony was con-
ducted according to custom in the most
courteous and honourable manner. First,
the Vukeels' and Baboos were seated in
two rows in the Grand Hall,and the Mu-
harajas were honoured with chairs and
couches according to their rank.  Then
the Secretary, Mr. William Macnaghten,
in" the ‘most respectful manner conducted
each of these personages to the hall of
audience where his Lordship was seated
in his chair of state, and introduced to his
Lordslip, who very graciously spoke to
each individual, and after presenting them
with utter and pan permitted them one
by one to withdraw. His Lordship re-
quested Rajas Rajoarayun Roy and Be-
joygovindu Sing to remain thathe might
honour them with a Khelaut : and as
soon as his Lordship, and the Secre-
tary, with his Aids-de-Camp and atten-
dants entered the Great Hall, the Band
played, the soldiers presented arms, and
all that were present stood. His Lordship
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then bowed to each individual as he pass-
ed to the chair of state, and having taken
his seat requested all who were present to
sit down. At the request of the Governor
General, Mr. Secretary Macnaghten then
presented RajaRajnarayuu Roy witha va-
luable and splendid honorary dress of seven
pieces, a golden turban, an embroidered
cloth worn as an ornament over the tur-
ban, a half sleeved dress, a girdle, a dia-
mond tiara, a necklace, a very valuable
steel target studded with precious stones,
a scymetar, a sword belt studded with
jewels, and many other valuable' presents,
and with' his own hand put on.the raja’s
neck the splendid necklace. - His Lordship
then rose and respectfully saluted the Mu-
haraj, and observing the medal which the
late Governor General SirCharles Metcalfe
had bestowed upon him, the Secretary ex-
plained the import of it to his Lordship, at
which he was much pleased, Similar pre-
sents werethen bestowed on Raja: Bejoy-
govindu Sing; and several Vukeels also
were honoured with Khelauts.

The Governor first presented Raja Raj-
narayun Roy with utfer and pan, and per-
mitted him to withdraw and afterwards in
like manner dismissed the rest.

We have heard that Raja Rajnarayun
departed from the Durbar in great state
and splendour. He rode in a carriage and
four; behind were two horsemen armed,
and before were a numerous party running,
bearing maces, and poles, and shields to

the amount of nearly one hundred men. The

procession was truly imposing, and filled

the beholders with delight. When he de-
parted from Government House the troops
that were drawn up, presented ; arms.
When he arrived at his house at Pathu-
reah Ghat, he bestowed alms upon the
poor to their satisfaction, and then set off

for his own home in Andool; when he ar-

rived numerous salutes were fired to spread

the good news. Immediately a vast con-
course of poor persons assembled, when
he ordered his servants to give alms to
every individual, and every one was sa-
tisfied with his gift. His own dependents
on this joyful news partook largely of his

bounty.

Rent-free Lands.

For along time past the poor bramhuns
have been living upon the lands given to
them by former Sovereigns upon a free
tenure. Seeing the great multitude of those
who enjoy those tenures, our present rulers
have been led to think that many of those
tenures have been made free through fraud,
and hence they are anxious to discover
the unsound tenures and thereby to fill the
Government treasury ; but they do not re-
gard the numerous individuals whose eyes
will be filled with tears and who will pro-
bably die of want occasioned by this mea-

sure. Bat some of the Editors of news-
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papers, and some even of those who wish
the welfare, of the country bave defended
this cruel measure, and have said that un-
less the public treasury can be replenish-'
ed, it 'is useless to think of the improve-
ment of the country, for what expenditure
can be supplied from an empty treasury ?
