BLUEBERRIES
The Blueberry is among the finest of fruits, in fact the very finest of

all berries for pies, but is almost unknown in the average garden. This is

due to the scarcity of nursery-grown plants, the only kind that transplant

easily. We have to offer this spring some beautiful nursery-grown plants

ideal for successful results in the home garden, the plants being very hardy,

rapid growers and heavy bearers. Blueberries bear the first or second
season.

Blueberries can be planted very successfully in the spring. We feel

confident that every customer of ours will wish to take advantage of this

offer and secure at least a few of the plants for his or her garden. Blue-

berry pie, blueberries in cream, blueberry preserves; the thought of these

makes the mouth water and yet they are within your reach in an ever

increasing quantity.

CULTURE—Blueberries do best when the soil in which they are

planted is slightly acid. This can be done by mulching or chemical fer-

tilizers. Partly rotted oak leaves give an acid property to the soil. Mulch
your plants with these at least once a year and cultivate some of the leaves

into the soil itself. Sulphate of Ammonia and acid phosphates are the two

best chemical fertilizers to use. A soil mixture of peat and sand such

as is used for Rhododendrons makes a splendid condition for blueberries.

Water your plants well the first year, soaking the ground two or three

feet away from the roots. For this the plants will thank you, we will

thank you and, finally, you will thank yourself.

To eat out of hand or canned
it cannot be equalled as a table delicacy. Will ship as good as an Elberta. The peach comes into ripening the middle of August, when there is

It was originated in Rochester, N. Y., by Mr. Wallen, who planted as an experiment
a few peach seeds. One tree produced large yellow and red freestone peaches; the
balance, just natural fruit.

During an interview with Mr. Wallen, the trees and fruit were shown for criticism,

but although favorably impressed, no real opinion could be given, as the fruit was
ripe three weeks prior to the Crawford Early, and already in the cans.

The results came the second year after planting. Then we saw that we had
a large yellow and red freestone peach of the highest quality and flavor.

The original orchard has borne its tenth annual crop this season, being the finest

quality the trees have ever produced—some specimens measuring twelve inches in

circumference and weighing twelve ounces. The fruit sold at the orchard and to
local groceries at $1.00 to $2.00 per eleven-quart basket.

The tree is a strong, upright grower, hardy as an oak. Has stood 16 degrees below
zero and produced a full crop; while Elberta and Crawford under the same conditions
in the same orchard produced no blossoms, and consequently, no fruit. The tree comes
into bearing when very young.

Mr. Yarker, Greece, N. Y., planted 500 trees in the Spring of 1914, one of
which produced 17 peaches in the month of August, 1915. Mr. Rudman, of
Irondequoit, N.Y., informs us he had one the same age in his orchard of 3,500
Rochester trees, bearing 27 peaches.

HONEY SWEET
Delicious New Black Raspberry

This variety was discovered by Mr. A. B. Katkamier, of Wayne County, New
York, who lives right in the midst of the greatest raspberry growing section of

the world and who ought to be conversant enough with varieties so he would
know a good thing when he saw it. He writes that one summer evening, after a

strenuous day of labor, he stopped to rest on the way home and sat down on a pile

of old boards which were in the shade of an old building. By chance his eye

rested on a black raspberry bush which had come up from a seed probably dropped

by a bird. The raspberry bush was laden with fruit, jet black and very attractive

in color and what was more surprising, the flavor of the fruit was exceedingly

rich, sweet and refreshing. Mr. Katkamier transferred the bush to his garden,

propagated it from year to year, until now he has several acres of the variety.

It has always been a favorite in the market as well as on the home table of Mr.

Katkamier and his neighbors. The berry, however, was never named until the

past summer. Loads of them were taken to the public market in Rochester,

where they sold for the highest prices. One morning a Russian huckster who had

previously had a few crates of these berries asked Mr. Katkamier if he had any

more of those Honey Sweet berries. This immediately suggested a name for the

new berry and Mr. Katkamier has since called it the “Honey Sweet.” The
originator thinks that it is a seedling of the Gregg and Plum Farmer, as both of

these varieties were grown in that locality for several years previous to the finding

of the Honey Sweet. It is a jet black berry and not grayish black like the Gregg and

and Plum Farmer. Mr. Katkamier considers it superior to the Plum Farmer

,

and it is certainly a valuable find.

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THE Asparagus is one of the oldest

as well as one of the most delicious

of our garden vegetables. It was cul-

tivated in the time of Cato, two hun-

dred years, B. C.; and Pliny mentions

a sort that grew in his time near Ravenna,
of which the heads weighed a pound.

From these accounts it appears that there

is nothing new under the sun, in the line

of Asparagus, except the saving in time.

A great many more people would
grow their own Asparagus if it were not

for the two years of waiting. We eliminate

this for the planter by cultivating and
transplanting the roots till they are four

years old, strong and healthy. Downing,
no doubt the highest authority, says

roots of this age will produce fruit the

same season planted.

Too good to be

true, you say! And yet, it can be easily

done if you plant some extra large As-

paragus roots, such as we have worked
over and transplanted for the last three

years purposely ready to get immediate

results.

Asparagus may be had any time dur-

ing the winter if these strong, four-year-

old roots are stored in a cold place until

wanted. They are then covered with a

few inches of soil in a hot bed or green-

house and kept very warm. In two
weeks the shoots will be several inches

long, and cuttings may be made for a

month.

the native blackberries. In color, however, it resembles the very finest raspberry, being a bright, glowing red, changing to dark purplish red when
fully ripe. The flavor is rich, sweet, sprightly and refreshing, unlike any other fruit. It is of firm texture and keeps well. These qualities make it a
magnificent table fruit and unequalled for jams and jellies.

CULTURE—The Loganberry is generally trained as a trailer the first season. It does not make a great deal of growth until early fall. Allow
the new canes to lay prone and in November cover with straw to a depth of six inches. In late spring remove the straw and tie up to a support.

After the vines fruit, cut out the old canes and treat the new growth as described above. Application of coarse manure once a year is excellent.
