Regular Annual Meeting of the Illi¬ 

nois State Bill Posters’ Associa¬ 

tion, at Springfield, Oct. 2 and 3. 

Springfield, Ill., Oct. 4.—The regular an¬ 
nual meeting of the Illinois State Hill Fost¬ 
ers' Association convened In this city at A. 
O. U. W. Hall, Oct. 2. The meeting was 
tailed to order at 51:30 a. m. by ITesldeut 
W. J. Horn, In executive session. The 
hoard was confronted with a great ditllculiy 
at the outset, It developing that the secre¬ 
tary's records had heen entirely destroyed 
hy fire In the burning of the ollice of the 
American Hosting Service at Chicago, Sept. 
•A) last. These records were, however, re¬ 
stored by some of the members present, 
who happened to have carbon copies of the 
minutes. The meeting then proceeded.. 
Kouiine business was transacted, now ap¬ 
plications (forty in number) were passed 
upon, and the meeting adjourned at 11:3U 
a. m., to convene again In regular session 
at l:3ti p. Ill. for the purpose of the election 
of ofllcers. The election of officers was the 
feature of the meeting. Kveryone present 
was primed for action, and some of them 
were pledged In advance for certain candi¬ 
dates. The two factions which were striv¬ 
ing for supremacy and, consequently, the 
control of the convention, may aptly bo 
termed the “Kuneyltes" and “J. K. Will¬ 
iams Cohorts.” Williams had heen quietly 
laying his wires f.ir over six week- )>ast. He 
lias uiaiiitained a corresponding bureau and 
has sent out much correspondence and lit¬ 
erature in the interest of his cause, of the 
members present, a majority were pledged 
to support him In his candidacy for the 
presidency. Hut he overlooked a bit. 
Williams Is a new “hand'' in the art of 
wire-pulling, as practised at conventions, 
and he “slacked up" against some members 
who were old at the business, in Uuney he 
met a man who knows bill posting conven¬ 
tions backward and forward, lluney had 
the support of U. C. Campbell and Frank 
W. Chamherlaiii. They did not even have 
to change the rules, to show the other fel¬ 
lows where the explosion took place; they 
just simply insisted on one vote for one 
franchise, and then Camiibell, Uuney and 
Chnmberlnin cast votes In “great big gobs.” 
For president the vote sttnid; J. K. Williams 
•J4, Sam H. Harrington 135. .Mr. Harring¬ 
ton was elected! ! Mr. Williams’ cohorts 
promptly” threw up the sponge” when the 
vote was announced, and the rest of the 
officers were elected by acclamation. 

The.v were: O. J. Johnson, Galesburg, vice 
president; Gt*o. W. Howman, Quincy, treas¬ 
urer; U. C. Campbell, Chicago, secretary. 
In addition to these officers, the following 
hoard of directors was also elected, to-xvit; 
Clarence K. Uuney, Moline; W. J. Horn, 
Springfield; Fred W. Jeiicks, Klgln. 

With the election of the officers over, 
■Mr. Williams’ supporters, as an expression 
of their disapproval of the actions of the 
meeting, withdrew from the convention. 
Nothing dismayed, however, Mr. Harring¬ 
ton immediately called a meeting of the 
new hoard of directors and commenced the 
consideration of new business, much of 
which was transacted, 

Chas. Sparks, of Jacksonville, was ap- 
Iiolnted sergeant-at-arms, and M. E. I'ost, 
of Chicago, official stenographer, for the 
ensuing year. 

The name of the association was changed 
to the Illinois Slate Bill Posters’ and Dis¬ 
tributors’ Association. New emblems and 
stationery to conform with this name were 
ordered. 

'I’he Hriggs House, Chicago, was chosen 
as the next meeting place of the board of 
directors, which convenes Thursday, Dec. 
30. The regular annual meeting will take 
place also at the Hriggs House the second 
Tuesday In September, 1H02. 

The Moline Hill I’ostlng Company matter 
was disposed of, and the franchise granted 
to .Mr. Uuney, and the treasurer ordered to 
return the $100 which had been deposited 
to cover the expenses of the Investigation 
and the check for $14.34 ordered returned 
to the contestants. Skinner et a1. This 
troublesome situation, which has caused 
more or less dissension and strife for the 
past two years, hence Is finally settled for 
good. It is unnecessary to add that Mr. 
Uuney won out. 

’ NOTES. 
Within five minutes after the session of 

the executive committee closed, Messrs. 
Chas. Kindt and Clarence Uuney acquired 
hy purchase all rights to the Hock Island 
(HI.) franchise, and are now the sole mem¬ 
bers of the association at that point. The 
name of the Rock Island Hill Posting Com- 
pan.v remains unchanged, but It is rumored 
that the three towns will he consolidated 
In the near future.

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A JOKE IN LAW. 
Evidently the freuka in Buffalo are uot 

eonllned to the Midway at the exposition. 
.Veeording to a decision rendered recently 
by the Supreme Court of New York the 
jutliciary of that state is uot free from 
freaks of the worst possible character, 
namely, legal freaks. One of these recent¬ 
ly .issuined his most austere dignity and 
tnen iiroeeded to relieve his cranial cavity 
of a great weight that lay dormant there— 
a decision, or, as lawyers call it, an ‘•opin¬ 
ion," which must prove a good Joke to 
common-sense lawyers who know and un- 
ilerstand the difference betwwn special and 
general legislation. 

Buffalo lias an ordinance, passed by Its 
Common Council, restricting the height of 
"bill boards" to seven feet. The Gunning 
System, ot Chicago, had erected some or¬ 
namental signs—uot bill boards—which were 
more than sevi-n feet high, and the tire de¬ 
partment of Biifl'ulo threatened to chop 
iheui down. The Gunning System prayed 
for an injunction, re<‘iting that their signs 
wt're not bill boards within the meaning of 
the liiw and that the Common Council of 
Buffalo never had conferred upon it the 
power to pass any such ordinance. A spe¬ 
cial session of the Supreme Court was 
called to hear the application, and the 
"opinion" arrived at is rich, from a legal 
standpoint. The court denied the applica¬ 
tion lor Injunction, holding that the Gun¬ 
ning System's signs were bill boards within 
tile me.ining of the law and that they were 
an eye sore, a menace and a nuisance to 
property owners in the vicinity where they 
were en-cted. The <‘ourt further held that 
the owner ot the property upon which such 
signs were erected Lad no right to use his 
own property for a legitimate purpose ex¬ 
cept subject to the pleasure and dictates of 
surrouuding property owners. In other 
words, a man owning and paying taxes 
upon a piece of unimproved real estate 
must consult his neighbor as to the kind of 
imitroveiueiit he shall make thereon. 
Wouldn't that Jar you? 

.\<a--)rdiugly, if Mr. Jones owns a cut- 
stone maiisiun on his lot, and Mr. Smith 
wishes to erect a frame cottage on his lot 
adjoiidng, Mr. Smith must consult Mr. 
Jones' wishes in the matter, and unless 
Jones consents to the erection of the cot¬ 
tage it may Ik- condemned and destroyed 
as a nuisance. How is that for law In the 
land of the free and the home of the brave? 

The Court, in its opinion, further says: 
•Ordinances of this character are upheld 

upon that great principle of law that every 
person yields a portion of his right to ab¬ 
solute dominion and use of bis property in 
recognition of and in obedience to the tight 
of others, so tliat others may also enjoy 
their property without unreasonable hurt or 
hindrance. This rule is essential for the 
mutual protection and benefit of every 
member of society." 

Let us cite a hypothetical case. Jones 
and Smith have adjoining residences, the 
fronts of both liouses being flush with the 
property line, as shown on the official plat.s 
of the city. Both have unobstructed views 
up and down the street from their second 
and third-story windows, but Jones desires 
a l>ay window in his bed-room. If con¬ 
structed, this bay window will shut off 
Smith's view of the street. Are we to im 
ply from the court's opinion that Jones 
miirt yield his right to “the absolute do¬ 
minion and use of his property" to accomo¬ 
date his neighbor and, falling to do so, that 
ids bay window may be pronounced a nui¬ 
sance and ma.v be destroyed? The bay 
window in such a case would certainly lie 
an "unreasonable hurt” and “hindrance” to 
Smith, but does the court mean to say that 
Jones must “yield the dominion and use of 
the right to his property so that” Jones 
“may enjoy his property without the unrea¬ 
sonable hurt or hindrance?” If that be 
go<^ law why not go a step farther and say 
that Green may not erect a five-story build 
ing on bis lot, because Brown, who occu¬ 
pies a two-story building next door, ob¬ 
jects? Green's five-story building would 
certainly shut out the light and air (which 
bill iK^fds do not) from Brown’s bouse, and. 
under the New 'York court’s decision. Is not 
Green Itound to “yield a p<’)rtlon of his right 

to absolute dominion and use of his prop¬ 
erty in recognition and obedience to the 
right of” Brown, so that he may enjoy 
his rpoperty without “unreasonable hurt or 
hindrance?'’ Kegardiug the rights of a 
property owner to lease his ground for the 
purpose of erecting bill boards thereon the 
court says: 

“it is uot taking private property for pub¬ 
lic use, but a salutary restraint on the 
noxious use of the private property by the 
owner.” 

And what may it please the court to re¬ 
gard as “noxious.” Would uot the bay win¬ 
dow or the five-story house aforesaid prove 
noxious to the complainant, or would not 
a stable erected on a lot adjoining a private 
residence be “a noxious use of private prop¬ 
erty”—and yet, who shall sity that any man 
may not erect a stable or a sausage factory 
on his own lot? And If forbidding a man 
taking private property for public use,”not 
to use his own property as he pleases is 
•not taking private property for public 

use.” what is it? 
After delivering itself of a lot of rot con¬ 

cerning the danger of fire from bill boards 
the court deals out the choice morsel of 
idiocy: 

“They (bill boards) have become, in some 
Instances, a refuge behind which idle and 
disorderly persons are wont to congregate, 
who have there resorted to unclean and 
filthy practices, to the great annoyance of 
the inhabitants living in the immediate vi- 
clidty of these structures. Their constant 
tendency is to create unclean and unsani¬ 
tary -conditions.” 

in this the court leaves Itself open in 
failing to designate the quality, whether 
moral or physical uncleanliness is meant, 
but, in either case, what could have been 
more unclean or unsanitary, morally or 
physically, than the free Midway at the 
Buffalo Exposition? Some of the things 
done there would have brought the blush of 
shame to the cheek of the most degraded 
"bug house dancer” that ever disgraced her 
seS in a water-front dive. Talking about 
unclean and unsanitary conditions; great 
Jerusalem, what ever was worse than the 
free Midway or Buffalo's and New York's 
present water fronts! And how about New 
York's East Side, where the “stoopers” ply 
their trade on Second and First avenues? 

is it unclean and unsanitary, in the 
opinion of New York's Supreme Court, to 
tolerate the open plying of an unlawful, not 
to say degrading, means of livelihood by 
children in short dresses, in New York’s 
East Side? Do the wharf rats and thieves 
on East and Hudson rivers and on Buffa¬ 
lo's lake front coutribute to the “unclean 
and unsanitary conditions” which exist 
there? No doubt some “can rushing” Is 
concealed from the eyes of the public by 
the friendly shdaows of bill boards, but did 
the “learned” Judge, who complains of that 
fact, ever stop to consider that the same 
thing is done where bill boards have never 
been seen and where the disgusting conduct 
of drunken crowds have not even the kindly 
otlices of the bill boards to screen them 
from the public eye? This part of the 
court's opinion would be ridiculous if it 
were not to be reineml)ered thar Judges find 
many excuses for the things they should 
not do. 

However, the last paragraph in the 
court's opinion, like the last bite of the 
stolen mince pie, is richest and best. Here 
it is; 

“THAT THE PLAIXTII-K'S BFSINESS 
IS LAWFUL CAN NOT BE QUESTIONED, 
AND THAT THESE STRUCTURES 
MIGHT FROrERLY BE MAINTAINED 
IN SOME LOCALITIES MAY BE CON¬ 
CEDED. BUT IT DOES NOT FOLLOW 
THAT THEY ARE NOT UNLAWFUL IN 
THEIR PRESENT LOCALITIES AND 
SURROUNDINGS AND UNDER EXIST¬ 
ING CONDITIONS. COURTS HAVE FRE¬ 
QUENTLY INTERPOSED AND DE¬ 
CLARED STRUCTURES AND CONDI¬ 
TIONS NUISANCES BECAUSE OF 
THEIR LOCATION AND SURROUND¬ 
INGS.” 

There Is an opinion that will furnish food 
for mirth to lawyers throughout the world, 
unless special legislation be good law in 
New Y’ork. It is not so in any other states 
in the union, and there is scarcely an at¬ 
torney in the United States of any conse¬ 
quence who has not had a law or two de¬ 
clared unconstitutional because Its provi¬ 
sions were not of a general nature. Evi- 
denty in the opinion of the Supreme Court 
of New York “sauce for the goose Is” not 
“sauce for the gander,” nor is the law of 
New Y’ork Intended to protect and puulsii 
all alike. If we are to take this decision 
seriously we must believe that upon the 
locatbm of a bill board depends whether or 
not it shall be declared a nuisance. In 
other words, a bill Imard might be “a thing 
of beauty and a Joy forever” on Ninth or 
Third avenue in New York, while on River¬ 
side drive or Fifth avenue the same Imard 
might be a nuisance. What rot! 

And all this admitting that the plaintiff's 
business is a lawful one. 

We should like to read the precedents 
upon which the New York Supreme Court 
bases Its assertion that “courts have fre¬ 
quently Interposed and declared structures 
and conditions nuisances l)ecause of their 
location and surroundings.” With due re¬ 
spect to the knowledge of the law possessed 
by the members of New York’s Supreme 
Court “The Billboard” asserts that no other 
court ever did or ever could render such a 
redlculous opinion. The relation of special 
legislation to g'SKl, sound law must Im> 
known even to (he members of the Supreme 
Cfuirt of New York notwithstanding their 
redlculous opinion and shameful effort to 
escape responsibility for such a pre<-«‘dent 
by trying to cite similar oi>lnlons, which do 
nlit oiitaln. “The Billboard” does not know 
and dfws not care what Influence was 
brr>ught to bear upon the Judges of the Su 
preme Court to render such an absurd and 
unjust opinion, but that It Is unprecedent¬ 
ed, unjust un-American and unlawful will 
be admitted by the cheapest Police Court 

shyster as well as the members of the Su¬ 
preme Bench of the United States, where 
Gunning, as the head uf a curpuratlou or¬ 
ganized under the laws uf Illinois, shou'd 
go for fair and impartial review of his ap¬ 
plication fur an iujuuctiou.

Company, is a Sample of What 

Brains Can Do.

If there is a man in the street fair busl- 

ue.ss who is more ptqiular, genial, courteous 
and ad.'ulred more than Victor D. Levitt, 
whose pictures gra<'C8 the first page of this 
issue of “The Billboard,” he is uot kuuwu 
to the writer. Manly, yet geulle; resolute, 
but kind; J*dly, yet conservative, and a 
hustler, every inch of him, "Vic” Levitt Is 
one of the kings of street fair promoters. 
The craft would l)e better off with more 
“Vic” Levitts, for none know him but to 
admire him. and he probably has not an 
enemy in the world. 

Mr. Levitt was boru in London, England, 
in but came to America when young.

About four years ago he 
met Mr. Frank Bostock in Columbus, D., 
and made him a proposition to bill n lot 
of attractions, to be known as the Frank C.

Mr. Bostock accepted the offer, he con¬ 
trolling two-thirds of the stock, Mr. Adolph 
Seeman and Mr. Levitt controlling the 
other third. They had a very successful 
s<-a8on and went into winter quarters in 
Baltimore, and have been very successful 
ever since. Their show now stands without 
a parallel to-day in this line. 

laist winter Sir. Frank C. Bostock, the 
brothers Ferari, Mr. Adolph Seeman and 
Mr. Levitt built the Milwaukee Zoo, which 
was very successful. 

This year has been the biggest season that 
their combined shows have ever had, Mr. 
Levitt doing the promoting and also acting 
as business manager of the outfit. 

Mr. Levitt belongs to New York Lodge 
No. 1, B. 1’. O. Elks, Odd Fellows, Knights 
of Pythias, and Is a thirty-second degree 
Mason, iKlonging to New, to Shakespeare 
Blue Lodge No. 75U, and Manhattan Con¬ 
sistory, Scottish Rite. No. G4.

Colonel “Jim” Fennessy. of Heuck’s. the 
Lyceum and People’s Theaters, returned to 
Cincinnati last Friday night,and since his 
return all kinds of stories as to what is 
to happen in the Cincinnati theatrical field 
have been floating about. 

It was given out when he went to New 
York that (’olouel Feuuessy's object In vis¬ 
iting the Metropolis was to secure talent 
for a continuous Imrlesque stwk company 
for the People’s ’fheater In order to spike 
the guns of Colonel Bob Fulgora, who gave 
it out that he Intended to put a continuous 
burlesque stock company in the old Vine 
Street Opera House. 

Be that as It may. Colonel Fennessy, so 
far as can be learned, did not book any new 
people in New York, nor Is he apt to do so 
as long as the Vine Street Oix-ra House 
sltu.itlon remains as it Is. Col. Fulgora hod 
advertised his opening for S«‘pt. 28. then a 
day later, and here It Is the middle of 
October and not a br<Mpm or brush has 
touched the Vine Street Opera House, nor 
Is Col. Fulgora in the city. The men who 
are In charge of the dark theater say they 
<lo not know where he Is, nor do they know 
when. If ever, the theater will open. The 
only Information that can be obtained of 
or concerning Col. Fulgora Is that hq Is 
“III” In St. Louis, but whether the trouble 
Is due to a we.ak stomach or heart Is not In 
evl(b-nce. Any I how, not a single move has 
been made by Fulgora to even clean the 
Vine Street Opera House, and peoide who 
an- In position to know say that Col. Ful- 
gora's opening was never anything more 
than a bluff. These same peo|)le say that 
Uol. Fennessy will “pass the buck” up to 
Fulgora and wait for him to make the first 
move, and that, when he does, the fur will 
fly. On the other hand. It Is said that 
Fulgora Is willing enough to open but that 
he finds It Impossible to deliver the gpsxls. 
Tills story Is given color from the fact that 
Manager Kelly, of the Chicago Orjiheon, 
was In Clnelnnall last week, at Invitation 
of (’ol. Fulgora, to look over the ground. 
Mr. Kelly thought the iiroposltlon a good 
on<‘, since he was fiffered a guarantee to 
open the Vine Street, until he learned how 
tin* lease of the house Is Involved. He 
also learned that any attempt on Ids part 
to Interfere with the present situation of 
affairs In f’lnelnnatl would be resented by 
the entire Empire Circuit of theaters, which 
plays his attractions. Then Mr. Kelly eon 
eluded to “go ’way back and sit down.”

cinnati for (’hleago, telling Fulgora that he 
wanted none of the game. However, Fnl- 
gora’s friends say that he will open the 
house (like Kelly will) some time this 
month.

dllb n. .Meanwhile the tight for puHsesslon 
of the \ Im* Streel has taken In a iu*w phase, 
ll now develops that Eddie Brauuaguu, of 
The I'alniM Concert Hall, Is after the 
house. Till* I’alins has bi*«*n singularly sue 
ees<.rul under (he management of Briinua 
gan and Gus Worms, and iheir present 
quarters are said to be too sniull for theli 
ni'cds.
