aga inst th e  s trik e rs  if th e re  was 
any evidence of a  conspiracy to  
in te rru p t in te rs ta te  commerce.

LOS ANGELES, Aug. 14.—

At San Bernardino a 
tra ined  nurse was secured and he 
arrived  in Los Angeles under the 
care of the nurse and a doctor.

SUN YAT SEN IS NOW SAFE IN SOUTHERN CHINA 
SHANGHAI, Aug. 14.—Dr. Sun Yat Sen, deposed presi­

dent of South China, arriving here today on the liner Empress 
of Russia, declared that although he had left Canton he is not 
defeated hut comes here because he will he better able to com­
municate with the national leaders regarding re-unification of 
China. “ My future actions depend upon the result of a con­
ference with Peking. My assistance is sought hy Peking in 
bringing about re-unification and I believe we will come to a 
satisfactory agreement.” Dr. Sun’s arrival was delayed forty- 
eight hours by the terrific typhoon raging off the Shanghai 
coast, the liner being unable to make a landing in the storm. 
Sun plunged into a series of conferences with southern leaders 
immediately upon his arrival.

IMPORTANT VICTORIES CLAIMED BY IRREGULARS 
BELFAST, Aug. 14.—Following the capture of the im­

portant railway city of Dundalk, irregular troops were reported 
this afternoon to have captured the great Irish port of 
Droghedma from the free state forces. Both cities are near 
the Ulster frontier. The irregulars raided all Dundalk hanks, 
seizing thousands of pounds. The rail lines and bridges were 
destroyed to prevent pursuit. Later details showed that the 
irregulars made a surprise attack at 3 o’clock this morning. 
The barracks and police headquarters were quickly occupied 
and all the regular soldiers were, made prisoners. The repub­
lican prisoners in the jail were liberated. The captures were 
followed hy an intensive outbreak of bombing, during which 
the civilian population fled in panic. N e x t^ ie  railway station 
and the postoffice were seized and soon the whole city was in 
the hands of the rebels.

L o rd  N o r th c l i f f e  w e n t  t c  
S w i tz e r la n d  t h e  m id d le  o f  J u n e ,  
b u t  w a s  f o rc e d  to  d i s c o n t in u e  a l l  
h i s  l i t e r a r y  a n d  j o u r n a l i s t i c  la  
b o r s .  A  s h o r t  t im e  l a t e r  h e  w a s  
removed to his home in London. 
Although continuously under care 
of specialists who labored to save 
his life he failed to rally. He 
grew gradually  weaker.

T h r o u g h  th e  p o w e r  o f  h is  s ix ty  

publications, especially his th ree 
leading newspapers —  London 
Times, Daily Mail and Evening 
News— Lord N orthcliffe gained 
the sobriquet of cabinet m aker.

Which would you ra th e r have, 
the hives or my poetry?

I will give you the definition of 
Hives, ‘with some of its variations 
as it is given in my medical dic­
tionary.

URTICARIA. N ettle-rash, or 
hives; a skin-disedse characterized 
by the sudden appearance of 
smooth, slightly elevated patches, 
which are  usually w hiter than the 
surrounding skin 
by severe itching, 
pr, exist in a chronic form. The 
disorder often arises from ir r i ta ­
tion  of the gastro-intestinal, pul­
monary, o r urinary  mucous mem­
brane. The ingestion of certain 
foods, such as shell-fish, is apt to 
produce it. M enstruation or m en­
ta l emotion may also be a cause.

EPIDEMIC U., a severe form 
ascribed to caterpillar-poisoning.

U. FACTITIA. Same as Auto- 
graphism .

U. MACULOSA, a  form in which 
the  wheals retain  a red color.

U. MARITIMA, a form due to 
sa lt w ater bathing.

U. MEDICAMENTOSA, a form

W hat will the invention of the “ lie 

| detecto r” mean to crim inal inves­
tigation?

This question wag asked Chief 
of Police August Vollmer, head of 

| the only police department in the 
world employing the device, and 

j in whose department it was work- 
I ed out by Dr. J. A. Larsen, one of 
j Vollmer’s super-cops, who is a uni­
versity graduate and a scientist.’

It will eliminate conviction of 
the innocent and iusure the con­
viction of the guilty,” said Chief 
Vollmer.

Ends Spurious Wills.
“It will put an end to spurious 

wills and eliminate the long and 
costly legal contests which ensue 
in such cases.

“ It will assist in pu tting  to an 
end forgery of docum ents and 
m aterially aid  in settling  civil 
cases in which deception figures. 

“ IF  it. works out.”
And it is upon this IF that Dr. 

Larsen is now working.
Already hundreds pf tests have 

been made. These are being 
studied, catalogued and classified. 
Thousands of additional tests are 
to be made in*the penal and insane 
Institutions of the State. These 

j will in turn be classified and 
studied. And when hundreds of 

j thousands of records have been 
! made Dr. Larsen believes the test 
i will be so standardized that it will J form an almost infallible index to 
| the tru th fu lness of statem ents 
made by persons tested by the “ lie 
detector.”

H a s  S c ie n t i f i c  N a m e . 
Scientifically the use of the “ lie 

detector” is known as a deception 
| test.

The machine evolved by Dr. Lar- 
Jsen permits the taking of a con- 
I tinuous blood pressure curve syn- 
j chronously with a respiratory and 
j a timing curve. The apparatus in- 
j eludes a sensitized recording strip 
moving on a drum, a sphygmoman­
ometer to record the blood pres­
sure and a chronograph to record 
the time in fifths of seconds or 
greater intervals, while the reac­
tion time is further obtained by 
the use of a signal magnet.

“Since deception plays such an 
important role on the witness 
stand and in criminal investiga­
tion it is imperative that the crim­
inologist should become familiar 
with some of its manifestations 
and methods employed to study

People Need Enlightenment 
On Menacing Dangers, 
Says Secretary Weeks

WASHINGTON, D. C., Apg. 14. 
With the zero hour already set, 

the American army is preparing 
to go over the top.

There has been no declaration 
of war by Congress, but the H ard­
ing adm inistration has approved 
the campaign the war departm ent 
has em barked upon, and Secretary 
Weeks is determ ined to “ carry on” 
till the enemy hoists the white 
flag of defeat.

Casualties there mav be in this 
newest War, but fata lities are un­
likely, for the a ttackers will ein- 
ploy not rifles nor m achine guns, 
but publicity; not shrapnel nor J high explosives, hut facts.

The opening guns already have 
i been fired. Analysis of recent 
addresses by Secretary Weeks, As­
sistant Secretary Wain wright, 
General Pershing and o ther ad­
m inistration officials closely iden­
tified with the m ilitary b rand ies 
of the governm ent, leave no doubt 
as to th e ir  conviction th a t grave 
dangers menace our institutions. 
Their u tterances indicate unm is­
takably they have seen the neces­
sity of placing the problem of mil­
itary  preparedness frankly before 
the people in a new and more 

| comprehensive light than  ever be­
fore has been attem pted in tim e 

; of peace.
1 n rc it  T hreatens Government 
In the unrest following the war 

j Secretary Weeks and General 
I Pershing see what they believe to 
be a danger not to the arm y alone, 
but to American governm ental in- 

j s titu tions generally, and 'Secre­
ta ry  W ain w right in his most re- 

1 cent public utterances is even 
more outspoken.

“ In some ways these tim es are 
as critical for the fu tu re  of our re­
public as those of 1917 and 1918,” 
he declared, speaking for the ad­
m inistration. “ We have our ene­
mies, although they do not wear 
a distinctive uniform. They a t­
tack from w ithin instead of w ith­
ou t.”

Innum erable “ isms” have 
sprung up th roughout the country 
since the great war, W ainw right 
believes, which have as an ob­
jective the destruction of Ameri­
canism, “to which ¡we owe all 
th a t we possess as a nation .”.

Groups of peoples and c la s s e s  
are organizing for every kind of 
purpose except a patrio tic arid na­
tional one,” he continued. “ Insidi­
ous propaganda is being directed 
against all the fundam entals of 

I our government. The most perni­
cious of all are those who are 

\ striving to substitu te  in ternation- 
alism for nationalism . They would 
destroy from w ithin what no ene­
my has ever been able to do from 
without—our ideals 6f govern­
ment, constitution, liberties aid 
leadership in the world.

Pacifists Declared Dangerous 
“ The pacifists, who were silent 

during the war and m issing from 
! the ranks of our defenders, would 
j destroy our instrum ents of defense 
j the arm y and n a v y — and render 
, us  a w e a k l in g  am ong the nations 
| w ithout influence or prestige in 
the world’s affairs. These in te rna­
tionalists and pacifists, w orking 
together and in most instances the 
same people— are even trying to 
induce our youths to forsw ear a l­
legiance to our flag and refuse to 
defend it. If such are  im t enemies, 
then who is?”

These views are in effect those 
of Secretary Weeks, General 
Pershing, and, in fact, all those 
connected w ith the national de­
fense branch of the adm inistra­
tion. Feeling thus, these high of­
ficials have em barked upon a cam­
paign of education in American­
ism —-that is, an explanation of 
American form s of governm ent, 
tHe dangers which menace them , 
and the relation of the arm y and 
the navy to American institu tions.

They believe the public does not 
j realize the two m ilitary services 
have a distinct place in American 
political economy, and are a t­
tem pting a new type of national 
preparedness campaign designed 
to educate the public to such a re­
alization.

The process of arousing public 
a tten tion  to these purely public 
questions is of necessity, Mr. 
W eeks believes, a lohg one and 
the year th a t will elapse before 
the size of the  arm y again be­
comes a cu rren t political issue will 

i ho more than  suffice to  lay the 
I ground-work of understanding.

Weeks and his assistan ts m ake 
no secret of th e ir  feelings th a t 
drastic cuts in the arm y estab­
lishm ent by congress th is yekr 
have seriously moanced the  suc­
cess of the m ilitary  policy enacted 
by congress in 1920. They do 
not believe public sentim ent de­
manded any such reduction as was 
ordered.

The average voter. W eeks 
holds, and even the average mem­
ber of congress, cannot under­
stand the highly technical ques­
tions involved in the peace-time 
organization of an arm y w ithout 
special atten tion  to the subject.
