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PREFACE.

This book must not in any sense be understood to aim at supplying a complete

bibliography of modern British literature, still less at affording " advisable courses of

reading," which, even if desirable, could be satisfactorily put forth only by a syn-

dicate of specialists. Its scope and matter are strictly limited, firstly, to Current

Books in the English Language—that is to say, books which are in print, whether

written by contemporary or by earlier authors ;
— and secondly, to the best of

-these. I have endeavoured to interpret the word "best" in its most catholic sense,

applying it not only to books as to which a consensus of favourable opinion admittedly

exists, but also to those which, even if not notably very good, have no betters ; for

even mediocrity in books is for the student often more useful than nothing at all.

I believe there are no entries in the present compilation which have not at any rate

some considerable quantity of good material in them.

My lists are further limited by the exclusion of all elementary school-books,

excepting such as are to be recommended to the general reader also.

I have, however, broken my limitation to books in the English language by

adding foreign works in two sections, where their absence seemed to me to render

these lists very much less serviceable. My work is necessarily weakened throughout

by this limitation, though I think less so in the other sections, where foreign literature

is better represented in translations. This is, of course, not the case in modern

Continental Belles Lettres, the bibliographies of which, being confined to translated

works, render these sections almost valueless to any but the reader who is confined

to the English language. As for English Belles Lettres, it has recently been shown

that no two people agree as to even the "Best Hundred Books"; and my lists do

not profess to supply more than the titles of such as are universally regarded as

good—absolutely and not relatively.

I think that the addition of the dates of the first and last editions of the books

is an important feature of this work, as it frequently indicates the standpoint of the

author and gives a clue to his value for the purpose in hand. But the task of

obtaining these particulars has been very arduous, and in a large number of cases

I have been unable to insert them, owing mainly to the scant material at the hands

of an English bibliographer, and the untrustworthiness of a great part of what does

exist.

It will, I think, be at once seen that the figures in the last column of the page

are the dates of publication. In cases where more than one edition have appeared,

the first date is put in square brackets. All dates omit the two figures representing

the nineteenth century, but previous dates are given in full.

*In the Index, which is a very copious topical one, the most important reference

to each subject (where there are more than one) is printed in black type. It would

be advisable always to turn to this page first, as it is probable that it will give the

information required without further research.

For the rest, I think the book will sufficiently explain itself. But I would add

a request that those into whose hands this volume may fall should favour me with

suggestions and corrections for a second edition, should it be called for.

CLASS B.-NON-CHRISTIAN RELIGION,

GENERAL REMARKS.

A considerable amount of information, of a more or less trustworthy nature, is contained in the works

of Travellers and Missionaries. For a nearer study of the subjects comprised under this Class, attention

should therefore be given to the leading geographical and ethnographical works [CLASS E] on^ the

countries in point.

Reference should also be made to CLASS F., HISTORY, passim, especially § Primitive Society.

Folklore being in England and America a comparatively new stidy, and, as a science, of quite recent

origin, its literature in the English language is very litnited and not representative of the present state of
science ; and since the principal collections of non-English folklore naturally exist only in their own
languages, it has been deemed desirable, in this one Class, to include the titles of the more i7nportant

foreign books upon the subject. [They may be obtained of Mr. David Nuit, 270, Strand, London.'] In

cases, however, where English or American works arefairly numerous and satisfactory this has not been

fully done.
