Dear Allen : 

Some friends of mine , who have reason 
to know him unpleasantly , are interested in one 
Karl Eichmann , You will r ecall that he was the 
principal lieutenant of Rimmler in arranging for 
the who l esale Jewish massacres . One of the me n 
who attempted to ransom the last group (they ~ 
were Hungarian Jews) is in the United States now . 
Eichmann is on the list of war criminals and na ­
turally the Jewish community would like him 
brought to justice but aside fron that he is 
dange rous in any eve nt . 

He was reported at Damascus on July lS, 
then in company of the Grand Mufti. It is as -
sumed that he is stil l in the Near Eastern countries . 

The State Department obvi ously can do 
little by the diplomatic route. But it occurs 
to me you may have ways at least of assuring t hat 
the man i s not making more trouble , possibly 
in time of finding him i n s ome place where he 
can be dealt with . My object in writing this 
lette r is to ask whether perhaps you can take 
appropriate steps to see that he can be locate d 
and eventually either immobilize d or brought to 
trial . You will know better than I what is 
possible in the matter .

At the advice of my friend, the honorable Mr . li . b.d olph Ber le, Jr., 
I write to you of a serious matt~r which requires the immedi ate end 
thorough action of your office. 

Enclosed you wi ll please f i nd copies of the correspondence exchanged 
between my~lf and His Excellency, The President of the United Stat~s , 
concerning the pre sence in t he Middle East of one Karl Eichmann, former 
Nazi mass murderer. Indentical l etter s 1.1Vhere sent to t he Honorable 
Secretary of State. In both cases they were referr~d to the Direc t or, 
Office cf Near East Affairs. C opi~s of hi s answer and my reply are also 
enclosed. 

I can only sur mise from the Sta te Department t s answer that the danger 
of this situation has not been fully evaluated. The .continuctd freedom 
of this arch criminal Eichmann poses a constant serious threat to f r ee­
dom loving p~ople everywhere. 

I personally nego t iated with this man in an attempt to save t hrough 
bribery at least 200,000 Jews , t he last remnant of our people, efter 
he ha c already destroyed millions of men, women and children. ~hen 

our ne gotiations fell through, he had the 200,000 liquidated in the 
gas chamber s of Nazi Germany. My sec1·et war-time representative lost 
hi s wife and chi l dren at the hand s of thi s mass murderer. He can be 
brought forth to t estify about t hr-: doings of the imfamous Karl Eichmann. 

lli y pur pose f or Eichme. nn 1 s appr ehension i s not only f er what he ha s done 
in the pa s t but more so for what diabolical de eds may r esult f rom his 
ccnt: orting with the t·lufti.

Memorandum for the Record 

Subject: Visit of Rabbi Kalmanow i tz 

1. On 30 September 1953 Rabbi Abraham Kalmanowitz, 
President and Dean of Mirrer Yeshiva Central Institute, wrote Mr. 
Dulles concerning the fact that an alleged German war criminal, 

.Karl Eichmann, had turned up in the Middle East in the company 
of the Grand Mufti. The Rabbi alleged that Eichmann had been 
responsible for the slaying of some ZOO, 000 Jews during the war 
and is on the war criminal list. vRe re~uested the DCI's aluis­
tance in bringing Eichmann to justice. The Rabbi enclosed copie1 
of similar letters which he had written to the President on ZO July 
and Z3 July 1953, and a brief reply from Parker Hart, Director 
of the Office of Near Eastern Affair• of the Department of State. 

,__.....-
2. On 28 September Mr. A. A. Berle .wrote Mr. Dulles 

requesting that we take appropriate stepa to locate Eichmann and 
eventually either immobilize him or bring him to trial. On 1 Z 
October Mr. Dulles replied that he would look into the matter to 
see if there was anything that could be done.

3. On 20 October the office of Senator H. Alexander Smith 
(R., N.J.) called to state that Rabbi Kalmanowitz was in town and 
wished an appointment with Mr. Dulles, and an appointment to see 
the Rabbi was made with Mr. Pforzheimer, at which Col. Fuller, 
of the DCI's office, was present. The Rabbi was accompanied by 
an old associate, Mr. Nelson B. Lasson, of 6110 Biltmore Ave., 
Baltimore, Maryland. 

4. ~he Rabbi set forth his story at length, indicating that 
he had also written to Senators Ives, Lehman, Magnuson and 
Humphrey, as well as Mr. Bernard Baruch. We explained to h im 
that as an intelligence organization there was little that we could 
do other than make note of the information regarding E_ichmann's 
presence in the Middle East and possibly confirm it for our own 
use and satisfaction, but that CIA was n o t in a position to appre­
hend him for tr i al or make r~pres entations to foreign governments. 
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5. We pointed out to the Rabbi that the war crimes juris­
diction was now in the hands of the German government rather 
than the IDCOG mechanism and that under the circumstances the 
German government could probably try Eichmann for murder. 

v · However, we suggested that if the Rabbi wi•hed to approach the 
German government on this matter, it should be done through the 
Department of State and not direct. He thereupon reque•ted that 
an appointment with an appropriate member of the Department 
of State be arranged for him, and Mr. Pforzheimer called Mr. 
Brown, the Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for Congressional 
Affairs, who was preparing the reply to Senator Magnuson on the 
Kalmanowitz matter. Mr. :Brown made arrangements for the 
Rabbi to see Mr. Allen Raymond, Assistant Legal Advisor of the 
Department of State, to d iscuss the matter further with him.

EICHMANN, IDTORIOUS NAZI MURDERER OF ·JElnS, SEEN IN MIDDLE EAST

FRANKFURT, July 13. ( JTA) -- Karl Eichmann, the notorious 
Palestine-born German who directed the exterminat ion of Jews in 
Germany, Austria, Czechoslovakia, Poland and Hungary tinder the 
Nazi regime, is now somewhere in the Middle East, a companion 
of the ex-Mufti of Jerusalem, according to a report published 
in the press here. 

The report quotes a German engineer as statin~ the he saw 
Eichmann clambering out, together with the Ex-Mufti, of a derailed 
Pullman car of the Damascus-Baghdad express last November. In 
charge of a switch-construction job nearby, the engineer invited 
the travelers from the overturned car into his quarters. Among 
the German passengers who identified themselves were Eichmann, 
SS Major Gemeral Katzman who during the German occupation of 
Poland was in charge of the extermination of Jews in Galicia, 
and a number of other high-ranking GeStapo officials sought 
as war criminals.

The receipt is acknowledged of your letter of January 18, 1954, 
addressed to the Secretary of State, with which was transmitted a 
co py of your letter of the same date t o the President, menti oning a 
recent statement attributed to King Saud of Saudi Arabia and 
raising certain questions regarding Onited States military assist­
ance to countries of the Near East. 

While the Department is not in possessi on of an authentic 
version of the remark s which King Saud may r~ve made regarding 
Israel, it is satisfied from reports received from its represent­
atives abroad that remarks of t he type reported do not accurately 
reflect the policies of t he Arab Govern ments in relat ion t o Israel. 
While it is clear that the Arab Governments and Israel are not yet 
in a position t o conclude peace, t here are no signs of a policy on 
t he part of the Arab States, individually or as a group, to embark 
upon military aggression against Israel. 

You may be aware that during the last sessi on of Congress 
$30 million was appropriaten f or Onited St a tes military assistance 
p r ograms in states of the r;lear East. This was done in full 
reco gnition of Onited States security interest in trJs strategic 
area and of the importance of contributing t o local defense against 
a possible Communist invasion of the regi on. In this connection, the 
pertinent provisi ons of Sect ion 202(2) of t he Mutual Security Act 
of 1951, as amended, are as follows: 

"Whenever the Presi i en t determines t hat such action 
is es sentic..l for the purpo se o.:: t his Act, he may provide 
assistance ••• : Provided, That any such ass istan ce may be 
f urn ished only upon determination by t he Presi dent that 
(1) the strategic location of t he reci pient country makes 
it of direct i mportanc e t o t he defense of t te Near East 
area , (2) such ass istance i s of critical i mportance t o t he 
defense of t he fre e nations, and (3) tr1e immedia.tely

11 ••• No assistance sr~ll be furnished under this subsection 
unless the recipient nation has agreed (1) that the equipment, 
materials, or services provided will be used solely to maintain 
its internal security, its legitimate self-defense, or t o pe rmit 
it to participate in t~ defense of the area, or in United Nations 
collective security arrangements and measures, and (2) that it vdll 
not undertc}:·e any act of aggression against any other nati on . 11 

In this connection , you may recall t he Tripartite Declaration of 
rv:ay -1950 (copy enclosed) in which the -United States, the United Kingdom 
and France made clear their arms policy toward the .l~ ear East and their 
determinati on to resist aggression in violation of existing armistice 
agreements between Israel and the Arab States. The United States stand 
fully behind t he commitments whch it took under that declaration. 

With respec t to Karl Eichman, information previously submitted by 
you was made available t o United States intelligence agencies for such 
use as they vdshed t o make of it. The Department will be pleased to 
pass on simila. rly further factua.l information which you may draw to 
its attention. I wish to emphasize, however, that the United States ha 
no pov\'" er t o arrest an individual in another country or to request his 
arrest by another gove rnmen t unle ss he is under indictment in the 
United States for an offense committed therein.

I note your statement t hat the Department 
of State does not possess an authentic version of the statement 
attri buted t o King SauQ by the press associations. Please note 
that the statement by King Saud "that he was ready to sacrifice 
ten mil l i on Arabs so that t1£ State of Israel could be conquered 
and completely wiped off the face of the earthtr was published in 
t he entire American press and was read and accepted as a correct 
statement by milb ons of Americans. 

Because t his inflamatory statement was so 
universally published by the press, it is of the greatest importance 
that the State Department obtain an authentic version of what was 
said by King Saud. lf this statement has been correctly reported, 
then it cannot be considered that the head of the Saudi Arabian 
Government is at odds with t he policy of his own state. If however, 
t he King was not correctly quoted in the press, then he should be 
correctly quoted to overcome the erroneous impression previously 
created. · 

Furthermore, I respectfully submit that if 
upon investigation, it is found that the statement a s published was 
correct, then no further financial or mili t ary assistance can legally 
be granted to Saudi Arabic. as it would violate Secti on 202 (b) of the 
1vlutual Security Act of 1951, as quoted by you in your letter. The 
King 's statemen t shows an intent to be an aggressor and not a member 
of a defensive group.

Honor able Sir: 

I am enclosing herewith a copy of a lett~r containing 
complete information concerning the war crLminal 
Adolf Eichmann (who has previously been referred to 
as K ~ rl Eichmann), which was sent to 07. Nahum Goldman, 
President of the Jewish Agency, by Simon Wiesenthal 
of Linz, Austria. The letter is in German. After trans­
lation of the same, you will readily agree that all the 
facts a~d r~ports previously forwarded you concerning 
Eichmann have been substantiated. 

Adolf Eichmann's philosophy of life is the destruction 
of democracy, cre3te friction and the annihilation of 
the Jewish people. His education and political career 
have been devoted to the above. He was one of the im­
po~nt Nazis responsible for the barbaric extermination 
of six million Jews in Europe. His very existence is 
a menace to the free world. The most stringent steps 
should be taken to bring him to justice, 

There are also enclosed two photostats of him and 
fifty-one photostati-G copies of documents describing 
his notorious career. These were secured at great risk 
and should prove of Lnvaluable aid to you. After you 
have made use of them, I would appreciate their return. 
It will be quite apparent from the examination of these 
docl.lTlents to establish that Eichmann is alive and active; 
that he is a leader and working in conjunction with an 
unde'!ground group, which have never surrendered their 
Nazi ideals; and that he is fortified with tremendous 
resources of wealth to further his ambitions.

There is also enclosed another letter of Dr. Goldman 
giving the additional support to the report that Eichmann 
is p:resently in Syria. Needless to say, his pw:pose thexe 
is to foment A:rabian discord against Is:rael and the free 
WOrld • 

It is quite evident f:rom all of the reports I have for~ 
warded you concerning this notorious character that his 
case is truly one of the most urgent to be dealt with. 
otherwise, there can never be world peace. 

As the head of the Central Intelligence Agency it is 
incumbent upon you to call attention to the State Depart­
ment the consequences that can result from th~ shi~ent 
of military supplies to the Near East while ~en like 
Eichmann are in such predominant positions there, though 
it may be unofficial. It is fuxther incumbent upon Iou 
as the head of the Cent~ I~telligence Agency to cal 
the attention of Eichmann•• existence to the Bonn Govern­
ment and request that legal action be taken by West 
Germany for his apprehension and trial. 

I hope that you have no objection but I am forwarding 
copies of this letter to several members of Congreas 
who have evidenced considerable interest in these 
endeavor•. 

I most respectfully hope that you will act accordingly.

With regard to my letter of May 6th, I was aurprisEid not to have 
received en ansWer from you, considering the importance of the 
matter involved. 

Therefore, I am writing you now again in an effort to clarify 'IffY 
interest in the Eichmann matter. 

·It is not my desire only to prosecute Adolf Eichmann, but to rid the 
free world of his terrible influence, whieh can only lead to disaster. 

. . 

For many years I have gathered information, documents, pictures and 
other data to pr?ve -

a. that Adolf Eichmann, who was an active SS leader since the 
beginning of the Hitler regime, and other Nazi war criDrl.nals, 
are operating at present in the Middle~ast, under assumed 
names. 

b. That the inflamatory statement made publicly by King Saudi 
was influenced by Adolf Eichmann and his henchman, as the 
language and tactics used are similar to ' those--used by 
Goebbles and Hi~~e~ in th~ir attempt to conquer the world. 

c. that Adolf Eichman and his friends are bringing the Commu­
nists into the picture to achieve their end - world destruction. 
.. . 

These facts prove without the shadow of a doubt that Eichman and 
his friends are behind the Arabian acts of aggression and should suffice 
f'or the American Government to stop the shipment of arms to the · 
Arabian countries until they abandon their warlike intentions and 
agree to act ·and live at peace with Israel and the rest of the nations 
of the world. 
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Therefore, it is my contention that our Government can and 
must use every means available, such as information which I 
have given and which others will gladly give, to find this Narl 
war criminal and his henchman, and bring them to justice, to 
protect the free world from another holocause.

Recent dispatches in the New York Press mentioned the fact that Adolph 
Eichmann, the criminal responsible for the extermination of millions of 
Jews is alive and is employed as an advisor to an Oil Company in Quawei ti, 
near Iran. 

Our latest correspondence concerning this war criminal and chief of de­
portation proceedings in all concentratio n camps during world vvar II, 
was on APril 19, 1954, at which time Intelligence information was sub­
mitted by the undersigned to you and forwarded to the attention of R. w. 
Fuller, Jrd, your assistant. 

It would perhaps be advisable to contact the West German Government and 
to take Allied steps to make sure the whereabouts of this hangman and to 
make all preparations necessary to put him on trial for his crimes agains t 
humanity during world War II. 

I will be pleased to submit more information concerning Ad olph Eichmann 
if necessary,and I am confident that thi s memorandum will reach the proper 
cha~~els of justice. 

rt is important to note that this man together with the Mufti of Jerusalem 
are inspiring the 1tiddle East area creating hardships against the Western 
Allies. 1hey will continue their efforts untilsuch time as steps are 
taken to repress them. 

It is imperative that this matter receive immediate attention.
