Dear Friends It is with pleasure that I make you another of my annual visits through

this, my Manual for ’91. I hope the visit will be received and enjoyed with as much interest

and enthusiasm by you as it is made by me.

It has been my intention now for some time to devote a large portion of my Manual of some

particular year to a description of my method of growing potatoes, illustrating and describing

each tool I use and thus striving to make it as valuable a compendium as possible on the subject

of potato growing. It is my intention that when I get to this particular Manual, it shall be of

as much interest to the person who grows only a few bushels as to the grower whose bushels are

numbered by the thousand. It will aim to give some hints that will help you to increase the

quantity, improve the quality, and lessen the expense, which done must increase the profit, a

somewhat desirable condition of affairs. In this I shall not depend upon my own experience

alone. My acquaintance with potato growers is naturally somewhat extensive, and I shall en-

deavor to give the methods and experience of some of the most successful of these, which will

add to the value of my own observations and tend to make the treatise applicable to growers

in all sections of the country. This will increase the size of the Manual and I shall probably feel

obliged to make a charge for it, though it will probably be sent to all my former customers free,

as a complimentary acknowledgment of my appreciation of their favors.

I have decided not to carry out this idea this year, but give you instead this unpretentious

little pamphlet, which however you may not find wholly devoid of interest and value to you.

The following item from the American Cultivator contains a very important point that I

want to impress upon my readers, and so I quote it entire :

“ POTATO SPROUTING.

A recent bulletin of the New York experiment station announces some surprising results

in storing potatoes grown in various localities North and South. Quite unexpectedly to the

I experimenters, Southern grown potatoes did not sprout so quickly as those grown in Maine.

|
Yet, on trial, it was found that the Northern seed, though exhausted by sprouting, produced

the best crops, though even here there was no uniformity in the result. The comparative

ripeness of potatoes has much to do with their tendency to sprout early. A fully ripe and

dried potato sprouts easily and quickly. It also contains the most starch, and even after one

or two sets of sprouts have been rubbed off it may yet have more starch to nourish the germ

until it can root than has the watery, immature potato. It is the habit of some Southern

potato growers to grow a crop very late in the season, and gather when frost kills the vines

for seed the following Spring. It may be some Southern potatoes thus grown that Prof. Ro -

erts made the basis of this experiment. Early planted Southern potatoes, especially of early

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sorts, cannot be kept until Winter without wasting almost entirely away with sprouting.

But the tact that there are yearly large exports of Northern-grown potatoes to the Bermudas
for seed is evidence enough that the Northern and Eastern-grown seed is better than any
other.”

Here is something that should command the careful attention of all who are desirous of

making the potato crop a successful and paying one.

The amount of starch that potatoes contain is one of the secrets of superiority of northern
and eastern grown seed to any other. Vet it must not be understood that all northern grown
potatoes are equally valuable for seed purposes, as there are quite a number of items to be
considered in producing the best seed potatoes.

The Experiment Stations seem to have settled two important questions in regard to pota-

toes. First, that seed can be bred up in productiveness or can be run out, as it is called.

Second, that the use of sulphate of potash to the exclusion of all other forms of potash tends

to produce tubers with the maximum amount of starch in them.

The importance of these facts to my customers and myself is that my choice seed stock is

grown in strict conformity to these results.

It is expensive work selecting the most productive hills from a lot of potatoes, but that is

the way to breed up in productiveness, and is the way I have bred up my stock of different

varieties.

It is much more expensive growing potatoes on sulphate of potash than on muriate or

other forms of potash, but this is the way my entire stock is grown.

A larger crop can be secured on heavy land than on light land, generally speaking, or other

things being equal, but my entire stock was grown on light land.

It is the easiest thing in the world to mix up different varieties of potatoes, as I have found

out to my sorrow, having several times bought high priced new varieties of reliable growers

and dealers, and planted them expecting to have something valuable to offer to my customers

the next year, but to my disappointment upon digging them I have found two or three dis-

tinct varieties mixed, necessitating the throwing away of the entire lot as far as seed stock

is concerned. On this point, I believe my stock to be as free as is possible from this fault, as

I give personal attention to my planting and digging, having none grown out around as is the

custom with the majority of seedsmen offering seed potatoes. I grow all the potatoes I sell,

unless it is otherwise stated or in the case of the novelties which I procure direct from the

introducers to insure purity. Giving my whole attention to the growing of seed potatoes I

believe I can secure better results to my customers than others who divide up their energies

between many things.

Further in regard to the value of a certain lot of potatoes for planting purposes, they may
be grown in accordance with the ideas already named and get greatly injured by improper

storage during the winter. The art of keeping potatoes perfectly dormant from digging

time to planting time, so that they can put their full vigor into the first sprouts which are to

grow, is no insignificant thing. I believe my facilities for storage are as good as any to be

found, and that my seed potatoes will give abundant satisfaction to those who use them.

We had har-

rowed the piece between showers so there were no weeds. We had a shower last night and my son is

running the Weeder over an acre an hour to-day, doing both hoeing and cultivating as deep as needed.

I am sorry we have not another Weeder so we could get over all the ground while it is just right to

crumble nicely. Must have two next year. I have not used the Weeder on corn, except on a little

sweet corn in the garden. It worked all right there.

Carman's report on tests of new varieties of potatoes. I knew nothing of it whatever, until

a friend called my attention to it, some several days after it had been published. The natu-

ral inference is, that it was for intrinsic merit that it was selected, in preference to the other

novelties of the season, as a subject for illustration in this leading rural publication. The
following is the report given on the test of this potato.

“ Howe’s Premium, from U. D. Ilowe, North Hadley, Mass. Cannot say as to earliness on

account of blight. Two pieces yielded 12 large and seven small tubers. Peachblow shape,

roundish, irregular, as shown in Pig. 46, from nature. Eyes rather deep, purplish. Skin buff

with some pink. Yield 6% pounds, or 786.50 bushels to the acre.”

This yield is equaled by only one other variety reported, which is given exactly the same
figures.

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lent one, of large, handsome potatoes, having a pink skin, nearly round in form, and the ear.

liest marketable lot in the plot. The Premium is decidedly an acquisition, and{I advise all my
customers to test it.’ With the experience of another season I can fully; endorse all I then

said of it. The eyes are of a richer pink than the skin, making it remarkably handsome and

attractive
;
flesh white. My regret is that I cannot offer this potato to my customers this

season by the quantity
;
but the water stood a while on a part of my land and injured the

yield. Where it had a good chance it yielded three hundred and twenty-five bushels to the

acre. It proved to be earlier than the New Queen, raised side by side.” In a circular accom-

panying his catalogue, he says :
“ Howe’s Premium is an earlier potato than Beauty of He-

bron or Early Rose
;
a good cropper with good shape, size and color for market.”

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Monroe Co., Prize.—There is sucli a
liability of overdoing the matter in
praising any potato that I am as cautious
as possible in this respect in speaking of
any variety. A purchaser prefers to be
agreeably disappointed than to have high
hopes and expectations over a new pota-
to, thinking perhaps that he is surely go-
ing to glut the market, and to his sorrow
is miserably disappointed.

But this variety has shown itself so
worthy under my own eyes for three

My
stock in this case, as with about all the varieties I have of recent introduction, is to be depended

upon for its purity, as I had it at first direct from the introducer.

Hampden Beauty.—A white very early sort, very closely resembling the Puritan in general

appearance, only a little more blocky in form. This is growing fast in popularity with the

farmers of this valley.

Polaris.—Another very early white variety, resembling the Early Puritan and Hampden
