SCAP notified the Japanese Government that ef'fective 1 June,
International Parcel Post service to and from Japan is expanded
by the removal of many restrictions. Parcels containing trade
samples will no longer require import or export licenses., Parcels
containing personal or household articles or professional in-
struments for the personal use of recipient are now mailable to
and from Japan. Import licenses are not required but packages
are subject to Japanese customs inspection.

The contents of "relief!" or "gift" parcels to Japan are
limited to clothing, nonperishable rfoods and mallable medicines.
Parcels found to contain medicines in commercial quantities will
be released cnly after an import license has been secured and the
required duty has been paid. Determination of commercial gquantl-
ties will be made by Japanese customs. Parcels containing food

. only, up to the weight limit of 22 pounds, are deliverable with-

out payment of duty.
