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The United States Naval Hospital at Great Lakes, Illinois, was first placed in commission 2 October 1911, and had a bed capacity of 
81 patients. Today almost 33-years later it is one of the largest Naval Hospitals under the cognizance of the Navy's Bureau of Medicine and 
Surgery. 

In 1905 the location of a station for the traL11ing of recruits, and the erection of a Naval Hospital al some point in the mid-western 
states was under consideration. It was decided the most advantageous location for a Training Station and a Naval Hospital would be in the 
vicinity of Chicago, Illinois. A large tract of land was sold to the Navy, and included in the original purchase was 12 acres of land for the 
original Naval Hospital. It was located on the west shore of Lake Michigan, approximately 38 miles north of Chicago. The Hospital, located 
on a plateau about 70 feet above sea level, is immediately south of the U. S. Naval Training Center, but separated by a deep ravine. Under 
direct supervision of Rear Admiral Albert Ross, U.S.N., construction was started in 1909. Medical Inspector J. G. Fields, U.S.N., was the 
first commanding officer. During the first world war, the Hospital was greatly expanded. Additional land was purchased, and many wards 
were added to the hospital. · 

At the height of World War 1, the hospital rated as a 3,000 bed hospital, and in the fall of 1918, 2604 patients were under treatment. 
Today, in the second World War, Naval personnel, Marines, and Coast Guardsmen from every theater of war, have been patients in the 
newly expanded hospital. 

More wards have been added. The latest equipment in modern medical science has been installed. A modern recreation building 
with bolwing alleys, a theater, a game room, a 15,000 volume library, an arts and skills department, and a cafeteria aid the patients in sup­
porting the motto of the Navy Doctor: "To keep as many men at as many guns, as manv days as possible".

He came to Great Lakes from the U.S. Naval Hospital at Aiea Heights, T. H., where he had 
been commanding officer since August, 1943. · 

Captain Ceres has had a varied career as a Naval Medical Officer. 
on Aug. 4, 1913, following graduation from the University of Pennsylvania. 
he went to sea as junior medical officer of the USS Kansas. 

He received a lieutenant {jg) commission in the Medical Corps 
After studying at the Na val Medical School in Washington, D. C., 

From 1915 until 1920, Captain Ceres served successively with the Marine EY.peditionary Force in Haiti and San Domingo, at the Navy 
Yard in New York, with the Naval Aviation Forces in European waters, the Hoover Mission to Poland, and at the U. S. Embassy in Paris. 
During the following two years he was with the Yantgze Patrol and aboard the Huron, flagship of the Asiatic fleet. 

Captain Ceres returned to the Naval Medical School for further study and in May, 1923, was assigned to the Army School of Aviation 
Medicine at Mitchell Field, L. I. 

He was designated a Naval flight surgeon in 1923. He has served at several of the most important air stations, including those at 
North Island, Calif., Norfolk, Va., and Pensacola, Fla. He also did a tour of duty at sea on the staff of Admiral E. J. King, then Commander, 
Aircraft Battle Force. 

After being detached from the staff of Admiral King he was assigned to a year's post-graduate study at the Naval War College, 
Newport, R. I. At the completion of this assignment, he reported to the Naval Air Station, Pensacola, Fla., in charge of the Medical Depart­
ment, where he established the school of Aviation Medicine, and permanent research laboratories for the study of problems peculiar to 
Aviation Medicine. 

On July 10, 1942, Captain Ceres was named Medical Officer of the Naval Air Station, Quonset Point, R. I., where he remained until 
his assignment at Aiea Heights.
