The Preface. 
By what undue means, And for what mifchievous purpofes the 

ufe of the Liturgy (though injoyned by the Laws of the Land, and 
thofe Laws never yet repealed) camey during the late unhappy 
confufons, to be discontinued> is too well known to the World, and 
we are not w iling here to remember. But when, upon His Ma- 
jeflies happy Reft aur at ion it feemed probable, that, amongtt other 
things, the ufe of the Liturgy alfo would return of courfe (the 
fame having never been legally abolified) unlefs fome timely 
means were ifed to prevent it j thofe men, who under the late 
ufurped powers had made it a great part of their bufinefi to ren¬ 
der the people difaffeBed thereunto, faw themfelves in point of 
reputation and interest concerned (unlefs they would freely ac¬ 
knowledge themfelves to have erred, which fuch men are very 
hardly brought to do) with their utmoft endeavours to hinder the 
reftitution thereof In order whereunto divers Pamphlets were 
publifhed again ft the Bookof Common Prayer, the old Objections 
muftered upy with the addition of fome new ones more than for+ 
merly had been made, to make the number fwell: In fine, great 
importunities were ufed to His Sacred Majetty, that the faid 
Book might be Revifed, and fuch Alterations therein, and Addi¬ 
tions thereunto made, as Jhould be thought requifite for the eafe 
of tender Confidences : Whereunto His Majefly out of His pious 
Inclination to give fatisfattion (fo far as could be reafonably 
eXpetted ) to all His Subjects of what perfwafion foever, did 
gracioufly condefcend. 

In which Review we have endeavoured to obferve the like 
Moderation, as we find to have been ufed in the like cafe in former 
times. And therefore of the fiundry Alterations propofed unto 
us, we have re jetted all fuch as were either of dangerous confe- 
quence (as fecretly fir iking at fome eflablifhed Dottriney or lau¬ 
dable PraStifie of the Church if England, or indeed of the whole 
Catholick Church of Chrifl) or elfe of no confe quence at all, but 
utterly frivolous and vain. But fuch Alterations as were tendred 
tons (by what perfons, under what pretencesy or to what purpo* 
fe foever fo tendred) as feemed to us in any degree requifite or ex¬ 
pedient y we have willingly, and of our own accord affented unto : 
Not enforced fo to do by any flrength of Argument, convincing 
us of the necefiity of making the faid Alterations : For we are 
fully perfwaded in our judgments (and We here profefi it to the 
World) that the Book, as it flood before ettablifhed by Lawy doth 
not contain in it any thing contrary to the Word of God, or to 

>u id Dottrine, or which a godly man may not with a good 
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Confidence ufe and fubmit unto, or which is not fairly defenfible 
again ft any that full oppofie the fame ; if it /hail be allowed fuch 
juft and favourable conftruttion as in Common Equity ought' 
to be allowed to all Humane Writings, ejpecially fuch as are fet 
forth by Authority, and even to the very bett Tranflattons of 
the holy Scripture it Jelf. 

Our general aim therefore in this undertaking waSi not to 
gratifie this or that Party in any their unredfonable demandss 
but to do that, which to our bell underfundings we conceived 
might mott tend to the prefirvdtion of Peace and Zl .ity in the 
Church j the procuring of Reverencey and exciting of Piety and 
Devotion in the Publick Wor/Jrip of God; and the cutting off 
occafion from them that feek occafion of cavil, or quarrel againft 
the Liturgy of the Church. And as to the fiveral variations 
from the former Book, whether by Alteration, Addition, or other~ 
wife, it (hall fuffice to give this general account. That mott of the 
Alterations were madey either firtt, for the better direction of 
them that are to officiate in any part of Divine Service; which 
is chiefly done in the Kalendars and Rubricks : Or fecondlyi 
for the more proper exprefting of feme words or phrafes of an* 
cient ufage, in terms more futable to the language of the pre- 
fent times, and the clearer explanation of fome other words 
and phrafes, that were either of doubtful fiignificationy or other- 
wife liable to mifionftruttion : Or thirdly, for a more perfeffl 
rendring of fuch portions of holy Scripture, as are infer ted into 
the Liturgy i which, in the Epiftles and Gojpels ejpecially, and 
in fundry other places are now ordered to be read according to 
the l att Tran flat ion : And that it wds thought convenient, that 

fome Prayers and Thanksgivings, fitted to jpecial occafons, 
jhould be added in their due places j particularly for thofe at 
Sea, together with an Office for the Baptifm of fuch as are of 
riper years; which, although not fe neceffary when the- former 
Book was compiled, yet by the growth of Anabaptifm, through 
the licencioufneft of the late times crept inamongftus, is now be¬ 
come neceffary, and may be always ufeful for the Baptising of 
Natives in our Plantations, and others converted to the Faiths 
If any man, who /hall defire a more particular account of the five- 
ral Alterations in any part of the Liturgy$ /ball take the pains 
to compare the prefent Book with the former, we doubt not but the 
reafon of the change may eafily appear. 

And having thus endeavoured to difeharge our duties in this 
weighty a fair, as In the fight of God, and to approve our fince-

Here was never any thing by the w[t of man to well de- 

vilcd, or io lure eftablifhed, which, in continuance of 
time, hath not been corrupted: As, araon^ other things? 
it may plainly appear by the Common Prayers in the 
Church, commonly called Divine Service. The fir ft ori¬ 
ginal and ground whereof, if a man would fearch out by 
the ancient Fathers, he lhall find, that the fame was not 
ordained but of a good purpofe,and for a great advance’ 
ment of godlinefs. For they fo ordered the matter, that 

‘lh tne whole. Bible, (or the greateftpart thereof) fhould be read over once every 
year 5 intending thereby, that the Clergy, and efpecially fuch as were Miniftcrs 
m the Congregation, fhould (by often reading, and meditation in Gods Word) 
be ftirred up to godlinefs thcmfelves, and be more able to exhort others by who! 
fom do&rinc, and to confute them that were Adverfaries to the Truth ; and fur 
ther, that the people (by daily hearing of holy Scripture read in the Church) 
might continually profit more and more in the knowledge of God, and be tlie 
more inflamed with the love of his true Religion. 

* But thefe many years palled, this godly and decent Order of the ancient Fa 
thers hath been fo altered, broken, and ncgle&ed, by planting in uncertain Sto¬ 
ries, and Legends, with multitude of Rcfponds, Verfes, vain Repetitions, Com¬ 
memorations, and Synodals* that commonly, when any Book of the Bible 
was begun, after three or four Chapters were read outf all the reft were unread. 
And in this fort the Book of Jfaiah was begun in Advent) and the Book of Gene ft s 
in Septuagejima; but they were onely begun, and never read through : After like 
fort were other Books of holy Scripture ufed. And moreover, whereas S. Paul 
would have fuch language fpoken to the people in the Church, as they might un¬ 
derhand, and have profit by hearing the famej the Service in this Church of Eng¬ 
land thefe many years, hath been read in Latin to the people, which they under¬ 
hand not, fo that they have heard with their eats onely, and their heart, fpirit, 
and mind have not teen edified thereby. And furthermore, notwithftanding 
that the ancient Fathers have divided the Pfaints into feven Portions, whereof 
every one was called a Notturn, now of late time, a few of them have been daily 
faid, and the reft utterly omitted. Moreover,the number and hardnefs of the Rules 
called the Pie, and the manifold changings of the Service was the caufe, that to 
turn the Book onely was fo hard and intricate a matter, that many times there 
was more buftnefs to find out what fhould be read, chan to read it when it was 
found out. 

Thefe inconveniences therefore conftdered, here is fet forth fuch an Order, 
whereby the fame fhall be redrefted. And for a readinefs in this matter, here is 
drawn.out a Kalendar for that purpofe, which is plain and eafie to be underftood ; 
wherein (fo much as may be) the reading of the holy Scripture is fo fet forth,that 
all things fhall be done in order, without breaking one piece from another. For 
this caufe be cut off Anthems, Refporids, Invita tones, and fuch like things as did 
break the continual courfc of the reading of the Scripture. 

Yet, becaufe there is no remedy, but that of ncceiftty there mull be fomc Rules* 
therefore certain RulcS arc here fet forth; which, as they are few in number, fo 

they 



they arc plain and eafie ro be underftood. So that here you have an Order for 
Prayer, and for the reading of the holy Scripture, much agreeable to the mind 
and purpefe of the old Fathers, and a great deal more profitable and commodi¬ 
ous, than that which of late was ufed. It is more profitable, becaufe here are left 
out many things, whereof fome are untrue, feme uncertain, fome vain and fu- 
perftjtious; and nothing is ordained to be read, but the very pure Word of God, 
the holy Scriptures, or that which is agreeable to the fame; ancLthat in luch a 
language ana order, as is molt eafie and plain for the underftanding both of the 
Readers and Hearers. It is alfo more commodious, both for the Ihortnefs there¬ 
of, and for the plainnefs o*f the Order, and for that the Rules be few and eafie. 

And whereas heretofore there hath been great diverfity in faying and finging 
in Churches within -this Realm, fome following SalUburj Ufe, fome Hereford Ufe, 
and fome the Ufe of Bangor, fome of Tor^ fome of Lincoln j now from henceforth 
all the whole Realm fhail have but one Ufe. 

And forafmuch as nothing can be fo plainly fet forth, but doubts may arife in 
the ufe and pra&ice of the fame, to appeafe all fuch diverfity (if any arife) and 
for there folution of all doubts, concerning the manner how to underftand, do 
and execute the things contained in this Book; the parties that fo doubt, or di- 
verfiy take any thing, fhail alway refort to the Bilhop of the Diocefe, who by his 
diferetion fhail take order for the quieting and appeafing of the fame, fo that the 
fame order be not contrary to any thing contained in this Book. And if the Bi¬ 
lhop of the Diocefe be in doubt, then he may fend for the refolution thereof 
to the Afchbilhop.

Hough it be appointed, That all 
things fhall be read andfmg in the

But in Fe¬ 
bruary it jhall be read onely to the Twenty 
eighth, or Twenty ninth day of the moneth. 

And whereas January, Mareh*May, July; 
Auguft, Oftober* and December have One 

and thirty days apiece; It is ordered, that the fame Pfalrn 
/hall be read the laft day of the faid moneths* which were read the 
day before: So that the pf alter may begin again the fir ft day 
of the next moneth enfuing* 

And whereas the CXIX Pfalm is divided into XXII Portions* 
and is overlong to be read at one time $ It is fo ordered* that at 
one time Jhall not be read above four or five of the faid Portions.

which are not in the JCalendar* and the Immoveabley where there 
is a blank left in the Column of Lejfons j the proper Lejfons for all 
which days are to be found in the Table of Proper Lejfons. 

And note, that whenfiever Proper Pfalms or Lefons are ap¬ 
pointed j then the Pfalms and Lefons of ordinary courfe appoint* 
ed in the Pfalter and Kalendar (if they be different) Jhall be omit¬ 
ted for that time. 

Note alfo* that the Collett* Epiftl* and Gofpel appointed for the 
Sunday* Jhall ferve all the week after, where it is not in this Book 
otherwife ordered.

For the Adminiftration of the Lords Supper, 

or Holy Communion. ‘ 

O many as intend to be partakers of the holy Com* 
munion* fhall fignifie their names to the Curate at 
lead fomctime the day before. 

And if any of thefe be an open and notorious evil li¬ 
ver* or have done any wrong to his neighbours by word or 
deed* fo that the Congregation be thereby offended ; the 
Curate having knowledge thereof, fhall call him and adv£r- 
tife him* that in any wife he prefume not to come to the 
Lords Table* until he hath openly declared himfelf to have 
truly repented and amended his former naughty life* that 
the Congregation may thereby be fatisfied* which before 
were offended $ and that he hath recomp enfed the parties to 
whom he hath done wrong* or at leaf! declare himfelf to be 
in full purpofe fo to doi affoon as he conveniently may. 

The fame order fhall the Curate ufe with thofe betwixt 
whom he perceiveth malice and hatred to reign - not fuffer- 
ing them to be partakers of the Lords Table* until he know 
them to be reconciled. And if one of the parties fo at vari¬ 

ance* be edntent to forgive from the bottom of his heirt all 
that the other hath trefpaffed againfl him* and to make 

amends for that he himlelf hath offended ; and the other 
party will not be perfwaded to a godly unity* but remain 
ftill in his frowardnefs and malice : the Minifter in that 

cafe ought to admit the penitent perfon to the holy Com¬ 
munion* and not him that is obflinate. Provided that every 
Minifter fo repelling any? as is ipecified in this* or the next 
precedent Paragraph of this Rubrick* fhall be obliged to 
give an account of the fame to the Ordinary within fourteen 
days after at the fartheft. And the Ordinary fhall proceed 
againft the offending perfon according to the Canon.

And to take away all occafion of diffenfion? and fuperftiti- 
on? which any perfon hath or might have concerning the 
Bread and Wine, it fhall fuffice that the Bread be fuch as is 
ufual to be eaten ,* but the beft and pureft Wheat Bread that 
conveniently may be gotten. \ 

And if any of the Bread and Wine remain unconfecrated?

obflinacyy be mifconUrued and depraved; It is here declared-, 
that thereby no Adoration is intended-, or ought to be done, either 
unto the Sacramental bread and wine, there bodily received, or 
unto any Corporal Prefence of Chrifts natural Fle/h and Bloud. 
For the Sacramental bread and wine remain ftill in their very 
Natural Sub fiances, and therefore may not be adored, (for that 
were Idolatry, to be abhorred of all faithful Chrifiians) And tl>e 
Natural body and bloud of our Saviour Chrifi are in Heaven, and 
not here ; it being againft the truth of Chritis Natural body, to 
be at one time in more places than one.

to call them? the Curates fhall diligently from time to time 
( but efpecially in the time of peftilence ? or other infedti- 
ous ficknefs) exhort their Parifhioners to the often re¬ 
ceiving of the holy Communion of the body and bloud of 
our Saviour Chrift? when it fhall be publickly adminiftred 
in the Church , that fo doing, they may in cafe of Hidden 
vifitation, have the lefs caufe to be difquieted for lack of 
the fame.

PREFACE. 
T is evident unto all men di¬ 
ligently reading holy Scrip¬ 
ture and ancient Authors, that 
from the Apoftles time there 
have been thefe Orders ofMi- 
nifters in Chrift’s Church; Bi- 
fhops, Priefts, and Deacons. 

Which Offices were evermore had in fuch re¬ 
verend eftimation, that no man might prefume 
to execute any of them, except he were firft cal¬ 
led, tried, examined, and known to have fuch 
qualities as are requifite for the fame; and alfo by 
publick prayer, with Impofition of hands, were 
approved and admitted thereunto by lawful 
Authority. And therefore, to the intent that 
thefe Orders may be continued, and re¬ 
verently ufed and efteemed in the Church of 
England", No man fhall be accounted or taken 
to be a lawful Bifhop, Prieft, or Deacon in the 
Church of 8ngland, or fuffered to execute any 
of the faid Functions, except he be called, tryed, 
examined and admitted thereunto, according to 
the Form hereafter following, or hath had for¬ 
merly Epifcopal Confecration, or Ordination. 

And none fliall be admitted a Deacon, except 
he be Twenty three years of age, unlefs he have

a Faculty. And every man which is to be ad¬ 
mitted a Prieft, fhall be full Four and twenty 
years old. And every man which is to be Or¬ 
dained or Confecrated Bifhop, fhall be fully 
Thirty years of age.
