"GOING SCOT FREE.

The Source From Which This Old
Saying: Emanated,

The origin of the old saging, “Going
scot free,” is this: Scot, from the An-
glo-Saxon “sceot,” a portion, signified
in old law a customary tax or contri-
bution laid on subjects according to
their ability and embraced all paro-
chial assessments. The conclusion is
obvious—namely, that to escape “scot
free” was to avoid all such payments
of dues and taxes. <

Before the reform act the right to
vote for parliamentary and municipal
officers was vested exclusively In pay-
ers of “scot and lot” Rastall (1558)
speaks of it as a certain tallage for the
use of the sheriff or his bailiff, and in
Kent the usual rates paid in Romney
marsh for repairing sea walls are
known by the same name.

“Scot,” says Camden, “is that which
from various Sources is .gathered into
one heap” —literally that which is
“shot” into a general fund, from the
Dutch and low German “schot” This
may have .come to us through-the old
French “escot,” diner a esqot, to dine
at an ordinary where each guest paid
his “shot,” and ang one who did not
contribute would be said to get off
“scot free.”—London Answers.

THE WORD HUMBUG.

There Are Various IPlausible Expla-
nations of Its Origin.

The word “humbug” has been traced
back to the title page of “The Uni-
versal Jester, a choice collection of
merry conceits, bonmots and hum-
bugs, by Ferdinando Kflligrew, Lon-
don, i735-40.” The following are the
most plausible and possible deriva-
tions:

In the time of James Il. a worthless
coin was minted at Dublin from a soft
mixed metal, which became known as
uim bog, pronounced Ooombug—. e.,
soft eopper, worthless money.

Some see in it a corruption of Ham-
burg, from which town so many false
reports came during the war of 1799
1806 that such news was received
with “Oh, that Is a Hamburg!”

Addressing» the Queen.

Yet foreign princes and princesses
bearing the title of serene highness
must not be addressed as sir or ma’am,
but as prince and princess. A letter to
the sovereign must begin thus: “His
majesty the king” and below the sin-

le word, "sir.” The conclusion of the
etter would be worded somewhat as
follows: “I have the honor to submit
myself your majesty’s most humble
and devoted servant,” etc.

Valise Boat.

A boat large enough to carry six per-
sons may be carried: In a.valise or cor-
ner of a trunk. This is because the
principle of the pneumatic tire has been
applied with such success to boat build-
ing. These boats are of two kinds,
either of rubber cloth inflated with air
and divided into two compartments, or
of a series of inflated tubes coiled
lengthwise. These are fitted with

neumatic seats, and the oarlocks are

uckled on the sides. When deflated
they are reduced to the smallest con-
ceivable weight and compass, and the
process occupies only a few moments.

Experiments prove that these craft
will not founder in the heaviest seas.
They are so buoyant when, filled with
water that they will float a weight of
several hundred pounds, while the rubl
her of which they are Constructed is
absolutely proof against puncture. This
invention promises an entirely new era
in boat building for purposes of sport
and travel.

How RlIckslmw Men Learn Spanish.

Tourists in Nagasaki, Japan, are
often surprised to hear the sampan men
and the rickshaw men in the :street
shout Spanish words to white passers-
by—as “Hey, amigo!” (“Hey, friend!”),
or “Hombrel” a common exclamation
of attention, meaning "man.” In the
stores the salesmen also use similar
terms, as “No sabe,” meaning “Don't
know," etc.

The explanation is simple. The Japs
themselves do not know that they are
using Spanish words. They believe
them English slang. They have learn-
ed them from American soldiers home-
ward bound from the Philii)pines. The
Yankee boys, used to employing Span-
ish phrases in speaking to. Filipinos, in-
stinctively do the same with the Japs,
forgetting that their language ’is dif-
ferent. ’

of small size and in a number of vari-
ous colors, are laid on a table in a
straight line, and the person holds a
magnet, which he moves slowly down
the long line of crosses.
