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Editorial Comment 
At the rate at which labor leaders, 

officers of labor unions, walking dele¬ 
gates, social settlement workers and 
uplifters generally are Increasing, they 
will soon be as great a tax on the 
people as the clergy. 

There is probably no other influence 
as baneful in its effects on the amuse¬ 
ment game as labor trouble. It costs 
clrcu.‘»es and carnival companies more 
annually than bad weather. Street 
car strikes, chauffeur strikes and team¬ 
sters* strikes simply paralyze business 
at theaters and parks, and even the 
"movies,” which nothing else seems 
to trouble or affect, suffer severely. 

Theatrical people and show* folk, 
without contributing In any way to the 
differences between the warring fac¬ 
tions, are faught in the cro.ss-flre, and 
experience greater lo.«s than either. 

The hoggi.<ih, ^reedy, grinding and 
heartless employing ttrm.s arc the first 
If not the sole cause of the trouble, of 
course, but when you look around and 
swe how few they are, and then note 
how many—how very many decent. 
8<iuare and fair employers who invari¬ 
ably suffer more than the guilty busi¬ 
ness houses at which the strike is 
directed, to say nothing of the vast 
number of mechanic.^ and clerks and 
their wives and children who are also 
put to great lo.ss, inconvenience and , 
annoyance, one can not but conclude 
that the strike or lockout is a colossal 
blunder. 

When one has reacht th.at conclu¬ 
sion, it is only a step to another one, 
viz., that the great majority of the 
men engaged in the solution of this 
big problem are utterly incompetent 
to handle It. and It ought to be taken 
out of their hands. 

Fomenting class hatred at which the 
yellow newspapers are eng.ngod does 
not help matters, and appealing to the 
emotions and baser ln.-<tincts in which 
so many labor leaders are indulging, 
is worse. 

In the end, universal education will 
likely he found to bo the only final 
solution—universal education, eugenics 
ancl vasectoniy. 

In the day thtit criminals, decadents 
and the feehlo-ininded are prevented 
from perpetuating their kind, and peo¬ 
ple marry intelligently, and all their 
off-spring are compul.sorily well edu¬ 
cated. there will be no labor troubles. 

Manifestly, we can not sit down and 
wait for the advent of that day. It is 
too far off. 

We can. In the meantime, however, 
embark on an educational cru.s.adc our¬ 
selves. 

If we, the Innocent sufferers from 
this barbarous state of affairs, will hoot 
down the demagogue.s and boycot the 
yellow newspapers, thereby obtaining 
a chance to make ourselves heard, we 

can convince many of the combatants 
that they are wrong. 

We can show them the folly of the 
present course, and when we win over 
a sufficient number, very likely obtain 
a Commercial Peace Foundation, In 
which the best brains of the world 
will unite to grapple with the age’s 
greatest problem.

IN RIGHT WRITERS—NO. 11 
The range of a popular song is more Important than the intrinsic 

merit of the melody. The capable composer realizes this, and prepares 
musical settings according to the requirements of the average singer’s 
voice. 

So many songs “spread over” more than an octave failed to “make 
good,” that an unwritten rule among composers requires that the highest 
and lowest notes of the composition must be within an octave of each 
other. 

Many people who look upon composing as a matter of inspiration 
will declare that mechanically forcing a composition within the smallest 
part of an octave may stint its value. 

The architect, planning a beautiful building, works upon purely 
mechanical principles. One reason why the completed building is beau¬ 
tiful is because it is mechanically correct. 

The prospectiv purchaser and the admirer of the building are Im¬ 
pressed by its beauty, tho few even stop to think about “the mechanical 
end.” 

Likewise, the singer of a popular song, almost unconsciously, accepts 
or rejects it, in many instances, because of the range. Many beautiful 
numbers, bearing superb lyrics, are rejected, and, in consequence, many 
songs, bordering upon the mediocre, are accepted—all on account of 
range. A mere matter of a note or two, too high or too low’, may mean 
the making or unmaking of a popular music hit. 

Hence our opening statement. We might go even further and state 
that range is more important than both melody «r lyric. For the 
grtatest set of words conceivable united to a broad-spanned melody 
can’t possibly “get across.”

The pegram pest Is one of the worst. Pro 
grams sell from four cents to half a dollar, de 
pemliiig iiimii the theater ami the occasion. 
These programs are not artistic always, tho 
simn'tlnies they enileavor to be ami are cramimxl 
full of ailvertlsiug so that the purchaser bag 
C'lislderable diihi'iilty in tlmllng the Informatb'n 
h.. ks i',.U". riling the play, tho he has palu 
dearly enuf for It. 

The nuls'iuc variia in the different theaters. 
In many the theaterg<H'r Is met by an Iniliviiliial 
with an armful of programs, one of two of 
which are shoved Into the spectator's hanils. 

"I pay t,'n cents for thi'in,” the man—or 
Woman—says, with the accent very much "U 
the "I.” One ig not left In doubt as t'l the 
uuaning of the remark; the prin;ra:n vemhir's 
whole bearing makes It only l,«) char; If In 
must pay ten c, nts for the program, thi'n .'oii. 
the theatergiwr, are a piker If you d',u't give 
him more than ten rents, since be must make 
a petit on his wares. Why he clmoses such a 
formula is evident. If be Is forcxl to pay ten 
cents [M-r program, li,- C'uhl Just as easily 
add on bis own profit an,! charge a fixe,I 
price, say I- i','nls p'-r program a proiii o 
two cents on l ai-h: but 1," pref rs i', work 
It the other way tiecause he nearly always oh 
tains l.'i or 20 cents each f-ir his programs. The 
fact that he makes hims''If a nuisance anmng 
the spi'Ctatorg d,»'sn't seem to worry him—nor 
the tb,'ater manager either, for that matter. 

The program p«'st settled, the ckiak-naim 
p,'st bolts up. .Som times there 1' a fi.xe,l prlc, 
someiiines there Is ^lot: hut the women In charge 
never b< sltates to liawl you ,,ut if y,,u napiten 
lo guess wr,i:ig. .\ii»l In some plai'e of aiiiiisem' nt 
they all hut assault theatergia'rs in order to 
gel hats, wraps, canes, umbrellas an,I so forth 
away from them. Misrepresentations are 
freijuently made and strangers are <,fter taken 
In not for ruinous sums. It Is true, but the 
principle ,'f tlie thing is the same, much or little 
If the cloak-room price Ig fixed by the manage 
ment of the theater, the women in charge ex 
(MM't an ailditlonal fee, as pourboire. And h,'ri 
the playgoer has to guess again with resnlts 
(Misalbly ruinous to the prospect of proper en 
Joy ment of the show he baa come to aee. 

Next In line eoa* vahaca—female—wh, 
are supposed to show one to one’s seat. May¬ 
be she do<s ami again maybe she doesn't. If you 
have b,','n to the same theater several times 
la-twe, anil know the location of your chxlr. 
you may. of course, proceed to your own s at 
after running the gauntlet of the pests already 
d,scrib'd. You mav think you're e»''ape,I this 
pest, but y,ui haven't. The usher will present 
herself at your seat long before the performance 
is over and ilemand a tip. She hasn't done a 
thing for yon: you probably haven't seen her 
lis'fore: but that doesn't matter. Yi'ii have to 
,llg or have the woman stand between vou anil 
the stage and make a s[M'ctai’Ie out of you— 
and Incldental'y. lurself. Rut the difference 
Is that you probably care and she il,a»sn’t: n,'t 
la the least. That’s her Job. She's used (o It 
ami you're mit. Tho you're s ated at last, the 
11,'sts continue to bob up. One of them Is the 
cand.v vendor. He cries his wares In some of 
the b,st theaters here lust as they do In the 
cheaper theaters In the f. S. That woiibtn't 
he so bad If tley dhln't sting you every time 
you try to <1o business with them. If you. 
wife or bi'St girl would like a pi'ppi'rmlnt drop 
of the kind you ate as a khl an,! which c,,s,s 
a nickel for a bagful .vou'll l>e stung for half 
a dollar for a tiny little tin b>>x full. If yon 
get them from the house crier. 

Rut what's th" use’ There are numeMus 
other pests of gri'ater or less'-r mignitmle. am' 
while .Ami-rican theater', some of them, have 
their faults. let us thank the gisls that love 
us that we haven't these thlngsl

was only a performer, was not worthy of mem 
ship. Now the argument in favor of the p«‘r- 

former Is go broad and expansiv that it would 
be impossible to give more than a brief synop¬ 
tical reason for him at this writing. First, 
what woulil the circus be without the p» r 
formers? Nearly all over great managers wer* 
once performers, inclmling the monarchg of the 
amusement world, Kingling Hrotliers, and 
thousands of others. I was a performer for 
over 2.1 years, and In m.v 4.'> years of activ 
service in the business I have tilled almost ever.i 
branch from walking from town to town wit.i 
a little "trick” and playing the "flddle" for a 
dance after the acbool house show, to owning 
and condncting a 22 car circus and menagerie, 
and having the distinction of knowing that I 
drew the largest salary ever paid an adjuster. 
Our president. (Tohmel Oo>iy. was not a little 
offended when performers were compared to a 
lot of cheap ten dollar a-week “guys" and re- 
markt: "1 am a p«‘rformer and am no better 
than m.an.v others, and I believe have a repii 
ration which will oimpare with man.v who con¬ 
sider themselves better than performers.” .\gar.. 
we expi'Ct to raise funds to build a home and 

different parts of the world, and during ths 
long dreaiT winter months. If the performer 
was not worthy of belonging, he would say If 
1 am .not good enuf (or too good) to belong 1 
am not good enuf to donate my acts for the 
beneats. etc. Now this la one of the principal 
reasons that the so called new League is be¬ 
ing h^ted at In my Judgment. It would be 
almosf impossible to get enuf owners of cir¬ 
cuses and carnivals to unite in friendliness to 
make up a club. Tills has been tried out with 
the billposting projiosltion. Th-y have had t<K> 
man.v bitter aghts to kiss and make up and 
obligate themsidves to each other in an or¬ 
ganization for any cause that includes owners 
and managers only. 

The Rillboard Is quite right In saying It’s 
better to have one good organization with a 
world wide memb-rshlp than to try and divide 
or make two leagues. Let me say In conclusion
