Fees of the Supreme Court.

Our readers have long been fully a-
ware of the great grievances sustained
by suitorsin the Supreme Court by the
exceedingly exorbitant charges which
are made in all matters brought inte
that Court, They are fully acquainted
with the fact that almost every man
who has gone into the Court rich has
come out a beggar. This was occasion-
ed by a great number of useless forms,
and by the very heavy fees of the offi-
cers. This has been for many years a
matter of complaint. The complaints
had even reached the Parliament of
England,and orders were sentout to this
coun(ry several years ago that each of=
ficer of the Court should send in a stafe-
ment of the fees of his office ; and it was
then discovered that one officer alone
received the incredible sunr of One Lakh

and Sixty Thousand Rupees a year.

The grievanee is however now to he
rectified. The amoant of the fees is to
be reduced, and the officers of the Court
are to rececive fixed allowances instead

of these fees. The new plan is entirely

to bﬁ attributed to the Jadges of the
Supreme Court. Government have ouly
sanctioned the plan, The present plan
is to continue in force for three years.

New'Sugar Act,

~ The draft of a new Sugar Act has
Just been published in the Calcnita
Guzette ; the abject of it is, to put the
new  Act of Parliament in force in this
country, ‘I hat Act provides that Sugar,
the growth of this Presidency, exported
from_Calcutta afier the st of Decem-
ber this year, shall on its arrival in Eug-
land pay a duty of only 21 shillings
a cwt. ; but in order to entitle the Sugar
to this indulgence, it is necessary that
there shnuld_accompuny it a certificate
from the Collector of the district, orany
other person appoiuted to act on his be-
half, that this sugar was boné fide the
produce of the district, Italso provides,
that after the new Act shall be in force
in_this country, no foreign sugar shall
be allowed to be imported from any
plnce.

Thisnew Act is intended to give cur-

Eachangeof Territory with the French,

50
lakhs of Rupees, has been already en-
gaged, It was expected, that the de-
mands of commerce this season would
greatly exceed that limit, and conse-
quently that the whole of the 50 lukhs
of Rupees would be absorbed very soon
alter the indigo crop began to come
into the market., There appears to have
been great eagerness on the part of the
indigo planters, to také advantage at
the earliest period of these advances.

Abolition of Duties on pregnant women
at Bonibay.

It was fately stated in one of the Mo-
fussil papers, that at Bombay there was
a tax on pregnant women. Perhaps this
was not exactly true, but the taxes at
that Presidency are quite as absurd,
Bat a notice has just been promulgated
at Poonal, repealing several of the taxes

7 | which bave hitherto been levied in that

town ; and thus we learn what was the
nature of the taxation that prevailed
there, Among the taxes which have
been abolished was one on the winnow-
ing and chaffing of rice; a tax upon
Goudhul, a kind of singing in the
streets, with musical instruments on oc-
casions of weddings; a tax upon
Dawks, a ceremony to induce the manes
to communicate secrets ; a tax upon cir-
cumcision, upon marriage, upon wak-
ing at nights, upon the slaughter of
sheep, Tlere were also taxes which
cannot be repeated which have -not
been repealed. It must however be
borne in mind that these taxes were
laid on by the old Mahratta Govern-
ment, and continued to the present time
by the British Authorities. Twenty-six
vexatious taxes of this nature have thus
been repealed, to the no little joy and
comfort of the inhabitants,
Mr. Turion.

The Agra Ukkbar has given publicity to
some “queries touching municipal affairs
from the Secretary to the Lieutenant Go-
vernor of ‘the North Western Provinces
to the Magistrates in that Presidency, ’
together with a reply thereto from tle
Magistrate of the Agra District, from
which latter document we learn that no

effort is. made on the part of the public
authorities or of the chief house-holders

to promote the general preservation of the
health and comfort of the inhabitants of
any large town in that district, ekcept in
the city of Agra itself. " Noimpost is also
levied for this purpose except in some
towns and villages where a house rate is
privately collected by the Zeémindars and
Chowdrees to provide the means of sup-
porting a Chowkeedaree establishment
for the protection of life and property in
places of any size.
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With respect to the means by which a
fund may be collected for cleaning, im-
proving and lighting a town, the Magis-
trate proposes to raisz a tax not exceeding
2 per cent. on the annual value of houses
in the towns within 10 miles or so from
the Sudder station. The expenditure of
this fund he recommends to be regulated
at fixed rates from time to time, and to be
carried into effect by a Committee, sub-
Jject to the sanction of the Magistrate,
with a power to appeal to the Commission-
er and ultimately to Government.  The
power of a quarter sessious is proposed to
be allotted to the Magistrate. The reason
why this officer limits his proposition to
places within 10 miles from the Sudder
station, is that, in his opinion, the abuses
of power and funds by native Comumittees,
without European local superintendance,
will be endless and mischievous in the end.
1 regard to places therefore beyond thiat
distance he sees no meaus of effecting lo-
cal improvement or even securing the ge-
neral cleanliness of the towns but for Go-
