‘Another attempt is being -ndo to
standardize the laws of the various
states 6f the Union, the impetus this
time going out from California. The

- Boddety of the Sons of the American

Revolution of this state is, through
Pierson  W. Bauning,

‘of States,” the cﬂm “of Which
would be to establish a standard of
ideals and policies to be taught in
the publie schools.
. With such a congress there is no
limit ‘to what might be done in
standardization, ifi the course of a
few years. Tt is not to be expected
that all proposals made by the “con-
gress of state” would meet ‘with im-
mediate - approval. However, no
question could arise ns to motives
behind them; but the creation of a
“congress of states,” making it a na-
tional institution to assist in stand-
ardizing the ideals and laws of the
country at large, would eventually
make it a factor in public and nation-
al life.

The development of such a repre-
sentative body from each state, with
advisory powers only, would tend to
create & nationdlism not centered in
the federal government, but emanat-
ing from the Individual states. Tt
would meet the objections of those
who fear great centralization of pow-
. er at Washington interfering with

the states themselves, created upon
tinet knowledge of what standardi-
