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The World War indicated the might of Right and brought the different races
to a better understanding in regard to their mutual interests. Then came the
establishment of the League of Nations; the Washington Coonference; and finally the
Restoration of Tsingtau to China. These events marked the general sentiment of the
world moving towards the goal of a «“Universal Republic,” which, after all, can be the
only means of eradicating wars, and thus insuring the safety of the human race.

A publication of the historical developments and phases of human activities
of 'I'singtau by means of pictures will not only serve as a remembrance of the good
will of the powers for International Right and Homnor, but it will indeed be an
illustration as to what good can be done if successful efforts are employed. As
such, it will constitute an additional power for promoting racial understanding.

We have had great pleasure in reviewing this splendid work of Mr. Pan’s, and
sincerely hope that all its readers will be much benefited by its perusal.
