Some previous cultivation, or at least a thorough turning over, should be given. A clayey loam is the best foundation for

a good lawn. Let the surface be graded to the level wanted in all parts and well rolled—a light raking following this will pre-

pare for the seed sowing, which should be done as early in the spring as the ground can be worked, provided the ground has not

already been prepared in the fall.
