1779—Histary Proving Contention

and Fimed by Records.
Washington,
olong protracted discusston 1t has been
sotthed when, where and how  this
town was named In houor of George
Washington. These are the facts as
they have been ascertained:

The name Washington was choaen
by the people of Wilkes county lor
their new town in the year 1779, and
confirmed by the gencral asscmbly ia
Jannary, 1780.

Historians have beun prone to doubt
and question these dates, claimiog
that in 1780 was the “dark year” in
Georgia and that no session of the
general assembly was held [n that
vear. Auguata had fallen, Savannah
had fallen and the whole stste was ia
the hands of the enemy. This Is very
nearly true, but not quite wo.

The ‘ceded lands,” which ssven
years previous had beea bought from
the Indians and called Willkes, for
John Wilkes, our friend in the Rrit-
ish parliament, was one spot In the
state not under Hritish rule. This
was due to our victory at the battie
of Kettle Creek.

Stephen Heard, president of the as
sembly, was acting governor, because
George Walton, the governor, was in
Philadelphia attending the council
thers. And Wilkes county being the
only spot free from British rule,
Stephen Heard moved the stale papers
and records to the courthouss at
Heard’s Fort. Heard's Fort, there
fore, became the capital of Georgia
for the time being. And it was Dere
that the only session of the state lex-
islafure or assembly was held in the
year 1780. It was at thias session tha:

name Washington chosen for the littie
