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And the Prince of Latin Poets, Virg:l, {aw amongft his Heroes
in his lowry Elyfium, the Valiant for their Countrey, the Elo-

uent, and the Inventors of Arts for humane Accomodations,
and thofe who purchafed lafting Honor by real merit: Thefe,
he faw there crown’d with Garlands as white as {now :

Heic manus, ob patriam pugnando vulnera pajf;
Quique pii Vates, & Phabo digna hcut:; .

Inventas aut qui vitam excoluére per Artes, 660

Thefe old Eloges do juftly belong to our Noble Friends and
worthy Correfpondents, who do fpend {o much of their Lives,
and Labors, (and fome their Treafures alfo,) to oblige even
the ungrateful, and their yet unborn Pofterity.

SIR,

I Herewith fend you what I have received out of Mufcovy,
which is a New Mapp of Nova Zembla and Weigats, as it

hath been difcover’'d by the exprefs order of the Czar;

anddrawnbyaPainter, called Panclepoetfkr, who fentitmefrom

Mofco for a prefent : By which it appears, That Nova Zembla

is not an Ifland, as hithertoithathbeenbelicved to be; and that

the Mare glaciale is not a Sea, but a Smus or Bay, the
waters whereof are fiveet.  Which is the fame with what the

Tartarsdoalfoaflure us, who have tafted thofc waters in the ve-

ry midft of the Sinus.  The Samojeds as vicil as the Tartars do

unanimouflyafirm, that pafiingontheback of Nove Zembla, at
aconfiderable diftancefrom thefhore, Navigators may well pafs
asfaras fapan. And’tisagreatfaultintheEnzlifband Dutch, that
feeking to get to Fapan on the South-fidewt Nova Zembla, they
have almoft always pafled the Weigazs. Theletter Ointhegreat
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River Oy marks the placeof a Catara& or Fall of Waters. The
letter K denotes the conjunction of Zembla with the Continent.
TheRivermarked L, runs towards China, called Kitaze: which
is not every where navigable, by reafon of the rocks and other
inconveniences that obftruct the pafiing of veflels. Weigats it-
felf is very difficuit to pafs, becaufe of the great quantity of
Ice, continually falling into it out of the river O4y, whereby
that fireight paflage is ftopp’d up. The Samajeds go every
vear 2 fithing upon the faid {weet Sea and that on Nova Zem-
bla’s fide*, * See the Fig. annexed.

A way of extracting a Volatil Salt and Spirit out of Vegetables;
intimated in Numb. 100. p. 7002 ; Experimented, and im-
parted by the Learned and Intelligent Dr. Daniel Coxe,
Fellow of the R. Society.

Ake, in warm weatber, a confiderable quantity of the
Leaves of any Vegctable, ftripp’d or pulled from the
greater ftalks; layit on a heap, prefling it prettyclofe together:
They will foon become very hot, efpecially in the middle, and
after a few days refolve into a pappy fubftance (excepting the
outward leaves,) which being made into pellets, and put into a
Glafs-retort, anddiftilled, will yield, befidesagreatquantity of
liquor, much thick black Oyl of a balfamick confiftence.
The liquor being feparated from the Oyl, and diftilled in a
tall Glafs-body, a Polati/ Spirit fublimes, which, after one,
two or three rectifications, becomes perfectly Urinous, not to
be diftinguifh’t, by fmell or tafte, from well-rectified Spirit
of Harts-horn, Blood, Urine, or Sal Armoniac.

I never madetryalof any Herb, which, thus ordered, didnot
yield the mentioned fubftances; although I have examin’d ma-
ny by this method of procedure; which feem’d very different
from each other as well in fenfible qualities, as thofe vulgarly
called occult; fuchasRue, Sage, both Celondines, Carduusbe-
nediétus, Tobacco,tinking Orach,garden Scurvy grafs,thelefler
Spurge, Baum, Mint, Tan{y,Camomil, Monks Rhubarb, feveral
Docks, and even Common Grafs, with many others, which it
were altogether unnecefiary to enumerate ; befides Flowers of
Elder, Pzony, Cowllips, Clove Gilliflowers, &c. with feveral
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
