1st G^nt>ration beginning m the ages of the old i st veneration Cradle and Rake when every. 
thing on the farm was done by hand and back work, 
Dad started farming with Mr. Greenlee, a pioneer 
farmer of old reliable Scotch parents.

After sowing seed as pictured in 
photographs 2 and 3, take your screen 
again and screen over the top of seed 
some nice fine soil, covering seed with 
soil % to % inch deep, according to 
size of seed. Press top of soil down 
firmly again. 

“Getting Seed to Start Quickly.” 

We now cover top of box with a 
damp burlap bag which gives a imi- 
foim moisture and as the sprouts be¬ 
gin to show remove the bag and place 
a pane of common window glass over 
it. Place in sunny exposure and 
partly remove glass from box every 
day to harden the seedlings.

This page applies mostly to customers who don’t 
have hot beds or cold frames, but it’s just as im¬ 
portant for you folks to grow your Cabbage, Cel¬ 
ery, Cauliflower, Egg Plants, Tomato, Aster, Sal¬ 
via, Verbena, Pansy, etc., as it is for Big Market 
Gardeners, and believe me, all our Market Gar¬ 
deners grow their own plants. They do it to be 
sure of the type and in order to have the plants 
ready to set at the proper time, avoiding disap¬ 
pointment of having them delayed and damaged 
when shipped in. Try it this year. If you need 
further advice just ask for it.

“Another Method of Sowing the 
Seed.” 

After firming soil take your mark¬ 
ing stick and draw straight furrows 
across the top and sow seed at a 
uniform distance as pictured. If this 
method is followed you may let them 
grow full size before setting in the 
garden or field. In other words, it’s 
only one transplanting. 

“Preparing Soil for the Seed Box.” 
Use any good garden soil free from 

weeds; put in a little fertilizer, thor¬ 
oughly mixing together, and screen 
into seed box as pictured above. Press 
the soil down firm and smooth with 
small fiat piece of board. This will 
give you a fine fertile seed bed. 

“Sowing the Seed.” 

Simply scatter the seed thinly over 
surface of soil as pi&ured above. 
When these seedlings come up this 
method requires transplanting them 
at uniform distance in another flat 
to grow larger before setting in the 
garden or field. It’s a little more 
work this way but you always get 
better and more stockier plants. 

“Transplanting Seedlings to Per¬ 
manent Box.” 

Prepare soil as outlined in photo¬ 
graphs Nos. 1 and 3 and set your 
plants about 4 inches apart each way. 
Keep in sunny exposure and expose 

to cool air gradually to instill a hardy 
growth.

Cultural Directions on Vegetables 
Grow all you need for table use and plenty to can besides.

ASPARAGUS—The $500.00 Per Acre Crop. A de¬ 
licious vegetable that should be in every garden. 
Set crown of roots six inches under surface of 
soil in rows 1*4 to 2 feet apart and 3 feet between 
rows for home garden. Complete Culture Leaflet 
sent FREE in each order or mailed free upon 
request. 

BEANS—A Quick 3Ioney Making Crop. Ready 
to eat or market in 60 days. 1 to 1~V± bushels to 
plant an acre in drills. One pound will plant a 
row 100 feet long. A light, rich, well-drained loam 
which was manured for the previous crop is the 
most desirable. Beans are very sensitive to both 
cold and wet, so it is useless to plant them before 
the ground has become dry and warm. For field 
crop or market planting we recommend drilling 
in rows two to three feet apart, leaving room 
between for proper cultivation, drop the seed in 
the rows 4 to 5 inches apart to a depth of 2 
inches; you can use an ordinary corn planter by 
securing special bean plate from factory. For 
home garden plant in sa/me manner, having rows 
about 15 to 18 inches apart where cultivating 
with hand hoes. Good results are obtained plant¬ 
ing 2 to 3 seeds in hills two feet apart, although 
we prefer the row method. For succession, plant 
at intervals of two weeks apart until mid-sum¬ 
mer. The plants up to the time of blossoming 
should have constant cultivation, only be sure to 
cultivate shallow so as not to disturb the roots, 
otherwise the blossoms will blast and cause a 
very poor harvest. Never hoe or cultivate the 
crop while leaves or vines are wet, as that tends 
to produce rust. In planting Lima beans plant 
the seed sideways with the eye down. On pole 
beans set poles 4 feet apart at base, tie top of 
poles together and plant 6 to 8 beans 2 inches 
deep around base of each pole. 

BRUSSELS SPROUTS and1 BROCCOLI. 1 oz. 
of seed for 5,000 plants; 2 ounces will produce 
plants for 1 acre. Same culture as cabbage. 

BEET—1 oz. of seed to 100 feet in drills; 7 
lbs. per acre. The best results are obtained on a 
deep, rich, sandy loam. If wanted very early, 
sow such sorts as Crosby’s Egyptian or Condon’s 
Early Dawn in hotbeds and transplant, cutting 
off the outer leaves. For general crop sow in 
freshly prepared soil as soon as the ground will 
permit, in rows eighteen inches apart, covering 
about an inch deep and 'pressing the soil firmly 
over the seed. When the plants are well estab¬ 
lished, thin out to three inches apart in the row. 
For winter use sow Condon’s Royal Blood in 
June, so as to mature late in the season. When 
wanted for early’ greens sow in manner stated 
above, only don’t need thinning out. Some sow 
real thick, pulling out the surplus for greens, 
allowing the remainder to produce large bottoms. 

CABBAGE—An Ounce Will Produce About 
2,000 Plants. The plants are started in frame or 
seed bed, and afterward transplanted. Seed for 
early cabbages may be started in autumn in a 
cold frame, or in early spring in a hotbed. For 
main crop, summer and autumn cabbage, the 
seed should be sown in a rich border in the open 
air, in May or June. Sow shallow; a packet will 
produce about 250 plants, an ounce 3,000 plants; 
% pound for an acre. Set plants iy2 by 3 feet 
apart. Ready to use in 60 to 130 days. The soil 
for cabbage should be made rich with manure 
or fertilizer, and the plants should be kept in 
strong growth by frequent cultivation. 

CARROT—The Great Health Food for Babies 
and Grown Folks. 1 oz. of seed to 100 feet in 
drills; 4 pounds per acre. The Carrot is one of 
the most wholesome and nutritious of our gar¬ 
den roots, deserving to be more extensively used 
for culinary purposes, and we urge our custom- 
«*rs to give some of the early table varieties a 
trial. While a sandy loam, made rich by ma¬ 
nuring the previous year, is the best soil for the 

Carrot, any good land, if thoroughly and deeply 
worked, will produce satisfactory crops. It is 
advisable to sow as early in the spring as the 
ground is fit to work, though good crops may be 
grown from sowings as late as June 15. For 
table use, sow the smaller kinds early in rows 
sixteen to eighteen inches apart. For field cul¬ 
ture, sow in drills eighteen to twenty-four inches 
apart, using from three and one-half to four 
pounds of seed to the acre. Cover one-half to 
one inch deep and see to it that the soil is pressed 
firmly above the seed. As soon as the plants ap¬ 
pear, use the cultivator or wheel hoe. Thin three 
to four inches apart in the row. 

CAULIFLOWER—1 oz. of Seed for 3,000 Plants. 
4 oz. will produce plants for one acre. Treat the 
same as recommended above for Cabbage, only 
time your sowings so it will come into heading 
in the early summer or fall to avoid extreme 
hot, dry weather, which is unfavorable for pro¬ 
ducing clear, snowy white heads. When the 
head begins to form, tie the leaves together at 
the top to protect from the sun. 

CELERY. Celery seed is slow to germinate, 
and ample time must be given. Sow thinly in 
early spring and cover lightly. Keep constantly 
moist. Count on about 400 plants to a packet of 
seed, about 7,500 plants per ounce or quarter 
pound per acre. When the seedling plants are 
3 inches high they should be clipped at the top, 
to favor stocky growth, or else transplanted. 
Celery is mostly grown under flat culture, with¬ 
out trenches, in rows 4 feet apart, 6 inches apart 
in row. For home use celery is often grown in 
double rows, 10 inches apart, and plants 6 inches 
apart in each row, allowing 4 feet of space be¬ 
fore setting out another double row. This will 
permit soil for banking for winter storage with¬ 
out lifting. Ready for use in 110 to 140 days. 

CUCUMBER—For Slicing, Salads and Pickles. 
1 oz. to 100 hills; 2 to 3 lbs. in hills per acre. 
Plant when all danger of frost is over, right 
after corn planting time and from then on to 
July 20 in this section of the country. Late 
planting is recommended for pickles. In order 
to obtain the largest yield of cucumbers, the soil 
should be well enriched with well-rotted manure, 
but an abundance of good fruit can be raised on 
any rich garden soil. Plant the seed not over an 
inch deep in hills four to six feet apart each way, 
dropping fifteen to twenty seeds in a hill. After 
the plants begin to crowd and danger from the 
striped beetle is pretty well over, thin to three 
plants to the hill. Give frequent, but shallow, 
cultivation until the plants make runners so long 
that this is impracticable. In field culture, plow 
furrows four feet apart and similar ones at right 
angles to the first. At each intersection drop a 
shovelful or more of well-rotted manure, which 
should be well mixed with the soil. 

EGGPLANT—1 oz. of Seed to Produce 1,000 
Plants. Seed germinates slowly and should be 
started in hotbed, for. in this, as in all semi- 
tropical plants, it is important to secure a rapid 
and continuous growth from the first, the plants 
never recovering from a check received when 
young. When plants have two rough leaves, 
transplant three or four inches apart. When the 
ground is warm and all danger, not only from 
frosts, but from cold nights, is past, harden off 
by gradual exposure to the sun and air and de¬ 
creasing the supply of water, then carefully 
transplant to open ground, setting two and one- 
half feet apart. It is desirable to shade the 
young plants from very hot sun and to protect 
them from the potato bug, which otherwise often 
destroys them. 

ENDIVE or WINTER LETTUCE—1 oz. of Seed 
to 150 Feet in Drills. The Endive is a form of 
Chicory. Sow the seeds thinly in drills, and 
when the plants are well established thin to

eight inches. Water and cultivate thoroughly in 
order that a good growth of leaves may be made. 
When the leaves nro six to eight inches in length, 
draw them together and tie them so the heart 
will blanch. The leaves should not be tied up 
while wet or decay will follow. The heads should 
be used as soon as blanched. For \\ inter use sow 
the seeds rather late and remove the plants, with 
a ball of earth adhering to the roots, to a cellar 
or cold frame, and blanch during the winter as 
required for use. Endive is used as a salad at 
times of the year when lettuce and similar crops 
are out of season. 

KALE or 1IOKECOLE—1 Oz. of Seed to Pro¬ 
duce 2.500 Plants. There arc a large number of 
forms of Kale, and these are thought by some to 
be the original type of the Cabbage. Kale does 
not form a head and has convoluted leaves and 
thick leaf stems. It is cultivated the same as 
Cabbage, but may be set somewhat closer. This 
crop is very hardy and will live through the win¬ 
ter in the open ground in localities where freez¬ 
ing is not too severe. The flavor of Kale is im¬ 
proved by frost. Kale is used for greens during 
the winter and as a substitute for Cabbage. 

KOHL-RABI—1 Oz. of Seed to 300 Feet in 
Drills. Kohl-Rabi belongs to the same class as 
Cabbage and Cauliflower, but presents a marked 
variation from either. It is, perhaps, half-way 
between the Cabbage and Turnip, in that its 
edible part consists of the swollen stem of the 
plant. For an early crop, plant and cultivate 
the same as for early Cabbage. For a late crop 
or for all seasons in the South the seed may be 
sown in drills where the crop is to be grown and 
thinned to about 8 inches apart in the row. The 
rows should be from 18 to 36 inches apart, ac¬ 
cording to the kind of cultivation employed. The 
fleshy stems should be used while they are young 
and quite tender. Prepare Kohl-Rabi for the 
table in the same manner as Turnips, which it 
very much resembles when cooked. 

LETTUCE—The Great Salad Plant. Seed may 
be sown in the open ground in a rich, sandy 
loam as soon as it can be worked, in rows 1 foot 
apart, covering seed about 1 inch; thin plants to 
stand 6 to 8 inches apart in the row. Make suc- 
cessional sowings every two weeks until June; 
for Fall use sow seed in August and September. 
A packet will sow about 30 feet of drill, an ounce 
about 300 feet, use 4 to 5 pounds for an acre. 
Ready to use in 38 to 60 days. For best results 
with head lettuce make sowing of seed in hotbed, 
transplanting to field when plant has 3 or 4 
leaves. Time your sowings so as to bring into 
heading in the early spring or fall months, for 
it does not head well in extreme hot, dry 
weather. 

MELON—MUSKMELON—1 Oz. of Seed to 50 
Hills—2 to 3 lbs. Per Acre. A sandy loam with 
plenty of well-rotted barnyard manure will be 
found to be adapted to the cultivation of the 
Muskmelon. When commercial fertilizer is used 
instead of manure, it should be applied at the 
rate of from 500 to 1,000 pounds of high-grade 
material to the acre. The Muskmelon requires a 
long season to develop and is easily injured by 
frost or even by cool weather. For an early 
crop in the North, start the hills in a hotbed in 
berry boxes and plant out after the soil becomes 
warm. For the main crop throughout the coun¬ 
try the seed are planted in the open ground as 
soon as the soil is reasonably warm. Place the 
hills about 6 feet apart each way and 8 to 10 
seeds in a hill. After the plants become estab¬ 
lished, thin out all but the four best ones. An¬ 
other method is to sow in drills and thin to sin¬ 
gle plants 18 inches to 2 feet apart. Good culti¬ 
vation should be maintained until the vines 
interfere. 

MELON—WATERMELON—1 Oz. to 25 Hills; 
4 to 5 lbs. Per Acre. The cultivation of the 
Watermelon is practically the same as for the 
Muskmelon, except that the plants grow larger. 
Plant 10 feet apart each way in hills or in drills 
10 feet apart and hills 5 feet apart in the drills. 

ONION—1 Oz. of Seed to 100 Feet in Drills, 5 
lbs. Per Acre. Onions are raised in two ways, 
from the seed and from sets. Seed sown in early 
spring produces ripe onions in the fall, while

To lliilse Early Green Onions. The usual way 
is to plant sets early in the spring but they can 
be raised from seed sown the previous year. 
Seed sown in June will usually produce fair sizo 
onions which if left where they grow and given 
a little protection will survive the winter and 
produce nice green onions earlier than from sets 
and at less cost. While Portugal and Southport 
White Globe are good for this. 

PARSLEY—The Great Garnishing Plant. Y& 
oz. to 100 feet In drills. After soaking the seed 
of Parsley for a few hours in warm water, they 
may be sown in the same manner as Celery seed 
and the plants transplanted to the open ground. 
At the North, Parsley will live over winter in a 
cold frame or pit, and in the South it will thrive 
in the open ground during the winter, but it can¬ 
not withstand the heat of summer. The plants 
should be set in rows 12 inches apart and every 
4 inches in the row. The leaves of Parsley are 
used for garnishing around meats and for flav¬ 
oring soups. 

PARSNIP—% Oz. to 100 Feet in Drills; 5 lbs. 
Per Acre. Sow the seed of Parsnip as early as 
convenient in the spring in drills 18 inches to 3 
feet apart. Thin the plants to stand 3 inches 
apart in the rows. The Parsnip requires a rich 
soil apd frequent cultivation. Parsnip seed being 
slow to germinate it is advisable to mix a little 
Turnip shaped Radish seed with it before plant¬ 
ing. The Radish will be up in a few days, al¬ 
lowing Parsnip to sprout more freely. Try sow¬ 
ing this way and you will have no further trou¬ 
ble in getting a good stand. 

PEAS—A Delicious Vegetable, Easily Grown. 
2 lbs. of seed to 100 feet in drills; 1% bu. per 
acre drilled'; 3 bu. per acre broadcast. Sow 
Plenty of Peas. There is no more delicious vege¬ 
table than fresh, young green peas picked right 
off the vines in your garden and cooked imme¬ 
diately. If the garden is small, sow all the land 
you can spare. After the peas are gone the land 
can be used' for late cabbage, turnips, spinach, 
etc. Sow in earliest Spring and make succes- 
sional plantings every ten days until June 1. In 
the latter part of August sow early peas for an 
Autumn crop. Drill 1 to 2 inches deep in rows 
2 y2 to 4 feet apart. In the field use no sticks. 
In garden culture sow in double rows 10 inches 
apart, and use supports for the tall growing va¬ 
rieties. 

PEPPER—1 Oz. of Seed to 1,000 Plants. Plant 
the seed of Peppers in a hotbed, or box of 
soil in the house where the temperature is 
65° or better, and transplant to the open ground 
as soon as it is warm, or sow the seeds in the 
garden after all danger of frost is past. When 
grown in the garden the plants should be in rows 
3 feet apart and 15 to 18 inches apart in the row. 
The plants require about the same treatment as 
the Tomato. There are a large number of vari¬ 
eties of the Pepper, including the large sweet 
sorts used for pickling and the small hot kinds, 
such as Chili, Tabasco, and Cayenne. 

RADISH—Universal Favorite, Big Cash Crop, 
Ready to Eat or Market in 21 Days. 1 oz. of 
seed to 100 feet in drills; 10‘ to 12 lbs. per acre. 
To get Radishes in the open ground that are not 
“hot” the soil should be very loose and quite 
rich. A little nitrate of soda applied as soon as 
the radishes come up will help a good deal. Sow 
the seed in rows a foot apart and thin the plants 
to 2 inches apart. There is no way to prevent 
injurv by maggots except to screen the beds with 
cheese cloth to keep the flies out. By sowing 
Radish seed in August or first of September much 
better Radishes can be raised than in the spring 
and summer, as they are not injured by maggots 
in the fall.

SQUASH and PUMPKIN. Summer sorts 4 oz. 

to 100 hills; winter sorts 8 oz. to 100 hills; 4 lbs. 
bush varieties per acre; 2 lbs. winter varieties 
per acre. Plant and cultivate same as recom¬ 
mended for Melons. 

SPINACH—Will Produce Two or More Crops 
a Season. Aery Healthful Vegetable, Easily 
Grown. 1 oz. of seed to 100 feet in drill; 12 to 15 
lbs. per acre. Sow seed in good, rich soil in 
early spring 1 inch deep in rows 1 foot apart or 
broadcast. For a succession, sow every two. 
weeks until June 15, and again from August 10’ 
to September 15. For early spring use, seed may 
be sown in September, and covered with a few 
inches of hay, leaves or litter the last of No¬ 
vember and left on during the winter. A packet 
will sow about 25 feet of drill, an ounce to 100 
feet, 8 to 10 pounds per acre in drills; 12 to 15 
pounds broadcast. Ready to cut in about 45 to 
55 days. 

SALSIFY or 1TGETABLE OYSTER—1 Oz. of 
Seed to 100 Feet in Drill S to 10 lbs. Per Acre. 
Sow seed of Salsify during the spring in the 
same manner as for Parsnips or Carrots. At the 
South, a sowing may be made in summer to pro¬ 
duce roots for winter use. After the plants are 
well established they should be thinned suffi¬ 
ciently to prevent their crowding. The cultiva¬ 
tion should be the same as for Parsnips or 
Carrots, and frequept use of a wheel hoe will 
avoid the necessity for hand weeding. Salsify 
may be dug in the autumn and stored, or allowed 
to remain in the ground during the winter, as its 
treatment is the same as for Parsnips. 

TOAIATO—1 Oz. of Seed to Produce 2,000 
Plants. Tomatoes do best on light, warm, not 
over-rich soil, and success depends largely upon 
securing a rapid, vigorous and unchecked growth 
during the early part of the season. Sow the 
seed in February or March in a hotbed, green¬ 
house or in shallow boxes in the house in rows 
4 to 6 inches apart and half an inch deep. When 
the plants are about 2 inches high transplant to 
3-inch pots or into shallow boxes 4 inches apart 
each way. Transplant in the open ground after 
all danger of frost is past, 3 to 4 feet apart each 
way.

TURNIP—1 Oz. to 250 Feet in Drills; 2 to 3 

lbs. Per Acre. Sow early flat varieties in April, 
in drills 12 to 18 inches apart. Cover seed *£ inch 
and thin out to 4 to 6 inches in the row. Culti¬ 
vate frequently. For succession, sow at inter¬ 
vals until the last week in May. For Fall and 
Winter crop, sow in July or August in drills or 
broadcast.

About a fortnight or three weeks before 
the beds are to be made collect a quantity of fresh horse 
manure without the straw; place it in a heap under cover, and 
as it heats keep turning it over once or twice a week, until the 
fiery heat has become exhausted, which will require from ten 
to fourteen days’ time. When the manure is in a condition to 
be made up, lay out your bed according to your requirements, 
say three feet wide, ten feet long, and from two to three feet 
deep; beat it well down with the back of the spade as the process 
of building goes on.

If in¬ 
cluded in the crop rotation 
and properly handled, pea¬ 
nuts are not exhaustive of 
soil fertility. The tops of 
the peanuts make fine hay, 
relished by all stock, while 
the roots furnish rich food 
for both man and stock. 
The best soil is one of a 
sandy, loamy nature, which 
has a red clay subsoil, as 
this indicates lime, which 
is essential for this plant. 
They yield 40 to 100 
bushels to the acre, accord¬ 
ing to how well the crop 
is managed. Peanuts 
should be shelled before 
planting, but can also be 
planted in the hull 16 to 
18 inches apart.
