COMMERCE WITH GREAT BRITAIN. 

The statistics herewith presented are obtained from the “Accounts 
Relating to Tmde and Navigation,” issued by the Government of the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland for the calendar year 
1900. While they <lo not show the complete trade transactions laHween 
the two countries, they give the quantity, number, and value of the 
principal items of export (wool excepted) from the Argentine Repub¬ 
lic to Great Britain, and the value of the same as compared with similar 
statistics for like items in the previous calendar year. In the apiwnded 
table the animals exported were for use as f<K)d only; the item of 
“hides” includes those from Uruguay as well.

The value of the exports, as given in the above table, was 
£11,196,453 in 1900, as compared with £9,465,671 in 1899; or, reduced 
to United States currency—the pound sterling being equal to $4.8665— 
$54,487,538.52, against 064,687.92 in 1899. In the British accounts 
wheat and corn are reckoned as so many hundredweights, and in the 
table prepared for this article they are reduced to bushels, at the rate 
of 60 pounds to the bushel of wheat and 56 pounds to the bushel of 
corn. Wool is not included in the table for the reason that in the 
British statistics all receipts from South America are included under 
one head, the number of pounds being 30,205,932, valued at £957,804 
in 1900, as against receipts of 27,108,558 pounds, valued at £808,665, 
in 1899. 

In most of the items purchased from Great Britain during the calen¬ 
dar j'ear 19< M) there was a great increase. So far as can be determined 
from the British accounts the imports and valuations of the princi¬ 
pal items, as compared with the previous twelve months, were as 
follows, the total, reduced to United States currency, being equal to 
$18,107,832.85 in 1900, as against $15,677,931 in 1899: 

Those arrivinj; from Montevideo 
numbered l,7r>d. I'he number of immigrants arriving; was lb,4l>7, of 
whom eame via Montevide<). 'Phe dei)artures included 2,b24pas- 
seiifjers. of whom 2.2b(» were destined foi‘ Montevideo. The emi»;rants 
numbered 8,.55.5, of whom 1.S.58 went to Montevideo. Of the iinnii- 
jfi-antsarrivinjrduriii}; DecemlKM". !*,8S2 were Italians, 2.7(mi Spaniards. 
721 Russians. 44S Syrians, 413 French, and 2Utt Austrians. There 
were only 41 British. 47 Oermans, and S from the United States, or 
North Americans. 

IMMIGRATION STATISTICS. 

The “Review of tlie River Plate" for February 2, Ihui, states that 
the immijfration .stati.stics for I'.XMt have In'en juiblished. The total 
arrivals durin}i; the year numl)ered 132.4r)ri. Of this total, 2»»,r>.‘)4 were 
passengers and 105.1»U2 wen* immijrrants. Of the i)as.s(*n«rers. lh,44«) 
came via Montevideo. Of the immi^nint.s, 84,8.')I came directly to 
Arjrentine ports, while 21.051 tiist landed in Montevideo, Uruj;uay, 
cominjr from thence to the Arj^entine Rt*public. It would ap|)ear 
that the nationalities of the latter were not ascertained by the .Vrjren- 
tine authorities, as only the country of birth of tho.M* immigrants who 
arrived din'ctly from across the .seas is jriven. Of the 84,851 pros- 
|M*ctive citizens thus enterinjr the country, 52.143 were Italians, 
2U.3.S3 were Spaniards, 3.1*t0 were French. 2.11'.* were Russians, 
2,(*24 were .Vustrians, and 1,583 were Syrians, There were 7*)(* Ger¬ 
mans. 411 Enjijli.sh. 335 Swi.ss, and 205 Portujfuesc. From America 
the immijrrants included the followinfj: North .\merica, 8'.*; Brazil, 
82; Urujruay, ♦)2; Chile, 3*5; Bolivia, 10; Paraj^uay, 7; Peru, 7; 
Mexico, 5; and returninj^ Ai’trentinian.s. 773. 

THE SOUTHERN RAILWAY. 

According; to the press of Buenos Ayres, the board of directors of 
the Southern Railway has recently made its semiannual rejH)rt to the 
shareholders of that company. This diH'ument shows that durinjfthe 
tinancial year just ended the business of the company was as follows: 
Receipts. t‘2,270,<K>(*, or an incn'ase of .f2t)l*,372 over those of the 
previous year; the disburs<*ments amounted to £1.1(*5,75S, l)ein}r an 
increa.se of t'22<).(-HKl over the previous 3'ear, 'I'hese tifjures show a 

net jrain to the comj>anv duriti*;: the twelve months of tT.170,(HM), or 
an increased net profit of .t‘43.0(Mi more than the net profits of the pre¬ 
vious 3’ear. Consideriuff the heavy decrease in trans^xu-tation, caused 
b\' excessive rains over a considerable jK)rtion of the route during 
the period referred to, the increased net earninj^s. as shown bj* the 
report, are exceedinj^lv .satisfactory and indicate a healthy and nour¬ 
ishing condition of trade in those Provinces of the Republic traversed 
by this railwa\’. 
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From (lata ir'ivoii in th(‘ iTjiort, it isohsorvi'd that tin* Soiitht^ni Kail- 
wav carrii'd duriiijr thi' year .^<>8,87o passcMiyi'rs and 2.")3,44!> tons of 
freijrht morn than wen' tr.insported durinjr the previous year. Special 
reference is made to that part of the road that extends to Xeinpien, 
and attention is called to the fact that it will Ik* necessary to incr(*ase 
the nuinher of tniins runnin<; over that branch lM*cause of the steadily 
growing; tiutiic and incr«*ased demand for transjKU-tation, as well as on 
account of the ra])idity with which that |K)rtion of the country is In'inj; 
settled and develoiM*d. Durinjj the first year of the ojx'i-ation of the 
Neiupien Ib-anch it carrii'd 13,sr»3 |msst*noers. 4,8t>5 tons of w(K)1, 
ll.lSri tons of other merchandise. ll.‘i.(KM» head of sheep, 1,781* bul¬ 
locks, and l..^(M» head of other cattle, a very satisfactory showinj; for 
a region of country which has so ivcently op'iicd for setth*ment. 

The reiK)rt adds that the Arg*'ntine (iovernnu*nt has under consid¬ 
eration a pliin for incivasing immigration into the I’rovince of Neu- 
quen.andthe railroad company is also studying the same (|U(‘stion with 
the view of developing the country and in order to j)romote the move¬ 
ment of a larger tnitlic along its lim*. 'Fhe construction of extensive 
irrigjition ditches in the valU'y of the Kio N(*gro is in contemplation, 
which, when completed, will greatly incivase the b'rtility and produc¬ 
tiveness of that im|M>rtant region. An exjM*rienced engiiu'cr is now 
formulating plans for the building of thes«* irrigation works. 

SjH'aking of the general condition of the country, the report says 
that the |M*ople of the Argentine Republic, who j)oss(*ss a territory so 
richly endowed by nature, have altundant ivasons for lK*ing contented 
and happy: that the country and the climat(‘ have many attnictions and 
opportunities esjK'cially favorable t(»the European immigrant, and that 
to th('se things are due that remarkable influx of foreigners and foreign 
capital, which have produci'd results une(iualed in any other part of 
the world. 

AGRICULTURE AND SERICULTURE IN SANTA F^. 

The Ihiivau of Immignition of Huenos Ayr(*s. according to “Lit 

PrcMsa.” has received an interesting re|)ort from the l*rovinceof Santa 
Fe regarding the flax and wln*at crops of that rich and fertile region, 
and discussing also the important industries of st(K‘k mising and silk 
culture ill 'hat part of the Republic. 

The wheat crojiof the Province is (*stimat('d to lie in excess of the 
average production. In some of the districts it was somewhat injured 
hv the heavy rains that fell upon the growing crcips when in the proc¬ 
ess of lu'ading and caused tin* grain to mature too rapidly. A consid¬ 
erable (piantity of Italian s(*('d wlu*at imiK)rt(*d for the pur|M)se was 
sown, and excelh*nt r('sults wt‘r»* expected from this vari(*ty. On har¬ 
vesting the crop. howev(*r. it was di-covert'd that the Italian wheat was 
inferior ImRIi in the dev»*lopment of fin* grain and the cjiiantity of the 
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product wh(Mi conn)arod with the accliinated Ar<;eiitine variety known 
as ‘“criollo.” 

St(H-k raisin*; in tliis Province, as is seen from the report in question, 
is at the present time in a very satisfactory condition, and shipments 
of heef <‘attle take place constantly, destined l)oth for consumption in 
Buenos Ayres and for exjiortatiou. 

Bi'ferrinj; to silk culture, the report states that many cultivators of 
the silkworm have in contemplation the ])lantin^ of additional luul- 
iK'rry *;i’oves, and are usiny every effort to increase the output of this 
pi’oduct. 

HARBOR WORKS AT ROSARIO. 

'Phe followin*; is a resume of a j;overnmental decree which app<>ared 
in the ‘“Boletm Oticiar" on November 24, liHKb

mercial |x)rt (hai’lK)!’ works) at the city of Kosario de Santa Fe. 

(2) These tenders may Ik* made in duplicate and handed to the 
Argentine Legations until June 10,1001, or to the Ministry of Public 
IVorks in Buenos Ayres until Juh’ 10, 1001. On the latter date, at 3 
o’clcwk p. m., the o|)ening of the bids will take place at Buenos Ayres, 
The conditions of the tendei-s, together with the plans of the contem¬ 
plated work and other documents aj)|H‘rtaining thereto, will lx* on 
view in the othces of the Ministry of Public Works, Buenos Ayre-s, 
and at the Argentine Lt'gations in Washington, London, Paris, and 
Berlin.

NEW TRADE-MARK LAW. 

The Bulletin of the ‘‘Lnidn Industrial Argentina” (No. 384) pub¬ 
lishes in full the new law governing trade-marks. This law consists 
of five divisions, and terminates with a regulative decree by the 
Department of Agriculture. The first chapter of the first division 
treats of the rights of pi'opc'rty in trade-marks; the second division 
explains the formalities to be observed in acquiring trade-marks; the 
third division contains the penal disposition—the |x;nalties pi'escril)ed 
for the violations of the law, etc.; the fourth, the manner of conduct¬ 
ing suit where litigation is resorted to, and the fifth embnices the tran¬ 
sitory dispositions, 

MAGELLAN TELEGRAPHIC SERVICE. 

'Phe “ Buenos Ayres Review" states that the National Department of 
'Pelegraphs of the Argentine Republic recently purchased in London 
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21 miles of cable necessary for passing the Straits of Magellan, so as 
to connect up Tierra del Fuego with the southern line now in course of 
construction. From Tilley Hay the line will be taken on to San 
Julian. Puerto Deseado, and Rio (fallcgos, and will tinally reach Punta 
Dungeness to crass over the Straits to Tierra del Fuego. 

OIL MILLS IN BUENOS AYRES. 

A recent Chilean publication observes that a few years ago no oil 
was manufactured in Buenos Ayres, but that from 1890 to date oil- 
extracting mills have continued to increase in number and importance, 
causing a gradual and notable decrea.se in the importations of this 
article. In the city and Province of Buenos Ayres there are at present 
twelve oil-extracting mills in operation, with a combined capital of 
i51,535,tK)U. All of these installations are provided with the l)est, 
most modern, and latest improved machinery. The raw materials 
from which the oil is extracted consists of nuts, turnip seed, tlaxseed, 
and castor beans. The maximum daily production of the mills men¬ 
tioned is approxifiiately OSO tons. 

EXPORTS OF SUGAR. 

The “ Southern Cross” reports that the proprietors of sugar factories 
in the Argentine Republic have made an agreement to export 40,0(X) 
bags of retined and 50,b(M> Iwgs of unretined sugar. They have also 
fixed the price of the product for consumption at !^,60 per 10 kilo- 
granis (22.040 jwunds). 

A new sugar company has been formed in France for the ojx'iiition 
of a sugar manufactory in Resistencia. with head offices in the French 
capital. The manufactory will W erected on the banks of the River 
Xegsir, 4 leagues south of Resistencia. The machinery is all of the 
latest improvement, and 120 tons of cane can be treated daily. 

THE GRAPE CROP OF MENDOZA. 

The grape crop of the Province of Mendoza for the year 1901 is stated 
to be exceptionally large, compt'tent judges estimating the increase over 
19(X) at 40 per cent. Regarding damage from hail, the correspond¬ 
ent of the “South American Journal” reports that several growers, 
on the approach of threatening hail clouds, adopted the French method 
of firing cannon with marked success, the concussion of the air bring¬ 
ing the moi.sture down l)efore it had an opportunity to freeze, and 
thus robbing the storm of its detrimentiil characteristics. 
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BOLIVIA. 

EXHIBITS AT THE BUFFALO EXPOSITION. 

The Montiii.y Bulletin' is indelitod to tho courtosy of Sofior Don 
Manuel V'. Balliviax, lionorurv forrospondinj; iiuMiilM'r of tlic Iiiter- 
iKitioiiiil Union of American Kej)ul)Iics at La I’az, for interesting data 
regarding the exhiliits of the products of the liolivian Hepiihlic at the 
Pan-American K.xposition at Buffalo, (ireat preparations hav'e In'en 
made for the eollection and formation of large and valuable displays of 
the natural products of the country in the animal, vegetable, and min¬ 
eral kingdoms. These exhibits will be systematically cla-ssitied, and 
detailed information will Im' furnished concerning the exploitation of 
the different industrie.s and the facilities attending the marketing of 
the products. 

The animal products of the country will be represented by exten¬ 
sive and valuable exhibits of wool, skins, hides, etc. 'I'he vegetable 
products will consist of caoutchouc and resinous gums, i-offee, cacao, 
quinine, woods, tobacco, vanilla, fruits, medicinal plants, and a great 
VTiriet}' of vegetable iiroductions peculiar to the diversitied climate and 
soil of Bolivia. The minenil kingdom will be repre.sent(*d by .sample.s 
from the rich and varied products of the mines and smelters of the 
Republic, accompanied w’ith important statistical data concerning 
mining in Bolivia and de.scriptions of some of the principal mines of 
the country, together with the methods used in the extraction and 
reduction of ores in use at the present time. Bolivia’s display at the 
Pan-American h^xposition therefore promises to be a repre.sentative 
one, and also exceedingly ap[)ropriate as well as illu.strative of the 
great natural wealth and wonderful latent re.sources of the Republic. 

BRAZIL. 

PROVISIONS OF THE REVENUE LAW. 

In addition to the articles mentioned in the Montui.v Bui.t.etin for 
February, IffOl, the attention of merchants, shipmasters, and others 
doing business with Brazil is called to the following articles in the 
revenue law which went into effect on January 1. 1901. 

By article 2, the President is authorized, among other things— 
‘‘To lease or sell Government railroads to the best advantage and 

apply the sum received to financial reorganization. 
“ To adopt a differential tariff in favor of one or more imported 

articles in compensation for concessions to Brazilian produce, or most- 
favored-nation treatment, and vice versa. 
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“To recover from shipping a duty of 1 to 5 mV paper per kilogniin 
of merchandise loaded or discharged, to l)e expended in improvements 
of the respective ports. 

“To organize the ins|^ection of all insuranee companies and charge 
each with a share of the cost. 

“To lease the working of monazite sands found in national terri¬ 
tories.” 

Other |)ertinent paragraphs of the law are translated as follows: 
“Akt. K. All vessels calling at Brazilian ports exclusively for orders 

shall he subject to a single fixed tax of i‘2 irrespective of their 
tonnage, and shall he |H‘rmitted to remain ten days under supervision 
of the customs authorities and shall Ih' allowed to receive provisions, 
water, coal, etc. In this tax shall he included customs and other dues 
of every kind to which shipping is subject. The ten days may Ikj 
extended by the customs inspector five days only, except in case of 
/cm- VKijeui'e, after which vessels will 1m> subject to the ordinary regu¬ 
lations. 

“Art. 9. The stamps corresjwnding to class 2, paragraph 8, and 
item S of Schedule B of the regulations approved by decree 3r)t)4 of 
January 22, l}RK)(i. e., a stamp of 3(M» /v/V=4.)S cents), shall l>e applied 
to only one copy of bills of lading—i. e., to the original, or, in case of 
loss, to that presented to the custom-house for dispsitch.” 

Article 14 prohibits advertisements in imitation of or resembling 
Imnk notes. Infringements will be .subject to a jwnalU’ of 1,(X»0 nul- 
reix (l?lt5b). 

“AiiT. H». All captains and masters of merchant vessels, national or 
foreign, ch'aring from Brazilian iM)rts for foreign i-ountries are obliged 
to make a manifest of the merchandise loaded at the respective ixjrts, 
and must mention therein the name, cla.ss, and tonnage of the ve.s.sel, 
name of the master, number of |)sickages, and their denomination and 
quantity, class, and weight of each separate article of merchandise, and 
its value when declared. This manifest must be posted to the ‘ Reparti- 
fiio de Kstistica Commercial,' Rio de Janeiro, and must be duly regis¬ 
tered, which is to be done without charge. No ves.sel can Ik? dispatched 
by the customs without exhibiting the certificate of the post-office 
proving remittance of the above-mentioned manifest. Should it be 
impossible to mail the manifest IxTore the sailing of the ve.s.sel, in 
order not to delay the same the in.sp«'ctor of customs, or the proper 
authority, shall accept a written declaration of the agent or consignor 
of the ves.sel, or other ipialitied part}’, to do .so within forty-eight houra 
of the sailing of the vessel, subject to the pmialty herein i-ontained. 

“The post-office is re(|uired to give a special receipt, certifying, after 
an examination of its contents, to the remittance of the manifest. For 
failure to deliver the manifest, the master or his agent shall be liable 
to a tine of 50b mtlreix (^0) for the tirst otlen.se, and on each repetition 
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1,000 milreh (^160). False declarations on the part of the master as 
to the species or number of packages received shall be liable to penal¬ 
ties of 10 to 50 per cent of the value of the merchandise and 20 to 100 
railrelx ($3.20 to $10) per package not declared. The above penalties 
shall lx? imposed by the inspector of the customs or other projx;r per¬ 
son and shall be collected in accordance with customs law.s already in 
existence. 

“Art. 21. Article XLV of law 641 of November 14,1899, is hereby 
altered as follows: 

“On all labels or aidicles of foreign manufacture, printed all or in 
part in Portuguese, the country of origin must be stated.” 

Article 25 reduces the fee of consular invoices from 5 milreia ($2.73) 
to 3 milrelH gold (?^1.64). 

COMMERCE WITH GREAT BRITAIN IN 1900. 

In the calendar year 1900, according to the British statistics, Brazil 
exported to Great Britain 10,058,000 pounds of sugar, valued at 
i-'55,413. In 1899 the exports were 12,004,500 pounds, worth £03,849. 
The exports of coffee in 1900 aggregated 4,593,200 pounds, valued at 
£90,323, against exports of 8,351,400 pounds, worth £143,444, in 1899. 
The exports of cotton increased enormously l)oth in quantity and price, 
the totals being 27,040.200 ix)unds, worth £069,595, in 19(X>, and 
4,879,100 pounds, valued at £97,090, in 1899. The other exports 
enumerated were 1,283,500 pounds of wet hides, valued at £31,200, 
against 1,395,700 pounds, valued at £32,013, in 1899. The aggregate 
value of the four items was £852,531 in 1900, against £336,402 in 1899. 
The value of the rubber taken by Great Britain was not separately 
returned.

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THE FLOTTR AND WHEAT TRADE. 

Sonio interostinj^ tiguros roliitive to the Hour and wheat trade of 

Brazil have l)een puhli.shed by the inana«;er of the wharves at Rio de 

Janeiro. Mr. Carvalho. The.se .show that in 1876 the United States 

exported to Rio de Janeiro 3<),(Kto tons of Hour, while the Argentine 

Uepnblic sent 3.6(K)tons. In 1888 the former country sent 24,tKMj tons 

and the latter 8.0<Kt. In 18!>4 the United States sent 37,<tOO tons and 

the .Vrgentine Republic 17,<Mto. Since then the receipts by Brazil have 

l)een as follows, the Hrst-naiued figures representing the United States 

and the la.st named the Argentine Republic; In 1805, 26,(HX> and 12,0<M1 

tons: in 1806, 24.000 and 0.5(M>; in 1807, 22,00<J and 6,(K)0; in 1808, 

lO.tXMtand 4,(HM»; in 1800, 12.8(M»and ll.OtH); in 10(M», 15,5(X>and 0.8<K). 

A new factor has app«‘ared since 1888—the manufacture of flour in 

Brazilian mills fi*om wheat lm|K)rted from the United Shites and the 

Argentine Republic. lu 1888 the flour turned out by these mills 

was lO.OOO tons; in 1801, 41,000 tons; in 1806, 54,<K>0 tons, and in 

1890, 71.000 tons. The inuMjrts of wheat were in 1888. 14,000 tons; 

in 1805, 58,0<JO tons; in 1808. 83,(MM> tons, and in 1800, 102,868 tons. 

.Vecording to the latest obtiiinable figures, the total consumption of 

flour in Rio de Janeiro has risen from 87,000 tons in 1876 to 08,(M»t) 

tons in 1800. 

THE STATE OF AMAZONAS. 

The State Ijegislature of Amazonas was opened January 15,1001. by 

the reading of the mes.sage <*f the (lovernor, Mr. Silverio Nery, who, 

after referring to national matters, asked the legislators to reorgsmize 

the judicial power. 

The Governor re|X)rted that on July 28, 1000. the debt of the State 

amounted to 88,000 vonfttx; reductions of su|x'rfluou.s expenses, can¬ 

celing of contnicts, payment of arrears due to othcials, and other 

measures have now reduced it to less than 21,(MK) vmitm. 

I The receipts for the year 10<M) reached about 24,(MX> contos. 

I In 1000 1,177 ve.ssels, carrying 48,081 psissengers, entered the port 

of Manaos, and 1,155 ve.ssels, carrying 42,000 passengqi’s, left this port. 

According to a statistical table espH'cially prepared for the “Folka 

do Norte," the total e.\|H)rts of rubl)er amounted to 8,818,112 kilograms, 

of which 6,001,040 were destined to Eurojx and 2,811,172 for the 

United States.

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THE GOLD PREMIUM AND COFFEE VALUES. 

••Bradstreet’.'s,*’ for March 2, stato.>< that not a little interest is 
displayed in the risinjr tendency of Brazilian currency, or, to expre.s.sit 
in another way, in the decline of the <rold preniiuni at Bio de Janeiro 
and other Brazilian husiness centers. So far as the Tinted States is 
concerned, the chief importance of this tendency arises from its etiei-t 
on the cotfee husiness and the prospects in connection with prices 
for that commodity. It has heen noted that the Umg-continued decline 
in cotfee (piotations, due to a succession of larj^e crops, has lately 
lieen checked, the cause of this lieiiif; as<-rilM'd to heavy huying hy a 
New York mercantile interest, which it .seems had reached the con¬ 
clusion that the fall in value had over-discounted the unfavorahle 
factors in the situation. It is claimed also that the appreciation in the 
j^old value of the Brazilian pajx*r currency is likely to diminish the 
production of cotfee in the country.and that the outlook for an appre¬ 
ciable ri.se in its value is therefore considerably auj^mented. 

FAUNA FROM THE AMAZON REGION. 

Prof. J. B. Steeue, one of the foremost ichthyolojjists in the United 
States (iovernment service, and who made a larjje natural history col¬ 
lection in the Philippine Islands for the Smith.sonian Institution, has 
Imhui sent to Brazil to make a collection of the fauna of the .\mazon 
rejrion. 'I'he specimens will be prepar'd as fast as they are taken 
instead of beinj^ pr<‘served in alcohol for prepaiation afterwards, as 
has lieen the. custom heretofore, and will lie shipped in time for the 
Pan-American Kxposition. Foryialine will be used in the preserva¬ 
tion of fro}^s. Hsh, and reptiles. This wonderful new di.scovery will 
not tinly preserve the form and color true to nature, but will retain the 
true posture of the subject treated with it. Fish submitted to this 
treatment have all the appearance of beinj; in life. 

SEEDS FROM THE UNITED STATES. 

The National Ajrricultural Society of Bnizil has received, through 
the Brazilian Minister at Washington, Dr. Assis-Bbasil, such varieties 
of seeds from the United States as he deems adapted to the temiMMiite 
regions of his country. The seeds were furnished him by Prof. II, J. 
Wheeleb. Director of the Rhode Island Fxpi'riment Station, and will 
be distributed through the agency of the society to the Agricultui’al 
and Pa.storal SiK’ietv of Pelotas and to the Santa Monica farm in the 
Stati* of Rio de Janeiro, where they will be grown for distribution to 
the various farmers desiring them.

RECENT MANGANESE DISCOVERY. 

A correspondent of the “Mining JournaU’ (London) write.s, under 

'late of February 1*, 11*01, that another large manganese deposit has 

been di.scovered near Ouro Preto, in the State of Minas Geraes, by Dr. 
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Arthur IIiorus. Analyses of samples tukon from ditl'erent parts of 

the vein l»y the “Escola de Minas de Ouro Preto” show an average of 

5S> per eent of metallie manganese, with no phosphorus and a verv 
small pi'reentage of iron. As the purest ore now exjwrted from Brazil 
only averages per cent of metallie manganese, the value of this new 
deposit can easily be eomprehended. 'I'he discoverer is reixirted to he 
in Ixmdon for the purpose of negotiating with caoitalists for working 
tin* |)roperty. 

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES. 

The commercial statistics bureau has published the following sum¬ 
mary of the value of the ex^xirts from the ports of Kio de .laneiroand 
Santos for the twelve months ending Decemln'r 31, IhOO: Animals and 
animal products, 4,434,933 milreln; minerals and mineral pi’oducts.

CHILE. 

COMMERCE WITH GREAT BRITAIN IN 1900. 

In 1990, according to the British “Accounts,’’ Chile exported only 
24.197 bushels of wheat, valued at £868, to Cireat Britain, as against 
442.197 bushels, valued at £84,120. in 1899. The numlier of tons of 
copper in all its forms exported in 19(H> was 55,994, worth £1,832,861. 
l>eing an appreciable increa.se over 1899, when the amount was 50,844 
tons and the value £1,444,222. The British .statistics do not show 
what proportion of the 141,155 tons (value of £1,155,492) and 140,851 
tons (value £1,969,771) of nitrate received by the United Kingdom in 
1999 and 1899, respectively, came from Chile, but undoubtedly the 
greater part in each year was of Chilean origin. 

The value of the principal items imported from Great Britain in 1900 
was £1,791,733 ($8,719,468.64), as against £1,969,145 ($5,292,994.14) in 
1899.

COLOMIUA. 

RECEPTION OF MINISTER SILVA. 

On the 2d of March, 1901, Senor Don C.\Ki..<>s Martinez Silva was 
received hy the President of the United States as Envoy Extraordinary 
and Minister Plenipotentiary of the Kepuhlic of Colombia near the 
Government of the United States. The new Minister is one of the 
most distinguished public men of Colombia, and was a delegate from 
his Government to the last Pan-American Confereiu-e. At the time of 
receiving his apjiointment as Minister to the United States, Senor 
Martinez Sii.va was Secretary for Foreign Atfairs of Colombia. On 
presenting his credentials to President McKinley, the new Mini-ster 
nnule the following appropriate remarks: 

“ Mr. President: I have the honor to place in Your Excellency’s 
hands an autograph letter from the Vice-Pn*sident of Colombia, in 
which he accredits me as Envoy Extniordinary and Minister Plenipo¬ 
tentiary to Your Excellency’s (iovernment, in my character of Minister 
of Foreign Affairs for tin* Republic of Colombia. 

“ I have been charged to employ all the means within my reach to 
stri'iigthen and draw closer the ties of mutual understanding and har¬ 
mony that bind our respi'ctive countries. Your Excellency is well 
aware that in the present instance I am not giving perfunctory com¬ 
pliance to a mere form of diplomatic courtesy, but I am expressing a 
sentiment that is as real as it is sincere. 

“Colombia, from the dawn of its indcjx'ndent existence, has culti¬ 
vated with solicitous care the friendship of the United States, seeing 
in this great jx'ople political models to imitate, lessons in republicanism 
and democnicy to learn, examples to follow, and hopi's to realize. 
These moral Innids shall lie further .strengthened when the strong arm, 
already de.stined bv Providence, sunders the isthmian chain that .seems 
to unite, but in reality .separates by hundreds of miles, two vast 
portions of the American Continent. 
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••The eontiuninmtion of such an event will Imj the fultillment of the 
prophetic intuition of C’()lunihu.s and the opening of a new’ highway to 
the heralds of peace and progress, among w’hom the people of the 
United States are entitled to a post of honor. 

•• I have l>een esjx'cially honored as well as gratitiwl by the mission 
that has been intrusted to me, and I would harbor no misgivings were 
niv sympithy and admiration for the American people sufficient for 
the accomplishment of my task. However, I trust that Your Excel¬ 
lency's (lovernment. whose relations with Colombia have ever l)een 
characterized by rectitude and loyalty, will more than compensate for 
niy deficiencies. 

‘•I beg Your Excellency to accept the cordial wishes that I offer in 
the name of my (iovernment and in my ow n for the prosi)erity of the 
United Suites, for the success of Your Excellency’s Administnition, 
and for Your Excellency's ix'i’sonal welfare.'’ 

In reply. President McKinley expressed himself as follows: 
‘•Mr. Mintstek: 1 am pleased to receive from your hands the 

autogmph letter of His Excellency, the Vice-President of Colombia, 
accrediting you as Envoy Extiiiordinai’y and Minister PlenijMitentiary 
near this (Jovernment. 

“In its constantly cordial relations with its sister Republics of the 
.\iiierican Continent the Uniteil States has ever tried to affirm and 
draw closiM’ every friendly tie. It is therefore very gnitifying to 
receive from you the assurance that it is your mission to strengthen 
the IkhkIs of friendship already existing Indween the United States 
and C'olombia. That the two Keiiublics alike share the hope of the 
early achievement of the great work of opening up a new channel for 
the woi'ld's trade will tend to further eni'ounige this friendly 
intercourse. 

“It is with much pleasure that I welcome you to your new jxist, 
which 1 trust will lx* Indh congenial to yourself and fruitful in the 
accomplishment of the high purposes of your mission. I reciproc-ate 
your good wishes, and ask you to convey to His Excellency the Vice- 
President my earnest wish for his jx'rsonal happiness and for the 
welfare and prosjx'rity of the people and Republic of Colombia.’’ 

REGISTRATION OF LABELS AND TRADE-MARKS. 

The “Diario Oticial,” of liogota. in its issue for November 2b, IIMX), 
promulgates an important decree made by the Government of Colom¬ 
bia specifying the formality to lx; observed in the securing of labels 
and trade-marks in that Republic. 

According to this decree the applicant, either in person or through 
his lawful attorney, must communicate with the Treasury’ Department 
soliciting the registration of the tnide-mark or label, and give at the 
same time a full, complete, and detailed description of the same.

opposition to the recpiest. As an evidence to his right to the respec¬ 
tive trade-niiirk or label, the applicant will be furnishtHl with a certifi¬ 
cate of registration. 

Powers of attorney conferred abroad for the purpose of .soliciting 
trade-marks and labels must be certified to by the Minister or consular 
agent of Colombia in the country where the power of attorney origi¬ 
nates.

General evening sessions were held 
on the oth and 7th at the Marti 'Peatro and an entertainment l»v the 
Asociacion Medica do Socorrds Mutuos at the .lane Teatro on the 
evening of Fehruary ♦>. The .sections of general medicine, giaiend 
hygiene, demogra|)hy, and marine hygietie and ipianintine elicited the 
most interest. 

Ill the .sections of hygiene and ipiarantine Dr. Ai.vaii H. Doty, of 

New York, and Dr. Henry Hokluec'K, of Charle.ston, presented val- 
uahle jiapers. Dr. A. H. Glenan, of the Marine-Ho.spital St*rvice. 
contrihuted a description of the (piarantine defenses of the Island of 

Cuba maintained hy the United States Government, showing how 
quarantinahle diseases are now excluded from the Island, while the 
intx’oduction of yellow fever into the United States is pri'vented.

HONDURAS. 

REPORT OF THE MINISTER OF PROMOTION AND PUBLIC WORKS. 

The rejK)rt which Sefior Don Francisco Ai.Tst'iiUL. Minister of 

Promotion and Public Works of the Hepuhlic of Honduras, made to the 

National (’ongress. covering the acts of the hiXeeutive jiower for the 

fiscal year l.si>l*-l!*(M», has been received at the Bureau of American 

Uepublies. d'he do«-ument is a notable one, and manifests in a clear 

and forcible manner the great industrial progre.ssof Honduras during 

the last few years. 

K('fen‘ing to the commerce of the country, the Minister states that 

the imiiortations for the iM*riod mentioned amounted to 8:i,41t>,*>24.l)l, 

through the following jxu’ts in the order of their importance: Puerto 

Corte.s. .Vmapala. 8!>74,<*2o.3<*; La Ceiba, 8183,722.1*2; 

Trujillo. 8l*>4,3;>3.47; Hoatan, 844,.S*5G.83; Iriona, 820,300.32; lumlx'r, 

through Puerto Fortes and Koatan, 8^^0.52S.75; total,82.4l*l,*f24.1*l. 

Comparing the exportations with tho.se of the previous year, an 

increase of about 25 iH*r cent is ob.served, the total in lSJ*J>-lt*(*0 ladiig 

8o,1*3(*. 0*4.38, made up of the following items: Metals, 81,8**8,822; 

fruits, 81,*‘>31,528.1*3; live stock, 8L280,t*00; wocxls, 833(*,421.25; hides 

and skin.s, 8l<*l*.81*0.8**; coffee, 81**2,31*7.4**; rubln'r,88M,842.8**; .sarsa¬ 

parilla, 851.221*.2<*; sundries (tolracco, hats, etc.), 8^3**,******; exports of 

tobacco, coffee, chee.se, etc., to Central America, 85*K),0<m*. The 

increase was largely due to the greater (piantity of fruits and numlK'r 

of cattle shipped to foreign markets. 

Keferi'ing to the mining indu.strv (*f the country, the report .sa3's that 

this important branch of the public wealth was actively developed, and 

although the mineral output was but slightly in excess of that of the 

preceding year, the indications are favorable for an increased jirotluc- 

tion in the near future, manv new mines having recenth' Ix^en 

denounced, a numf)er of whi«-h will soon lie in course of profitable 
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exploitation, 'i'ho nation's extensive mineral exhibit at the Buffalo 
Kxpositioii will also be a stinuilatinjr factor toward the encoiinigeinent 
of {greater development in mining;, attractinjf in tliis way the invest¬ 
ment in Honduras of foreie^n capital in this most promisinj; industry. 

('opper d(‘posits of yreat richness are known to exist in the Ri'pub- 
lic. Some of these have already been transferred and others are about 
to be nej'otiated to Hinted States companies. Most of this cuprifer¬ 
ous ore not only contains a hijfh percentajre of copper, but also carries 
<told and silver in considerable (piantities.'all of which ad<ls toitsdesir- 
aliility and value. 

The cultivation of liananas is increasing, and, as this fruit has in the 
Hinted States an almost unlimited demand, it is thought that many 
new plantations will be established in the rich and fertile valleys of 
the Republic, and especially in the picturesipie Lula Valiev and in the 
coast district of Lean, where there are immense tracts of virgin lands 
suitable for this culture. The raising of lemons and oranges is another 
branch of agriculture which promises to be exceedingly profitable. 
.Vlready considerable (piantitic's of oranges an* exporti'd. 'I'he cultiva¬ 
tion of cocoanuts is also attracting attention, and gives promise of 
rapid development. 

The rubber tree, which abounds in the forests of the country’, is now 
iH'ing cultivati'd in the Department of Choluteca, Mr. Arthur H. 
lIowLAXi) has olitained a concession for the establishment of a rubber 
plantation on a large scale in the Departnamt of Olancho, and increased 
interest in the raising of this plant is being shown bv individuals 
throughout the Republic. Hrude ridilier is produced principally in 
the Departments of Mosijuitia, Olancho, and Choluteca. A new spe¬ 
cies of rubber plant has liecn discovered in Yoro, and the sap obtained 
from this is said to be both desirable and abundant. 

The cultivation of tobacco has not onlv largidy increased, but the 
quality of tin* leaf has constantly imfiroved. While this plant is most 
extensively cultivated in the Department of Hopan, it is also priKluced 
to goisl advantage in the Dc'partiiKMits of dacaleapa and El Paraiso,as 
well as in other Departments. 

Wheat is grown in the Departments of I'egucigalpa and Itibucia, 
and es|H‘cially iiuthe Di'partments of El Paraiso and La Paz, and is of 
an excellent quality’. 

Alinister Altsuhui. suggests the founding bv the (Tovernment of 
an agricultural college and the establishment of boards of tmde in the 
principal agricultural centers of the country’. 

Referring to the exploitation of the forests, the Secretary’ notes that 
this industry is still in its infancy’, and is chiefly confined to the expor¬ 
tation of mahogany’, mora. sarsaparilla, and rubber. Three large firms 
are at present engag«‘d in the cutting of mahogany' and cedar logs, 
namely’, The Pittsburg Honduras Hompanv, Mr. (jEORGE D. Emebt, 
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ttiid .1. .V. (rAiBiUiLO. Tho first socurod during the year 
coiituining 402,315 feet. This tirni has cut more than 1,000,0<X) eid)ie 
feet »)f tind>er, and it is estimated that the total produetion during 1001 
will reach 3.(KM).000 cubic feet. 

The stock-raising industry is also in a flourishing condition. The 
value of live stock exported during the year was !?l,280,0t)d. By far 
the larger numl>er of cattle exported went to Cuba. 

Various new industries have recently Ihhmi established in Honduras. 
One of the most important is the manufacture of cotton cloth. Five 
cotton factories are located in the Department of C’opan, four in Octo- 
pe(iue, ami one in Santa Kosa. A number of soap factories are in 
ojw'ration, and the establishment of other factories are now in con¬ 
templation. Salt works and tanneries have also recent!}' been erected. 

An important and advantageous transportation contract was made 
with the l’a<*itic Mail Steamship Company. The Pan-American Expo¬ 
sition at Butl'alo is looked forward to with great interest by the people 
of Honduras. Exhibits of the national products of the country will 
be made in a building erected es|H'cially for the Uepublic, and especial 
attention will be given to the mineral exhibit and display of precious 
woods. 

The postal facilities of the country have steadily improved during 
th(“ last year, and the service has been bettered in every branch of this 
department; l,2U3,t»24 pieces of nmil matter were carri«‘d during the 
year. ’I'he number of registered letters handled also increased over 
the previous year. Parcel-post treaties have lieen made with the 
United States and (iermany, and considerable activity was noted in 
this liranch of the service. 

The (jovernment telegraph and telephone service was satisfactory 
during the year, a large number of messages having been received and 
disjaitched. 

Referring to the railroads, the re|K)rt says that the railway from 
Puerto Cortes to La Pimienta, which is leased to the Honduras Syndi¬ 
cate, sutfered some damages during the rainy season. I'he terms of 
the Burke-ChamlK*rs-Alexander contmet are ladiig complied with, and 
a corps of engineers has commenced the preliminary survey. A con¬ 
tract made with Mr. George F. Archer for the construction of the 
road frt)m Omoa to Trujillo will shortly be submitted to Congivss for 
ratitication. The proix)sition which Mr. John R. Hunt made to the 
Rresident of the Republic for the building of a milroad from Omoa to 
Montagna will probably Ih> accepted. 

During the fiscal year 236 ships anchored at Puerto t'ortes; 14U at 
Lii Ceiba, and 118 at Amapala. The freight carried to Puerto Cortes 
consisted of 201,478 bundles; to Amapala, 56,157 bundles; 4,067 pas¬ 
sengers were brought into the country, and 3,30U took psissage abroad. 

The Pacific Mail Steamship Company, the Pacific Steaui Navigation 
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Company, the South American Steamship (^ompanv, and the Kosmoe 
line touch at the southern i^orts of the Republic, while the northern 
coast is visited by the Tweedie C’ommercial Company, the United Fruit 
Company, the liluetields Steamship Company, and the steamer of the 
Honduras National Lottery Company. 

THE NATIONAL IMILITIA. 

4'he last report presented to the National Conjjress by the Secretary 
of War of the Republic of Honduras shows that the total strenj^th of 
the army to be 4(».o7b men, 32.6bl In'inj* in the first class and 14,41Sin j 
the second. The increase in ll»oo over 18'.*S> amounted to 7,726 men.

Hon. John W. Foster writes of the drainaj^e system of the City of I

“As is well known, the City of Mexico is situated at the lK>ttoin of = 
a valley entirely surrounded by mountains, with a series of lakes on I 
the southeast and the northwest drainiiiir into a salt water lake which | 
has no outlet, on the shores of which this most interestint; American 1 
city is located. For 6(M) years, from the time of the ancient A/.tec I 
Indians, the artificial drainaj'c of the waters of the valley has l>een the | 
vex(“d problem of each succcc'dintr };overnment. The Sjmnish Vic»‘roy8 | 
exhausted the enjrineerinjif science of their ejKH’hs, sjxmt hundreds of I 
millions of dollars, and sacrificed the lives of hundreds of thousiinds f 
of natives in the vain attempt to solve it. | 

“Durinjf the first half century of the Republic spasmodic and feeble ! 
attempts were made to effect the di-ainajje; but successive revolutions I 
or other wars deprived the (iovernment of the tinaiudal means to accom- i 
plish the tsisk. It was reserved for Pre.sident DfA/, to achieve success | 
in this {^reat enterprise. He was forced to delay the lK?j^inninj( of the I 
work for some years, until the financial condition of the pul)lic Tieasury ! 
would justify it and until he was enabled to secure contnuds with 
experienced enjrineers and trustworthy capihilists. Finally, for the 
last time, the project was entered ujxm and was successfully’ completed 
two years aj^o. 

“The system consists of a tunnel 6 miles lonjf, extendinj; through 
the mountsiins, and with it is connected a '-anal, the total length of the 
waterway' l)eing nearly 37 miles. It cost and may justly’ be 
.said to take rank with the great achi(‘vements of mcKlern engineering. 

“The city’ is now safe from overflow and the last step in this great 
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work is now in process of completion—the connection with the canal 
and tunnel of a new and jwM-fect system of drainajre for the capital. 
Miiny of the streets are now torn up in laying di-ainage pipes, hut 
l)eforc the close of the year this important improvement will bc' com¬ 
pleted and the municipality, with the aid of from the Fed¬ 
eral 'ri’easury. will enter upon the work of relaying the streets with 
asphalt |)avement. When this is complet’d the C'ity of Mexico will 
Ih* one of the cleanest, healthiest, and prettiest cities in the worhl.”

A corres|X)ndent of the “Mexican Henild'' (January 27, 19<11) fur- 
nishtxl that paix'r w’ith a list of 40 gold and silver mines in opemtion 
in the district of Ocotlan, State of Oaxaca. This li.st. it is a.sserted, is 
official. Ixdng a copy of the list sent by the Jefe Politico (Head of the 
Dopirtment) to the Minister of Fomento of the Republic. It is stated 
that within the p;i.st .seven years over ^2.5<M».(KM( (Fnited States cur¬ 
rency) have IxM'n paid for bullion and shipping ores in this district. 
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It is horo that the celohnitod Esciiadra mine is situated. Recently ! 
this mine was rejKjrted tt) have Iw'en sold for more than j 
(Mexican). Another sale of considerable proixnlions was the disjiosal 
of 84 j» rtf'ncncuix on the Congo vein to capitalists in St. Louis, Mo. 
A mill of a ca])acity of 25 tons per day has Iwen ordered from the 
mannfactiirers in Chii'ago. Over tons of ore from this claim 
have been treated with satisfactory ri'sults in a small customs mill in 
the viciidtv. The Oa.xaca Mining and Milling Company owns the 
adjoiiung ])ro[)ertv and has also orden'd a mill from the Cnited States. 
This property has U'en oiamed to a di'pth of 15(J feet and shows an 
average of 2.^ ounces of gold per ton for the run of the unne. 

It is unfair to supjjose that the mines in this district are simply 
prospects. S»‘V(‘ral of them are now working at a depth of 5W feet, 
where high-grade ores are still found in wide, strong veins. The Congo 
vein, accoiding to the ctnTH'spoiident above referred to, will avei-age i 
over 18 feet in depth, and in many places is from 30 to 40 feet wide. 
It has ]>een tr.ua'd along the surface for a distance of more than 2 
miles. 'I'his vein is in the foothills, alxmt 8 miles to the .southea.st of 
the town of Ocotlan. 'I'he railway is being extended 22 miles from | 
Oaxaca to Ocotlan. with the pros|H*ct of lH‘ing in full running order r 

on April 1. I0(»l. Oa.xaca is the present terndmis of the Mexican j 
Southern Railway. I 

.\ccording to a communication from the Ikdgian Legation at Mexico 
City, says the'*’Re\TU* du Commerce Kxbu'ieur.” the ^Mexican system 
of railroads continues to develop in a remarkable manner. In fact, 
from the 1st of July to the 30th of June, 1900, more than 1,200 kilo¬ 
meters of new roads were opened to tnithc. 

“Independently of the construction of bninch lines of local interest, | 
th(‘ railroad companies are now lamding every etl'ort toward reaching I 

the coast of the Riicitic Ocean, whose approach is defended by the [ 
abrupt chain of the Cordilleras. Four i-.iilroads now run in a westerly 
directit)!! between the |K)rts of Salina-t'ruz and (riiaymas, terminal 
points of the railrt)ad lines not connected with the rest of the system. 

“The Mexico-Ciiernavaca and I’acitic Railroad starts from the «“api- 
tal, running tn the direction of Zihuatanejo. This line is completed as 
far as the Rio Raisas, and a branch line will later connect this point 
with Acapulco. 

“'File ^Mexican Central is building a Hue, now partly finished, which 
will connect Man/anillo to Guadalajara via Sayula.

tzinjTo. ’Pile first-named company has lines to San Pedro. San .Vndres, 
Atemajac. and ZajM)pan. alunit do miles. The pi-esent traction is ani¬ 
mal jiowei'. mules Ikmiij? used, hut a contract has l)een made for electric 
traction with the (ieneral Klectric C'omjrany. The contract is for 18 
miles, hut the whole system will eventually l>e openited hy electricity, 
the i>ower to lx* j^enerateil l»y water. 'Phe lines of the Compania de 
Trainvias de Mexicaltzinjro are entirely within the city limits, and 
ajrgrejrate 5 miles in length. Plans for 3 miles of lunv lines are lieing 
made. The traction is animal. 

La Compania Industrial dc (Tuadalajam. a new company, is composed 
of several wealthy French dry goods merchants of the city, who own 
extensive cotton mills at Atemajac, a siihurh. They have lately secured 
a concession to huild electric lines to the mills, the electric current 
to Ik' generated hy water power. The lines, if huilt, will Ik> alxuit d 
miles in length. The company is amply able, tinancially, to «-arry out 
the work, hut the present stringency in the money market may delay 
the constriu'tion. 

Guadalajara is well supplied with electric lights. One company has 
until now furnished all lights, hut a second comjyany is now in the Held. 
Li Compania Industrial de (iiiadalajara is alxuit to commence service 
of incandescent lights. An interesting comjK'tition is likely to result. 

EXPORTS OF HENEOUEN. 

During the year ItMX) there were exported through the port of 
Progreso 495I.I534 hah's of henequen, weighing 8l,0f*3,418 kilograms. 
Of this (piantitv 4SS.o03 hales, weighing 7J>.2di>,250 kilognims^ were 
consigned to the United States; d,827 hales, weighing I,l24,d31) kilo¬ 
grams. were shipped to Cuba; and 4,304 hales, weighing 702,.529 kilo¬ 
grams. to KurojK'. These shipments were made in 178 steamships and 
1 sjiiling vessel. The total value of the exiK)rtations amounted to 
<'22,1! 10.032.71. Mexican silver. There were 102,471 more hales 
exported from this port in IJMMI than there were in 1899. The follow¬ 
ing table shows the exiiorts of henequen from Progreso for the last 
five years:

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES. 

Hy virtue of a contract recently concluded lietween the Minister of 
Fomento and Mr. Pahlo Maktixkz dkl Rio. represimting the Ferro- 
carrilera y Minei’a de Azufre. this company is authoiazed to e.stahlish 
a smelter for melting the sulphur ores and for elalKirating the suliihur- 
ous products in the district of Cerritos, State of San Luis Potosi. 

A correspondent of the “ Engineering and Mining Journal'' (March 
'2, Iddl) states that the Dos Caliezas mines, in the Montezuma district 
in the State of Sonora, have men at work. These mines are owned 
by New York citizens, and are producing rich gold and silver ore, 
which is shipped to El Paso, Te.\., for treatment. 

“La Union,''' of Monterey, states that the mines at Diente, State of 
Nuevo Leon, are furnishing the smelters in Monterey with from 18 to 
24 cars of argentiferous lead ores daily. These ores are e.xceedingly 
valuable as a tlux and are in great demand by the smelters. 

'I'he exports of Mexican hides and skins to the I'nited States for 
three years have been as follows: 18h8, 12,341,(KM) pounds, valued at

REPORT OF THE MINISTER OF PUBLIC WORKS. 

The Bureau of American Repul)lic.s has ju.st received a copy of the 
interestinj? report ad(lre.s.se(l by the Minister of Public Works to the 
National Assembly of Nicarajjua on Scpt**mber lo, ll*0(». In this 
inijiortant dcH'ument the aofricultunil industiy of the country is referred 
to as the principal .source of public wealth of the l{»*public, and the 
manner in which the (iovernment has encounig(‘d, stiundated, aiid 
protected this im}K»rtiint branch of tlu* nation’s natural resources is 
told as follows: 

“It may l>e said without exajfj^eration that never bef(»re has the 
afrriculture of the country enjoyed .so vigt»rous a jrrowth. The freijfht 
rebates alone on cotlee for exportation, in accordan«-e with the ruliiif^ 
of NovemlH*r 7, 185>H, are ample to prove the truth of my assertion. 
By virtue of that law the national railways and steamship lines tnins- 
port coffee consijfned abroa«l without collecting theexi.sting tariff nites 
p«^r djuintal; .so that, due to this iK'iieticent protection to agriculture, 
the Government, during the last harvest, waived freight charges to 
the amount of ^185,S25).(K5. 

“On the other hand, a strict complianc«* with the bounty laws, which 
are always a powerful stimulating force to agriculture, has kept alive 
the interest in the develoi)ment of agricultural enterpri.ses to such an 
extent that during the whole year covered by this report the Govern¬ 
ment acknowledged and paid lK)unties on coffee to the amount of 
$6(),422.28, or on l,()8i>,7l5 trees planttnl during that |M'ri(Kl. 

“The total sum paid by the Government as a lM)unty on cacao, fover- 
ing }k>,St21 trees, was ^2(»,2t)3.41, During the year !t,4ls rnblx*!- trees 
were planted, the l)ounty on which auuuinted to !!^b41.80. The iMninly 
corre.sj)onding to the indigo protluction was 1^2,815.85, the number of 
pounds gathered subject to the lM)unty law being 28.158. 

“The Government, anxious to introduce |X'rmanent improvements in 
agriculture, entered into a contract on the 17th of March la.st with 
Dr. Carlos Bovallius, transferring to said gentleman 80,uo(> vtunza- 
nun of land for the sum of By the terms of this concession 
Dr. IkiVALLius is to colonize the.se lands with at least 1(K> Europi'an 
colonists from Switzerland, Norway, Finland, etc.” 

The report refers to the development in Nicaragua of various indus¬ 
trial enterprises, and sptniks of sundry contracts entered into by the 
Government for the establishment of factories in the Republic. Sev¬ 
eral important contracts made with the Department of Public Works 
for the con.struction of bridges, highways, and buildings, as well as for 
the improvement of the means of communication are discussed in a 
comprehensive and intelligent manner. 
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The Minister stiites that valuui)le additions have ))een made to the 
National Museum, and that the eolleetions of that estaldishment have 
been j^reatly enlarged and extended. From this museum will be 
selected a number of articles of great interest and value, to form a part 
of the Nicaraguan exhibit at the Pan-American ExiM)sition at Hutfalo. 

The conditions of the niilroatl and national steamship lines of tho 
country are considered at length. The j)ostal facilities of the Hepub- 
lic are said to be in a satisfactory condition; l,88d,04S pieces of mail 
matter were received during the year and •J,8S4,7dl* dispatched. There 
has })een a notable increase in the parcels-jwst service, and during the 
period referred to a considerable movement in international corre- 
siK)ndence occurred. The country having tlu' most extensive jMjstal 
relations with Nicaragua is the Fnited States. 

The Minister calls the Assembly's attention to the advancement imide 
in the telegraph and telephone service, which has so materially con¬ 
tributed in the past and will continue to contril)ute in the future to 
the material progress and welfai'e of the nation. 

TRANSPORTATION ROUTES. 

d'he Fnited States consular agent at Matagsilpa reports that the 
Campania de Trasportes de Matagalpa, Limited, has completed its 
survey of the route from Momotombo to Matagalpa, rinding the dis¬ 
tance to l>e but 7!) miles, instead of 110, as heretofore calculated. The 
maximum grade will Ik? alK)ut 10 per cent, and the engineers .sa\' there 
are no obstacles to be encountered, even for railway construction. 
The company has pro|H)sals from numerous manufacturers of traction 
motors and wagons, and unless a railway project should develop 
work will be commenced on road building when the present crop of 
coffee is out of the way. 

A line from Matagalpsi to navigsiblc water on Lake Managua would 
cover but 45 miles at most, and on only B miles of this di.stance will 
grading be required. 'I'he rest is over perfectly level country, and 
as watei’ power is plentiful there is some talk of abandoning the trac¬ 
tion idea and laying a light elet-tric road in.'^tead. 'Phis road, which 
would reach the lake near San Francisco del Carnicero. would iiass 
through a good farming and grazing country, and it is believed by 
many would be remunerative. The agent adds that he understands 
that the coffee planters of this di.strict would give a company organ¬ 
ized to build this road a good bonus in the way of survey grades, ties, 
money, and provisions, and that the transporbition company would be 
w'illing to join any outside capital for this end. 

TRADE IN COTTON ARTICLES. 

Among the imports destined to Nicaragua, .says the “Nloniteur OfB- 
ciel du Commerce,” cotton articles occupy' first \)lace. The less expen- 
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sivo of those articles, said to })e from Manchester, such as bedquilts 
shirtinjfs, cretons, ticking;, are almost all of Knjjlish origin. 

The cheapness of these pr(xlucts. as well as their |K‘rfect adaptability 
to the taste of the inhabitants of Nicaragua, make the (•ompetition of 
other countries very diflicult. Outside of England the Tnited States 
is the only country participating in this importation, and then only in 

I very small way. 
Regarding knitted articles, such as stockings, socks, underv’ests, 

etc., Germany holds first place, and has almost completely driven the 
French and English products from the market. 

COMMERCIAL MUSEUM AT MANAGUA. 

The Nicaraguan Government, in order to further that country'.scom- 
int'rcial relations with the I’nitial States and Euro|)('. has established a 
National Museum at Managua, the capital, for a display of the prod¬ 
ucts of foreign lands. 

The Director <*f the Museum has asked the Nicsiniguan Consuls to 
M)licit from manufacturers and pi'oducers' .samples (not too large) and 
models or photographs of machinery and heavy implements. Articles 
of this de.scription are to be exhibited in Managua at all times free of 
cost, and it is anticipated that a |>ermanent exhibition of the kind will 

’ inure to the lienetit of Imth exhibitors and vi.sitors. 
.\. D. Straus, the Nicaraguan Consul-fieneral. at 18 Hroadway, New 

(York, invites merchants and manufacturers to send him .samples, accom- 
ininied by lucid descriptions, with instructions how to ojM*rate them, 
their advantages, and es])ecially the style of jxicking for expoi't. 

'I'his latter point is of great imiK)rtunce to the Nicaraguans, as their 
customs duties are based on the gross weight. All consignments should 
be {Kicked as lightl}' as consistent with .safety. 

MINING IN THE MATAGALPA DISTRICT. tA recent consular re{X)rt .states that some (piart/ mining is being 
done in the district contiguous to Matagalpa. 

Near San Ramon, ♦> miles from Matagalpa, a large American com¬ 
pany has obtained a series of old workings, on which the managers 
expect to erect a large machinery {>lant. Some other claims have lieen 
liHiited near here, all l>eing in low-grade ore and ore requiring the 
cyanide prix-ess for its treatment. The average ore here will yield about 

to !^14 gold {)er ton. There seems to lx? great quantities of the 
ore in the dejxjsits discovered. I FREE-TRADE AGREEMENT. 

Recent press dispatches from Managua, Nicaragua, state that the 
' Judicial Congress, compo.sed of two delegates from eai'h of the Central

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Aiiieriran countries, appointed i)y their respective (Tovernments. which 
has lieen holding; sessions at Salvador ('ity, in Salvador, for the last 
month, has declan'd that hereafter all exehaiifre of proiUiets of each 
State with other States of Central Anierii-a shall he free of import 
duties. It is asserted that the (iovernment of each of the States rep¬ 
resented will approve the joint declarations of their delejjates. 

PROGRESS OF RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION. 

Work on the connectintj railroad link of 3o miles, to connect Nica¬ 
ragua’s eastern and western railroads, is progressing slowly. I’resi- 
dent Zelaya has conclud(‘d a contiiiet with a native firm to supply all I 
rails and other metals to he used on this extension, the linn to accept 
in payment the Government’s war charges on coffee at the jxirts of 
Corinto and Grenadia. 

EDUCATIONAL AFFAIRS. ^ 

The Minister of Puhlie Instruction is endeavoring to improve the 
methods of in.struction in vogue in the public .schools of the country. 

Chile has offered to educate in its universities free of charge twenty- 
seven Nicaraguan youths. Nicaragua has accepted this offer, and. by 
compi'titive examination.s. has .selected twenty-seven young men. who 
will soon leave Corinto for C'hile. \

LIVE STOCK STATISTICS. | 

According to the census of ISIMI, the live stock in Paraguay included I

totals as ascertained hy the census of 1887. In that year there were i

Stock raising in Pai-.iguay is favored hy excellent jiniirie lands, good 
gra.s.se.s, and ahundant water. I'he estahlishment of an tMtancln, or 
.stock farm. re<[uire.s hut companitividy little capital. One .square 
league of camp land, containing l,75o h»*ctares or 4.0(M> acres, will sup¬ 
port 1.5(M) head of cattle, and costs, according to hx’ation. as a.seer- 
tained hy the “Monthly Review” of Asuncion, from ^1,2(K» t«> ij'l.SOo 
gold. A fence eonqxj.sed of 4 or 5 strands of wire, with .solid and 
durable |K)sts .set 2 meters apart, will co.st jM'rhaps 1155.50 gold, includ¬ 
ing lalH)r. It is es.sential that a patch of forest land he included, s»t 
that .shade may In' furni.shed the animals during the hottivst portion 
of the day as well as providing partial shelter for them from driving 
mins. The price of horned cattle ranges from ^5 to j>er head. 
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VARIETIES OF COTTON. 

Sereml sijec'ips of cotton iiiv indiifenous to Piinij^uiiy, ^»ut those most 
jfenerally known are tho white, with lon^ and stronji^ tii)ei‘s, and the 
yellow variety, which is nion' glossy, while possessing the same <juali- 
ties as the white. On an average each plant pnxluces 6 pounds of 
til)er. The cultivation of »'otton. however, is at present (piite limited, 
owing to the competition of other countries and the cost of transport- 
ing cotton from .\sunci6n. 

It is stated that the establishment of a cotton factory in this Republic 
would prove to be a sound investment, as the annual imports of cotton 
goods are in excess of 80,(KX) bolts. 

DEVELOPMENT OF THE COFFEE INDUSTRY. 

Experiments carried on for several years pjist, with entirely satis¬ 
factory results, prove that Paraguay is a country well adapted to the 
production of a superior grade of coffee. In order to make its culture, 
which begins to awaken considerable interest, more general, the Rank 
of Agriculture has entered into contnicts with comjx'tent jx*rsons for 
the establishment of plantations in some departments, with the view of 
distributing without i-harge a certain number of cotfee plants to agri¬ 
culturists. There already exist in the nurseries, sjiys the ‘“Paraguay 
Monthly Review.” alamt a million phmts, and in conse(|uence the 
cotfee industry in a short time will l)ecome of considerable imp)rtancc.

VALID CONSULAR PAPERS. 

Persons dispatching merchandise to Peruvian ports are informed by 
the (iovernment of that Republic that it is indisjx'ii.sable for the ma.ster 
of a vessel to take out papers at the original port of shipment of his 
cargo. Attention is called to articles 112 and 123 of the “‘Peruvian 
(’onsular Regulations.’’ a translation of which reads as follows: 

“Art. 112. The manifests and invoices that have not l)een j)re.sented 
to the Peruvian consular officer at the port of shipment and legalized 
under his seal and signature shall Ih‘ of no legal value in the custom- 
liou.ses of the Republic, except when there is no Peruvian officer at 
said p)rt. in which i*ase the said documents may l>e legalized by the

'riu* volume of trade with Great Britain, so far as (“.in lie ascertained 
from the preliminary British accounts, shows a diminution in the cal¬ 
endar year as compari'd with 1.S99. 'Fhe suj^ar exported to Great 
Britain in IIXK) ajfj^reoated 24,010,700 laumds, valued at i;i20,S5.3. 
againstexjxirtsof 32,'.>41,0<K> jxmnds, worth t*lS0,S4o, in DSOO. In 15HJ(J 
the numlH'r of pounds of alpaca, vicuna, and llama wool received by 
Great Britain from Peru was 4,230,.')(>0, a}^.iinst 4,234,100 pounds in 
1801>. While the aojrj-ej^te weight was 2.406 pounds j^nniter in 15t0(), 
the value was £1,526 less than in IKOO, lieing £207,365 and £205,839, 
resiiectively.

TARIFF REGULATIONS. 

A tninslation of the regulations concerning the application of the 
duties, .so far as they affect the foreign trade of Peru, reads as follows: 

6. Articles imported from foreign countries |Miy the duty 
when they' are'cleared through the coast or river custom-hou.ses, the 
introduction overland lieing prohibited. 

“Art. 9. The receptacles ivhich contain foreign or native articles 
subject to the payment of duties shall each la'ar outside clear fixed 
marks ciisily distinguishable, as well as show their capacity’ and tare;

COFFEE AND CACAO AT PARIS. 

Tho “Holptin (le Atfricultura’' (Bulletin of Ajjriculture), the official 
(ir^in of the central union of the .same name, puhli.shes an interestinjyf 
coinmunicjition from Senor Zaedivar, Minister of Salvador near the 
(fovernments of the Tnited States and Fram-e. to the Secretary of 
Foreifrn Relations of the Repuhlie of Salvador. From this report it is 
seen that the coffee .sent from Salvador ninked among the best and most 
desinihle cla.s.se.s of that fruit exhibited at the Kxposition at Paris, and 
was one of the most attractive features of the (iov’ernment’s hand.some 
and tasteful display. This information will undoubtedly l)e (juite 
pleasing to the |XM)ple of Salvador, and will tend to .stimulate the 
coffee growers of the country to greater efforts in the production of 
this im)K)rtant pro<luct. Salvador is a wonderfully fertile agricul¬ 
tural region, is exceedingly well adapted to the raising of a great variety 
of tropical and semitropi<*al fruits, and is esj)e<‘ially suitt'd to the 
growing of coffee, which industry is <-arried on u|>on a large scjile 
throughout the Republic. Recentlv a widespread interest has In'en 
manifested in the cultivation of cacao in the lowlaiuls of the country, 
and the n*sults obtained from experiments made in that direction have 
l)een tpute satisfactory and encouraging. The display of this fruit at 
the Paris Ex|K)sition attracted much attention and demonstrated in a 
practical manner the profitableness of this useful product.

TREATY WITH FRANCE. 

The Diario Oficial ” of San Salvador, in its i.ssueof Fet)ruarv 7. 1JK)1, 
.states that in Deceml)er, 1JMK>, a treaty was made l)etween the RepuJ>lics 
of Salvador and France by which coffee, cacjio, choi'olate, vanilla, 
indigo, rubl>er, balsam, and .some other products of the former country 
will enjoy the minimum tariff rates conceded by France to the most 
favoH'd countries. This treaty, which went into effect on January 1, 
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1901, reduces the importation duty on coffee from per 100 
kilojjrams to francK^ a reduction of 2^\froncx per 1(K> kilojjrains. 

The coffee market of Fi-ance is said to be one of the l)est in the world, 
and now that coffee and other products of Salvadoi’ are lM‘};inning to 
Hiul a demand there and are becoming; Iw'tter and more favorably known 
in that Republic on account of their excellent qualities, a considenihle 
increase in the shi|)ments of these jjroducts will undoubtedly follow. 
The treaty will remain in force for «)ne year. At the j)resent time only 
two other nations have Im'ch granted the minimum tariff rates, i. e., 
Haiti and Brazil.

PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE TO CONGRESS. 

The messafre which the Pri'sident of the Dominican Republii* deliv¬ 
ered to the National C’onjfre.ss on the conveninjj of its special se.s.sion 
in 19tM» is a notable document, in which the Chief Executive presents 
an interesting^ and comprehensive review of the situation of the coun¬ 
try and discusses political events of importance. President Ji.meniz 

says that the economic (piestion >s the paramount idea of the pre.sent 
situation. On it all eyes are rixed, and the whole nation yearns for 
its favorable solution. 

The me.ssag-e states that the contract made with the San Domingo 
Improvement Company, of New York, and which was ratified by Con- 
gre.s.s on the 18th of .\pril last, is subject to the provisions of clause 
4, which .specifies that the improvement comiMiny shall obtain the con¬ 
sent of the holders of the IkiiuIs of the jmblic debt of the country. 
The distribution of funds intended by’ reason of the .same contract for 
the amortization of the floating debt, Inith dome.stic and foreign, shall 
not commeiu'e, according to the literal meaning of the .seventh clause 
of the agreement, until the holders of the greater jiart of the tioiKh 
shall have consented to the capitalization of their interest coupon.s up 
to the 1st of April. 19(»3. Protests from some of the holders of these 
lionds having been communicated through the Belgian Minister for 
Foreign Affairs, the Dominican Government considennl it advi.sable to 
postjxme the execution of the contract referred to, and on the 13th of 
September of la.st y’ear declared that the funds collected from the l.st 
of April, 1900, as well as those whi«-h may’ in future be obtained, shall 
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remain on doj)osit until siu-h time a.s the fundainental conditions of the 
contract shall have l)een fultilled. 

With reference to the tariff, the President advist's a revision of the 
same. The <|uestion has been carefully considered at different times, 
and while it is not deemed possible at present to arrive at an immedi¬ 
ate realization of this reform, it is thought that the object desired, in 
a great measure, can lx* attained by means of a commercial reciprocity 
treaty with the (Tovernment of the United States, decreasing in this 
mann(*r the duties on certain articles of genend use. a!id at the same 
time securing a near and advantageous market for the natunil prod¬ 
ucts of the Republic. 

Referring to his recent visit to the Provinces and to the District of 
Cibao, the President states that the fears enterhiined by the merchants 
of those imjx)rtant commercial centers i-egarding the national currency 
and the tluctuations in the mte of exchange had happily result«*d in no 
demoralization of tnide or inconvenience or hindrance to commerce. 
Exchange, as the (iovernment had anticipated, remained stable and 
steady, and the gold sbindard, by which all opx'nitions of tnide are 
determined. Ix'came p«*rmanently established in the country. 

Regarding the reipiest from the ex|Kirters of Santiago for a reduc¬ 
tion in the export duties on tobacco, which ap{X‘al was made on 
account of the sudden fall in the jirice of this product abroad, the 
President exj)res.ses sympathy with the petitioners, but states that the 
recipriH’ity treaty with the United Stati's will duly provide for this 
important priHluct, and will more than offset any advantages that 
might Ik* obtained in the reduction of the exjx)rtation duties. 

The message also states that the Fr(*nch (iovernment has granted the 
im{X)rtation into France of Dominican coffee under the minimum tariff 
clause applied to the most favoied nations. 

Reviewing the subject of public works, the President says: “Various 
railway companies are desirous of commeneing work. Among these 
1 must mention that of the District of Monte Cristi and that of Bara- 
hona. It is not necessary to undertake to demonstrate the trans¬ 
cendental imjxjitjince of such enterprises." 

CANE AND SUGAR PRODUCTION IN 1900. 

It is sc-arcely fifty years, writes the French Consul-General at Santo 
Domingo, since the city of San Pedro de Macoris was only a small vil¬ 
lage consisting of farmers' and fishermen's cabins. 'I'o-day the |K)pu- 

lation amounts to 11,(MK) inhabitants, composed of almost all nationali¬ 
ties and religions. The principal industry and wealth are derived from 
the immense sugar-cane fields, which are unquestionably the finest and 
the most fertile of the entire region of the Antilles. 

Corn, sweet potatoes, and small fruits, which formerly occupied the 
'urface of this rich country, have disapjx'ared to make way for thecul- 
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tivation of sufjar cane, for which there is no better climate and soil. 
The evenness of the temperature, tojjfether with the warm and damp 
ea.stern winds which g(*nerally blow in summer and autumn, are here 
more favorable to the deveiopment of cane than at any other point on 
the island. 

Thanks to this and to its topoj^raphical situation, a hectare of land, 
which produces in (juadeloupe or Cuba an avenijje of kilo»;rani.> 
of suj^ai’ cane, at Macoris produces not less than 50,0(X) kilojfmiii.'<. 
with a harvest every twelve months. 

Th(' factories betfin work during the last of February, when thi 
plant bc'gins to rijx'n. and shut down in the beginning of dune, when 
it is completeU' rip(\ 'I'he manufacture of cane sugar lasts from three 
to three and a half months, or from ninety to one hundred days a‘. 
the mo.st.

The <‘omplet(* Hj;ures for the 

year 11UH>. when compared with the statistics of other nations, show 

that the exjmrts of domestic products were jjreater than those of any 

other country, the jjnind total In'ing^ !!'l,4.53,(H3,f}r)5». 'I'he total from 

the United Kinjxdom of (treat Britain, which has hitherto led in the 

nu-e for this distinction, is !?1.418.34S,(MK), while the total for (Jermany 

is 

.Vdditional int«*rest is j;iven to the first mnk, which the United States 

now' holds as an (‘xportinjt nation, from the fact that less than twenty- 

five years ajro it was fourth on the list. In 187o the domestic exiK)rt.s 

of th«* United States amounted to !M^{*7,2f)3,737; those of (lennany, 

^»o7,(MB»,(MMt; Fnince, 8747,481),(MM*, and those of the United Kinjrdoin, 

!8l.(*87,41)7.)MMi. To-day the United States stands at the head of the 

list, followed hy the United Kinjfdom, Germany, and Fnince, in the 

order named. 'I'he domestic ex[)orts of the.se countries in the calendar 

y»*ar ll))K» wen* as j^iven alnive, with the i*xception of Fnince. whose 

ex|K)rts amounted to ^787.u6u,<K)U in value. It can Ik* .seen from the.se 

ti«;ures that the United States has increased its exports in the time 

named IDO per cent; Germany, 73 jx'r cent; the United Kingdom, 34 

per cent; and Fnuua', 5 |M‘r cent. 

MILL CONSTRUCTION IN 1900. 

.Vccording to the figures collected hy the “Textile World.” 400 tex¬ 

tile mills of all kinds were con.structed in the United States in the year 

IDOO. For the jiast eight years the numher of mills have aveniged 11)6 
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per year and the highest nuinber was 272 in 1892. The new mills built 
in 1900, however, numbered more than double the yearly average for 
the time named anil have inereased 40 per cent more than the highest 
nuinlHU’ in any one of the previous eight years. 

Of the mills built in 19(K», cotton mills form 43 per cent and 
knitting mills 27 pm- cent. The numl)er of cotton mills was 171, Uung 
an increase of 88 pi'r cent over 1899, when 91 mills were built, and an 
increase of 205 j)er cent alx>ve the average (50) for the eight years pre¬ 
vious to ItHlO. Of this number 131 were built in the Southern States, 
where cotton is grown, while 24 of the remainder were located in New 
England States. In the new mills of the South 1,1(»9,.584 spindles were 
installed, against 197,2tX> for all other sections of the country. 

The value of cotton goods prixluced annually, |x.‘r spindle, is placed 
conservatively at ^17.50. At this rate the new cotton spindles started 
in the United States in 19(K» wilt turn out 5^^5,927,955 worth of ginxls 
per year, or over 54 per cent more than the value of cotton ginxls 
exported from the United States in any one year. 

The growth of the knitting industry was wholly in the Middle and 
Southern States. Of the 109 new mills 52 were in the tirst-named 
and 39 in the last-named section. The numl)er of new silk mills was 
43, as compared with 32 in 1899, and an average of 28 for the pre¬ 
vious four years. New .lersey and Pennsylvania are the banner States 
in silk-mill construction, 17 l>eing in the former and 1»» in the latter. 

The numIxM' of woolen mills erected was 48, as compared with 49 in 
1899. Fourteen of these mills were built in the New England States, 
and 23 in the Middle States, with 11 for the remainder of the country. 
The wool industry of 19(K» was by no means in so satisfactory a condi¬ 
tion as is cited for other textiles. 

Included in the mills classed as miscellaneous are dyeing and bleach¬ 
ing and tinishing plants, which are made necessary by the rapid increase 
in the prixluction of cotton goods. One mill in Massachusetts is man¬ 
ufacturing linen crash towels from Hax raised in the United States. 
This may lx* the forerunner of an industry that will lie more pi-omi- 
nent in future years. 

SOLUTION OF THE PROBLEM OF OCEAN TELEPHONT. 

The ■’Electrical Review” (New York) in its issue for .lanuarv 12, 
19ul, calls attention to the immense stride toward the solution of the 
prol)lem of the application of transin-eanic cables to telephonic coni- 
immication made by the invention of l>r. M. I. Pu'pin, of Columbia 
College. This invention, for which two patents were issued in .lune, 
19(M», is descrilnxl as one of the most brilliant and exceptional ever 
furnished by Dr. PuiTX. It has heretofore been considered necessary 
in order to bilk a given distance (5<h> miles being taken as an example) 
in underground cables, to employ large copper wires covered with

Dr. Pri'iN's invention is said to furidsh a method whereby c<)n- 

ductors of relatively small diameter covenal with insulating material 

of mo(U“i’at«* thickness may he used instead of tlu* large and ex|H*nsive 

conductors formerly thought necessary. While experimenting with 

artiticial conductors Dr. l^reix discovered that it was possible to tele¬ 

phone over much greater lengths of cable than had previously been 

deemed possible, and he has »‘xhibit<‘d a design for inductance coils 

to be introduced at apiu'opriati* intervals in a ti-ans-Atlantic cable, 

which would allow conversation by telephone to be carried on across 

the ocean, d'hose who have investigated the subjt'ct fully are of the 

opinion that his improvements will at the saim* time enable telephon¬ 

ing to l)e done ovei* land lines of any length whatever and will also 

solve the problem of ocean t(*lephony. 'I'he American Telephone and 

Telegraph C'omj)atiy has purchased the patents from the inventor for 

a tixed sum, in addition to which he is to receive an annual salary of 

^7,5**0 during the life of the patents. 

THE CONSUMPTION OF SUGAR. 

In the year llXMi there was a great incr<*ase in the aggregate and per 

cai)ita consumption of sugar in the I’nited States. The total is given 

by the **American Grocer" as 2,21'.b.S47 tons, against 2,07H,()6>S tons 

in ISBB. The per capita consumption in llBK) was 6H.6 jxiunds, as 

compared with ♦51 |)ounds in ISBW. The estimated (piantity consumed 

in l!MM) was divided as follows: Domestic cane sugsir, 174,-t5(t tons; 

domestic lK*et sugar, S2,73G tons; maple sugar, 5,(MK> tons, and 7,347 

tons of molasses sugar, making the total consumption of the domestic 

product 2i51*,S:i3 tons, whih* the foreign product figured for i,iU5(>,014 

tons, divided as follows: l.odb, l;*4 tons of cane sugar; 373,077 tons of 

raw beet sugar, and 17,743 tons of refined sugar. In the foreign 

total, however, 250.St55 tons of Hawaiian sugar is included. 

The amount of refined sugar consumed in IfXMt was 2,178,f)15 tons, 

as against 2,022,1544 tons in 1800. The sugar crops of the world for 

105>0-l0ol are estimated at 0,375,500 tons, an increase over the pre¬ 

vious year of 1,037,170 tons, being the largest recorded total. During 

iOoo the domestic lH*et-sugar industry made further progress in the 

numlH*r of fa<-tories in operation and the amount of sugsir produced. 

During the pn*sent year several new fiwtories will be built, and the 

year opens with the pros^wet for the industry brighter than ever Isefoit*. 

The domestic cane industry was retarded during the year by unfavor¬ 

able w*‘ather conditions. 

REPORT OF THE COMMISSIONER OF PATENTS. 

The annual repoid of the Commissioner of Patents has been made 

j)ublic.

EXPORTS OF AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS. 

Much the jrreater part of the exports of a<rri»‘ultui-al implements 

from the I’nited States consi.sts of mow<*rs and n*a|M*rs, and while the 

statistics do not sepsirate these articles in enumeratinjj the exiM)rts. it 

is evident that reai)ers predominate. 

In Suith America the Arjfentine Republic is the lH*st customer. 

'Pile value of these ex|X)rts received by that Rei)ublic from the rnited 

Stat**s amounted in l.Sthj to ^5ttO,4!U, and in IJXK) had more than 

doubled, the total value for the latter year lading !t'l.Hyi,t5l5. The 

value of afiricultural implements ffoinj? to Mexico in 19<K> was ^54:i.b*2*i, 

iiu‘i*easinj; from ^120.827 in 1896. To the rest of South .\merica these 

exjiorts were valued in 19(»0 at a^piinst !^228,.558 in 1896. 

British Noi-th America except»*d. Mexico is the only North .Vmerican 

country takinjr ajrricultural implements from the United States in 

large (puintities. 'Phe valuation of exports of this chaia<*ter taken by 

British North America in l!MMi was !81,748,861 as compared with 

<^371,144 in 1896. 'Phe t*xjH)rts of all cla.sses of agricultural imple¬ 

ments to Kurope in the past calendaryearexceeded!^Hk<K)().9(K) in value. 

The share of the United Kingdom was #1,389.493; Fmnce, #2,965.72.5; 

Germany. #2.957.927, and all other Kurope, #3.019,874. The value of 

impleii’ents sent to Briti.sh Au.stralasia was #1.101.72(b and to Africa 

#229,693. 'Phe total value of this class of exj)orts. for all countries, 

from the United States was about #16,«KK).(KMJ in I'.MMt. agsiinst less than 

#5,(X)0,000 in 1896. 

THE SHIPBUILDING INDUSTRY. 

The 'Preasury n«*partment has i.ssued a document on the shipbuild¬ 
ing industry of the United States, di.scussing the e<-onomic conditions 
which surround it in both its historical and industrial a.spects. 'Ihe 
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is iiiiide that the use of iron-elad vessels in the civil war sounded 

the doom of wooden ships as instruments of national defense, and 

thenceforth turned over the marine ascendency to the iro!i-producing 

nations, amon^ which (xreat Hritiiin held the leadership at that time. 

With the ascendency of the United States in iron and steel pnalue- 

tion. and the :idvent of this nation into the new era of o«-eani«- responsi¬ 

bility. the present period of maritime pro<;ress is clearly divided from 

all that have ])receded it. The development in the United States of 

shij)l)uildin»r is based upon the most favorable industrial and com¬ 

mercial conditions. 

'I'he inrtuence of the naval policy on merchant shipbuildinjj has 

developed plants dev'oted to the construction of ships to a point of 

etjuipnumt with tools and machinery, and to a scale of j)r(Kluction 

which with a larger demand would put the Anuudcan shipbuilders on 

the same ])lane as the liritish builders as to cost of production. The 

use of electricity in the operation of shipbuildinj^ plants, the employ¬ 

ment of j)neu!natic tools, and the services of cranes and derricks in 

handling heavy material have revolutionized methods in the United 

States to such an extent that the best shipyards in America are even 

better equipped than those of Eurojic. Under existinj; conditions, 

however, distrilmtion l)y sea between the United States and the out¬ 

side world is in forei<rn control. For the fiscal year ending dune 3B, 

oidy 1*.3 |H'r cent of the imiwrts and exjiorts to and from the 

United Stiites was carried in United States vessels. 

IKONT AND STEEL MANUFACTXJBES IN 1900. 

In no class of articles was the marked development attained by the 

United States during the calendar year 1900 more forcibly indicated 

than in the increased manufactures an<l exports of iron and .steel. 

Exclusive of iron <u'e. the exports of steel and iron for the year foot 

up the gnind total of 81:i9,033.+SO. or more than !^1(M»,(MM),000 in excess 

of 1890, when the total was a little more than ^27,0(M»,000. A further 

idea of the increas»‘ noted is shown by a comparison with the figures 

for 1897, when the total exports were rated at !^02,737,250, or less than 

half as great. 

This increase* is indicated for almost every important article. 

Exports of pig iron amounted in 1900 to $4..500,(MX), as compared with 

«^3,225,(MM) in 1899 and I^2,5<M),(MM) in 1898. Huilders' hardware shows 

a gain of about !^1,<MM),000 over 1899 and of !^2.000,(M)0 over 1898. 

Steel mil exports figure for almost !t>ll,(XX).(MM) in 19(M), against 

i^),(XX),<MM» i!i 1899. P21ectrie‘al machinery, which is greatly in demand 

from all jmrts of the world, advanced from ^2,.500,(XM) in 1898 to 

$5,225,(mm) in 19(M), Sewing machines increased in export value from 

$3,0(K),(MX) in IS98 to $4:,5<M),(XM) in 1900, and typewriting machines 

and parts of from ^2,000,000 in 1898 to #3,00<J,000 in 190<J. 
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'I'lie proiMH-tion of this tnuU* taken l)V the eountries of the Inter¬ 
national I'nion was shown in the February issue of the Monthly 
Hnlletin in its retrular monthly statistical statement, but the destina¬ 
tion of the articles of United States manufacture, and esjx'cialh' of 
machinery, is litenill}’ to every part of the world. Sewinj; machines, 
typfwriters, and scientific instruments jfo to Asia, Afidca, and the 
islands of Oceania, and what is more remarkable they are also sent to 
EurojM* to compete with the product of her skilled workmen. Of the 
^,7ns.(KM> worth of instruments for scientiric purposes, includinjj 
teh'phone and telejjniph instruments, which were exjK)rted during the 
year in tpiestion, over worth went to the I’^nited Kingdom, 
nearly !!>l,b<JO.(KX) worth to F'l-ance, and $500,(KX) worth to German}'. 
The United Kingdom and Germany hike nearly half of the total 
expoitation of sewing machines, ^l,(K>>,tM)P worth going to each, out 
of a total of In typewriting machines, over !i^l,Oho,000 
represent the exports to the United Kingdom in 11KH> and ^500,000 to 
Germany. Of the total exportations of builders' hardware, amount¬ 
ing in value to i^0,782,402, over ^2,000,0(K) worth went to the United 
Kingdom, nearly ^1.000,(M)0 worth to Germany, and al)out^OO,(K)0 to 
France, while other European countries are represented by fully 
i'l,000,(KMi. Of the !^10,805,410 worth of steel rails exported in 19(M), 

Europe took ^1,0(M),(K»0 worth and British North America nearly 
^,000,000 worth. 

The total value of sewing machines taken by the countries included 
in the International Union of American Hepublics for the year 1000 

is shown by the statistical summary of the United States Treasury 
Department to have lieen $1,030,815, or al>out 23 piM' cent of the total 
exportations. Typewriters to the value of $200,533, or 7.33 per cent, 
were taken, and scientific instruments worth $1,510,504. or more than 
22 per cent. 

SOLAR MOTOR IN CALIFORNIA. 

According to a press dispatch the utility of a -solar motor is lieing 
demonstrated in southern Ualifornia. In that State fuel is costly, 
while the sun shines in the southern part most of the year, the rainy 
sca-son lasting but a few weeks. 

As descrilK'd. the device consists of a funnel-shaped reflector 33i 
feet in diameter at the top and tajx'ring to 15 feet at the bottom, and 
containing on its surface 1.788 mirroi-s. This reflector is set on two 
focus supports in such a manner that it may follow the movement of 
the sun and is kept in focus by clockwork. The adjustment of the 
mirrors is such that the sun’s rays are concentrated on a steam lioiler. 
The engine is fed and the supj)ly of water in the Iniiler is maintained 
automatically, and the only attention neces.sarv to operate the machine 
is to adjust the mirrors to f(K*us and set the clock in op<‘ration in the 
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morning. The motor drlv'es a lO-horsepower engine from an hour and 
a half after sunrise to witiiin half an hour of sunset, and i)umps water 
from an underground tatik at the rate of gallons a minute. On 
eloudy days, of course, operations are suspended. If the exiB*rimeiit 
proves satisfactory, the device will be utilized by a numljcr of irriga¬ 
tion enterprises. 

VARIETIES OF INDIAN CORN. 

Prof. A. S. Hitchcock, of the Manhattan (Kansas) Experiment Sta¬ 
tion, has been making a series of investigations of Indian corn and has 
accumulated some very interesting and valuable data. 

What is known as Indian corn or maize probably originated from a 
wild form at .some place on the Mexican ])lateau, and has been culti¬ 
vated by the native mces of all America from a remote or indetinite 
period. In the United States there are live im|)ortant classes or races 
of corn grown on a commercial scale, which are subdivided into many 
varieties. These* arte known as dent corns. Hint corns, sweet corns, pop 
corns, and tho.se who.se grains never harden. liesides these there is a 
•‘liod corn” grown as a curiosity, in which eae-h kernel is .separately 
inclosed in a husk, and some ornamental varieties are derived from the 
flint corn which are prized for their striped or barred blades. 

At the Kansas State Agricultural College ex|K?rlment.s were made 
for increasing the protein content of a field of coi-n by cross breeding 
and selection. .Vny increa.se in the protein (piality of corn will greatly 
extend its usefulness as a food for live stock. 

PAN-AMERICAN POSTAGE STAMPS. 

A recent numlx'r of the *)rticial “Postal (ruide” gives notice that the 
Pan-American .series of postage stamj>s will la* ready for deliv’erj’ to 
postmasters “the latt»*r part of .\pril.” 'I'hese stamps were ordered 
by the PostmiLster-fieneral at the instance of the authorities of the 
Pan-American Exposition, to be held in HutTalo from May to Novem- 
lH*r, IbOl. The.se series will include six stamps, and the.se will lie, 
according to the .statement of Edwix C. Madden, the Third Assistant 
Po.stmaster-(ieneral, “the most artistic .series ever issued from the 
Department.”

The stjimps are l)eing printed, in sheets of 2UU, at the Bureau of 
Engraving and Printing at Washingt<*n, The Bureau has orders from 
the Post-Office Department to print them in the following <|uantities:

THE TIMBER SUPPLY. 

.According to a report issued by the Bureau of Statistics, United 
States Treasury Department, the area covered by the timlaw of the 
country is square miles, the supply ladug estimated at 
2,300,OUU,<KfU,{MM» feet. Timln'r is now Indiig cut at the rate of 
4(>,000,00U,feet annually, and were the same average cut continued, 
the supply would last alK)ut slxtv years. The Pacific States, with the 
largest total supply—1,( M K »,< K M ►,( M K >,) H m > feet—are estimated as having the 
smallest proportionate annual cut of •4:,0UU,0(X>.(KM> feet, while the Ijsike 
region, with a total supply of .5(X),0O0,0OU,0<M) feet, is credited with an 
annual cut of 1.S,(HXI,(MM»,(MK> feet. In the latter section, however, a 
decided falling off in the amount of lumlM'r cut was noted for the last 
yt'ar as compared with the average of the last ten years. 

The export of limdM'r is lH‘coming a very inqK)rtant feature of for¬ 
eign commerce, having nearly doubled within the last ten years. ’I'he 
values of wi)od exports and manufactures thereof for the caleiular 
year 11KK> were valued at !^.')2,d3*!,SOS, most of the lumlM'r having Ix'en 
sent fntm the Pacific coast to South America and Asiatic countries. 

There has l)een considerable ap|)rehension of a timlxr famine, and 
industries dejM'udent on this pnaluct of the forests have regarded their 
disappearance with fear for the future. The American Forestry Asso¬ 
ciation has, however, In'en succe.ssful in bringing this matter to the 
attention of the (i»)vernment. aiul a systemati«- |H)licy for the preser¬ 
vation of forests has Ix'en adopteil. By this means the permanent 
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interests of eoniinuniti<‘s dependent upon forests are protected, the 
enormous waste tliat has Ikhmi goinj^ on for years is prevented, and the 
eonunen-ial supply of timher is increased. Texas, with a forest area 
of 6-t.0<K» s*(uare miles, easily leads all other sections of the country in 
productive cai)ahility, and is followed hy Orejjon, Minnesota, Wash- 
injjton. Arkiinsas, ('alifornia. Montana. Georjjia. and Missouri, in the 
order named. The j^rowth of wo<xlworkinjf industries, the projjress 
of furniture making, and the development of vehicle and box and 
l>arrel industries all tend to develop the value of timlK'r lands, and it 
is acknowledged that in many I’cspects the ITiited States has a monop¬ 
oly of the best Jivailable forest resources in the world. For the tiscal 
year cndinji dune 30, ISMM), the value of nuinufacturcs of wood ex])orted 
was nearly one-third the value of timber and lumber exjxirts, and it is 
predicted that the policy of the United States will in the near future 
lead to the development of the lumber trade on these lines, the first 
place on the export schedule beinjf taken by manufactured products, 
rather than by the r.iw material. 

ORANGE CROP OF CA.LIFORNIA. 

d'he omntre crop of tin* .State of California for this season promises 
to break the l»est previous annual recoi'd. There will l»e betwe»‘n 
lb,(KK) and 2l.(MKl carloads for shipment to Eastern markets. The 
great bulk of the product is credited to the southern citrus Udt, which 
has the city of Los Angeles as its shii)ping centc'r. The southern 
counties will probably yield a total of l)etween Ib.iKKl and 20,(KMl car¬ 
loads. The northern citrus l)elt, of which the town of ()r«>ville is the 
shipping center, will pro<luce lK‘tw*‘en IMKl and 1.(Mhi carloads of 
oranges. These are the latest estimates made by the Southern Pacific 
Company. They are Iwised largely upon shipments made thus far and 
upon the condition of the trees in the ju'odui-ing groves. 

The California orange season la'gins on Noveml)er I and lasts prac¬ 
tically twelve months, although the full lM‘aring pericnl is supposed to 
be al)out ten months. 'I’he difference in the riiHMiing time l)etween 
the northern and southern citrus Indts n'sults in a continuous produc¬ 
tion of marketable oranges throughout the year. 

PRODUCTION OF COPPER. 

Statistics of the copjwr production of the Unit<*d Stat<‘s for the cai- 
endar year IbOO have been compiled by a New York repn*sentative of 
the Associated Cop|M*r Producers. 'I'liese show that the output of the 
mines and smelters making rejxtrts was 114,177 tons for the first six 
months of the year and in the second half 113,810 tons, a tobil of 
227,987 tons for the twelve months. The estimated output of non¬ 
reporting producers of copper for the entire year was 4t>.8(K) tons, 
making the approximate total for the calendar year 2(58,681 tons. A 
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comparison of the statistics of the copper production ot tlie I'nited 
States for ISBH and ISlh* show the tijrures for those two years to have 
l)een 234,272 tons and 2d2.2<H» tons, respectively. 

Tl is noted that the copjK'r produced by foreiffii mines imported into 
tlu‘ country in lb(M) aj?<rre(nited 81*,431 tons, or almost the identicjvl 
amount rej^orted for 18bt>. 

A NEW GRAIN. 

A new oniiii has lavn jjrown to a limited (‘Xtent on the ]M)rder line 
iH'tween the I’nited States and ('anada fora short |M‘ri<Kl and is known 
as “sptdt.” It is ssiid to l)e a Russian product and is used in that 
country and Germany. In America the omin was first orown in the 
State of North Dakota, whence it was carried to Manitoba. British 
.\merica, there lH‘in{^ now a market for it in M’inni|H*o. Farnn'rs 
sjM'ak favorably of it as a producer and as a fomjje plant for live st<M-k. 
Though the season of was unfavorable, as much as .'»o fmshels of 
{Tiuin were obtained from each bushel sown. It is claimed that sptdt 
stands drought l>etter than other grains, is easily grown, ripens early, 
and makes a sujMirior article of food for animals. 'Fhe stnvw is also 
said to l)e I’elished by live stock more than the stniw of any other 
gnun. 

NEW STEAMSHIP LINE. 

On April 2.5, the Northwestern Steamship ('onuMiny will 
inauguratt* a service l>etween t'hicago, Hamburg, and Liveiyjool. 
The first vessel will depart from Chicago on the tlate naiiu'd, iK)und 
for Hamburg, followed the next day by a steamer with a cargo des¬ 
tined for Liverpool. A week latt'r two other steameix, one for each 
of the European ports named, will leave the Chicago wharfs. 'Phe 
vessels of this fleet were all built at Chicago and will 1h' laden with 
products manufactured in or consigned to that city, and will In* manned 
by sailors from the Great Lakes. The ships have a capacity of 3,ot)6 
tons each. Eighteen days will l)e consumed in the voyage from Chicago 
through the Great I^akes, the St. Lawrence River, the Gulf of St. 
Ljiwrence, and across tfie Atlantic. Heretofore shipments from Chicago 
to Europe have In'en made by mil to New York, where the merchan¬ 
dise was loadetl on vessels, or via the St. Lawrence on one ve.ssel. 
Indiig afterwards tmnsferred to an (M*ean-going ship at the sealH)ard. 
It is claimed that the new method will 1m‘ as sjH*edy as the old one and 
less (‘xpmisive. 

THE SPONGE FISHERIES. 

It is reported that the .study of the sponge fields of Florida is to be 
undertaken by the Government with a view to the (h'velopment of this 
ini{x>rtant industry. Florida is the only part of the Cnited States 
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profliu’injj sponges of a eoinniereial value and there are 310 vessels 
with more than 2.0(K> men employed in the industry. It is estimated 
that the product of tlu'se fisheries for the year 1000-1001 will have a 
commercial value of ^SoO.tMK), Sponges are found on the eastern and 
western «-oasts of Florida, hut are more abundant on the latter cotist. 
owing to the more eipiahle temperature and iiuxlerate depth of the 
w'atc'r, as well as to the absence of tierce hurricanes. 

The sponge grounds of the (Julf of Mexii-o extend from the Florida 
reefs to St. Marks and for a distance of 15 miles from the shore. 
The best sponges in color, texture, and size are indigenous to deep 
water, and, as these command the highest prices in all markets, the 
sponging vessels frequently work for days together out of sight of land. 
There would .seem to l^e no reason why a flourishing industry should 
not be built up. 4'he (xovernment has l)een so succes.sful in the vari¬ 
ous efforts it has made of this character that much is to l)e exjiectpd 
from its conttMuplated work. 

AVAILABLE QUANTITIES OF GRAIN. 

'Phe r(‘port of the statistician of the Department of Agriculture for 
Mtirch, 11*01. shows the amount of wheat remaining in farmers' hands 
on March 1 to have In'en about 128,1(K*,0(M* bushels, or 24.5 ^M*r cent, 
of th<‘ crop of 1!*(M». as compared with 15S,7(*0,00<* bushels, or 21* jx'r 
cent, of the <‘rop of 181*1* on hand March 1. ll*tH>. 

The corn in farmers’ hands is estimated at 77*i,2(M),(MM* bushels, or 
36.1* iwr c»*nt, of the crop of 19(K>, against 773,7<M»,0<m* bushels, or 37.2 
p<‘r cent, of the cro]) of 181*1* on hand March 1,11*0<*. 

Of oats th(‘re are reported to be alK>ut 21*2.800,(*()<) bu.shels, or 36.2 
p<*r cent, of the crop of 1900 still in farmers' hands, as compan*d with 
21*<*,9<*<*,(K*q bushels, or 36.5 per cent, of the crop of 1899 on hand 
March 1, 11*<*<*. 

URrOUAY. 

IMPROVEMENT OF THE HARBOR AT MONTEVIDEO. 

Under the law of the 7th of NovemlM*r, 181*9, the Uongre.ss of 
Uruguay authorized improvements in the port of Montevideo to the 
extent of 1812,5**0,000. Bids were called for in due course and were 
ojKMied on August 21, 19*Kl. The live estimates given at that time 
were unsatisfa«-torv to the (iovernment, and new proi>ositions were 
re<juested. The.se were submitted on I)eceml>er 24, ll*0<*. The new 
estimates varied in amount from l89,(K>0,**<*<* to 1815,0**<*,000. The 
successful bidders were a French syndicate under the tirm name of 
Allard, Coiseau, Couvreux, Dollfus, Duiwirchy, and Wiriot. their bid 
iHiing *89,916,336,38. The improvements will Iw made according to 
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the plans and sjiecitications prepared by Engineer Adolfo (iUerard, 

in April, ISKK). The contracting firm has had a large an .1 extended 
ex|H‘rience in works of this nature, and is said to l»e Avell prepared and 
thoroughly compt'tent to carry to a suc<-essful teriiiination these exten¬ 
sive and important improvements. 

DUTT ON TOBACCO. 

President Cuestas has approved and promulgated a decree, under 
date of Decemln'r IB, fixing the duty on toUicco at 12 cents a 
kilogmm. This decree also specifies the manner in which tobacco 
shall l)e sold in the Republic. 

PRINCIPAL IMPORTS FROM GREAT BRITAIN. 

During the calendar year 15MK> Uruguay imp<)rted from Gx’oat Britain 
cotton piece g(K)ds to the value of £S43,4BO, Ixfing a decrea.se, as com¬ 
pared with 1SB9, of £7H,bl5; woolen tissues valued at t*4B,lB9, an 
increase of i-‘8,S3B; worsted tis.sue.s worth i‘B(»,2B2, an increase of 
i.‘3,769; railroad iron worth i:72,858, an increa.se of .t‘fi6,7l8; giilvan- 
ized sheet iron worth i:;39,830, a decrea.se (»f .t‘4,45B, aind other manu¬ 
factured iron to the value of i;27,741, an increase of i:7,t)58. The 
total vidue of the imjxarts of the items enum«*rated was i;t)23,41B in 
I'.MM) and Jt:t519,5Ub in 1899. 

VKNKZUELA. 

PARCELS POST CONVENTION WITH THE UNITED STATES. 

The “(Jacetji Oficial” of Canuns, of January 11, 1!>01, contaiins the 
full text of the new iKircels paost convention nnide between Venezuela 
and the United States. This treaty was ratified by Venezuela on Jan¬ 
uary 9, I'.KJl. 

According to the provisions of the agreement the treaty refera exclu¬ 
sively to jMircels and packages, sind does not in any way affect the exist¬ 
ing airrangements under the Universal Postal Convention which con¬ 
tinues in force. 

The rab's of postage will be as follows: In Venezuela, for jiarcels 
that do not weigh more than 1 pxiund (or 4t!9 gram.s), 75 ventinirn of a 
fMifirar; in the United States, the paxstage on parcelsof the .same weight, 
and for every additional pKiund or fraction thereof, will Ije at the rate 
of 12 cents pier jHmnd. 

The jx‘raon mailing each jiarcel shall make a customs declaration in 
duplicate, a <‘opiv of which shall l>e fixed on the outside of the parcel 
and shall contain a general description and an exact statement of its 
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contents and value, as well Jis the date of the remittance and the sijf- 
nature and residence of the sender. 

The following ai’ticles jire prohibited from the mails: Publications 
which violate the copyright law of the country to which they are sent, 
poisons, explosive and inflammable materials; fatty substances and 
liquids and such as easily li(piefy; confectionery and pastry; live and 
dead animals except insects and perfectly dried reptiles; fruits and 
vegetables which decomjx)se (‘asily; substances which emit a bad odor: 
lottery tickets, notices, and circulars; obscene t)r immoral objects, and 
ai’ticles which may destroy or in any way injure the |X)st bags or the 
IH'rsons who handle the mail. etc. 

COMMERCE OF LA OUAIRA. 

According to a statistical tsible published by the La (tuaira Harbour 
Cor|K)ration C'omj)any, the inuxirts, exix)rts, and coastwise tiiide dur¬ 
ing the civil year was carried on in 3-14 steamships and 23 siiiling 
vessels. The importations were lirought to the country in 1S2 st<‘am- 
ships and 23 sailing vessels, and 132 vessels of various class»*s were 
employed in the exjxu’tation tnide. In the im)K)rt trade England is 
represented by 43 ships, Fnince by 42, and the I’nited States by 30. 
In the exjxjrt trade 30 vessels cleared for the United States, 37 for 
French, and 20 fortTcrman |K)rts. the remainder iM'ing engage<l in the 
comim>rce of Venezuela with other nations. The total amount of the 
imports consisted of 4t!0,307 packages, weighing 40,103,134 kilograms; 
the exportations were made upof 410,04!* packages, weighing 17.773.277 
kilograms. The tonnageof the coastwisetmdeamounted to21.7!*o.S.*3 
kilogniins. 

IMPORTS OF PIECE GOODS. 

In 1000 Venezuela imported 42,.506,S00 yards of cotton piece gotals 
from British manufacturers, while in 13!*!* the numl)er of yards of such 
imports was 42,30*».(XM», a decrea.s«! of 20!*,20<* 3ards. 4'hough there 
was a less number of 3’ards of cottons received, the total value increa.sed 
from i:314,5t)7 in 1309 to £350,330 in 1000. 

RUHHEK AND KIJHHER SURS'l’ITU'rES. 

T. F. Koschny, of Sail Carlos, Costa Rica, in the January, l!*0l, 
Berlin “ Trojwmpflanzer," discus.ses the pros|M‘cts of the rubber culture. 
He refers to the fact that the South .American journals are noticing 
the discov^eries of rubl)er trees on the Upper .\mazon and that this has 
caused a general rush U) that hx-alitv. Mr. Koschny deprecates this, 
as he argues that 05 per cent of the jx'ople who have gone there arc 
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entirely ignorant of the processes of the extra<'tion of the rubljer and 
tlmt they will do more harm than good. He says the whole territory 
of the Amazon is overrun with people who let neither distance nor 
other dithculties deter them in their etforts to diseov^er new growths, 
and says further that in the next eight or ten years the virgin forests 
will 1hi destroytnl and oidy wild trees will nmiain, arid the young after¬ 
growth, if not entirely destroyed, will furnish a considerably reduced 
(juantity. 

The making of a substitute or artiticial rubl)er, is a problem of the 
future. That it is possible to produce an imitation is doubtless true, 
but all attempts up to the present time have lieen fruitless for gen¬ 
eral pur|K)ses, the chief objection being that the material used for the 
purpose hardens. 

According to (ierman official statistics the export and import of caout¬ 
chouc and gutta-jKurha and goods manufactured therefrom in Ger¬ 
many showed a decrease for the first nine months of Itkk) as compared 
with the same period of the previous year. This decrease is said to 
lx* due especially to the fact that the raw material had become veiy 
expensive. The importations during the first nine months of ItMX) 
amounted to llo,(>48 double hundredweight, valued at fi7,d80,(XK) 
markx, agsiinst 11.5,228 double hundredweight, valued at 68,823,(X)0 
murkit, for the previous y(*nr. h^ghty-nine p«*r cent of the importation 
was crude material; from England. 26,2(M) double hundredweight; 
Kussia. 18,45B;; British Malacra, fi.UOt); Congo, 5,883; Brazil, 5,U45, 
and German Africa, 3,301. The exports consisted chiefly of manu¬ 
factured goods of caoutchouc and gutta-p<'rcha. uiany of which were 
medicinal and surgical articles, amounting to 71,31*2 double hun¬ 
dredweight, valued at 54,074,<MM) tnarkn. against 74,237 double hun- 
drcxlweight, valued at 57,125,000 markts^ for the same p<*riod of the 
previous year. 

In a recent number of “ Weicks Gewebe Zeitung” it is stilted that a 
Swedish firm hits succeeded in producing a material which can be used 
as a substitute for rubber. The new material is .said to 1» prcxluced 
by covering sheets of the finest .lajxinese rice jxipi'r with a thin layer 
of fine varnish. They are then placed on top of one smother, and 
through the adhesiveness of the varnish the sheets of {japer are in¬ 
verted into one homogeneous mass. After undergoing pressure the 
outside is covered with a layer of Japmese cork, and the fini.shed prod¬ 
uct is said to lx; flexible, elastic, very light, and completely air and 
Wiiter proof. 

The “Revue Pratique de I’Electricit^” (France) announce.s the dis¬ 
covery of a substitute for rublier. It appi*ars that a new' insulator is 
made out of the residual products of di.stilleries, grains, leaves, potatoes, 
etc., which are carefully washed. Afterwards, triturated and treated 
with a gumnn' .soap, they form an amalgam rendered insoluble bi' the 
employment of alum and acetate of lead. 
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POHTO HK^AN lUNKS. 

'I'he banking; business of Poi’to Kieo at the present time, aeeordiny; to 
the report of the Comptroller of the Currency of De«'ember is 
principally in the hands of five large tinaneial institutions. These are 
known as the Bank of Porto Rico (formerly Banco Kspanol de Puci to 
Rico), whose principal otticcs arc in San Juan, witli a branch otlicc at 
Mayagucz; the Credito y Ahorro Poncefio, in Ponce; the Banco 'IVr- 
ritorial y Agricola (Territorial and Agricultuiiil Bank) in San .luan; 
the Banco Popular, in San Juan, and the American Colonial Bank, in 
San Juan. 

The Bank of Porto Rico was founded by a royal tlecree of tin* Span¬ 
ish monar<-h in 1^>8S, with a capital of ^l,r)tK).(H)0 p<-Kos, which may Ini 
increased by the shareholders to 82,0H0.()0(» pixm. Cndt‘r the joint 
resolution of the United States Congress of ,fune ♦!. IBOit. this capital 
in^Msw has been replaced by its equivalent in I’nitcd States currency 
at the estjiblished rate of exchange. The capital of the bank has there¬ 
fore become 8h()0,(KK», with the privilege of increasing it to 81.2<M»,00d. 
The )>ank is chartered for a |X'riod of tw'enty-tive years from the date 
of the concession, or until July 14, 1913. The stoi-k of the company 
is almost w'holly owned by Spaniards. J'he institution does a geneml 
banking business—sells drafts, receives dej^osits, negotiates loans, di?-- 
counts notes, bills of exchange, etc., and, in a word, deals in all kinds 
of negotiable instruments and securities. It is a bank of issue, this 
privilege being conceded to it under the Spanish charter, and has 
recently placed in circulation a series of bank notes ranging in value 
from 8l to The last shitement of the bank, which bears date of 
May 19, 19fMt, show’s that bank notes had been issued up to that time 
to the amount of ^1,.594,940, Porto Rican currency. 

The Credito y Ahorro Poncefio (siivings bank), located at Ponce, was 
established in 1895 in conformity with the laws relating to corjwra- 
tions, and in accord with the requirements of the commercial code. 
Its capital is 820o,OO0, of w’hich 75 per cent is paid up, the remainder 
l)eing subject to call by direction of the board of directors. It does a 
general banking business, but is not a bank of issue. 

The Bamo Territorial y Agricola was founded in 1894 in San .luan, 
and has a capital at present of 1,440,()(M» juxox. Its principal opera¬ 
tions arc among agriculturists. Loans are made at 9 per cent on lands, 
in amounts not exceeding 40 per cent of the expert valuation of the 
land. The last dividend of this bank was declared on June 30, 1900, 
and was 6 per cent. 

The Banco Popular is a small savings bank in San Juan. It was 
founded in 1894 with a capital of ^5,00<J, and was incorporated for a 
period of ten years. 
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The American Colonial Hank is a State l>ank, incorjxtnited under 
the laws of the State of West Virjfinia. Its authorized capital is 

of which is paid up. It is a bonded depository 
for the custody of United States and Porto Rican funds. A larcfe ]Mirt 
of the capital stock is held in the United States. 

PKKSEHVATION OF TKOPIOAL FRUITS. 

The .system of fruit preservation which is now l)eing introducerl into 
the West Indit's and Centnil America has for .some years I>een suc¬ 
cessfully tried iu the countries of Australasia. The new .system is onc 
of evajM)ration, its (|ualitications, which render it sujx'rior to other pro- 
ce.s.ses. beinjj the (piickne.ss with which it is accomplished and the 
absolute cleaidiness insured. Five or six hours is all that is recpiired 
to chanjre fresh fruit into an article which will keep for months and 
years and still preserve the orijfinal flavor—in .some ca.ses actually 
improve it. Australian indorsement carries with it the seal of (iov- 
ei4|licnt approval, as the food stutfs of the country are subjected to 
the most careful analysis before they are considered as stai)les. 

The process of evaponition has bt'en applied with fjreat success in 
Centnil American countries to bananas, a dozen marketable commodi¬ 
ties havinjr been evolved out of the surplus and smaller fruits. As 
the machinery is !H>t elalKu-ate and the orijfinal co.st of the fruit almost 
nothing, it is po.ssible to market the products at a small cost. Other 
tropical products, amoner them the cassava and okni, have Imhmi exix'ri- 
menb'd uiKin. it lieing found in almost every case that the evaporated 
article retains its full nutritive quality. 

It is rejKirted that large quantities of evaporated food are lieing 
furnished the British Army from Santa 'roinas, (iuatemala, and that 
the (lovernment of .laniaica is taking a keen interest in the question, 
as a favorable outcome .seems probable. 'I'he perfecting of the pr<x*- 
ess will, it is thought, practically revolutionize the tropical fruit trade. 

THE MANUFAC'rUKE OF PARER. 

The first paper manufactured in America was made at a .small mill 
in Philadelphia in Ui'.M), since which time the paix*r industry has been 
a feature in the manufactures of the country. The demand has grown 
with the development of the country as paper is becoming more and 
more an indispensable conmuxlity. The hand-made papers of early 
periods have given away to the more easily produced, better, and hand- 
soinei paper of to-day. It is a noteworthy fa<*t, however, that the 
principh* on which pa]x*r is now manufactured is the .same as that 
employed b}' the Chinese centuries ago. The demand for paper and 
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tli(“ lUH'cssity for a *|:ood product at a low cost stimulated the invent¬ 
ors to activit}', and the result has been the substitution of wood pulp 
for the paper ingredients used by the original manufacturers. In the 
United States wood soon became the main factor in tiie paper-making 
business, and the article made from the fiber is in many respects eipial 
to and in some respects superior to any other paper. The quality is 
iHMiig improved continually and the methods of manufacture being 
changed with a view to making the product l)etter and less expensive. 

Uivilization has ci eated new uses for pap«*r. and what was originally 
a luxuiy has become in its improved form an absolute necessity. The 
habit of correspondence has multiplied with increasing rapidity under 
the stimulus of lower postal charges in the United States. The demand 
for newspapers grow's daily greater, while books and pamphlets make 
tremendous drains on paper manufacturers' stock. These outlets alone 
for the paper product would keep many large plants busy. For news¬ 
papers the amount of paper used in 1!HM» was millions of tons. In the 
lK)ok business the amount consumed may be estimated from the fact 
that two novels published in the United States during the coui’se of 
that year consumed in their manufacture l.oOb.tKjo jxiunds of paper. 
Hut aside from these there are other heavy drains upon the product of 
the paper makei’, for there is hardly a branch of trade which does not 
retpiin* pap('r in some form, and in some cases the transaction of 
affairs would be an impossibility without it. 

'I'he d(*mand has brought alxiut a rapid growth in the paper industry 
throughout the world. Some idea of this may be gained from the fol¬ 
lowing tiguresi The yearly output of paper and allied products in 
France has grown from 42,(KX> tons in l!S51 to 4(M),(KK> tons in 
In the latter year (ireat Britain produced about 8(K),0UU tons and the 
United States put about 2,.)b0,<)0b tons of its own manufacture on the 
market. As to the consumption of paix*r. statistics show that in 1873 
Germany led in Europe, with 13.2 pounds capita, followed by Ikd- 
gium, with 11.2 |X)unds, Great Britain, with 11 jxmnds, and France, 
with 7 iK)unds. Since then Germany has increased to al)out 20 jamnds 
p(*r capita, while it is estimated that the United States uses 50 pounds 
p(‘r capita. 

Statistics show that the United States not only <‘onsumcs more jmpei 
than any other country, but that it is now reaching for the markets of 
the world. But a few years ago the exports of ])a|X‘r were insignitieant, 
but they now attain a yearly valuation of i^H.000,000. 

The manufacturers believe that within a tew years the amount of 
wood pulp exported will reach a valuation of from !!'15,000,0i)0 to 
$20,000,000 yearly. The exports of wood pulp in 1805 amounted to 
$2,135,000 and gnnv gradually until 1809, when they were valued at 
$5,477,(M>0. 

There are at present about 1,000 paper and pulp mills in the United 
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StatO!^. and most of these plants are so arranged that they can run 
interchangeahly on various grades of paper. The International Paper 
Company, which has large holdings of woodland and water power in 
several States and a capital st(H‘k of i^o,00O,(t00, controls and manages 
tliirty-six of these mills. Although the output of this concern is enor¬ 
mous. it holds no monopoly of the trade and has comjx'titors in many 
States. One of the manufacturing concerns connected with this com- 
|)any has fa<-ilities for producing 10,000,000 paper bags for merchan¬ 
dise per day. 

The steady growth of the paper-making industry, and the use of trees 
to furnish raw material, have caused much discussion, and it has Ijeen 
even urged that if the drain continues the forests of the United States 
will become exhausted; but manufacturers who have studied the prob¬ 
lem maintain that the j)5ii)er industry is not a menace to the forests. 
The industry is not oidy agreat consumer of raw materials, but it con¬ 
tributes largely to the support of allied industries, which employ great 
numiM'rs of lal)orers. It is an imiwrtant factor in the transportation 
interests, it l)eing estimated that this industry furnishes railroad and 
steamship companies al)Out T,5(M),00<) tons of freight a year. It has 
greatly enhanced the value of water powers, has added to the value of 
tindn'r lands by creating a permanent demand for wood, and it makes 
a market for hundreds of thousjinds of tons of rags and other waste 
which would otherwise be useless. 

M'RADE OPPORTUNITIES IN LATIN AMERICA. 

The British Colonial (iovernment of the Island of Trinidad has 
gninted Mr. W. li. Chai’Man, of Montreal, representing the Trinidad 
Electric Company, a concession to construct an electric railway line 
and electric lighting plant in the city of Port of Spain, the capital of 
the island. The new coinpanj', which is shortly to be organized, is to 
l)e capitalized at upwards of ^l,00<k(M)U, and the work of construction 
is to be commenced in the course of a few months. Engineers are 
alread}’^ at work preparing plans and specifications of the undertaking. 
A great deal of machinery and material will be required by the new 
company. 

d'he orders for windmills, wagons, and carriage material from Buenos 
Ayres, Argentine Republic, continue to increase. Contracts for elec¬ 
trical machinery and api)aratus are also very active. Unless prices 
are raised, it is ivsserted that the possibilities of still increasing the 
Argentine trade in the United States for all kinds of manufactured 
iron are very good. The numerous inquiries by cable demonstrate 
this to l>e the case.

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In the course of a report to the home (lovernment the Belprian lejra- 
tion at Lima, Peru, states that the system of building in vogue in 
that city is to be moditied for sanitary and other reasons. “Cement 
is of primary importance,” a remark which also applies to iron frame¬ 
work for two-story houses w'ith double walls of sidero-cement, ordi- 
naiT brick, or compressed sand. Cnder these conditions this market 
will require prompt supplies of cement, iron girders for upright and 
top V)eams, iron for use instead of binding joints, etc. The employ¬ 
ment of these will necessitate the use of screw bolts, hand drills, shears, 
sledge hammers, etc. 

In addition to the proposed extension from Ortiz to Mazatlan, Mex¬ 
ico, 340 miles, it is stated that the Southern Pacific Railroad will 
build, at an early date, a line 00 miles in length to tap the vast coal 
t>eds of the State of Sonora. For all these extensions (juantities of \ 

material, etc., will l)e required from the United States. 

An American exchange has l)een established in the city of Guade¬ 
loupe, which has for its object the introduction of various lines of 
manufactured material not generally known in that market and the 
substitution of United States manufactures for other foreign goods in 
lines that have already been established. The address of the exchange 
is “The American Exchange, Pointe a Pitre, (Juadeloupe, West 
Indies.” The manager speaks and writes English and is familiar with 
trade relations })etween Guadeloupe, the United States, France, and 
England. Among the goods to be handled by the exchange are men¬ 
tioned st(*am engines, other machinery, fittings, hardware, tools, cor¬ 
rugated iron, light railway material, etc. There are said to lie various 
projects which will require considerable electrical material, etc. 

The United States Consul at Mar.icailK) has tninsmitted to the Depart- ! 
ment of State at Washington a copy of a contract recently made by the } 
Venezuelan Government with the maunfacturers of “ S<-ott\s emulsion,” 
authorizing the latter to estjiblish a factory at Caracas and granting I , 
the free introduction into the country of the necessar}’ machinery, hot- I 
ties, etc. The contract is to last twenty-five yeara. [ ] 

The Vice-Consul of the United States at Asuncion, Paraguay, states ! 
that the consulate is receiving daily applications for catalogues and ( 
price lists of machines and tools of all kinds; also of railway materials. I

This road is to be 14 miles long and runs to one of the priiicijuil sub- t 
urbs of Vera Cruz. 'Phe power housi' will consist of two 300-kilowatt j 
generators, two 4tK)-horsepower engines, and the same number of boiL ( 
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ers of ii like Horsepower. At tirst 15 double-motor oars are to be 
used. Approximately, some ^250,000 will be expended on the new 
system, but actual work will not begin for some weeks, as the streets 
are now torn up in Vera Cruz for drainage work. 

The Belgian Charge de Affaires at Santiago, Chile, in the course of a 
report to his Government states that “ for some years the B<divian 
Government has been offering a guaranteed 6 per cent interest on 
capital which would be willing to build and operate a railroad from 
Oruro to Coc-habamhi. a distince of 132 miles. As there are .some very 
easy pa.s.ses in the Cordilleras, the con.struction of this railway would 
not present any serious diffieulties, and there would probably be no 
need to have recourse to the interest guaranty, as the traffic would Ihj 
immediately sufficient.” 

The new British Honduras tariff, which went into effect a few daj’s 
ago, will give impetus to the import trade of that colony. Among 
some of the articles which appear on the free list are agricultural imple¬ 
ments, including r.ine mills, cane knives, corn shellers, harrows and 
ho<'s, plows and Demenira shovels; fencing wire and staples; iron 
framework and girders for buildings and iron bridges; machinery, 
agricultural, marine, and manufacturing, and parts thereof; boilers, 
iH'lting, steam pilx's, and pans for Imiling sugar; material for railroads 
(.steam and electric); material for electric lighting plants; telegraph 
and telephone station eiiuipments; pumps, tanks, trucks and vats, and 
vessels, and boats. 

The United States Consular Agent at Matagalpa, Nicaragua, states 
that there is a field in that place for a brickmaker with a .small brick¬ 
making machine, a blacksmith, a wagon maker, and a cabinetmaker. 

Kxporters of wheat to Peru should pack the grain in twill sacks 
having a capacity of i bushels. Wheat jiticked in the ordinary bag 
holding but 2 bu.shels is u.sele.ss for Peruvian purpo.ses after being 
emptied of wheat, while the larger bags furnish excellent recephicles 
for the coffee designed for exp<)rtation. Ju.st now Peru is purchasing 
large (piantities of wheat on the Pacific coast of the United States. 

'I'he British Legsition in the City of Mexico reports that gocxl grades 
of scis.sors, cutlery, agricultural twds, and surgi(“al instruments would 
find a ready sale throughout the Mexican Republic. The surgical 
instruments now in use, according to the Briti.sh report, have been 
im[)orted from France and Germany. 

The demand for wire in Lsitin-America still continues. South 
America was the l>est customer of the United States in February. 1901, 
971 tons being forwarded to the followdng jwrts: Buenos Ayres, 032 
tons in five lots; Rio de Janeiro, 205 tons in three lots; Santos, 49 tons 
in two lots; while smaller single shipments were made to Montevideo, 
Chile, and Peru. 
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The United Stiitos Consul at Santos ssiys that Aineriean dairies would 
do well to turn their attention to the possibility of exiK)rtin{f their 
cheese pi’oducts to Brazil generally and to Siio Paulo especially. The 
consumption of cheese* in Brazil is very large, and its use is much 
more universal than in the United States. In every family it is a 
stajile food article, after coffee. Allowing a liberal margin for profit 
and for transportation, United States cheese could easily comiH'te with 
the other foreign cheeses—mosth' brought from Italy, Switzerland, 
and France—now controlling the Brazilian market. As to whether 
they could compete with the imitation cheeses more largely used by 
the working classes and costing al)out 13 cents a pound, only the 
American producers can judge. The wisest course would be for sev¬ 
eral dairy associations to send, in common, an expert to Brazil to c'are- 
fully stud)' not only prices, l»ut the form and character of cheeses 
desired, A gener.il agency should be established in Santos or Siio 
Paulo, in charge of an American able to speak and write the Portu¬ 
guese language. The agent should then employ traveling men to visit 
the retail dealers in different parts of the Republic. Such a business 
campaign, intelligently carried out. could hardly fail to lie exceedingly 
protitable to the American dairy trade. 

The German Consul at Buenos Ayres, Argentine Republic, reports 
that there is a demand for hoop iron in the Patagonian territory. He 
says, also, that as it is becoming more customary in Southern Patago¬ 
nia to compress wool into bales, the demand for hoop iron and the 
outside wrap})ing of luiles is increasing. The freight is not charged 
according to weight, but according to the cubic capacity of the Ivales; 
hence there is a demand for hydi-aulic or horse-iwwer presses to make 
the bales as compact as jwssible. 

The Austro-Hungarian representative in the Argentine Republic 
reports that there is a demand in that country for windmills for pump¬ 
ing water. The mills used for this ])urpose deliver about 40 hecto¬ 
liters of water per hour. The total reixjrted cost is 100 gold 
each. 

A company has been formed in Buenos Ayres, with the title of 
“Bolsa Rui-al de Adelantos Consignaciones,” for the purpose of 
improving rural industries and assisting merchants dealing in agricul¬ 
tural and pastoral products. The authorized capital is 2,(MK),000 
divich'd into scries of 4<X),000 each, in shares of 100 pexoft. Sefior 
N'extura Calvo is at the head of the comjMiny. 

TRADE WITH SPANISH AMERICA. 
The Mexican Consul at San Francisco, California, announces that 

during the month of January, 1001, the total shipments of American 
merchandise through that port to Mexico were valued at ^171,265. In

addition to this uniount there wasshipped from San Francisco to Mexican 
|H)rts merchandise of foreign origin—such as rice, olive oil, cement, 
spices, tea, etc.—valued at ^3,150. The numlier of Mexican dollars 
ship])ed to Hongkong during the month was 102,8*22. 

The principil importations consisted of argentiferous ores, gold and 
silver hullion, gold coin, Mexican dollars, and sundry articles, such as 
hides, coffee, l>eeswax, lemons, dyewood, etc., to the value of ^140,531. 
The importations of silver bullion amounted to ^2t>0,484; silver dollars, 
50.<KM»; gold bullion, !^15,y02; gold coin, li'3,720. 

d'he Consul (teneral of Nicaragua at San Francisco, California, 
advises that the exports from San Francisco to the Kepublic of Nica¬ 
ragua during the month of February, 1901, consisted of the following 
articles: 82 barrels of wine, valued at ^38; 10 barrels of l)eer,^llt>.50; 
2,264 barrels of Hour, ^5,041.89; 137 barrels of potatoes, <^182; 810 
cases of groceries, ^,218.tH); 84 packages of dry goods, ^,4*H).84; 184 
packages of mining machinery, !^5,409; 4 packages of silk, ^1,962.6.5; 
miscellaneous articles, ^1,930.44; tohd, 3,678 packages, valued at 
^21,903.22. 

The Consul-General of Mexico at New York states that the innwrts 
through that jx)!! during the month of January, 1901, were as follows: 
Henequen, 16,511 bales; coffee, 2,689 sacks; hides, 3,156 bales; hides, 
loose, 1,843; ixtle, 562 bales; goatskins, 1,016 bales; deerskins, 16»5 
Iwles; rubber, 44 bales; tolnicco, leaf, 20 bales; <*ipirs, 86 Iwxes; broom 
root. 1,662 Iniles; chicle gum, 2,961 Ixiles; fustic, 2,123 pieces; Tecali 
marble, 47 pieces; hair, 1 Imle; lead bullion, 5,920 bai*s; metals, 32 
boxes; oi*es, 958 bags; sarsaparilla, 75 Iwiles; vanilla, 1 Ik)x; alligjitor 
skins, 32; honey, 166 barrels; cedar, 720 logs; mahogsiny, 2,465 logs; 
jalap, 38 sacks; copper bullion. 6,494 l>ars. 

During the same month 13 ships, carrying 157,354 packages, were 
cleared, and 12 ships, bringing 1(>2,950 packages, were entered. 

'I'he Consul-General of Venezuela at New York reports that during 
the month of February. 1901, there were ex]X)rted from that port to 
Venezuela 42,079 packages, weighing 2,384,531 kilograms, valued at 
1^212,349.89. 

H(X)K N(yricp:s. 

Books and pamphlets sent to the Bureau of the American Republics, and 
containing subject-matter bearing upon the countries of the International 
Union of American Republics, will be treated under this caption in the 
Monthly Bulletin. 

As a supplement to No. 8 of Volume XVI of the Public Health 
Rei)orts of the Unite<l States, the Marine-Hospital Service of the 
Treasury Depjirtment has published a paper by Dr. Walter Wyman, 

Surgeon-General. This pa|)er, entitled ** Sanitation and Progress,” 
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was delivered before the Pan-Ameriean Medical Congress, at Havana, 
Cuba, on February 7, 1901. One of tlie jK)ints emphasized was that 
sanitation is the most imjmrtant feature of good city government. 
“Ago(xl water supply, jx'rfeet sewerage and disposal of giirbage, good 
street paving and street cleaning, should Ih‘ the first boast of every 
munieipality.Another strong appi'al for sanitation lies in the promise 
which it would give of getting rid of (piarantine. which of itself is a 
restraint to commerce. A good eti'ect of .sanitary e.vcellence would l>e 
municipal honesty, as it would obviate deception •‘either in the con¬ 
cealment of the existence of conhigious disease or by reports giving 
a sense of false security to other communitie.s.’' Other im|x>rtant 
features dwelt upon by the s|)eaker were: .Sanitary tenements, develop¬ 
ment of special .sanitary legislators, and sanitation of yellow-fever 
.seaports. 

In conclusion. Dr. Wyman propo.sc'd a plan of international agree¬ 
ment with reference to .sanitation which contemplates “a convention 
to lx‘ compo.sed of puldic sanitarians, civil engineei>!, and tinanciers, 
who.se duty it should be to prepare a treaty providing for the examina¬ 
tion of the chief yellow-fever jMjrts by a commission representing the 
Republics concerned. Kach country should obligsite it.self to put into 
etlect the measures recommended by this commi.ssion, or mea.surcs of 
its own which should meet with the commission’s approval. Since 
obligations without i>enalties would be worthle.ss, the treaty should 
pi’ovide that if, after a sutheient time, the.se improvements are not made 
each of the other nations interested should impo.se such discriminative 
biritf or tonnage tjix or quarantine restraint upon the otfending nation 
as would cau.se it in its own interests to comply with the terms of the 
treaty.” 

A re.solution embodying the main features of the plan outlined alK)ve 
was adopted by the Pan-American Medical Congre.ss on motion of 
Dr. Eduauik) Wilde. Minister from the Argentine Republic to the 
United States and Delegate to the Congress. 

To a recent number of the “ Engineering News” ^Ir. H. M. Wilson, 

of the Geological Survey, contributed an interesting article regarding 
“Topographic Mapping of the United States,” in which he explains 
the great pnictical value of such work. As an example he cites the 
case of the city of Waterbury, Connecticut, which, after spmuling 
$10,000 in fruitle.ssly searching for .sources of water supply, leanutl, 
on consulting the topographic maps of the Government, of a source 
of good water previously unsuspected. 

Nearly 9(K>,(K)0 .square miles, or about 30 per cent of the area of the 
United States, have tieen mapped by the experts of the Geological 
Survey, The New England and other Eastern States and small sections 
of three Western States and one Southern State have lieen mapjx'd on 
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the scale of 1 mile to an inch, and their elevations and surface relief 
expressed by contour lines located at 5 to 20 feet vertically. Maps of 
larjfc sections of other States have l)een made on the scale of 2 miles 
to an inch, and with contour lines indicating vertical intervals of 20 to 
100 feet. 

The Geological Survey annually expends nearly $350,000 in making 
these maps. Many States also appropriate large sums to assist the 
work of the Government in their particular areas. It is noted that 
the States of Maine, New York. Pennsylvania, Maryland, and Ala- 
Inuna each make a yearly appropriation of $75,0«K) to hurry the com¬ 
pletion of the mapping of their territory’. The ex|H'nse of this class 
of work naturally depends upon the chanicter of the country. I'he 
cost of mapping an open country is from $5 to $10 a squari* mile. 
The cost for mountainous or forest aresis is doubted or ti’ipled. 

I'he results of these surveys are published on sheets approximately 
1*!.V by 20 inches and represent (juadrilatends of 15 or 30 minutes of 
latitude and longitude, according as the scale is 1 or 2 miles to the inch. 
They are sold at purely nominal prices by the Geological Survey. 

An historic essay of unquestioned merit is the extensive and inter¬ 
esting work entitled “The Spanish Conquest in .\merica.’' compiled 
Ity .Sir Arthur HEli’s and published in London and New York. The 
subject is discussed at great length and with much fullness in four 
volumes, the first of which, illustrated by valuable maps, has been 
received in the libniry of the Hureau of the American Kepublics, 
The author displays great originaliG’ in the compilation of the subject- 
matter and narmtes in an attractive and entertaining manner and in 
his own way the various coiupie.sts and discoveries made in America. 
The present edition is a reprint of the fonner work, treats of the 
Spanish coiupiest in America, its relation to the history of slavery 
and to the government of colonies, is edited with an introduction, and 
maps and notes by Mr. M. Oi’I’EHEIm. In prepjiring this edition the 
editor has not felt himself at lil)erty to interfere with the text as left 
by the deceased author except in the correction of a few obvious mis¬ 
prints or doubtful forms of Spanish expressions. But the original 
notes having l)een mostly printed in the language—Spanish, Ijiitin, 
French, or Italian—of the writers (juoted, and therefore useless to 
many readers, are now translated. The Imok is an able exposition of 
the .Spanish conquest in Amerira and a valuable acquisition to the 
tiles of any historical library. 

Shitve SoNOi>A,a Buddhist priest of Japan, has recently l)een investi- 
gsiting in Mexico and has found what he regards as convincing proof 
that his people discovered America one thousand yeara before Colum¬ 

bus, and carried their faith along the Pacitic coiist from Alaska, through 
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British America and tlie United States, to Mexico. He was a.ssisted 
in his researches hy Senor Bathes, an areheolojrist, of Mexico. He 
followed the chronicles of Hokihshin, a Buddhist monk, who, in 
A. D., returned to his native land with an account of explor.itions that 
reached to a land he called •‘Fusanj^,” now identitied with Mexico 
because of the matruey plant. He reported that he found innumerable 
evidences of Japanese influence over the oricrinal natives of Mexico. 
Amonj^ the.se indications he cites the Mexican zodiac, with its twenty- 
eight hours, oriental letterings and signs on temples, stone iniage.s, 
and pottery, and hundreds of names which are slightly corrupted from 
the Japanese language. The temples, he ob.served. invariably faced 
south, as in Thibet, the home of Buddhism, and in the mosjiics at 
Huitla. he found the common cross of 'rhibet. There is also, he claims, 
a strong facial resemblance in the featui'es of the Mexican and Uali- 
fornian mission Indians and the Japanese. 

There has been issued from the press of “ La Revista de Chile,” at 
Santiago, a pamphlet entitled *'Un Viaje a Valdivia—La Civilizacidn 
Alemana en Chile” (A Journey to Valdivia—German Civilization in 
Chile), written by Don Jose Alfonso. This is an account of an over¬ 
land trip from Santiago to Valdivia, passing through Los Angeles and 
by the Falls of the Ijaja, thence by rail to Tenueo, and again o.j horse¬ 
back through Araucania. The de.scription of this part of the Republic 
is most intere.sting, especially that with reference to the ancient city of 
Villarriea, founded by the Spaniards three hundred years ago, but 
captured and destroyed by the Indians one hundred years later. Since 
the i-ecovery of Araucania by Chile a new town has sprung uj) amid 
the ruins of the old city, and is occupied by German immigrants. 'Fhe 
writer describes the numerous industries which have been estsiblished 
by German settlers at Valdivia, making the town a center of wealth 
and activity. These include breweries and tanneries, shoe, furniture, 
and brush factories, an iron foundry, and numerous minor establish¬ 
ments. The Germans are also reported to have »‘stablish(‘d a numlM'r 
of clubs and musical .societies, have an excellent system of .schools, and 
appear to lie prosperous and contented. 

Auf Alten Wegen in ^lexico und Guatemala’’ (Along Old Paths 
in Mexico and Guatemala) by Cacilie Seleh, publislu'd by Deitrich 
Reimeh, Berlin, I'.toO, is a charmingly written account of archseological 
and botanical studies made upon a journey taken by Prof. Ph)wahi) 
Selek and his wife, from October. 18!t5, to April, 18!*7, in the Southern 
States of Mexico and the Republic of Ciuatemala. From an archjeo- 
logical standpoint the di.scoveries were mo.st important, especially in 
the noi*thwe.stern part of Guatemala, near Chacuhi, as well as of the 
ruins of Santa Lucia Cozumalhuapa. The chief value of this lx)ok is 
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in its illustrations, which, for the major part, are repr<Hluctions of 
photo<,^raphs taken by the author, givin" a chamcteristic picture of 
the types of the ix'ople, as well as of the scenery, vejjetable forma¬ 
tion, and antiquities, which are of the {greatest interest to geographers 
and archieologists. The work is accompanied by a map. 

X writer in the “Bulletin of the Astronomical So<-iety of France” 
concludes, aft«*r an examination of meteorological observations all over 
tilt' gloln', that the average annual rainfall on the various continents is 
as follows: South America, (B) inches; Africa. 32 inches; North 
America, 2B inches: Europe, 2P inches; Asia, 22 inches, and Australia, 
21 inches. 'I'lie rain falling on the oceans is placed at these amounts: 
.\tlantic Ocetm. M»‘diterranean S«'a, and Baltic Sea, 57,tXM».(i(K) cubic 
meters; Pacirii- Oc('an, 20,(KX),(KM»; Indian Ocean, 18,0<)U,(MM), ami Arc¬ 
tic Ocean, 1»,(K»o,(K)0 cubic meters. Rain and snow together fall on the 
whole earth to the amount of 122,000,0<X>,(MX) cubic meters annually, 
and of this (piantity 25,(MX>,(XX),fKX) meters are delivered to the oceans 
by the outflow of rivers. The driest place on the earth is the village 
of Payta, on the coast of Peru, where seven years is the average inter¬ 
val between two rains. 

The Department of Improvement (Fomento) of the Republic of 
Guatemala has recently compiled an important compsirative table indi¬ 
cating the different i-.iilway concessions gninted by the Government of 
that country since 1S77. The modifications of these contracts are 
shown in tabulated form, together with the dates of the agreements and 
their duration. In addition to this information, a valuable extract is 
given enumerating the privileges extended under the con<‘essions. The 
table is exceedingly useful for reference and has Ix'en arranged in an 
intelligent and systematic manner and shows in a condensed and desir¬ 
able form the origin of the railway system of the Republic and its 
development during the last twenty-tivc years. The publication also 
contains a complete history of the Northern Railway, together with all 
decrees, dis|X)sitions, and imxlitications made and promulgated con¬ 
cerning this important concession up to the present time. 

“Climatologia de las Sierras de Cordoba” (Climatology of the 
Mountains of Cordoba) is the title of a jmblication compiled by Senor 
Exrique Tornu. The work emlKxiies the observations of Dr. Torxu 

in his practice of medicine in that locality, and was written with the 
special object of combating the spread of tuberculosis in the Argen¬ 
tine Republic, and in order to show by actual experience and Avell- 
authenticated cases the beneficent effects of the climate of Cordoba in 
the treatment and cure of this insidious and dreaded malady. The 
volume has I)een prepared under the auspices of the Health Dejvart- 
ment of Cordoba, and is intended for circulation among the people as 
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well its for the use of the medical profession. In addition to this 
valuable compilation, the author has in course of prepamtion two 
important and interesting works upon kindred subjects. 

The United States Weather Bureau has recently published a bulletin 
on West Indian hurricanes, prepared by Prof. E. B. Gaukiott. A 
list of the recorded hurricanes since 141)3 is given, and the tracks of 
recent ones are charted. It appears that the hurricane months are 
between July and October, although such storms may occur in other 
months of the year. An exiimiiiiition of the charts shows that in Sep¬ 
tember the tracks of such storms approach very near to the eastern 
coast of Floridii, while in other months they lie farther to the t'ast. 
A studv of these storms is of importance not only to tlu* United States, 
but to Cuba, Haiti, Santo Domingo, Colombia, and Venezuela. 

A parliamentary paper has been recently issued by the British Gov¬ 
ernment containing reports in addition to those which were previously 
published from its representatives abroad on the working of the metric 
s\'stem in foreign countries. These are from various countries, rang¬ 
ing from the Argentine Republic to Korea and from Japan to Zanzi¬ 
bar. They afford further evidence that where the metric system has 
been adopted it has been approved, and that wherever there has been 
sufficient commerce to enable an opinion to be formed as to its effects 
it has been found of benefit. 

‘*Le Mexique sismupie” (Seismic Mexico), by F. Montk.s.sus de 

Bai.i.ore (Archives of the Society of Physics, IDOO). 'I'he author 
attempted, in 181)2, to establish the .seismic conditions of Mexico, and 
the j)resent work is a revision of his former efforts. The comparison 
of the.se conditions in the various divisions of the country is extremely 
interesting; for instance, the author states that in Yucatan there are 
no eartlKpiakes, notwithstanding the fact that the nature of the coun- 
trj" would lead one to expect it; while, on the other hand, the City of 
Mexico is in a high degree seismic. 

‘‘The Expansion of the American People” is the title of a book 
written by Edwin Erle Si’AUKS, Ph. D., of the University of Chicago. 
This treats of the social and matm-ial growth of the United States; 
de.sci‘ibes the movement of people across the Continent, weaving in 
local history at every point and showing how all the.se incidents have 
led to the making of the Union. A great deal of space is devoted to 
the routes of migration, means of ti’avel, and communication. The 
work is profusel}’ illustrated with reproductions from photographs of 
historical places. 

Signor Enrico Piccione, of Santiago, Chile, is the editor of a fort¬ 
nightly publication entitled “ El Peirsamiento Latino” (Latin Thought), 
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which is cn'iitiiij' a favonible impression throiijihout the Republic. 
'I'he table of contents shows that in the issue for January 7. IbOl, 
there were articles on Bolivia, the State of Panina, Brazil, the anni¬ 
versary of the independence of Central America, the projfress of Mex¬ 
ico, and •• Latin-American Intellectuality,'’ besides pajx'rsof a general 
literary character. 

'I'he “Wide World” magazine for March, 1901, contains three arti¬ 
cles regarding scenes and events in Litin America. “ In the Diamond 
Fields of Brazil” is an interesting account, prepared by John Camkkon 

tiKANT, of the methods employed in securing precious stones in the 
Republic named, •‘(fazelle Hunting on a Steam Kngine" is descrip¬ 
tive of a novel s|x»rt in tin* State of Minas Geraes, Brazil, written by 
A. Beaumont. 'I'he third article is an account of a pilgrimage to 
Guadalupe, in Mexico. 

One of the duties devolving mxm the Hydrographi 3 Office of the 
Navy Ib'partment of the United States is the measuring of marine 
distances for official use when application is made from any depart¬ 
ment of the Government for this information. A very large numlier 
of these measured distances have l>een carded for ready reference, 
and it is now pro|Wsed to have them published in pamphlet form for 
Government use.

Na cidade 
e provincia de Buenos Aires funccionSo actualmente doze fabricas de 
extrahir oleo, com um capital reunido de 81,535,000. Todas cstas 
installayOes estdomunidas dos melhores, maLs modernos c mais aperfei- 
yoados machinismos. A materia prima de que se extrahe o oleo consiste 
em nozes, .sementes de nabo c de linhaya, e em bagos de iralma-chrLstl 
A producySo maxiiua diaria das alludidas fabricas attinge a 050 toneladas. 

NOVA LEI DE MARCAS DE FABRICA. 

O Boletim da “ Union Industrial Argentina” (n. 384) publica na 
Integra a nova lei sobre as marcas de fabrica. CompOc-se esta lei de 
cinco divisOes e de um decreto regulamentar expedido pela Secretaria 
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da Ajjrioultnra. O primeiro oapitulo da primoira divisslo trata dos 
dircitos do propriedade nas niarcas de fabrica; a segunda divi.sao das 
formalidados que devcm ser oljservadas na acquisiyflo das niarcas de 
fabrica; a torceira divisSo contdm a disposifilo penal—as penalidades 
prescriptas para as violayOes da lei, etc.; a quarta da os tramites neces¬ 
saries nos cases de litigio, comprehendendo a quinta divistlo as disposi- 
voes transitorias.

DISCT7RSO DO FRESIDENTE McKINLEY. 

Danios, 0111 soguida, os troolios mais inqxirtantos do disoui*so pro- 
nunoiado polo SiMihor W. McKinley, oni 4 do Mai^o ultimo, ao toniar 
posse, pola sogunda vez, do cargo do Prosidonto da Kopublioa dos 
Estados Unidos. 
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“!Meus ConcidadAos: Quando nos rcunimos aqui cm 4 do Mar^o de 
1897, havia grande inquietafslo cm rchifSo & nossa mocda e tio nosso 
credito: hoje, jd nSo cxiste absolutamentc. Entito as nossas rendas 
fiscaes nSo bastavam para satisfazer os compromissos corrcntes do 
governo: agora silo sufficientes para attendcr a todas as necossidades 
publicas, e temos um saldo cm vcz de um deficit. Entilo sentia-me 
obrigado a convocar o Congresso cm scss5o extraordinaria afim de 
crear rendas para attendermos iis despezas ordinarias do governo: 
agoi’a tenho a satisfac^ilo de annunciar que o Congresso que acaba 
de encerrar as suas sessOes reduziu os impostos na importancia de 
^1,000,000. Entao havia grande apprehensiio em virtude da per- 
sistente depressao nas nossas industrias manufactureira, mineira, 
agricola e mcrcantil, que tiio precaria tornava a existencia da nossa 
populafilo trabalhadora: agora cada campo de producyilo estii em plena 
actividade, o trabalho e Ijem remunerado e os productos amcricauos 
encontram bons mercados tanto no paiz como no estrangeiro. 

“Os nossos variadissimos productos, por^m, avoluman-se de ummodo 
tab sem precedente que somos advertidos da necessidade de ainda mais 
estendermos os nossos mercados no estrangeiro, por meio de mais 
vastas relavOes commerciaes. Neste intuito deveriam ser promovidos 
e feitos tratados de commercio com outras nayOes. * * * 

“Por mais prosperasque sejam as nossas condi^Oes, por^m, so havera 
estal)ilidade se observarmos methodos seguros nos ncgocios e uma eco- 
nomia rigorosa na administrafSo e legislayilo nacional. Niio devemos 
permittir que a nossa grande prosperidade nos conduza a azarosas 
empresas ou d prodigalidade nas despezas publicas. Em quanto que, 
por um lado, o Congresso determina os fins c as quantias dos creditos 
votados, por outro, aos funcionarios dos ramos do executivo cabe a 
responsabilidadc pelo dispendio honesto e fiel desses dinheiros, compe- 
tendo-lhes a preoccupaydo coustaute de evitar os desiJerdicios e as 
extravagancias. 

“Em cousa alguma tornam-se mais indispensavcis a honestidade, 
capacidade e diligencia, do que nos empregos publicos. Essas quali- 
dades devem constituir as condifOes primordiaes para as nomea^Ocs, 
assim como a melhor garantia contra a remo^-ilo. 

“Ha quatro annos, estavamos nas vesperas de uma guerra sem que 
o povo o soulxjsse e sem que preparative algum ou tentativa de apresto 
tivesse sido feita para fazer face ao perigo imminente. Eu fiz tudo 
quanto honrosamente me cabia para evitar a guerra, por6m sem 
proveito: tornou-se inevitavel, e o Congresso, na sua primeira sessao, 
proviu os meios, sem distinc^-ilo de partido, em antecipayilo da crise e 
para enfrental-a. Chegou a crise, resultando cm victoria assignalada 
para as armas americanas, e sobremaneira honrosa para o governo, 
impondo-nos obrigafOes a que nao podemos nos subtrahir e fis quaes 
seria deshonroso procurar escapar. Estamos agora em paz com o 
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mnndo, sendo o meu ardente dcsejo que as difficuldades quc possam 
surgir entre nos e as demais potencias sejam liquidadas jx)r meio do 
arbitramento pacitico, de sorte que, de aqui em diante, sejamos pou- 
pados dos horrores da guerra. 

“A vontade da na^So seni executada. Ao ser-me oondado polo 
povo, pela segunda voz, o inandsito de Presidente, assumo as minhas 
funofOes com a devida apreciav^o das grandes responsabilidades deco- 
rrcntes da aceitayao desta nova honra e commissao, promettendo 
consagnir-me sem reserva ao seu tiel deseinpenho e invocando reve- 
rentemente o auxilio e favor do Omnipotente para a direcvao dos 
mens actos. Eu recuaria diante dos deveres que hoje me imponho 
se nao sentisse que para desempenhal-os posso contar com a coopera- 
yHo dos homens sensjitos e patrioticos de todos os partidos.

As esta- 
tisticas inostrani qvic o rendimento das minus c fundiy5es foi de 111,177 
toncladas dunintc o primeiro somostre do anno, sendo de 113,810 tone- 
ladas durante o segundo.semcstre, o quo dii um tobil de 2*27,987 tone- 
ladas para todo o anno. O rendimento calculado dos productorcs de 
cobre quo deixanvm de informal* sobre a sua producyslo, foi de 10,800 
toneladas para o anno inteiro, clevando o total geral approximado para 
o anno civil a 268,681 toneladas. Consta do confronto das estatisticas 
da producylo de cobre nos Estados Unidos em 1898 e 1899, quo os 
algarismos para os respectivos annos foram dc 231,272 e 262,206 
toneladas. 

Nota-sc quo o cobre produzido pelas minas estrangeiras e importado 
neste paiz em 1900 elevou-sc a 89,131 toneladas, ou seja, quasi a mesma 
quantidadc que 1899.

Segundo cstatisticas officiaes oocupam os Estados Unidos o primciro 
logar entrc as na<;5es cxportadoras do mundo, mostrando os algarismos 
completos para o anno civil do 1900, comparados coni as cstatisticas 
das outras nayOcs, que as exportayScs de productos nacionaes forum 
maiores do quo as de qualquor outro paiz, chcgando o total geral a 
^1,453,013,659. As exportaySes totaes do Rcino Unido da Grfl Brc- 
tanha, que at4 aqui fora a primeira naySo exportadora, alcanyaiu a 
somina do ^1,418,348,000, ao passo que o total para a Allciuanha 6 de

tanto mais importante o facto do que os Estados Unidos occupam 
hojc o priineiro logar como nayao exportadora, quanto que occupavam 
o quarto logar ha menos de vinte e cinco annos; de facto, cm 1875 
ascendcram as exportayOcs de productos nacionaes dos Estados Unidos 
a ^97,263,737, as da Allemanha a $607,096,000, as da Franya a 
$747,489,000 c as do Rcino Unido a $1,087,497,000, emquanto que 
hoje os Estados Unidos chegaram ao primeiro posto, sendo seguidos 
pelo Reino Unido, a Allemanha e a Franya na ordem dada. As expor- 
tay5es nacionaes destes paizes sSo dadas acima, & excepySo da Franya, 
cujas cxportayOes attingiram o valor de $787,060,000.

' A BOLSA DE CAF£ DE NOVA YORK. 

O movimento da Bolsa de Caf6 de Nova York, em 1900, foi o mais 
avultado desde o anno 1891, sendo representado por 7,442,250 saccas, 
contra 4,427,500 saccas em 1899. As transacyOes mais fortes reali- 
zaram-se no mez de Julho, ascendendo a 1,024,500 saccas, ao passo que 
a cpocha de menos movimento corresponde ao mez de Maio, em que 
as entregas so attingiram a 268,500 saccas. 

O preyo mais elevado para as entregas a prazo foi pago no mez de 
Julho, em que as entregas de Maryo foram vcndidas por 9.20 centavos; 
o preyo mais diminuto corresponde a Dezembro, em que as entregas 
de Janeiro e Dezembro foram vendidas por 5.35 centavos. 

PRODVegAO E INDUSTRIA DO FERRO. 

Em nenhuma parte do mundo ha tanta actividade commercial como 
a que existe no commercio do minerio de ferro na regiao dos Grandes 
Lagos dos Estados Unidos. Nos quarenta e cinco annos que teem pas- 
sado desde que se estaljeleceu a industria do ferro nos districtos minei- 
ros do lago Superior teem-se embarcado por alii 171,700,000 toneladas 
deste minerio, sendo de notar que em 1899 alcanyou este commercio a 
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18,251,804 tonoladas e que cm 1900 olcvou-se a uma cifra maior cm um 
luilhilo (le toneladas que a do anno anterior. 

() capital cmpregado na exploravilo destas minas e no transporte do 
producto e calculado cm cerca de ^300,(M.K),000, quantia que augmento 
cada anno. Este aug^mento do capital tern dado em resultado nos ulti- 
inos tres mezes a construc^ao de cerca de 30 vapores de a^o para fazer 
o commercio, ao custo de $6,500,0<X), approximadamente, e a construc^ao 
de officinas em um dos portos do lago onde se faz a l>aldea?5o do mineral 
da estrada de ferro, e cujo custo se calcula em ^,000,000. Enormes 
silo taml)em as sommas que se empregam na fabrica^slo de outros tra- 
balhos, todos necessaries para o bom desenvolvimento da industria, taes 
como installat5es do bomlms, guindastes, etc. 

As diversas companhias interessadas no transporte deste minerio 
teem frotas capazes de transportar desde um milhilo at^ quatro 
milhOes e meio de toneladas de mineral, desde as cal)cceiras do lago 
Superior, e em muitos casos estes embarques se etfectuam por estrada 
de ferro. de notar-se que durante os ultimos quatro annos os 
embarques teem alcanyado a mais da metade do que eram annualmente 
nos ultimos quarenta annos. A m4dia por anno durante os quatro 
annos decorridos de 1897 a 1900, inclusive, se calcula em 60,000,000 de 
toneladas, emquanto que o total por quarenta annos atraz alcanya a 
110,000,000 de tonelacUis. 

Este augmento se deve ao emprego de methodos aperfeiyoados para 
a exploraySo do mineral. As machinas que funccionavam a mSo, os 
guindastes pequenos, a polvora que se usava para arrebentar as minas 
e os carros pequenos empregados no transporte do mineral at^ os portos 
de embarque tern sido substituidos pelo vapor, o ar comprimido, a 
elcctricidadc e as ultimas applicayOes da scicncia. 

AS MANTTFACTTTItAS DE FEBBO E AgO NO ANNO IdOO. 

As manufacturas que maior desenvolvimento attingiram nos Estados 
Unidos durante o anno civil de 1900 foram as do ferro e ayo, constitu- 
indo a crescida quantidade manufacturada e expoitada destes metaes um 
indicador pasitivo de tal desenvolvimento. Excluido o minerio de ferro, 
elevaram-se as exportaySes de ayo e ferro para o anno a $129,633,480, 
ou seja um augmento de mais de $100,000,000 sobre o anno 1890, em 
que o total foi pouco mais de $27,000,(X)0. O refcrido augmento 6 
salicntado ainda mais pelo confronto com as cifras correspondentes a 
189 em que a totalidade das exportayOes foi avaliada cm $62,737,250, 
ou seja menos da metade. 

Tal augmento apparece em quasi cada artigo. As exportayOes de 
ferro guza importaram, em 1900, em $4,500,000, contra $3,225,000 
em 1899 e $2,500,000 em 1898. As ferragens para construcyOes 
accusam augmento de cerca de $1,000,000 sobre 1899 e de $2,000,000 
sobre 1898. As cxportaydes de tridios de ayo importaram em quasi 
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$11,000,000 em 1900, contra $0,000,000 cm 1899. As machinas clcc- 
tricas, de grande prooura em toda a parte do mundo, suliii’am de 
$2,500,(X)0 de valor cm 1898 a $5,225,(X>0 cm 1900. O valor das 
machinas de costuni exportadas augmentou de $3,000,0<X) em 1898 a 
$4,500,(XK) em 1900, e o das machinas de escrever e seus accessories de 
$‘2,0<X),(X)0 em 1898 a $3,0<X),000 em 1900. 

A proporvao deste commercio correspjondentc aos paizes da Uniilo 
Internacional e encontrada no IIoletim Mensal do mez de Fcvereiro na 
parte relativa si estatistica; entretanto os artigos manufactiirados nos 
Estados Unidos, com especialidadc as machinas, silo destinados, por 
assim dizer, a toda a parte do mundo. As machinas de costura c de 
escrever, assim como os instrumentos scientiticos, sSo enviados para a 
Asia. Africa e as ilhas da Oceania, e ate mesmo para a Europa, onde 
rivalisam com o producto dos habeis operarios daquelle continente. 
Dos $6,788,000 de instrumentos para tins scientiticos, incluidos os instru¬ 
mentos telephonicos e telegraphicos, que foram mandados durante o 
referido anno, mais de $1,000,000 de valor coulie ao Reino Unido; 
quasi $1,000,000 a Franca, e $500,000 a Allemanha. 

O Reino Unido e a Allemanha absorvem quasi metade da exportafilo 
total de machinas de costura, na importancia de $1,0(X),000 de valor para 
cada uma dessas nayOes sobre um total de $4,500,000. Quanto a machinas 
de escrever, a importancia das enviadas ao Reino Unido em 1900 foi do 
valor de $1,000,000 c ti Allemanha de $500,000. Das exportayOes 
totaes de ferragens para construcyOes, que montao a $9,782,402, mais 
de $2,000,000 de valor couIjc a Grit Bretanha; quasi $1,0<X),000 ii Alle- 
manha e cerca de $500,000 a Franya, emquanto que para os demais 
paizes europeos toca a cada um $1,000,000, mais ou menos. Dos trilhos 
de ayo exportados em 1900, no valor de $10,895,416, a Europa impor- 
tou no valor de $1,000,0<X) c a Nova Bretanha quasi $4,000,000. 

O valor total dfw machinas do costura importadas pelos paizes da 
Uniao .Internacional das Republicas Americanas, foi no anno de liKH), 
segundo consta da estatistica do Ministerio da Fazenda dos Estados 
Unidos, de $1,036,815, ou seja cerca de 23 por cento das exportayOes 
totaes. O valor das machinas de escrever attingiu a $200,533, ou seja 
7.33 por cento, e o dos instrumentos scientiticos a $1,516,504, ou seja 
mais de 22 por cento.

Referindo-se ii inineravao o relatorio diz (jue este iinportante ramo 
da ri(iueza piiblica foi activamente desenvolvido, e (jue einbora a pro- 
ducvsio das luinas excedesse em muito jxiuco a do anno anterior, ha 
indicios muito auspiciosos de que augmente em future proximo pois 
novas minas foram ultimamente descobertas, cpie dentro em pouco 
estarao em via de explora9ao lucrativa. A vasta exhibivilo mineral do 
paiz na Exposi^ao de Buffalo sera tambem um elemento estimulador 
para o desenvolvimento da inineravao, attrahindo o concurso dos capi- 
taes estrangeiros para esta industria futurosa. 

Conhece-sc a existencia na Republica de riquissimas jazidas de cobre, 
algumas das quaes ja foram vendidas, em quanto que outi’as devem ser 
entregues a companhias norte-americ*anas. A niaior parte do minerio 
nao so contain grande porcentagem de cobre, como tambem ipianti- 
dades consideraveis de ouro e prata, que o tornam mais desejavel e 
valioso. 

A cultura das bananas vae augmentando. Goza esta fiaicta d’uma 
procura qua.si illiniitada nos Estados Unidos, acreditando-se que se hSo 
de estabeleccr numerosas e novas plaiitayOes nos ricos e ferteis valles 
da Republica, com especialidade no pitoresco valle de Lula e no 
districto costeiro de Lean, onde existem immensas extensOes de terras 
virgens proprias para essa cultura. Um outro ramo da agricultura 
que da muito a esperar no que diz respeito a lucratividade 6 a cultura 
dos limOes e das laranjas, as quaes jii silo exportadas em grandes quanti- 
dades. Attrahe egualmente a attenyao a cultura dos cocos, que 
promette rapido desenvolvimento. 

A seringueini, que abunda nas fforestas do jiaiz, 6 cultivada agora no 
Departamento de Choluteca. O Senhor Arthur H. Howland obteve 
concessao para o estalielecimento de um grande seringal no Departa- 
nicnto do Olancho, o que veio a dospertar vivo interesse pela planta em 
toda a Republica. A borracha crua 6 produzida principalniente nos 
Departamentos de Mosquitia, Olancho e Choluteca. Descobrio-sc uma 
nova especie de seringueira em Yuro, cuja seiva dizem ser muito lioa 
e a>)undantc. 

Nao so houve augmento da cultura do tabaco, mas a qualidadc da 
folha tern melhorado constantemente. Posto que cultivado mais exten- 
samente no Departamento de Copan, 6 produzido tambem com vantagem 
nos Departamentos de Jacaleapa e El Paraiso, e outros. 

O trigo e produzido nos Departamentos de Tegucigalpa e Itibucia, e 
esiiecialmente nos 1 )ei)artamentos de El Paraiso e La Paz, sendo de 
cxcelleute qualidade.

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O ministro Aetschttl suggere a creafSo de um collegio agncola offi¬ 
cial, l)em couio o cstabeleoimento de juntas conimerciaes nos principaes 
centros agricolas do paiz. 

Referindo-se a explonv^'So das llorestas, o Senhor Ministro nota (pic 
esta industria ainda estd eiu estado incipiente, cifrando-se principal- 
monte a exportavSo de inogno, inora, salsaparilha e liorracha. Tros 
gnuides lirinas occupani-se actualniente do corte de toros de magno e 
codro, a saber: A coinpanhia Pittshurg-Hondunis, os Senhores Cieokoe 

L). PjMery e J. A. Gargltix). A primeira extnihiu durante o anno 
1,012 toros, com 402,315 p4s. Esta tirma tern cortado niais de uin 
milbilo de p^s cubicos de madeira, calculando-se quo a producvao total 
dumnte o anno 1001 attingini a 3,000,(X)0 de p^s culiicos. 

A industria pecuaria acha-se tambem em estado tlorescente. O valor 
do gado exportado durante o anno foi de $1,230,006. Grande maioria 
do gado exportado foi para Cuba. 

Foram introduzidas ultiinaraentc em Honduras diversas industrias 
novas, sendo a mais impoidante a do fabrico de panno de algcxlao. Ha 
cinco fabricas de algodilo no Departamento de Copiin, quatro em Octo- 
pcque e uma em Santa Rosa. Ha numerosas fabricas de sabjo em explo- 
ra^nlo, cogitando-se presentemonte do estabelecimento de outras mais. 
Tamiiem foram recentemente construidas marinhas de sal e fabricas de 
cortume. 

Celebrou-se um contrato de transporte, importante e vantajoso, com 
a Companhia Pacitiai de Paquetes a Vapor. O jxivo hondurense 
aguarda com grande interesse a Exposi^ilo Pan-Americana de Buffalo. 
Amostras dos productos nacionaes serilo expostas num editicio erigido 
especialmente para a Republica, merecendo attenfao e.special a exhibi- 
filo de mineraes e de madeiras preciosas. 

As facilidades postaes do paiz augmentaram durante o anno passado, 
tendo o serviyo melborado em todos os ramos desse departamento. 
Transp)ortaram-se durante o anno 1,203,024 pe^as de correio. O 
numero das cartas registradas accusou augmento tamliem comparativa- 
mente ao anno antecedente.

“Como se salio, tioa a oidade de Mexico no fiindo d’um valle ooiiiple- 
tamonto coroado de montanhas, havendo uma serie de lagos no siidoste 
e no norooste que dosaguani n’lim lago de agua salgada seni osooadouro 
em cuja niargom esta situada essa intoressantissinia oidade amerioana. 
Ha soisoentos annos, isto desde a epooha dos Azteoas, que a drenagem 
artificial das aguas desso valle tom constitiiido uin problema iiielindro.so 
para oada rogimen suoeessivo, e os vioe-reis espanhoes esgotaram os 
meios da engonharia das rospeetivas epoi-has, gastaram centenares de 
milhOi's de pesos e sacritioaram a vida de milhares de indigenas na v5 
tentativa de rosolvel-o. 

“Durante o primeiro meio seoulo da Repiiblioa fizeram-se osforfos 
fracos e mal oriontados no .sentido de se etfeotuar tal drenagem, jiorem 
as successivas rovoluvOes e niais guerras privanini o Governodos meios 
poouniarios para loval-os a «ibo, sendo o Presidente Diaz o primeiro 
que teveexito nesta grande empreza; foi elle porem obrigado a demorar 
o inicio da obra por muitos annos, ate que o justificassem as condi^Oes 
tinanceiras da Fazenda Nacional e atd que tivesse elle a possibilidade 
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do oelehnir contratos com engenheiros experientes e capitalistas sorios. 
Aiinal foi definitivamente encaminhado o projecto, felizmeiitc Icvado 
a calK) ha dois an nos. 

“ O systema constji d’um tunnel que fura as montanhsis n’uma exten- 
silo do 6 milhas, e a oste osta ligado um canal, sendo de 37 milhas o com- 
priinento total do conducto divs aguas.

“A cidado se acha assegunvda agoni contra as inuiKhiyOes, chogsindo 
ao sou tim a ultima phase desta ohra avultada, isto 4, a liga<,*5lo ao canal 
e ao tunnel d’uma nova e aperfeivoada rede de esgotos jxira a capital. 
Ilom numoro de ruas da capital estilo escavadas neste momento jnira 
permittir o assentamento dos canos de esgoto, mas antes do tim do 
anno sera concluido o grande melhoramento, e a municipalidade, com 
auxilio de da Fazenda Nacional, encetani a ohra de recalya- 
mento dsis laitus com asphalto.

NICARAGUA. 

RELATOBIO DO MINISTRO DAS OBRAS PX7BLICAS. 

A Secretaria das liopuhlicas Americanas acalm de receiver um exem¬ 
plar do interessante relatono dirigido pelo Ministrodas Ohras Puhliciw 
a Assemhlea Nacional de Niniragua em 10 de Setemhro de 15HX). 
Salienta-se neste documento a importancia que couhe a industria agri¬ 
cola como principal fonte de riqueza da Ropuhlica, narrando-so, nos 
seguintes termos, a maneira por que o Governo tern animado, estimu- 
lado e protegido esse importantissimo ramo dos recursos naturaes ihi 
na^“}lo: 

“P6de-se dizer, sem exagerafflo, que jamais experimentou a agri- 
cultura do paiz tflo vigoroso desenvolvimento, bastando para coraprovar 
a verdade da minha affirmaySoasreducvOes que, nos termos do det'reto 
de 7 de Novemhro de 1899, foram concedidas nos preyos de transporte 
do caf4 destinado a exportaySo. Em virtude do dito decreto, as estra- 
ilas de ferro e as linhas de vapores nacionaes transportam o caf6 con- 
signado para o exterior sem percel)erem as taxas aduaneiras existentes, 
de sorte que, devido a esta benetica protecySo dada a agricultura, o 
Governo prescindiu da cobranya das taxas de frete no valor de 
^135,829.05 durante a ultima colheita. 

“Por outro lado, o cumprimento rigoroso das leis relativas aos pre- 
mios, os quaes sempre constituera um poderoso elemento estimulador

Foram planbidas 
durante o anno 9,418 serinjfueiras, iimx)rtando o.s correspondentes 
preniios ein $941.80. Foi de $2,315.85 a somma dos preinios pagos 
sobre o indigo, sendo de 23,158 o nuiuero das libnis colhidas. 

‘*0 Governo, desejosode introduzir nielhorainentos penuanentes na 
agricultuni, celebrou um contracto em 17 de Mar^o proximo passado 
com o Dr. Carlos Bovallius, tiiinsferindo ao dito senhor 30,000 
manzanm de term, mediantc a somma de $30,OiX>. Nos termos desta 
concessao compromette-se o Dr. Bovallius a colon isar estes terrenos 
com pelo menos lOO colonos europeos da Suissa, Noruega, Finlandia, 
etc.” 

Refere-se o relatorio ao descnvolvimento em Nicaragua de diversas 
empresas industriaes, fallando de varies contimdos celebrados com o 
Governo para o estabelecimento de numerosas fabricas na Republira. 
Varies contratos importantes firmados com o Ministerio das Obras 
Publicas para construc^ilo de pontes, estradas de rodagem e edificios, 
assim como para o aperfeiyoamento dos meios de communicayito, sSo 
comprehensiva e intelligentemente discutidos. 

O relatorio diz que se tern feito addifOes valiosas ao Museu Nacioiml 
e que as collecvOes deste estalielecimento tern side grandemente aug- 
mentadas e extendidas. Deste museu serSo escolhidos numerosos 
artigos de grande interesse e valor para figurarem na secySo corres- 
pondente a Nicaragua na Exiwsiyao Pan-Americjina de Buffalo. 

Grande espayo 6 dediaido a viafSo ferrea e aos vapores nacionaes, 
sendo apresentados dados valiosos e interessantes. Acham-se em 
estado satisfactorio as facilidades postaes da Republica, tendo sido 
recebidas durante o anno 1,336,048 pevjw de correio e despichadas 
2,384,769. Houve notsivel augmento no servifo das encommendas 
postaes, assim como liasbinte movimento no serviyo das corresponden- 
cias internacionaes, sendo os Estados Unidos o paiz que maiores 
relafOes teve com Nicaragua. 

O ministro chama a attenfilo da assemblea sobre o adiantamento 
realizado no serviv'O telegraphico e telephonico, o (pial no passado tilo 
largamente concorreu, e no future contiuuara concorrendo, para o 
progresso e prosperidade da na^'^ilo. 

PERU. 

COmCEBCIO COM A OBA BBETANHA EM 1900. 

A importancia do commercio realizado com a Grit Bretanha. como 
se pode averiguar pelos relatorios preliminares britannicos, mostra 
diminui^So para o anno civil de 1900 comparado ao de 1899. A quan- 
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tidadc de assucar exportada para a Gril Brctanha em 1900 ascendeu a 
24,010,700 libras avaliadas em £129,353, contra 32,941,600 libras ava- 
liadas em £186,840 em 1899. No anno 19<X) foi de 4,236,566 o nimiero 
de libras de lil de alpaca, vicunha e lhama recebidas pela Giii Bretanha 
do Peru, contra 4,234,100 em 1899. Ao passo que o peso total foi 
superior em 2,466 libras no anno 1900, apresentou o valor uma dimi- 
luiivSo de £1,526 comparativamente a 1899, sendo respectivamcnte de 
£207,365 e £205,839. 

O valor das principaes importavOes da Gril Bretanha accusou aug- 
mento de £6,254 para o anno 1900 companido a 1«S99, sendo os totaes 
respect!vamente de £478,541 e £472,287. Estas importavOes para os 
annos de 1900 e 1899 discriminam-se da seguinte forma: Fazendas de 
algodito em pe^a, £301,463 contra £346,088; tecidos de Iff, £81,627 
contra £65,633; tecidos de estambre, £37,788 contra £34,327; ferra- 
gens de estrada do ferro, £27,952 contra £4,365; mais ferro, £29,711 
contra £21,874. 

SALVADOR. 

O CAFt E O CACAO NA EXPOSIQAO UNIVERSAL DE PARIZ. 

O “ Boletin de Agricultura” (Boletim de Agricultura), orgffo official 
da Uniffo Central do mesmo nome, traz uma interessante communicayffo 
do Senhor Zaldivar, Ministro de Salvador junto aos governos dos 
Estados Unidos e da Franya, dirigida ao Ministro das RelaycSes Exte- 
riores da Republica de Salvador. Ve-se deste relatorio que o cafd 
niandado de Salvador ligurava entre as melhores e mais desejaveis 
classes exhibidas na Exposiyffo, constituindo um dos elementos mais 
attrahentes da formosa e elegante exhibiyffo do Governo. Esta noticia 
ha de sern duvida agradar ao povo salvadorense, concorrendo para 
estimular os lavradores de caf6 a fazeram maiores esforyos na producyffo 
deste importante genero. Salvador 6 uma regiffo agricola excessiva- 
mente fertil, prestando-se optimamente d cultura de grande variedade 
de frutas tropicaes e semitropicaes; 6 especialmonte propria para a 
lavoura do cafd, cuja industria 4 explorada em grande escala em toda 
a Republica. Ultimamente tem-se evidenciado um interesse universal 
na cultura do cacao nos terrenos Imixos do paiz, sendo de todo satis- 
factorios e animadores os resultados conseguidos em experiencias 
realizadas neste sentido. As amostras deste producto na Exposiyffo 
Universal attrahirama attenyffo de muita gente e demonstraram d’uma 
forma pratica e detinitiva a imp>ortancia assim como a lucratividade 
desta cultura util dentre as variadissimas producyOes agricolas do paiz.

Ilya a peine cinquante ans, 6crit le Consul General de France a Santo 
Domingo, (pie la ville de San Pedro de Macoris n’etait ipi'iine jH'tite 
bourgade, on, du moins, une agglom<^ration de eabanes oii vivaient 
queiipies petits eultivateurs et une eolonie de pi'cheura. La jiopulation 
de eette loealite atteint aujourd'hui ie ehitlre de 11,000 habitants, imrmi

Alors il 
y avait une sollicitude profonde a cause de la luauvaisc situation dc nos 
industries nianufacturieres, minieres, a^ricoles et dc nos affaires coin- 
nicrciales et dc la dtHressc de la classc ouvrierc. Aujourd'hui, une 
jifninde activit(* rejfiie dans toutes les branches de I'industrie; I'ouvrier 
est satisfait et les prixluits am<*ricains sont tres recherches dans le pays 
et a I'l'tranjjer.

Dans aucune des hninehes do notre eommeree d’ex|K)rtation, dit le 
“Manufaeturer” de riiiladelphie, nous n’avons un plus juste motif 
d'etre tiers ipie ilans .eelle des maehines, En tout ee qui eoncerne 
requi|)ement moderne d’une manufaeture, depuis la force motrice 
jusipraux maehines a tinir, nous sommes reconnus les ehampions au 
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point do vuc do rorijjiimlitd du des-sin, de la (jualit^ et de la dur»5e di la 
construction, aussi bien <iue pour la superioritc et le lini. Los pays du 
niondo les plus industriels consideront les l5tats-Unis coniine le pays de 
gnindes inventions. C(‘la no veut pas dire (jiic nous ayons le luonopole 
du ‘^enie inventif, niais quo nous sonuu(*s les ejyaux des inellleurs, jwur 
le dessin et la construction des machines. Les usines aiuericaines pro- 
duisent un meilleur jiroduit (*t, dans bien des cas, ineilleur inarche 
quo les industries siinilaires de tout autre pays. Ceci est attribue a 
deux principales causes; d'abord a la j^rande haiiilete de nos ouvriers, 
et puis, a la superiorite do notre outillage. 

I’lusieurs noins de inaisons aiuericaines, fabriquant des machines,

Les plus grands deixouches pour la iiuichinerie eiectrique se sont 

developpes autxint <pie le developpement de la lumiere eiectrique 

et du systeme des chemins de fer eiectriques. Dans les Etats-l’^nis, 

il y a diverses compagnies d’edairage eiectrique avec un capital de 

$250,1XK>,(MX), et CCS maisons possedent et ont en operation plus de

11 y a quelques ann^es, les dynamos dans les stations centrales 
aliiuentant 500 lanipes ^hiient considt*r6s puissants; aiijourd'lmi des 
machines alimentant 5,tK)0 a 25,<JOO lampes ne sont pas rares. Elles 
sont conduites par des machines verticales a triple expansion du type 
de la marine. 

Voici comment s’exprime ‘"The Manufacturer’’an siijet de notre 
r^seau de ti-annvavs electriques: Pour les tramways iMectriques, notre 
developpoment a ^te encore plus remarquable, et dans (-(‘tte brancbe 
d’industrie le capital est, dit-on, de plus d’un milliard de dollars.

La Pennsyl¬ 
vanie a 1,820 milles de lignes (Mectrhpies, sur lesipielles 5,1(M> tramways 
sont en op('‘ration, compaiTs avec 5,734 en Eurojie et une longueur de 
lignes de l,4o3 milh's; New York a l,t!50 milles et 5,547 tramways;

En jKirlant de ces deux branches les plus importantes de rindustrie 
electri(iue, il faut aussi mentionner le rE(*ent (h'v'elopjx'ment des 
forces motrices ('h'ctriipies applupiEes au fonctionnement de diverses 
industries; <^es dernieres ('tant gEnEralement installees a proximite de 
chutes d’l'au naturelles. L’exemple le plus frappant en ce genre, est 
I’usine de la Conqiagnie des Chutes du Niagara, dont on a complEtE une 
des ailes, il y a quehpies mois, et cpii produit maintenant une force de 
100,<KX) chevaux-vaiHHir de courant electriipie et la distribue dans les 
diverses fabrupies dans un rayon de 18 milles, faisant concurrence aux 
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foroCH a vapour. IjO (•arlK>runduin. raluiiiiniuin, la |>atc do l>ois, le 
papier, et (piantit^ d'autres articles sont fabricpies sur une echelle 
immense par des usines n'employaiit (pie cette force-motrice, tandis 
(piYi Buffalo, situ6 a 18 milles de distance, les presses ii, imprimer, 
rcclairage electriipie et les ascenseurs sont opeivs par une force- 
motrice provenant de la grande cataracte americaine. 

I/exploitation des mines est une des dernieres industries ipii doit etrc 
dcvelopjxH' ])ar les ingi*nieurs ^lectriciens, et cela pourrait siiqiasser 
en im|)ortance le fonctionnement des tninnvays electriipies. On a deja 
dc|HMise plus de l(K>,(M)O,00U de dollars jiour la machineric tMectriipic 
miifiere dans les ditterentes industries relatives aux mines des Etats 
Tnis. 11 existe aux Etats-Unis au moins deux usines pour la fabri¬ 
cation de la machineric Electriipie, employant chacunc plus de .5,0<K) 
homines, et, en outre, plus d’une douzainc ffgurant avantageuscment 
dans le commerce d'exjiortation. 

LES £TATS de L’OXJEST DE L’UNION ASCI^KICAINE. 

Dans line nouvellc publication [wriodiipie panic dcrniercment a 
New-York et (jui a jMmr titre “Revue du Commerce,'’ Mr. Eooak S. 

Bradley, son directeur, fournit les rensoigncments suivants relatifs a 
la region de I'Ouest des Etats-Unis: 

New-York est le centre de I’e.xportation iMuir les produits de la t*‘rre, 
et pour ceux des manufactures des Etats-Unis. Omaha est la jMirte 
par laipielle est cnvoyee aux fabricants de I'Est une grande jirojiortion 
de ces jiroduits et de la matiere premiere necessaire aux manufactures. 
Derriere Omaha sc trouve une immense region, dont I’enropeen ne 
se fera une idee ipie par la comparaison avec ipielipies-uns de ses jiro- 
pres pays. L’Etat de Nebr.iska. par cxomple, dont Omaha est la 
metrojKile, compare aux piys d’Euro|xi est plus grand ipie la Graiide- 
Bretagne et rirlandc ensemble, et ipie I’AUemagne on la J'rance. Fit 
encore, le Nebrtvska est-il le plus jietit des vingt-sept Etats et Terri- 
toires, ii I’Ouest du Mississippi, et qui sont I'objet de cette Etude. 

C’est de cette immense et magniliipic rEgion que viennent rEelleinent 
tout le grain et le liEtail cnvoyEs en Flurope, de meme (pie I’or et 
I’argent y sont aussi trouvEs, constituant le tiers de la production 
entiere du globe jxmr ces deux niEtaux. 11 faut ajouter ii cela, I’etain, 
le plomb, le fer, le zinc, le manganese, le charlKui, le |iEtrole, en un 
mot, toiites 1(‘8 especes de niinEraux ayant une valeur commerciale. 

A I’exception des districts miniers qui occupent une petite ^xirtion 
du Colorado, Montana, Californie, NEvada, et d’ autres Fltats, toute la 
rEgion est un immense jardin agricole, partout ou elle est habitEe, 
L’lowa, le NEbiiiska, le Kansas, et le Sud Dakota, sont en tete pour la 
production du grain. On s’en fera une idEe, en sachant que, pour la 
saison derniere, I’lowa a rEcoltE 350,(XK),000 de boisseaux de mais, et 
le NEbraska, 285,000,(XK). Le froment, le seigle, I’avoine, le lin sont 
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recolt^s en proportion. Lc Ni^ln'uska a envoyo au inarcho 2,(KM\(K)0 

de tetes de i)etail, 2,225,(MX) do jK)r»-s ot j)res(pic 2,(MM),0(X> de mouton.s, 
Dos chitfros analojfucs out etc fournis par lc Colorado, lo Wyoming, 
et lc Slid Dakota, lc Wyoming a lui seal, ayant produit 11,250 kilo¬ 
grammes dc lainc. 

Et o’est la region ipii ctait appclec dans toutes les geographies, il y 
a vingt ans, ‘‘lc grand desert anuVioain.” Aiijourd'hui, o’est un pa5’s 
agrioolc, Horissant au supreme degro, et remplide fernics on de ranches 
oeeupant depuis 4(X) jusipi’i'i 10,000 hectares, ot eultiv'es d'apres les 
methodes modernes. 

Sur iHMiueoup dc points I’eau fait defaut a ccrtaincs pi'rioiles critirfues 
de la saison. On etablit des ^cluses sur les rivieres, ot de petits 
eanaux, longs de plusieurs kilometres, quelquefois, amenent I'eau pour 
toutes les fermes traversees sur leurs pareours. Dans le Nebraska, 
plus de 4,000 kilometres de ces eanaux d’irrigation, existent d^ja, et il 
y en a davantage encore en construction, ii present dans cet Etat ot 
celui du Colorado. Dans les regions ou il n’y a pas de riviere, les 
fermiers s’unissent pour faire creuser un puits artesien; et il cst facile 
d’obtenir partout un gros volume d'eau, en perforant sur un |X)int 
quelcoiKjue, jusqu’ii une profondeur dc 200 a 300 metres. L’oau de 
ces puits est conduite par des eanaux a chaipie ferine,et nc coute pas plus 
en moyenne, d'un dollar par an et jiour un demi hectare, ce qui I’epre- 
sente moins d'un cinquantieme de la valeur de la r^colte attendue, 
et sure de ne pas pericliter faute d’une irrigation suffisante. Le mals 
donne, en moyenne, 1)0 lioisseaux par demi hectare, dans ces terres | 
irrigueos de fayon speciale, et une moyenne de 5*5 lioisseaux |)our le 
Nebmska et I’lowa. 

En ce ipii concerne I’elevage du Ix'tail, Toucst otfre aussi des carac- 
tcres tout particuliers. Les animaux ne sont pas tonus ii convert, 
pendant I’hiver, pas plus ipie iKMidant I’ete. IjOs veaux sont marques 
avec un fer rouge, de la maripie dc leur propri*?tairc, et liich^s ensuitc 
avec le betail, dans dc vastes ranches ou |)atuniges, dans lesipiols on 
ne rencontre pas de clotures quelquefois, |)endant une centaine ou 
deux de kilometres, Lc betail s^journe ])cndant I'lH*? dans ces ranches, 
mclc avec celui d’autres propri6taires, jusipi’ii rautomne. Alors a 
lieu un ramassis, ce qu’on apjiellc un “ round up.” Tons les proprie- 
taires de liestiaux se reunissent ii une certaine date et a un certain 
point, fixes entre eux d’avance. I Is amenent leurs arqueurs, leurs 
Ixiuvicrs ou cowlioys, ipii .sont envoyes chacun ii eheval, ii un endroit 
le long de la cloture du ranchc, ce ipii les met ipiclquefois ii dcs cent 
et quelques kilometres d’eloignement les uns des autres. I Is forment 
ainsi un vaste cerclc, au centre duquel chiKpic animal e.st |)ou.sse vers 
le jK)int culminant, (pii cst ordinairement une gorge legerement mon- 
tagneu.se, une .sorte de pare ii liestiaux naturel.

Le bas prix des terrains, dont une grande partie, connue sous le nom 
de “terres de chemins de fer” (railroad lands), a et6 donn^e aux 
constructeurs des lignes a titre de subvention, a permis a des gens peu 
fortunes d’acipierir d’immenses espaees, sur lesquels ils pouvaient 
etablir une ninche a eux, et avoir le droit d'en iMoigner le betail d’au- 
tres propridtairos. Des terrains semblables peuvent s'acheter a raison 
de 2 francs 50 a 7 francs 50 par demi hectare, avec la faculty de payer 
cn dix ans, un dixieme seul t'tant exigible au moment de I'achat, et 
le reste payable en neuf annuites, avec un interet no deimssant pas six 
pour cent. 

L’Union Pacific, le seul chemin de for avec des concessions de ter¬ 
rains mentionnes dans les Etats. a vendu, pendant les onze mois tinis- 
sant au I*' decenibre dernier, un total de l,033,tMM) acres on demi- 
hectares ii peu pres, contre une vente de 350,0<»o acres pendant la 
nieme periode de rann^e precedente.

Ijo premier rang cpie les Etats-Unis o<*cujient maintenant excite 
davantage I'intei’ct, car il y a moins de 25 ans. ils n'etaient quo «piatri- 
eme sur la liste. En 1875, les exportations domestiques des Etats-Unis 
se montaient a >^07,263,737; celles d’Allemagne, a l^)07,0t>6,(K)0; de 
Franco, a $747,4S0,O<M> et celles du Koyaume-Uni, ii >{'1,087,407,000. 

Aujourd'hui, les Etats-Unis sont a la tete de la liste, suivis ]iar le 
Royaume-Uni, rAllemagne et la France, dans I’ordre indique. Les

D'apres 
ces chiffres, on pent voir cpie les oxjiortations des Etats-Unis out aug¬ 
ment^, pendant la ii^'riode nominee, dc ItM) pour cent; celles de I’Allo- 
niagne, dc 73 jxair cent; du Royaume-Uni, de 34 pour cent, et de la 
France, dc 5 jwur cent. 

LE FER ET L’ACIER D’AM^RIQUE. 

Les progres realises aux Etats-Unis dans la production de I'acier, dit 
“ the Export Implement Age,” sont surprenants. La valour des expor¬ 
tations americaines qui, en 1880, iiYtait que de #14,716,524, se montait 
Tann^e dernierc a #121,858,:344. I’endaut cette periode, les importa- 
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tions de fer et d'acicr ont diminu^ des deux tiers. Ce r<^sultat a 
ohtenu en payant ^ par jour pour la nmin-dVeuvre, y compris les 
ouvriers et les jeunes jj^ryons. Les frais de fabrication de I’acier aux 
Etats-Unis ont ete reduits au point d’etre inf^irieurs a ceux dans 
n’iniporte quel autre pays du inonde. Selon toutes les prolwibilit^s, la 
demande pour I'aciei- ne tardeni pas a se doubler on quiulrupler et le 
paysqui a le plus de chances de fournir I'acier demande, ou une grande 
partie de cet acier, est celui qui ixairra le produire et le livrer au plus 
bas prix aux consonimateurs etrangers. 

Bien des negociants a I’^tninger seront surpris d'apprendre que le 
meilleur acier brut est produit et vendu dans les usines am^ricaines 
a un cent la livre et au dessous. Ce prix est la consequence des capi- 
taux et do la prosjx'rite. L'acicr a etc fabriipie et vendu pendant des 
annees ii trois (juarts d'un cent la livre et avec Iwnetice. 

Pour ceux <pii sont a la tete d’entrepnses coniinerciales et inanu- 
facturieres dans Ic mondc entier, se fait signitie que I’acier amdri- 
cain penetrera dans des voies innombnibles, et qu’avec i’acier a Iwn 
inarchc il se creera un ddveloppement et il s’etablira un mouvement 
((ui exigeront une tres grande exiiansion de la faculte productrice de 
I’acier aux Pjtats-Unis. 

L’acier ain^ricain dtant le moins cher et, de I’avis unanime, le 
meilleur acier du monde, il s’ensuit que son emploi pour les machines 
de toute cspece diminueni le prix de revient de ces machines. 

Les fabricants americains n’ont pas encore applicpid leur ^nergie a 
la recherche du commerce du monde, mais ils se prdparent si le faire. 
Bientdt ils auront le fret $'i bas prix sur I’Ocean, des reprdsentants sur 
tons les marches du monde et des marchandises exposees partout et 
oH'ertes aux prix les plus bas cpii peuvent laisser un benefice. 

Bref, une nouvelle puissance, un facteur, une force ou une influence 
est en campagne. Une imjsortante industrie, celle de hi construction 
des navires, est nee en Ameri<iue et les Americains ne perdent pas de 
vue la jx)ssibilite de faire du commerce dans toutes ies pirties du monde.

etc., a I’Amerique Centnile, $500,000. L’auginentation fut due large- 
nient ii la gi^ande quantity de fruits et au gmnd nouibre de bestiaux 
expedi^s sur les marches etrangers. 

Au sujet de I’industrie niiniere du pays, le rapport dit que cette 
branche importante de la richesse publicjue s’est ddvelopp^e prodigi- 
eusement, et quoique la (iuantit4 de minerai produite n’ait et^ qu’un petit 
pi'u plus grande que celle de Tannee pr^cMente, les indices sont que. 
dans un futur tres rapproc^he, la production augmentera, de nombreuses 
nouvelles mines aj’ant dte trouvdes et dont quelques-unes seront bientot 
exploitdes avec profit. La grande exposition de minerais que la nation 
se propose de faire a I’Exposition de Buffalo sera aussi un facteur 
puissant qui stimulera et encouragera le developpement de cette Indus¬ 
trie, attirant en Honduras le placement de capiUiux etrangers dans 
cette Industrie pleine de promesses. 

11 existe au.ssi dans la Republique des gisements de cuiv’re de la plus 
grande richesse. Quelques-uns out d^jsi t'te transferes et on est en 
train de vendre les autres ti des compagnies des Etats-Unis. La plu- 
part de ce minerai cupriftu’e contient non seulement un tres grand 
pourcentage de cuivre mais aussi des (piantites enormes d'or et d'ar- 
gent, ce qui lui donne une plus grande valeur et le fait desirer 
davantage. 

La culture des l>ananes augmente continuellment, et comme ce fruit 
est on ne pent plus demande aux Ebits-Unis, on pense que Ton eta- 
blira plusieurs nouvelles plantations dans la riche et fertile vallee Lula 
et sur la cote du district de I^'an ofi il existe d’immenses etendues de 
terre vierge propre a cette culture. Une autre lu’anche d’agriculture 
est la culture des citrons et des oranges qui promet d’etre extreiue- 
ment profitable, et on exjwrte deja des quantit^s considerable 
d’oranges. La culture du coco attire au.ssi I’attention et promet de se 
developjx'r rapidement. 

L’arbre a caoutchouc qui alx)ndc dans les forets du pays est cultiv^ 
maintenant dans le departement de Choluteca. M. Arthur H. How¬ 
land a obtenu une concession dans le departement de Olancho oii il 
se propose d’ebiblir sur une large ^chelle une ]>lantation d’arbres a 

caoutchouc, et cette culture excite I’interet d’un l)out a I’autre de la 
Republique. Le caoutc*houc a I'etat brut est produit principilement 
dans les departements de Mos<juitia, Olancho et Choluteca. Une 
nouvelle espece de plante a caoutchouc a 4t4 ddcouverte dans I’Yoroet 
on dit que la seve que I’on en obtient est desirable et al)ondante. 

La culture du tsibac a non seulement augmente mais la qualite de b 
feuille s’est constamment am61ior6e. Quoique cette plante soit Iseau- 
coup plus cultiv^e dans le departement de Copan, elle est aussi produite 
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avantageuseiiient dans les departenicnts de flacaleapi et El Paraiso 
anssi bien que dans d’autres d^partenients. Le ble est eultive dans les 
depsirteinents de Tegucigalpa et Intibuca et specialenient dans les 
d^partenients de El Paraiso et I^ji Paz et est d'une qualite excellente. 

M. le Secretaire Altsciiul suggere la foiulation, par le gouverne- 
nient, d'un college agricole et retablisseinent d'un conseil du commerce 
dans les principaiix centres agricoles du pa^'s. 

En parlant de Texploitation des forets, le S(*cretjiire fait remarquer 
que rindustrie forestiere est encore dans son enfance et est limitee 
principalementa Texporbition de Tacajou, du muri«>r. de la salsepareille 
et du caouUdiouc. Trois grands etablissements sont actuellement 
engages dans la <-oupe des blocs d'acajou et de <-edre, ce st)nt: la 
Pittslmrg Ilondums Company, (ieorge D. Emery et d. A. (iarguilo. 

La premiere a obtenu pendant I’annee l,dl:i blocs contenant 402,315 
pieds. Cette maison a coupe j)lus d'un million de })ieds cubi*|ues de 
bois et on estime que la production tobile ixMidant lt«H atteindra 
3,tMX>,000 de pieds cubi<iues. 

L’elevage du betail est aussi dans des conditions tlorissantes et la 
valeur des bestiaux exjwrtes pendant I'annee se montait il ^1,286,006, 
le plus gnind nombre de Ijctes a comes exix)rtees allant il Cuba.

Pendant I'annee derniere de gnindes anuMionitions out etc apjx>r- 
tees dans chaque biiinche du .service iwstal qui marche avec Ix^aucoup 
plus de facilites, 1,203,924 dep'ches ayant etc tnui.sjxirtees p'lulant 
I'annee. Le nombre de lettres chargees a ete au.ssi plus grand (jue 
eidui de I'annee derniere. Des traites out etc conclus avec les Etats- 
I'nis et I’AUemagne pour I'envoi des colis iiostaux et une tres grande 
activity regne dans cette bninche de radministration.

Duns un nipport redig*' pur le Buron Moncher, Ministro do France 
un Moxiquc, ii lu suite d'lin voyuge de Tampico uu Pueiti(|ue. ct dont 
on a publi<; la premiere partle dans le Bulletin Mensuel du mois 
de fevrier, le Ministre dit qu’on pent diviser, sous le rapiM)rt de 
ragrieulturc, I’Etat de TamauliiMis en (piatre regions, sjivoir: 

1". La region du Nord et de TEst, encore presipie entierement 
couverte de lK)is. La j)rineipale ressource est Televage des ehevaux, 
mules et In'tes a comes. Le betall s’eleve dans les Ijois, oil il vague 
jKuir ainsi dire ii lYtat sauvage. 

Dans le Nord, non loin de la frontiere des Etats-Fnis, il y a des 
propriet^s immenses, aujouririmi incultes, maisqui pmniiientdevenir 
tres fertiles si Ton y amenait ])ar un canal les eaux du Uio San Juan 
et du Uio Bravo del Norte. 

flusqu'a present les proprietaires n’ont pas trouvi' de compagnies 
disposees a entreprendre ee travail (pii enti-.unerait des debours tres 
considerables. 

2". La r<^gion de TOuest, qui est giMiei-alemcnt fort st(*rile, couverte 
d’un bois taillis raliougri, n'ortrant qu’une maigre nourriture au rare 
betail qui s'y rencontre.

3". Le district de Tula (Sud-ouest) montagneux et jiauvre. L’ex- 
ploitation de I'ixtle eonstitue sa prineipale ressource. 

4”. Entin la ri'gion du Sud, arrosee par le Tamesi et ses affluents, 
qui otlre de grands avantages a la colonisation. C’est dans eette region 
(jiie .se trouve la grande vallee de Santa Barlnira, dont la fertilite 
n’avait |)as eehapp^ aux P2spagnols il y a des sieeles. On en a la 
preuve dans les mai.sons bien Inities en mavounerie qu’on y rencontre. 
Le terrain est |»irfaitement approprii* ii la culture de la canne, du mals,

Lacapitalede I’P^tutde Tamaulipas, Ciudad Victoria, compte environ 
10,(MK) habitants. C'est un centre es.sentiellement agricole; il ne s’y 
rencontre ipie <pielques jietites industries locales. 

Les tninsactions commerciales sont partagees entre deux maisous de 
commerce (jui inqxirtent des marchandises de toute espece: tissus, 
ferronnerie et denrees alimentaires. 

La capitale est i-.ittiu-hee malntenant au district de Tula par une 
route de plus de 1(M) kilometres en voie d'achevement, qui tin verse la 
Sierra Madre et qui est aussi bien traci\' que les routes il travel's les 
Alpes. Des quantites de detenus ont etc employes a ce travail ejui, jiar 
ce fait, n’a entraine (pi'uiie deiamse relativement minime de !^5U0,U00

L’Etat de Tamaulipas est assez jmuvre en mines. Les principales 
sont les mines de cuivre de San Jose et celles d'argent de San Nicolas 
Degollado, toutes deux situ^es dans la cordillere sejiarant Tamaulitias 
de I’Etat de Nuevo Leon.

Cette inesure a, panut-il, ete dictee pour psirer, le cas eeheant, aux 
ineonvenients de la nirete du nuinemire (pii se fait sentir depuis

Comme suite a la loi preeitee, le gouvernement mexieain vient de 
promulguer les deux de<'rets suivants, ayant plus speeialement tiiiit a 
la fnipjK' des monnaies. 

La premiere de ees mesures autorise la fnipi^e des piastres a un titre 
inferieur a <*elui admis juscpi’a ee jour.

D'apres une communication de la Legation de Iiclgif|ue a Mexico, 
ecrit la “Revue du Commerce Ext^rieur,” le rdseau dess chemins de 
fer mexicains continue a se developper d'une maniere reinarqualdo. 
En etfet, du 1®'' juillet 189B au 36 juin plus de 1,‘2(K) kilometres 
de voies nouvelles ont et^ livrl^es a Texploitation. 

Independamment de la construction d’enihranchements d^int^ret 
local, le grand etfort des comiiagnies de chemins de fer consiste 
actuellement a atteindre la cote de TOcean Paciti«|ue, dont Tapproche 
est dl^fendue par la chaine ahrupte des Cordilleres. Quatre voies 
ferr<*cs sont en ee moment dirigl>es vers I'Ouest, entre les |X)rts de 
Salina-Cruz et de Guaymas, jx)ints terminus, Tun et Tautre, de lignes 
de chemins non reli<?s au reste du r<'*seau. 

L(' Mexico-Cuernavaca and Pacific Railroad se dirige de la capitale 
vers Zihuatiuiejo; la ligne est achev^e jusqu’au Rio Halsas et un 
embranchement rtmnira plus tard ce point ii Acapuleo. 

Le Mexican Central, construit une ligne achevl^e en ])artie qui va 
reunir Manzanillo a, Guadalajara via Sayula. Cette puissante societe, 
qui pousse les tnivaux avec gninde activiti?, sera sans doute la premiere 
a <*tablir une communication par chemin de fer entre Mexico et le 
Pacifique. 

Iaj Mexican International qui, depuis quatre ans, ne dl^passait psis 
Durango, vient de decider apres de dis|)ensieuses {jtudes de continuer 
la voie vers le iwrt de Mazatlan. 

Entin, beaucoup plus au Nord, une nouvelle society, la Kansas City, 
Mexico and Orient Railroad, a choisi le port de To|X)lobanq)o comme 
point terminus d'une nouvelle voie (jui, venant des Etats-LI^nis, coupera 
le Mexican Central si Chihuahua. Cette comiwignie a acsjuis Isi con¬ 
cession et nichet<i 266 kilometres de voies construites par le Ferro- 
carril de Chihuahua al Psicitico. 

D’autre part, il n’est psis douteux (pic le chemin de fer Mexicain 
du Sud ne se diVide sous pen, s'l jirolongei-, jusipi's'i hi mer, la ligne (pii 
s’arrete actuellement ii Oaxacsi. 

La soci^ti'* Pear-son a pris si bail pour ciiapisinte sins hi ligne 
Nationsile de Tehusinte|X‘c <pi’elle est <K‘ciqx'e s'l mettre en <*tat (h* 
suftire au trsitic, en construisant des jaints uu'tairKpies, en corrigesint 
les courlxis et les niveaux et en balhistant hi voie. 

Enfin, le chemin de fer dit Mason va ^biblir la communication entre 
I’ocean Atlantiipie et I’lH-Iisin Paciliipie par une ligne |xirtsint de Vera- 
Cruz et rejoignant si Santa Lucrecia le chemin de fer de I'isthme 
de Tehuantepec. Santsi Lucrecia .sera aussi le point d’attache de la 
ligne ferree (pii unirsi la peninsule du Yucatan s'l la fois au reste du 
re.sesiu mexicain et si rocean Paciticjue. 
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Dos indications qui precedent, il rdsultc quc dans ])cu d'annees, les 
comnuinications de la cote o<-cidentalc du Mexi(jue seront aussi com¬ 
pletes (|uc cellesdu (Jolfe. Les Etats de TOuest de la Republique ont 
souffert, jus(iiraujourd''hui, de la nature montagneuse de leur sol, qui 
renferme cejx'ndant. aiitant de ri<*hesses natiirelles (jue celui des autres 
Etats de rUnion.

Le Bureau des Rt*publi<pies Aimudcaines vient de recevoir une copie 
du rapport int^ressant <pie le Ministre des Tmvau.x Publics a adresse le 
10 septembre 15MK) ii rAs.sembl^e Xationale de Nicanigua. Dans ce 
document remarquable, I'industrie ajjricole est citee comme la source 
principale de la riche.sse jiublicpie de la K<^publl(jue et la maniere dont 
le (Jouvernement a encourajrt', stimuU^ et prot^gd cette branche impor- 
tante des ressources naturelles de la nation e.st d^crite dans ce rapport 
de la favon suivante: 

•‘On peut dire, sans exagemtion, que jamais aupiravant, Fagricul- 
ture du pays n’a fait autaut de progres. Les nibais seuls (pii ont etc 
faits sur les f rais de transport du caf6 pour Texportation, conformdment 
a la loi du 7 noveinbi-e 1800, sont amplement suffisants ]X)ur prouver 
la veracitd de mon jussertion. En conformite de cette loi, les chemins
