Here follows a description of the finest set of new Roses that we have ever had the

pleasure of listing.

The Richmond—Is the most valuable florist's rose of recent years, and we are delighted

to be able to offer so good a thing to the trade; we have all been wanting and needing a

good red rose that can be grown with Bride and Maid, and that can be sold at the same prices,

and that rose is Richmond.

Our second novelty Rosalind Orr English is overshadowed by being sent out at the

same time as Richmond, though we consider it a rose of most unusual value, because it is

extremely free, its color is brilliant, (a scarlet pink), and it is beautiful in every stage of de-

velopment,

Joseph Hill—Offered for the first time last year, is one of the grandest roses that ever

unrolled its petals ; it is far ahead of all the Sunrise type which it resembles in color of foli-

age and color of bloom, although no Perle blood is said to flow in its veins.

Mildred Grant—Still classed as a new rose, will pay to study and to grow, despite a

good proportion of short stems ; it is the most beautiful mingling of glistening white and sea

shell pink, and is almost as large as a Peony. Especially in floral work is it appreciated , two

or three blooms giving extraordinary value to any arrangement in which it is used.

Then there are the three new Ramblers and the new Rugosa, the little "Jap" climber, and

Marigold, a yellow bedder, for those interested in garden roses; Dickson's fine offerings de-

serve a careful test, as do also M. Pernet-Ducher's set; his big fine red Etoile de France, will

be tried carefully by a large number of American florists, to determine its value for the gar-

den and for forcing, in fact every rose here offered is of unusual interest, and there is hardly

a doubt but that each one will be found a permanent addition to its special class.
