SHIPPING
The spring shipping season of nursery stock begins

the end of March and closes early in May. Fall shipping
begins the end of September, after the foliage begins
to fall after early frosts, and continues until the ground
freezes. Evergreens can be planted to advantage in

August and September.
Shipments of nursery stock when in dormant condi-

tion can be made by freight
;
and where the quantity

is considerable, we advise shipment by freight, excepting
at the close of the season, when it may be necessary to

ship by express on account of lack of time.

Shipments by express or freight are at purchaser’s
risk. If for any reason goods are injured in transit,

claim must be made on the delivery company at once,

as our responsibility ceases after we deliver goods to

transportation company in good order.

When a large quantity of nursery stock is required
and the distance will permit, we recommend delivery by
automobile truck, which is a much quicker and safer

delivery than by freight.
