If four
people happened to get busy lines
in the same door at the same time,
it might make necessary the for-
mation of a line of four or five thou-
sand people desiring to enter the
given building, and this might in-
volve the employment of more
police, so I don’t know just how the
thing would work out economically.
I wish I had the courage of my
reformation theories like some people
I know. If some folks had this
idea, they would have it univer-
gally established in a fortnight (the
English term for three weeks.)
Another economic reform I would
like to suggest is that the space
above the two stone lions in front
of the New York Public Library
might be utilized for offices some-
how or other. Above each lion there
is room for an office approximately
fifteen by twenty feet. Counting
this up thirty stories and counting
the rent at $100 a month per office,
we have here a waste of offices or
£6,000 a month or $72,000 a year
minus heat and janitor service.
Although the lions are not very
good, they could be left right where
they are, and the offices need not
start until the second story. Or
if it would simplify matters, no-
body would kick much if the lions
were put upside down in the base-
ment of the library and the two
office towers started right on the
pavement. This would enable us
to put revolving doors right in off
of Fifth avenue. Still this would
simply aggravate the revolving door
situation, which is already annoying
enough, so perhaps I had better
withdraw the suggestion and let
the lions alone (although I hate their
skins).
